| A list of proposed public work
projects for Plymouth will be on
display in the” commission room
during the dedication ceremony
Saturday and_guests will be re-
1quested to indicate their choice of
the types of projects to be under-
taken by the City under this pro-
am

Under the present CERA pro-
m no materials are being fur-
y the state and federal
| government, therefore it is_ ne-
cessary to confine the activities
| to projects requiring little or no
1 material. It has been felt for sev-
eral months past that there are
'certain types of projects which
would be” of local "benefit to pro-
| perty owners and they might be
Iwilling to finance the cost of ma-
terials. Projects of this type in-
clude concrete curb construction,
sewer construction, water main
construction, etc. This proposed
list of projects will be posted In a
conspicuous place in the com-
mission room and_each project or
type of project will 1>e assigned a
number so that_persons desiring
to indicate their choice may do
so by showing only the number,
rathér than writing the Entire
description on the ballot which
will be provided.
. These ballots will be deposited
in a ballot box and will later be
tabulated and analyzed by the
commission. This will be a great
assistance to the commission in
approving progects to_be under-
taken during the coming fall and
winter months when it is expect-
ed the number of employees on
CERA projects will be consider-
ta_bly greater than at the present
ime.

_The commission hopes that the
visitors at the city hall will take
an interest in this part of the
Erogram in order that they ma

e assisted in selecting ~wortl
while and proper projects for fu-
ture work.

Tax Penalty Is
Added Sept. 10th

_According to_provisions of the
city charter, after September 10
an additional penalty of 1 per
cent is added to all unpaid city
taxes. i
Because of the fact that this
provision is written into the city
charter, according to city officials,
it is impossible fo make any ex-
tension of time for the payment
of taxes without penalty. Another.
1 per cent will be added after Oct-
ober 10th making a total penal
as of that date of 4 per cent. All
persons who are in a position to
pay their city taxes should make
n effort to do so before Sept-
ember 10th. The penalties add-
ed by the city of Plymouth are in
no case cancelled "by any state
laws, therefore/thereis no possi-
bility of having the tax penalty
eliminated by any future action of
the state legislature.'Penalties are
added to the original tax at the
time the taxes are returned to the
county treaturer as delinquent.
. On several occasions, accord-
ing to city officials, taxpayers
have made the statement that
they can_ wait and pay their taxes
in Detroit at_less cost than would
be the case if paid in Plymouth.
This statement cannot be cor-
rect because the county treasur-
er's office or state legislature has
no authority to cancel or elimin-
ate penalties required by
city charter.

Survey Made Of

survey made so that the exact
comer posts might be permanent-
ly recorded in the transaction.

the work so that it can be carried
through the_ winter, thereby aid-
ing greatly in the unemployment
situation that faces the country
during the next few months.

plans for proposed. changes in the
city hall at the time the matter
of ‘providing space_for th” library
was under _discussion. Mr. Moss
spent considerable time in pre-
paring the original  sketches,
which were to be submitted as a
PWA project. Later the idea wasi
abandoned because it was felt
that additional debts should not]|
be saddled on the city under pres- |
ent circumstances.

At the time the CWA program;-
was under discussion Mr. 0ss."
was again called in to prepare,
tentative plans for reanjanglnig
the City Hall. After considerable
study and thought, Mr. Moss{
worked out the plan which has,
been put into effect during the.
past few months. i

The actual construction work
was under the supervision of Nealj
McClellan, an old time resident;
of the clt¥1 of Plymouth and a
man who has had many years of,
construction ~ experience”  witl
some of the largest building con-
tractors in the State of Michigan.
Mr. McClellan has been a_ con-
tsruction superintendent with the

W. E. Wood Company of Detroit
for more than twenty years and
has handled some of the larger

construction jobs in the State, in-
cluding the Maybury Sanitarium,
The ayne County  Trainin
School and the Detroit House o
Correction. .

Mr. McClellan has given many
hours of untiring work to the
City Hall project in order that it
could be completed as early as
possible and in a good and sub-
stantial manner. he painting
and decorating work ~has been
done under the direction of John
Lusk, a resident of the city of
Plymouth and a painter with a
great many years of experience.

Murals Depict
Local History

The murals being painted in
the Commission room by Edward
McCandlish, local artist, are the
outstanding features of the re-
modeled city hall. Mr. McCandlish
also painted a mural on the north
hall of the entrance lobby which
displays the seal of the City of
Plymouth in color.

The seal of the City of Plym-
outh is the same one” used " for
many years by the old Village
government, and when the change
was made from a Village to "a
City the only change made in the
seal was the change in the word

“Village” to "Cily. r. Mec-
Candlish has rendered this seal
very artistically on the wall in

the” downstairs lobby opposite to
the entrance of the City Man-
ager's office. .

Mr. McCandlish is also.painting
two murals in the Commission
Room. The one on the south wall
represents a rural scene In _the
early history in Michigan. The
scene deﬁlcts a team of oxen plow-
ing in the rough fields of this
State many years ago. In the
background i$ a clump of woods
and a_log cabin with two men
chopping wood. Near the driver of
the oxen is_a pioneer woman and
child bringing a lunch to the
workmen in the field.

