Book Is Untimely

And In Poor Taste At This Time Says Editor Of
The Dearborn Press.

_ What Mr. Hoover contends for
is very likely to be the political
philosophy of this country for the
next hundred years; we are going
to be forced back to it by events:
but that does not alter the unfit-
tingness of choosing this moment

for what he Has’ said. It really re-
quired no haste in saY_mg, or it
is as old as the Republic and will
