Final tribute to a nation's fall­
en hero; one of Plymouth’s price­
less sacrifices in the World War. 
First Lieutenant Charles F. Chap- 
pel of the 339th Infantry, the 
85th Division, will be paid by vet­
erans of the World War in New 
York City today and in Detroit 
Sunday afternoon at 2 o'clock.

The remains of Lieutenant 
Chappel who was killed in action 
while leading a daring charge 
against a far superior force of 
the enemy in bleakest northern 
Russia September 28. 1918. have 
been shipped back to America, 
with those of a number of other 
veterans who sacrificed their lives 
in the invasion of northern Rus­
sia.

Mrs. Zada H. Geer. 356 Blunk I 
avenue, the former Mrs. Chappel. 
has been advised of the numerous 
oeremonies in honor of the dead 
veterans, who are to be buried in 
Detroit Sunday.

The remains of these veterans, 
arrived in New York early this 
week. They will reach Detroit to­
morrow. In New York city this 
afternoon there will be a special 
services attended by many of the 
prominent army men and veter- ' 
ans of the east. At this service a 
delegation of the Polar Bear As- i 
sociation and representatives of 
the state government of Michigan 
will be present.

In Detroit Sunday morning a ; 
short service will be held at the 
city hall, the Governor of Mich- j 
igan and the Mayor of Detroit be­
ing present to take part in the 
ceremonies .From the city hall, 
the remains will be taken imme­
diately to the cemetery in De­
troit for burial.

For the accomodation of rela­
tives and friends, the Polar Bear 
Association has arranged a suite 
of rooms at the Statler hotel 
where all of the families will meet 
Sunday morning at 9 o'clock., 
From there they will go to the 
city hall and later to the cem­
etery .where all military honors 
will be accorded these fallen vet­
erans.

Harry Mumby. well known 
Plymouth resident and veterans 
of the world war. and a number 
of other soldiers from about here! 
saw service with Lieutenant Chap- j 
pel. When Lieutenant Chappel.. 
leading the charge against a' 
machine gun company, fell mor­
tally wounded. Mr. Mumby was 
but two or three hundred feet 
from him. He too was in the 
charge that proved so costly to 
American troops.

The son of Lester and Mary 
Chappel. Lieutenant Chappel was 
bom in Dayton. Ohio. December 
6. 1880 whefe he lived till the 
family came to Plymouth in 1894 
where he entered Plymouth high 
school showing a literary and 
methematic ability.

At his home on the Golden road 
toe improved his bent of horse­
manship and with a soldier's in­
heritance from the La Chapelles 
who came over with LaFayette to 
help America he left Plymouth 
high school in 1898 engaging in 
various duties, serving one sum­
mer with naval reserves on the 
Yantic.

In 1901 he joined the regular 
army as a 'member of the 3rd 
U. S. Cavalry serving in the Phil- 
lipines and later at Fot Assina- 
boine. Montana. At the time of his 
discharge he was top sergeant of 
Troop I of the then famous milk 
squadron of troops M. I. L. K. 
holding world's record for horse­
manship competing with the best 
riders of Europe and America.

Soon after his discharge he re­
turned to Michigan, married Miss 
Zada McClumpha, and worked 
with P.M.R.R. as express agent, 
then cashier at the depot. In 1913 
they moved to Toledo where he 
became chief clerk in N. Y. Cen­
tral Lines.

When America entered the 
World War he re-enlisted going to 
Fort Benjamin Harrison. Officers 
Training School, received ap­
pointment of First Lieutenant, 
refusing a Captaincy in Quarter­
master department because he 
wished active service.

He was stationed at Camp Cus­
ter until he was sent across Aug­
ust 18 and landed in Russia Sept­
ember 4, 1918. hoping to soon re­
turn to his wife and two year old 
daughter, Roberta, also his par­

ents who were living with him, 
fate decreed otherwise and on the 
23rd day after his arrival he was
killed in action.

For extraordinary heroism in 
action near Kadish, Russia. Sept. 
27, 1918 he was awarded a cross 
of distinguished service.

