control, notably the “land grants”
do not affect the question.”
Harry Fischer, second negative
speakef, contended that new evils
would arise under a system of
federally controlled education, as

such control would be an evil in
itself, politics would invade the
schools, and the cost would be

enormous.

Rebuttals were begun by Jack
Sessions wha presented the argu-
ments that federal aid has failed
in the past, and that many noted
educators oppose such a plan.

That state educational aid
could not bring about equality be-
tween states was the contention
of Jewel Starkweather, who_also
stated that only federal finan-
cial supervision” would exist un-
der the proposed plan, eliminat-
ing_the evils of control.
