convention of the Michigan Muni-

cipal League at Benton Harbor
last week, declared that the pro-

gram_contained many subjects of
especial interest to the people of
Plymouth.

“The various amendments to
be voted upon this fall were dis-
cussed, Relief work, public works,
city finances and taxation were
amontg the subjects considered.”
she stated.

“Thursday's program consisted
of round fable discussions for
mayors, councilmen. city. man-
agers. clerks, village officials, at-
torneys. engineers and utility su-
perintendents.” she added.

“Among the highlights of the
convention was the talk by Mr.
Corrington Gill. Washington, D.
C. Mr. Gill is assistant federal
relief_administrator under Harry
Hopkins. He stated that the
United States has _four million
families totaling 17 _million peo-
ple on relief today. Fifty-four per
cent of these are of working age
from 16 to 65. and thirty-five per
cent are children under”16. There
is an equal number of men and
women, and half of the seventeen
million are single. Relief is cost-
ing us $130,000,000.00 per month;
of this twelve million comes from
the state governments, eighteen
millions from local units, such as
cities, townships and counties,
and the remaining $100,000,000.00
from the United States. In the fu-
ture local and state governments
must contribute more. Mr. Gill
maintained that the federal con-
tract of relief had done three
things: first it had made a sur-
vey of the whole relief problem
for the first time in history, sec-
ond it had organized the admin-
istration of relief, third it had put
1,800.000 sgecnple on work relief
which_costs more financially but
nave snciaiiv

'Another  important speakerJ
was Paul V. Betters, executive di- |
rector of the American Municipal j
association whose Pead uarters
are in Chicago. He_also sgo e on
relief. His three major points were
that those _who are on_ relief
through national economic col-
lapse ~(unemployment) are the
responsibility of the federal gov-
ernment, that cities should never
be taxed to care for them. Second,
that the unemployable on relief
should be the resq_or_lsmlllty of lo-
cal governments. Third, that since
the "national government can tap
sources of revenue which are
closed to = municipalities, since
municipalities have only the out-
worn property tax as_their sole
source of income, it is only fair
that the federal  government
should relieve local communities
of part of their welfare burden.

“Another highlight of the con-
vention was the talk given at the
annual banquet b¥ Haro.ld  D.
Smith, director of the Michigan
Municipal League, on his recent
trip to Europe. He went as chair-
man_of a delegation of fifteen
municipal experts to_ attend the
international’ municipal congress
at Lyons. France, and to study
the “development of municipal
associations' in Denmark.

The most rapid changes have
come in the past twenty years
until now the women take active
part in_all the educational and
scientific phases of the life of
the country. Even now, however,
there is but one college in Korea
so, it is necessary for those who
wish higher _education to go to
other countries for it.

With education there was _
great revolution in the habits,
costumes and life of the women.

In closing. Dr. Line said_ that
woman_has a vast responsibility,
as she is responsible for the home
and a perfect home makes a per-
fect country and women should
have the advantages to make her
able to assume these responsibi-
lities. She must have truth and
{udgemem to support her know-
edge. with an inner support of
love, hope and faith.

Polution of the Rouge river bv
the village of Northville. Plym-
outh and others that use “the
‘stream for sewage disposal is go-
|ing to be ended In some way rep-
.resentatives of the state health
department indicated at a meet-

ling of various state, coun% and
municipal officials held in Plym-
outh Tuesday forenoon.

Dr. F. W.”Rich, state sanitary
engineer, was in charge of the
meeting, which had been called
as the result of complaints made
to the department bK park visit-
ors about the stench from the
Plymouth sewage plant and the
one at Northville.  There have
been complaints filed with the
department by people who_pro-
tested to the closing of the Rouge
river and the various small lakes
created along the river for swim-
mlnﬁ. i
Tl e¥ declared that if the sew-
age of Northville and Plymouth
was properly cared for and if
others that émpty sewage into the
river could be “prevented from
using the river for sewage pur-
oses, the river could again be
used for swimming.
Dr. Rich made ‘it clear that he
was amazed at the wonderful park
development along the river and
that he had no idea so much pro-
gress had been made in such a
short time. He stated that this
development made it essential for
the state to give serious consider-
ation to the complaints that had
been made and that a solution
should be worked out as quickly
as possible. .

Merle Bennett, superintendent

. of the park system was present at

the meeting and he stated that
the park commission would be
glad to cooperate with the state
in helping to clear up the condi-
tion. A committee was appoint- |
ed to investigate the situation |
and recommeénd a solution as
quickly as possible.

