Following strictly to schedule as 
announced immediately after the 
purchase of the John H. Patter­
son property on Penniman avenue 
for a new postoffice site, the 
house that for years was regard­
ed as one of the most beautiful 
in Plymouth is being demolished 
and will be entirely removed from 
the present site before December 1.

Through the terms of the sale, 
the material in the garage that 
was taken down three weeks ago 
and that will come out of the 
house, is retained by Mr. Patter­
son. The government requires that 
the house be down and entirely 
removed by the last day of the 
present month.

Mr. Patterson is removing the 
material to the Idyl Wyld golf 
course where he plans to erect a 
residence in the spring.

From information that can be 
secured, the government hopes to 
start the erection of the new 
postoffice building before the 
first of the year. If the plan can 
be carried out. it will provide em­
ployment for many Plymouth 
workmen.

The $10,000 for the site has 
been paid and this will leave^be- 
tween $60,000 and $70,000 for the 
new building. When completed 
Plymouth will have one of the 
most attractive federal buildings 
in a city of its size in the coun­
try.

> THE ELECTION RETURNS
Both Democrats and Republicans can find com­

A GOOD SELECTION
Michigan has for many years had reason to be 

proud of its conservation department. Organized 
by former Governor Groesbeck, the department 
has made remarkable progress in the development 
during the last dozen years or so of the resources 
of the state. Upon the death recently of the direc­
tor of the department, it became a duty of the 
conservation commission to select a new director. 
They named to the position P. J. Hoffmaster. who 
has served as superintendent of the state park sys­
tem since the creation of the state parks by Alex 
Groesbeck. Mr. Hoffmaster was Mr. Groesbeck’s 
selection for this important place. Everyone knows 
how much the state park system means to Mich­
igan. They can thank Mr. Hoffmaster to a very- 
large extent for its development. He will make 
good as director of the conservation department. 
He is the right type and he thoroughly knows 
conservation problems.

During the 12 years Hoffmaster was head of the 
Parks Division, a system of 72 sites was acquired 
and 53 parks were brought under administration 
and opened for public use. The other sites are 
either being developed or vare projected for de­
velopment. This chain of state parks ranks among 
the largest in the country.

Hoffmaster was appointed superintendent of 
parks in 1922. There were few state parks at that 
time and the attendance annually totalled only 
200,000. Last year approximately 9.000.000 persons 
visited Michigan's state parks and it is expected 
this year’s total will equal or exceed that figure.

The new director is a native of Pennsylvania, 
having been born on a farm near Cowan Dec. 6.

JOBS FOR BOYS
Walter B. Pitkin, friendly counsellor of youth 

and author of "Life Begins at Forty." gives some 
practical suggestions for boys and girls in search 
of careers in the current Rotarian Magazine. Fol­
lowing intensive study and research, he recom­
mends the following supposedly over-crowded fields 
as worthy of investigation:

"The Law. Many experts believe that there are 
leasonably good opportunities for 'a> general law­
yers in county seats and small towns: <b> high- 
grade trial lawyers; <c> lawyers ’who understand 
and can interpret clients' rights and duties in 
connection with the new industrial-social order 
and the regulation of business and industry:' and 
<d> patent lawyers. But no thorough survey of 
opportunities in the law has ever been made.

"Architecture. Architects who are trained /in 
design and engineering will soon be wanted in sev­
eral countries for mass housing. Already the fed­
eral housing project in the United States opens up 
opportunities for the design and building of low­
cost homes. Home owners, especially in the more 
prosperous small communities, will soon seek the 
services of architects competent not only to de- 
s'gn but to supervise construction and financing 
of new quarters.

"Medicine. There are probably many openings 
for general physicians in small towns and rural 
districts. Doctors are now wanted, for instance, in 
rural Maine, and in several small towns of Ver­
mont. Pennsylvania, and New Jersey. There will 
soon be fine opportunities for high-grade young 
doctors to establish group medical service all over 
the country. At first, such progressive young phy­
sicians will be strongly opposed by orthodox mem­
bers of the profession. Nevertheless, low-cost med­
ical care financed cooperatively has already made 
remarkable headway, notably in some parts of the 
Middle West and in California.

"Veterinanrians. This field is not over-crowded. 
There are fine opportunities for veterinanrians who 
can not only work with livestock but also on public 
health problems. Young Americans should look for 
openings in regions most thickly populated with 
livestock, with the possible exception of Eastern 
metropolitan regions—notably Long Island. New 
York, and New Jersey.

"Danger Zones. Young peopie considering any of 
the following careers should be warned to investi­
gate them with more than ordinary care before 
reaching a decision. For reasons too varied and 
detailed to report here, they seem to offer little 
promise: landscape architecture, library work, den­
tistry 'at least for the present*, journalism, the 
ministry, the fine arts, professional music, com­
mercial farming on fifty acres or less, aviation, 
ladio. mining engineering, motion picture work."

IT’S GREAT TO BE HERE!

THE 50th GOVERNORSHIP ELECTION
Michigan elected a governor November 6 for the 

50th time in its history as a state, archives of the 
Department of State show.

Although Michigan has been a sovereign mem­
ber of the United States for 100 years, records dis­
close that the territory composing Michigan has 
been under the executive supervision of a governor 
for 331 yeais. The first governor was M. Chauvin. 
Commander de Chastes and M. de Monts. He was 
a military control starting in 1603 and he was the 
first of 25 French-Canadian governors whose reg­
ime lasted until 1760 when British-Canadian forces 
took control.

