Newburg Is Being

Nearly Every Man Who
Worked On New Plym­
outh Mail Project Gets 
Job On Ford Plant
Excellent progress is being 

made on the new Ford factory at 
Newburg. Following the comple­
tion of the steel frame a few days 
ago. the Ford company employea 
some 25 or more local carpenters 
masons and workers to put up 
the walls and to complete the 
general construction work.

For many of the excellent 
workmen about the city, it was a 
good "break" as some fifteen or 
more men who have been em­
ployed on the new Plymouth Mail 
building were able to go directly 
from this job to work on the Ford 
building. All of the outside work 
on the Mail building has been 
completed and there is only a 
small amount of interior work re­
maining to be finished, so it was 
possible for Clinton Gottschalk 
and almost his entire force to go 
directly from the newspaper con­
struction job directly to the Ford 
work at Newburg.

The Newburg work is being su­
pervised by men from the Rouge 
offices of the company. While no 
dciinite statement can be secur­
ed. it is understood that the fac­
tory will be ready for operation by 
the first of the year.

All of the twist drills used by 
the great Ford organization will 
be manufactured at. this plant. 
Equipment will be set as soon as 
the building is sufficiently enclos­
ed.

The factory will be- driven by 
water power liom the new New- 
buig lake. It will be one of the 
most complete little fatioi;*’s that 
Mr. Ford has erected in 111. lo­
cality. It is stated that it may 
have even an air conditioning 
equipment.

iiaiuie makes often a most ordinary 
one unusual. The common practice 
of using tijiujito in every thi tig, 
good as it is. should not be over­
done. A good tomato sauce used on 
a meat loaf or a dish of fish is al­
ways enjoyed.- however, there are 
any minder of equally good sauces 
which are seldom used.

Perhaps it is a form of laziness, 
TJiis too common tomato sauce, for 
one may open a can rtf tomato soup. 

Aieat It, add a dash of this and 
that, and have a good sauce. As 
one travels over the country, meals 
become more and more afflicted 
with tomato In the salad. In the 
soup, In the sandwich, as a sauce 
on fish and meat, all good, hut why 
o.erdo a good thing until we dis­
like the sound of the name? The 
two sauces which are always en­
joyed and may be varied Indefinite­
ly are white and brown sauce—we 
even use these in the preparation 
of ubiquitous tomato sauce.

Brown' Sauce.
When prepuring a brown sauce 

which with its flavor and color adds 
much to most meat dishes, the flour 

.is browned; it will be necessary to 
add more of it for thickening, as 
browning destroys a part of the 
thickening property, by dextrlulzing 
'the starch—that Is, changing It to 
a form of sugar. Add liquid de­
sired—a cupful to the usual two 
tablespoon fills of flour and the 
same of butter, makes a fairly thick 
sauce; when browned flour Is used 
add an extra toblespoonful. Broths 
of all kinds, especially chicken, 
make most delightful sauces.

The Orpheus Club of Detroit 

will appear Saturday evening. 
December 8 at the Plymouth high 
school under the auspices of the 
Women’s club of Plymouth.

Cyril Arthur Player of the De­
troit News wrote the following for 
The News on the occasion of the 
25th anniversary of the club's first, 
concert r

Twenty-five years ago the auto­
mobile knocked timidly at the 
doors of an incredulous Detroit 
and announced itself as the 
world’s next great industry. Hen­
ry Ford had turned out a con­
traption at his little Bagley Ave­
nue home. "and the darned 
thing went.” Two young men 
from Lansing were making a car 
with a curved dashboard. De­
troit's great roster of industrial 
names did not exist, all those 
glittering symbols of Aladdin-like 
fortunes were yet to become dis­
tinguishable. The quarter century 
spans the incredible story of mod­
ern Detroit; and in that year, two 
decades and a half ago. twelve 
men. all singers, met with Sam­
uel Richard Gaines, organist and 
choir-director, and organized the 
Orpheus Club of Detroit.

It belongs then, this organiza­
tion now become famous among 
the choirs of the nation, indissol­
ubly to Detroit. It has kept mu­
sical art parallel with industrial 
increase and Detroit, arrived at 
such surpassing material pros­
perity. finds that the little Club 
it nourished so modestly at the 
birth of its own fortunes has 
come also to full stature, and 
worthily reflects the city’s artis­
tic aspirations.

On April 2. 1901—a few months 
after that famous initial meeting 
of 1900—the Orpheus Club made 
its first appearance, on the pro­
gram of a local choral organiza-

now stands. Two years later, in 
1915. the concerts were given in 
The ballroom of the Hotel Statler 
until the Club made its formal 
concert appearance at Orchestra 
Hall.

It is not to be expected that 
any organization could go un­
changed through such changing 
times. In 1904, Dr. William Ho­
ratio Browne succeeded Mr.
Gaines as director, and in the 
following season Frederick Alex-; 
ander. now the distinguished mu- ' 
sic director of Ypsilanti Normal I 
School, took charge with mem­
orable results.

It was in October, 1910. that 
. the energies and musicianship of 
Charles Frederic Morse became 
associated, with such signal ef­
fect, with the Orpheus Club. Mr.

. Morse, in accepting the conduc- 
torship. decreed a serious and 
consistent policy, among his sti­
pulations being that all programs 
be memorized, and that there be 
at least two regular concerts each 
year. To focus the activities of 
the Club in a useful direction.
Mr. Morse conceived the present 
plan of giving concerts to a sus­
taining membership, the first of 
such concerts be’ing given on 
March 15, 1912.

In the year 1920. the Orpheus 
Club took its place, fittingly, on 
the stage of Orchestra Hall. In 
1922. there was the notable par­
ticipation of the Club in the Na­
tional American Music Festival 
contest at Buffalo, where the De­
troit organization won the second 
prize for male chorus work.

Always the story has advanced: 
its history covers vanished land­
marks and vanished leaders: ut 
it includes also a most fruitful 
conductorship. a membership 
scrupulously loyal and studious 
a policy influential and construc­
tive. and a cultural growth 
which is not the least significant 
of Detroit’s remarkable adven­
tures.

The “stipulations" originally 
decreed by Mr. Morse have be­
come the routine of the Club, 
with others added to meet,

■ growth. Every Monday night; 
from October to May. the Club 
rehearses, its membership care­
fully selected and the.n as care­
fully trained. Twice' a year its 
sustaining members hear the re­
sults of this finely-directed study 
and faithful preparation. In ad­
dition the public hears the Choir 
on Symphony programs. It has 
come, in fact, during its twenty- 
five splendid years to an accepted 
place of integrity and high per­
formance. possessing the pro­
found admiration and respect of 
the community and the approv­
ing recognition of musicians ev­
erywhere.

This Jubilee of congratulation 
honors Detroit, which is not too 
busy nor too deeply engaged in 
reviewing its prosperity to give 
geenrous acknowledgment to a 
notable group of men who. with 
the aid of a gifted leader, have 
created a valuable contribution 
to the genius of the City.