The mural to be painted on the
north wall in the Commission
room will show the various
activities of the municipal gov-
ernment. This mural has not as
yet been started, but will be
commenced within the next week
or two. ! e

All of the paintings done by
\fr McCandlish have attracted a
considerable amount of atten-
tion and it Is not uncommon to
find a good sized audience watch-
ing Mr. McCandlish at work each
day while engaged in the paint-
ing of these murals In the city
hall. Every visitor attending the
dedication of the building should
not miss the opportuni(tjy_ to see
the work of Mr. McCandlish.

First Village
Hall Built 1889

On March 18th. 1889 the vil-
lage clerk presented to the village
council a petition, signed by the
Ieadlr)ﬁ taxpayers and voters of
our village, praying the council to
submit to a vofe, on April 8th. at
the regular spring election, the
question of ralsmdg a loan
$2,800 to_be added to an existing
building fund and used to erect a
building to be used for a Village
Hall. Council Room, and Lock-up.

At the meeting of the council
on April 24th. it was decided to
appoint a_committee of three to
select a site and_receive bids for
such a building. On May_16th_this
committee reported on five pieces
of property that had been offer-

In August, building plans sub-
mitted by Architect” M,.G. Mai-
I comson bf Detroit were accepted,
jand on Sept. 30th. 1889 the con-
tract was entered as follows: All
work except mason g
stone, slate, tin. and galvanized
iroru. work $2,230. xcavation,
stone work, brick work, and cut
stone. $1,843. Slating, tin. and
galvanized iron work™ $446. Mak-
ing a total building cost of $4,519.
The building to be finished by
Dec. 1. 1889.

At the meeting of the council
on January 6. 1890. the building
committee” reported to President
Michael Connor that the contrac-
-tors had finished the Village Hall
and recommended that the coun-
cil accept it. This was done.

As is usually the case regarding
the use of public buildings, there
was some dissention from time to
time over the new Village Hall.
Some of the older residents well
' remember one which started be-
tween two of the leading citizens
of the village. One contending
that the building was for purely
business purposes and that an or-
ganization known as "The Plym-
outh Lively Colored Boys.” a
group of local singers and musi-
cians. and other theatrical ven-
tures had no place in it. The other
was equally ardent in support of
making the new building the en-
tertainment center of the village.

The result of the controversy
was an injunction which_ was
finally settled before Judge Reiley
of Détroit. Later on these same
minstrel boys put on a play and
used the proceeds to buy scenery
and furnish the stage.

In those days. ymouth was
noted for her ‘exceptional theatri-
cal talent and many splendid en-
tertainments_were ‘given in the
new hall. After the first fire-
flghtm%_ apparatus was purchase*
and a fire tower and bell were
needed, the Misses Cora and Nei-
tie Pelham wrote a play which
they and the_other talented wo-
men of the village produced with
such success that it is still men-
tioned with pride by those who

saw it. k

It may well be said that the
Village Hall held the center of
both“the civic and the social life
of the village. Here were held not

only the council meetings, the
elections, band practices, etc..
but concerts, plays, commence-

ment exercises, church services,
banquets, and_ _like gatherings,
causing the citizens to+" wonder
how they had ever been able to
run the’ affairs of the village
without it.

For many years the city hall in
Plymouth has been rather incon-
venient for the conduct of the
municipal business, simply be-
cause of the fact that the build-
ing was not laid out for an of-
fice building. The main obstacle
in rearranging the office space
was the location of the vault in
the front of the building. Be-
cause of the fact that it would
be_ rather expensive to remove
this vault and relocate it at some
point in the rear of the building,
no effort was made to do any ex-
tensive remodeling. The opportu-
nity to make the necessary alter-
ations in the building was pre-
sented under the CWA program.
Several unemployed-men in Plym-
outh were assigned to_ Plymouth
projects through the CWA and in
many cases these men were not
glven work of the type which were
Pest fitted to do. In studying pro-
Jjects which could be undertaken
and which would furnish work
for which the men assigned to
Plymouth were best suited, the
city hall project was considered
and after being approved by the
city commission the project” was
submitted to the county commis-
sion and state commission where
it was also approved. The remo-
deling Job required an extensive
amount of labor, all of which was
furnished through the County
Emergency Relief Administration.
It was nof_possible to secure all of
the material necessary through
the CWA surplus stock, therefore
the city had to obligate itself to
purchase the necessary materials
which could not be obfained from
the county warehouse.

At first it was not planned to
replace all of the plaster in the
building _but as_the work pro-

The Dedication Committee ap-

gressed it was found that the
plaster was the old type material,
approximately _thirty or forty

years old. and in many cases was
pulled loose from the Tath. It be-
came apparent that the entire
plaster would, have to be removed
an the building replastered
throughout. The only room in
which the old plaster” was not
tom off is the assembly room on
the second floor.