Lieut. Chappel led his men in 
attack against a superior force of 
the enemy- Disregarding all per­
sonal danger, he personally ad­
vanced upon enemy machine

BUY “LIFE’S HANDICAP”
The Plymouth Mail has during the past few days 

received information pertaining to a new industry 
that has been started in Michigan that has for its 
purpose the support of people who are handicap­
ped through blindness or because they have in 
some way became permanently crippled. They 
have organized a cigar factory in Detroit and 
they have named the cigar that they are going to 
sell "Life's Handicap." The organization is known 
as the Handicap Co-Operative and is located at 
3437 Goldner avenue in Detroit. The Mail is 
pleased to publish the following article which has 
been sent to various newspapers; it is not only 
pleased to publish it, but it also urges its readers 
who enjoy cigar smoking to give this organization 
a "life." As every one knows the cigar business is 
practically in the control of big tobacco outfits and 
no one will suffer if a bit of business is turned to 
these.unfortunate people who are endeavoring to 
keep from becoming public charges. The article 
follows:

A national program to help the blind, lame, deaf 
and otherwise physically handicapped people to be 
self-supporting and economically independent, 
was launched in Detroit recently with the forma­
tion of Handicap Co-operative, a non-profit cor­
poration. headed by Omer H. Wilson, a blind man.

The new company is engaged in the manufacture 
and distribution of a five-cent cigar, appropriately 
named "Life's Handicap."

"Handicap Co-operative." Mr. Wilson explained.
"employs only handicapped people who are recom­
mended by the bureau of vocational training of 
the Michigan State Department of Rehabilitation.

"Our plant in Detroit now employs 60 handicap­
ped girls and we have more than 25 salesmen, 
physically handicapped, calling on the regular re­
tail cigar outlets in Detroit. Sales staffs are rapid­
ly being organized in other Michigan cities. Pro­
minent retailers of all types throughout the state 
have endorsed our movement and have placed or­
ders, for our cigars.

"We do not intend to confine our activities to 
Michigan alone. With the aid of State and Feder­
al Rehabilitation Department, we hope, in time, to 
build a nation-wide organization, employing more 
than 10.000 handicapped salesmen.

"The people of this country have always shown 
a willingness to aid those who are courageously 
and valiantly fighting life's battles, and we. the 
physically handicapped, are confident that Life’s 
Handicap cigars, made of choice tobaccos under 
ideal working conditions, will have the support of
every fair-minded citizen." I .____ _

To Loan Farmers 
Money For Feed

Michigan fanners who must 
buy livestock feed before Decem­
ber 31, 1934. and who must bor­
row money to make the purchase 
can obtain financial assistance 
through the emergency crop and 
feed loan offices, according to the 
farm credit administration.

These feed loans are being 
made in secondary drought areas, 
in which are included 41 Mich­
igan counties. This area includes 
all counties south of the Mason- 
Arenac north line except Are­
nac. Bay. Saginaw. Huron. Tus­
cola. and Sanilac. Under present 
rulings, this type of loan can not 
be made to farmers not in the 41 
counties.

The money to be loaned is from 
a $40,000,000 appropriation for 
crop loans to be made in second­
ary drought areas. Notes given, as 
security for the loans mature 
November 1.- 1935. The interest 
rate is not given in the official 
notice but will undoubtedly be in 
line with interest rates charged 
on other federal emergency loans.

ApplicatioijSdfor loans should be 
made through the seed loan of­
fices in Michigan. Production 
credit associations and federal 
farm loan associations do not 
make these loans.

County agricultural agents can 
assist farmers in locating the 
seed loan offices. The total 
amount of money to be_ loaned to 
any one farmer is based upon the 
number of livestock owned and a 
maximum sum is set in each case.

Roads Of World 
Is Best Feature

Plymouth visitors who have 
visited the Century of Progress 
in Chicago this year return home 
convinced that the Ford Motor 
company has “stolen the show" 
and that the "roads of the world" 
shown near the Ford exhibit is 
without question one of the most 
interesting things ever devised. 
The roads range from the earliest 
Roman to the modern types. 
They have been faithfully repro­
duced according to the most ac­
curate information available.

The Romans generally are giv­
en credit for being the earliest 
road builders, but the Egyptians 
had paved roads at the time the 
great pyramids were built, thou­
sands of years before. The road 
from Antioch. Syria, to Bagdad. 
Iraq, is believed to have been built 
by the Romans. The historic Ap- 
pian Way was begun by Appius 
Claudius about 312 B. C. The 
Chinese road from Pieping to 
Western Hills was paved about 
1708 A. D. It was made of large 
stone blocks.