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THE AMENDMENTS

Again the voters of Michigan are going to be
called_upon to J)ass their judgement upon a num-
ber of proposed amendments to the state consti-
tution this fall. One or two of them have some
merit, but the rest of the proposals are sponsored
for no_good- purpose to ALL the people of Mich-
|fgan. Probably the most vicious one is the scheme
or the big ojl"and %as operators, to escape all forms
of taxation in Michigan. Cunning in its construc-
tion is the proposal to “cut the %as tax” by con-
stitutional amendment. Maybe it might cut the
gas tax a cent or two. but it also cuts ALL future
faxation from the gas corporation operators. This
as well as all the othex- amendments except pos-
sibly the one that provides for the non-partisan
election of judges should be defeated. here_is
some merit 'in ‘the proposed amendment which
would reduce the number of various governmental
units, but in view of the fact that there has been
no “set-up" as to what the new form_of govern-
ment would be or how it would function, 'we be-
lieve tKdt for the present it is well enough to let
matters alone. We thought when the new admin-
istration came in that there was going to be less
government but we find that theré is 'much more
of it than anyone had ever believed there could be.
so_just as a matter of precaution it is better to kill
this amendment until ‘we know just what kind of
a government is proposed to take the place of that
which we now have for various governmental
units in Michigan. We are firmly convinced that
there is just one of the amendments that can be
voted for with any degree of safety whatsoever and
that is the one which, if enacted, will provide a
non-partisan election for circuit judges.

BANKERS

Probably no class of American business men
have been” more severely or unjustly criticized than
the banks. Just two or three brief years ago as
one walked up and down the streets of Plymouth
or any other city as for that matter, you hear
everybody condemning bankers and bank boards
for their "liberality” in loans. Polks said that the
collapse of the banking system was due to
loans that had been made.” What a change in two
brief years! Now the altogether too frequent and
too unjust criticism is made that the banks are too
tight with their loans, that the banks are holding
back business because of their stringent loan
policy. Well, there apparentlﬁ must be some one
to condemn and the average banker has been able
to stand a lot of it, so he might as well continue
to “take it." But it does seem “unfair and unjust.

MILLIONS FOR NO HOGS

. There comes from the extension department of
ihe Michigan State College the interesting informa-
tion that Michigan rarmers are going to receive
checks from Washington which will total $3,455-
000 for not raising hogs during the past year.
This amount, less the [ocal cpunt¥ administration
expenses, will be distributed in three payments
among the 24.500 producers who signed the final
contracts.

Checks have already been_ distributed in the
counties that forwarded their contracts durin
August_and the first week in September. Althougl
approximately one-half of the counties did not
complete and ship their contracts until the last two
weeks of the month. September 30 being the dead-
line for completion of the program, the most of
these should receive their first installment of
benefits during the next two weeks, as_checks for
the first of the three payments are being distrib-
uted as rapldIK as the contracts are checked and
approved In the Washington office. The second
and third gaymenls are Scheduled to be made on
November 15 and February 15.

The amount of com contracted to_the Govern-
ment _and taken out of production in Michigan
was 77.125 acres with gross benefits amounting to
$777,400._ The number of market hogs under con-
tract is 714.000 which signers agreed to reduce by
one-fourth, or 178500 head, in” 1934. The gross
benefits, which amount to $5.00 per head for the
three-fourths allowed to be raised, total $2,677.-
600. Figures are not yet available on_the amount
of local expenses involved in conducun% the pro-
gram_whlc are to be deducted from ‘the gross

enefits, but it is expected that they will not vary

reatly from an average of five per cent of the

enefits paid. . o

Seventy-two of the eighty-three counties in the
State partlcl_llpated in the program. Four counties.
Dickinson. Houghton. Oscoda and Roscommon con-
tributed only one contract each. The _greatest
number was 1631 in Lenawee County while Mon-
roe. Huron, Branch. Hillsdale, and Gratiot submit-
ted more than one thousand ' each.

Salem Township
Wins Fund Case

Final decision was rendered by
Judge George W. Sample in cir-
cuit court in Ann Arbor in the
cases of the township of Salem
against Glenn C. Burnham and
against Ruth Burnham. This
Judgment, based upon the report
made by Circuit Court Commis-
sioner Joseph C. Hooper on Sept-
ember 18, awards the township
$437.28 g]udgment a%alnst Glenn
C. Burnham and $2,667.22 against
his wife.

The cases were begun In the
sprmghof 1933 when the township
brought suit against Mr. and Mrs.
Burnham charging shortage of
funds following” the periods dur-
ing which they served as treas-
urers for Salem. Mr. Burnham
was in office from April 10, 1929
to May 14. 1931, and Mrs. Bum-
ham from the latter date to April
16. 1932.

Since the court decided there
were so many figures involved as
to make it impossible for a jury
to retain all the facts pertinent to
the case, it was agreed to refer
the cases to the circuit court com-
missioner, In making his final
decision. Judge Sample stated that
he had given the facts in the_case
careful consideration and pointed
out that where there is testimony
upon which the circuit _court
commissioner_has based a findin
of fact, his finding must be fina
and cannot be set aside. Time
was allowed for the defendants to
file their objections to Hooper's
report.