There were eight different men placed in charge 
of the territory by the British but during the final 
years of this administration. Michigan also was 
declared to be a part of the United States and un­
der the jurisdiction of the Governor of the North­
west Territory. John Graves Simcoe. according to 
departmental records, was appointed in 1792 as the 
last British governor while General Arthur St. 
Clair as Governor of the Northwest Territory took 
the reins of control in 1787. In 1800 Michigan be­
came a part of the Indiana Territory under Gen­
eral William Henry Harrison as governor.

Five years later Michigan became a separate ter­
ritory and General William Hull on March 1. 1805

Albert Miller 
On Submarine

Albert Miller, better known as 
"Red” to his many friends in 
Plymouth and former Plymouth 
Mail “devil” who joined the navy 
some two years ago. is now in the 
Submarine school at New Lon­
don. Connecticut. In a letter to 
The Plymouth Mall. “Red" says: 
To the staff:

I arrived here in New London 
on the 8th of October and started 
to the Submarine School the 
twenty-third.

The first thing I had to do was 
to learn the different pressures 
eacjar compartment could stand 

:le submerged.
The Submarine Base, where the 

school is located is five miles out­
side the City of New London. 
There are five submarines on the 
base for the purpose of training 
men that are going to school. 
They are known as R boats. They 
are not quite as large as the mod­
em V-type boats and not quite 
as seaworthy. Of course they are 
safe in all respects or they 
wouldn't be used for training pur­
poses.

While going to school I have to 
keep a log in a notebook and 
everything I learn each day. I 
write in my log. and at the end 
of the week the instructor gives 
me a quiz on whaf I learned dur­
ing the week. -I also has to sketch 
a cross-section of a submarine 
putting all compartments, oil 
tanks, ballast tanks. torpedo 
tubes and pumps. I was on my 
drawing about three days.

On the twenty-ninth I went 
out on a submarine for the first 
fime. I went down 181 feet that 
day. I manned the water mani­
fold. Before I explain anything 
about the manifold. I foreet to 
state that there are nine differ­
ent diving stations I have to 
know so I can be able to man 
anyone of them before the course 
is over. The water manifold is a 
pump which is used to pump or 
drain water from different tanks 
tr- sea or pump water from sea to 
different tanks. While submereed 
a sub must attain what is known 
as a trim or keep from being 
heavy on one end or the other. 
Keeping a trim on a sub we used 
what, is called the four variable 
tanks or tanks which hold a 
variable amount of water while 
submerged. These tanks are nam­
ed from forward to aft as follows: 
the forward trim tank: the aux­
iliary tank: the regular tank: the 
after trim tank, the water mani­
fold which I manned is used to 
pump different amounts of water 
from one tank to another so the 
submarine can attain an even 
trim at all times.

This week I am studying the 
drainage system of the submarine. 
The drainage system is used to 
drain the different tanks to sea 
or to- fill the different tanks from 
sea by means of the water mani­
fold. Also I had to draw the com­
plete drainage system of a sub­
marine. which was fairly easy. 
This about gives you the two 
weeks school I have had right to 
today."

Bennetts Visit
Jap Storm Area

The Plymouth Mail during the 
past few days has been the reci­
pient of a number of intensely in­
teresting Japanese and Chinese 
papers that have been sent to 
this office by Mr. and Mrs. 
Charles H. Bennett, who went to 
Japan some weeks ago as dele­
gates from Michigan to the In­
ternational Red Cross convention.

Probably the most interesting 
feature of some of the newspapers 
sent are photographic views of 
the terrific damage done by the 
storm that swept a portion of 
Japan a few weeks ago. Mr. and 
Mrs. Bennett traveled over a large 
portion of the stricken country 
where wind and rain not only des­
troyed thousands of buildings, but 
killed hundreds of people.

Some of the pictures in one of 
the newspapers shows large steam­
ers that were carried hundreds of 
feet inland and left high and 
dry on the shore after the 
storm abated.

Some of the papers sent are 
printed in English, but the news­
paper showing the greatest num­
ber of views, is strictly Japanese 
publication. One paper sent from 
Peiping. China, printed in Eng­
lish. is sold for ten cents a copy. 
It carried United Press dispatches 
from America as well as from the 
famous European newspaper serv- ' 
ice known as the Reuter service, i

This news service provides prac- ' 
tically all of the papers of Eu- ' 
rope. Asia. Africa and Australia 
with the news dispatches of the i 
world.

High School .
Holds Election

On Tuesday. November 6. the 
regular election day, an election 
sponsored by tl-.e twelfth grade 
American History classes was 
held in the high school.

The polls were constructed on 
the stage where tables, chairs, 
and six booths were improvised. 
Here there was a clerk for regis­
tration. a clerk for the poll book, 
and a clerk for ballots.

The ballots prepared by a com­
mittee from the United States 
history classes had three parties 
represented, the Republican, the 
Democratic, and the Socialist. 
The ballots were mimeographed 
as were the separate amendments 
sheets, and the instruction sheets.

The registration was carried on 
last Wednesday. Thursday, and 
Friday in the civics room and 
was backed by the ninth grade 
civics classes. Out of about 630 
students from 7-12 grades in­
clusive. 539 were registered. It 
was impossible to vote unless reg­
istered as Superintendent Smith 
found out when he tried to vote 
when he hadn't registered.

The officials were changed 
every hour, at noon, and after 
school and thus many people 
worked for more than one time 
but each time had a different 
position.

Voting started at 8:30 in the 
morning and continued through 
until 4.15 in the afternoon. Dur­
ing this time out of 539 registered 
498 voted.

The results of the elections 
stand as follows; Amendment one. 
yes 295 to no 91; Amendment two. 
yes 75 to no 355: Amendment 
three, yes 69 to no 271; Amend­
ment four, yes 248 to no 208: 
Amendment five, yes 146 to no 
305: Amendment six. yes 198 to 
no 25C.