The commission room on the
second floor, which is also used
i as the Municipal Court Room, has
| been given the most complete
change of any part of the build-
|n_$f n this room there were three
different types of plaster and
plaster board, and the ceiling con-
sisted of six_ inch_vyellow™ pine
Jmatched ceiling which had pulled
;apart in many places so that as
much as a quarter inch gap was
evident. The commission room was
entirely replastered and a curved
ceiling’ was erected. The walls
were also replastered and a plas-
ter molding put up at the point
where- the “walls and the ceiling
meet. The commission room is
the most beautiful room in the
building and it being further or-
namented by the painting of mu-
"rals on each end of the room.

e plumbing in the building
was reconditioned and in many
cases the old inadequate J)Ipln
and fixtures were removed ani
modern standard ecﬁlipmenl in-
stalled. Likewise the electrical
work in the building was all gone
over and modernized. The ~ old
building was wired with inade-
quate and unsafe wiring and fix-
tures. These were replaced with
modern conduit and cable which
eliminates, to a great extent, the
firehazard created by the old*elec-
tric wiring.

but $6,000 a_year.

Rep. Martin R. Bradley. Speaker of the House,
and other members of thé Legislative Council, con-
fess that they experienced a feeling akin to irri-
tation when they learned of this.

Stack in to explain. The explanation possesses the
priceless virtue of brevity, if nothing more.

"That is a big job."” the auditor-general says.

Speaker Bradley takes the attitude that Mogan
will draw $4,000 and not a cent more if the Legis-
lature has anything to say about it. and he fee|3
confident that it has. .

“We pointed out to
Mr. Stack that the bill' never could have been

assed if the director's salary had been fixed at
6,000. or at $4,000 with $2,000 added for ex-
enses. It was the will of the Legislature that he
receive $4,000. no more, and this is a plain attempt
to circumvent the law.”

Here you have the picture of Auditor General
Stack openly flaunting the laws of the*state so
that he can” pay with the taxpayers money a big-
ger salary to his political friend” and associate.

A Lansing -dispatch to The
Times ‘on November 28 said:, i

and supplies, received $4,874 from the state for sale
of automobile tires between last May 12 and Aug-

st 22.

The_tires were sold without competitive bids, as
were 5500 tons of coal, which the State Purchas-
ing Department bought from Broker's Inc.

Agent of the company is J. B. Whitely, Com-
stock campaign worker and former real estate man
who was refused renewal of a broker's license by
the State Securities Commission.

The tire purchases were made through J. G.
McGrath, buyer under B. J. Abbot, purchasing
agent, secretary of the administrative board, pris-
on commission chairman and budget director.

A rule of the administrative board is that pur-
chases involving more than $3,000 must be sub-
mitted to the board's purchasing committee. The
orders for the tires came at intervals of from four
days to a month, so no single purchase order was
for more than $1,200. . e i

Brokers. Inc., was ageni ."or Liuniap tires and
tubes. It delivered 406 sets of tires and tubes at an
average price of $12 per unit. May 12 the firm was

iven an order for $729. May 21 for 1.161, June
5 lor $1,182. July 7 for $696. July 11 for $279.
July 21 for $285 and Augqust 22 for $542.

In the same period Goodyear received $6,027
worth of business. Firestone $11,002. .

"Tire prices are standard.” McGrath said, "ana
there would be no use in bidding. When one or]|
another of the state institutions puts in a requi-
sition for tires, we call in a representative of a
tire company and give him the business.

“We try t0 pass the business around, and do so”
_ Purchase orders go out at as little as four-day
intervals. McGrath “said, "because we order the
goods_whenever a department or institution re-
quisitions it. which is at irregular times.”

Brokers, Inc., was_incorporated last May 11
with Whitely as president. W. Wright Gedge, poli-
tical commentator for WMBC, declares however,
that_he is president of the firm. The company’s
mailing address is the office of State Senafor
Joseph C. Foster.

_ From_the taxpayers' point of view these are all
interesting news articles that were quickly for-
gotten about—and candidates are not anxious to
remind you of them at this time. Let's all hope
that the time will come when people WILL give
thought to such matters.

| tion in your mind, the Commis-
sipn resfates its position that

unicipalities have full control
over the enforcement of our licen-

sees within their jurisdiction. 85
per cent of the money which we
receive for licenses s ‘returned
to the rhunicipality. =We believe
that every municipality ought to
have a special force t0 see that
the provisions, rules and regu-
lations of the Liquor Act are en-
forced. The Liquor Control Com-
mission will cooperate with you-
100 per cent, but the enforcement
is as much a part of the duties
of your police force as the detec-
tion and prevention of other
crimes.

“We are furnishing, under sep-
arate cover, to be used by the en-
forcing  departments. = reports
which” should be made direct to
this office_upon which the Com-
mission will not hesitate to act.
It. is apparent that it was the in-
tention of the Legislature that
municipalities ‘were” to assume a
burden in_this enforcement. Some
municipalities have not taken
this_provision of the law serious-
ly. Some enforcing officers have
not. The Commission expects to
hold to strict accountability all
t?e{ enforcing officers of this
state.