The roads of India were mostly 
of beaten earth and were used 
only in the dry season. In 2000 B. 
C. the road from Calcutta to 
Afghanistan via Kyber Pass was 
being used. The Great Caravan 
Route through the sands of Sa­
hara to Darkest Africa was in use 
before the dawn of history. Wat- 
ling Street. Dover through Lon­
don and north into Scotland, was 
in use 1000 B. C.

Russia is believed to have been 
the first to have paved with cyl­
indrical blocks of wood. Chicago 
had a pine block pavement (Wells 
St. > in 1856; cedar blocks were 
substituted in 1875. About 1835. 
Lord Sydenham, who had long 
lived in Russia, introduced the 
plank road at Toronto. Ontario.

"Kleinpflaster" pavement, com­
mon in Germany, is of hard tough 
rock, broken into cubes and plac­
ed in a light cushion of sand with 
concrete or old macadam base as 
a foundation. The road from 
Darmstadt to Heidelberg was pav­
ed about 1885. Frances was first 
to use rock asphalt in 1854. on the 
Route De Quarante Sous. Paris 
to Havre. The Nice to Mentore 
road, built in 1806. is also repro­
duced. The 'Diamond Rush Road.' 
Port Elizabeth to Kimberley, built 
in 1870. is one of the best known 
gravel roads of Africa. The most 
durable of all paving is stone 
setts. Belgian blocks. The Lierre- 
Aerschot road was paved with

. these blocks in 1800.
The oldest type of American 

road reproduced is the Mexican 
Highway from Ixtlan to LaQuem- 
ada constructed by the Spanish 
Conquistadores about 1550 A. D. 
A specimen of the old North Am­
erican Wilderness Trail, blazed by 
Daniel Boone in 1775. shows what 
our ancestors endured. The Lan­
caster turnpike from Philadelphia 
to Lancaster was the country's 
first stone road and was con­
structed in 1792. The first brick 
road in the United States, between 
Cleveland and East Liverpool, was 
laid down about 1909. U.S. 66— 
St. Louis to Springfield—is con- 
structe of modem, heavy-duty 
bricks. The Lincoln Highway from 
New York to San Francisco is 
represented by a modern concrete 
pavement.

Michigan Farmers 
Paying Up Loans From

Federal Land Bank
Michigan farmers have paid to 

the Federal Land Bank of St. 
Paul more than $661,000 this year 
up to the first of September, and 
that in the face of adverse con­
ditions.

The August report on collec­
tions. just prepared by the bank, 
shows that farmers of this state 
repaid $89,502 during the month, 
bringing the total to the figure 
mentioned above. Joining with 
Michigan are the other 3 states of 
this district. Wisconsin. Minnesota 
and North Dakota, making the 
total 8 months' payments $2,820.- 
000 approximately.

Of the August Michigan pay­
ments. almost $23,000 was repaid 
on advances that the Land Bank 
had made or comprised payments 
which the farmers were making 
in advance on obligations not yet 
due. The advances the bank had 
made include tax payments to

save its borrowers from delinquent 
tax penalties, or to keep insurance 
policies in force at a time when 
the borrowers could not meet the 
premiums. However, the collection 
department of the bank points out 
that the largest part of the ad­
vance payments is made up of 
forehanded remittances that are 
not due for 3 months or more.

The payments referred to do 
not include any instalments on 
Commissioner's loans. although 
the volume of these is also con­
siderable and must be added to 
the Land Bank instalments to 
show the full amount that the 
farmers of this state are paying 
on their farm mortgages to fed­
eral agencies. Also only a small 
portion of these payments are on 
1934 loans, very-few of which as 
yet have instalments due. but 
are mostly on the basis of Land 
Bank loans made in 1933. the vol­
ume of which in Michigan was 
approximately $1,158,000.

Nowadays

The Senate investigation of thei 
munition makers has reached 
sensational heights when King 
George V was mentioned as a 
munition salesman and Adolph 
Hitler was accused of being a .tool 
of the munition makers.-

Fearful conservatives charge, 
that "the whole affair is social- 1 
iatic." This seems to be a favorite , 
exclamation at the present time. 
It has been used to describe the 
National Recovery Act, the tex­
tile strike, and a resolution pass­
ed by the Wisconsin Methodist 
convention. *

In a recent radio address Sen­
ator Gerald P. Nye who heads the 
inquiry, advocated efficient de- ' 
fense armaments rather than to- I 
tai disarmament. The platform of 
the Socialist Party of America in ' 
1932 read as follows:

“We support all measures that j 
promise to promote good will and , 
friendship among the nations of 
the world including.... total dis­
armament by international agree­
ment if possible, but if it that is 
not possible, by setting an ex­
ample ourselves."

Thus there is a wide difference 
between the two groups.

While the purpose of the idea 
is a noble one. there are certain 
obstacles to the plan of “govern­
ments taking profit out of war." 
In practice such a plan might be­
come truly socialistic, unless a 
line is drawn somewhere, and 
where ever a line is drawn, there 
will be profit in warfare.

ground in other parts of the state. 
Many sections are still in need of 
additional moisture to bring late 
crops to maturity.

The condition of the Michigan 
potato crop was reported at 59 
per cent of normal which is 1 
point better than for August 1 
this year but practically 11 points 
below the 10-year average for 
September 1. Frosts the last week 
of August caused severe injury to 
man£ fields in the Upper Penin­
sula and northern counties of the 
Lower Peninsula, the State's prin­
cipal shipping area. Growers’ re­
ports as of September 1 for this 
section probably do not reflect the 
full extent of these losses. On the 
other hand, crop prospects are re­
ported markedly better than for 
August 1 in the central tiers of 
counties while in areas farther 
south where conditions have gen

a result of August rains, but far­
ther north, grain prospects were 
cut short by frost. The indicated 
production of all com. including 
the grain equivalent for acreage 
to be utilized as ensilage and for­
age is 34,125,000 bushels, which 
is slightly above the 5-year aver- 
agecrop, 1927-31, but 19 per cent 
less than the 42,315.000 bushels 
grown in 1933.

Yields of oats and barley are 
turning out somewhat better than 
growers anticipated earlier in the 
season. Probable yield reports on 
these crops point to an average 
return per acre of 23 bushels for 
oats which is 2 bushels better than 
that secured last year although 
still 9 bushels below the 10-year 
average. For barley the probable 
yield is estimated at 16.5 bushels. 
3.5 bushels better than in 1933. 
but 8 bushels below average.

The average condition of the 
Michigan sugar beet crop on 
September 1 rated at 70 per cent 
of normal. 6 points better than on 
August 1, but 5 points below av­
erage. This suggests a probable 
production of 938.000 tons which 
compares with 1,203.000 tons har­
vested in 1933 when close to a 
10-year average yield was secured 
from a somewhat larger acreage 
than that planted this season.

Reports from Michigan apple 
growers indicate a slight improve­
ment in the prospects for this 
crop during August. The Septem 
ber 1 condition of 42 per cent of 
normal points to a prospective 
production of 5.521.000 bushels of 
which 3.608.000 bushels are rated 
as commercial. This compares 
with last year’s above average 
crop of 8.651.000 bushels total

Milford Talks 
New Bank Plan

Since the First State Bank 
went into receivership the ques­
tion "what next" has been in the 
minds of the people of this com­
munity. To get something definite 
as to what could be done and 
how. a group of men met at the 
Milford Club rooms Wednesday 
afternoon. Present by invitation 
were Howard C. Knickerbocker, 
cashier and Earl Phillips, attor­
ney of the new bank at Farming- 
ton. Eugene Carey, receiver and 
Elmer Field, late ponservator of 
the First State Bank at Milford.

From the discussion at this 
meeting it appeared that any one 
of three things may be possible:

1. Organize a new bank.
2. Establish here a branch of 

some bank already organized.
3. Get along with no bank at 

all.
Of the three the first, of course, 

is much to be preferred if it is 
possible of accomplishment. It 
would involve the raising of at 
least $30.0000 of which $25,000 
would be for stock and $5000 for 
surplus.

In this connection it should be 
said that bank stock purchased 
these days is not subject to the 
double liability which prevailed 
formerly. The provision regarding 
double liability was included 
bank legislation enacted by the 
last legislature.

THEREFORE, the Conserva­
tion Commission, by authority of 
Act 230, P. A. 1925. hereby orders 
that regulations on ducks, geese, 
brant, coots. Wilson's snipe and 
woodcock, as provided by Act 
286. J. A. 1929. as amended shall 
be abridged to permit the hunting 
of such migratory waterfowl dur­
ing the season of 1934 from Oct­
ober 3rd to November 11th. inclu­
sive, excepting all Mondays and 
Tuesdays which are designated 
as rest days; and to prohibit the
