Nothing was found to indicate 
foul play.

However one of the unusual 
circumstances connected with 
the affair is the fact that his 
overcoat was found about a half 
mile closer to Plymouth than 
where the body was found. Chief 
Smith declares that the only way 
this fact can be explained away 
would be that a southbound train 
might have killed him and that 
later a northbound train might 
have run over the body and in 
some way the coat was caught 
by the northbound train and ear­
ned a considerable distance this 
way from where the body was 
found.

Following the examination of 
numerous witnesses, officers from 
the sheriff's force and the coro­
ner decided that no inquest was 
necessary and the body was turn­
ed over to the Schrader funeral 
home of Plymouth.

Mr. Palmer was well known in 
Plymouth. At one time he con­
ducted an oil station and during 
the past two or three months he 
had been employed at the Wayne 
County Training School.

The tree lived longer than the man. but what 
the man did will live longer than the tree.

Nine miles west of Springfield. Illinois, there is 
the biggest walnut tree I ever saw. It reaches from 
the earth to the sky. It must be a hundred years 
old. It started from a small sized walnut and it 
never stopped growing. Yesterday I purchased 
all the nuts from this Giant of Illinois Prairie 
and my friends are to plant them as a souvenir 
of our friendship and reminder of how far a boy 
of humble birth and resolute will power, may go 
upon his own resource and his own rugged man­
hood.

At the breaking out of the Civil War a young, 
unshaven farm boy came to Springfield to get a 
job in the army. He had never done anything 
but fail at everything—except to attend school at 
West Point and he hadn't a political friend to pull 
his walnuts out of the fire for him.

He wore a soiled cap and carried a grip about 
the size of a quart cup. He found nothing but 
discouragement. He discovered that political pull 
was at the botton of all success—or so it seemed 
to him.

As discouragement and homesickness crept over 
him. he pondered upon the time the next freight 
train should leave for Galena. Illinois. Governor 
Yates—the War Governor—became impressed 
with the set jaw underneath the greasy cap and 
gave the young farm lad an audience in his of­
fice.

Said the Governor. "We have a regiment of 
green, stubborn recruits out on the prairie, nine 
miles west of here, and no officer seems to be able 
to do anything with them. Do you think you could 
make something out of them?” "I think so." said 
the young, silent, round-faced farmer boy from 
Northern Illinois.

And that morning Ulysses S. Grant, sitting un­
der this same walnut tree, wrote his first order to 
his soldiers. He called his officers together and 
said to them. "This is war and not play. It means 
work, and march, and heat, and obedience. Get 
your men in marching order to go first to Quincy. 
Illinois."

That night, ten miles west, the women were giv­
ing a big banquet and Grant and his officers 
were invited. He said to them. “We are engaged 
in a war and not a festival. Our soldiers will re­
new their march toward Quincy."

He never stopped at Fort Henry. Fort Donnel­
lson. Appomattox or Shiloh. He lnever stopped un­
til he walked into the White House and hung up 
his hat.

The distance from Galena. Illinois to the White 
House is a long march but it tells in simple lan­
guage what a poor boy may do if honesty and 
pluck and perseverance are the paramount issues 
of life.

So interesting was the brief 
history of the church compiled 
by Mrs. Smith that Newburg 
readers of The Mail have askeo 
to have it published in full. Mrs.
Smith's paper follows

Some fourteen years ago. when 
our church was released from 
Plymouth charge. I was asked to 
write a history of it. I found at 
that time no one who could re­
member when Newburg did not 
have a place of worship.

It had always been 
going people, the first record 
have of service is in 1834. We were 
then on the Plymouth Circuit 
one of ten preaching places. We 
have no knowledge of when or 
where the meetings were held 
It was twelve years before there 
was a permanent house of wor­
ship. The Newburg Methodist 
church was built in 1846 and 
stood opposite the present New­
burg school house on land do­
nated by Mr. Warren Tuttle. It 
cost S400. $100 was given by Mr.
Tuttle and $100 by Mr. Nathan­
iel Elbridge.

For a number of years service 
was held every two weeks. There 
being a Congregational church 
across the road from the cem­
etery with preaching on the al­
ternating Sunday. This society at 
one time was in a very flourish­
ing condition, but death and re­
moval so decreased its member­
ship that it was thought best to 
transfer the building to the 
Methodist Society: it being a 
much better one than theirs.

It was transfered by Mr. Geo.
Rvder. Josiah Smith. Thomas 
Wright. Ira J. Bradner and Mrs.
Mary J. Bradner on Jan. 13. 1833 
to Mr. James Armstrong. Levi 
Stark and John Passage, trustees 
of the M. E. Church of Newburg.
Rev J. W. Shank being the pas- ■ 
tor at that time. The following; 
year the Ladies' Aid Society Was' 
organized and then came a com­
plete remodeling of the church, 
it being a very plain unpreten­
tious structure. There were two. 
separate doors and a window in 
front, they were taken out and 
the double doors put in. which 
were a great convenience on 
many occasions. Here feeling the 
need of more room the Chapel 
or side room was built, it was 
much appreciated by the Sunday , 
school teachers, the school at • 
that time having an average at­
tendance of more than 80. Next 
the Belfry and Vestibule with 
the cement steps and walks were 
added. In 1902 the church was 
legated. The stained windows 
were put in. and many other im­
provements made which gave it 
a much better appearance.

As Newburg began to grow 
there was much talk that the 
church should be here on the 
comers. It seemed a vast under­
taking and many while feeling 
that it would be for the best, dis­
liked to see it taken from the 
place where it had stood for so 
many years. However in 1915 it 
was moved to this present comer ,
and now let me say Just a word, MEN'S 50c to $2.50 
about the other building: that , 
was the first M. E. Church. It j 
was given into the hands of a So- I 
ciety formed for the purpose of 
taking it over, and called The 
Hall Association. They bought 
land and moved it to its present 
location remodeled it somewhat 
and named it The Newburg Hal!.

Some years later the Society 
becoming diminished and scat­
tered and washing the Hall kept 
for a good purpose desired to 
transfer it to the Ladies' Aid 
Society. However, before we could 
own the property we had to be 
an incorporated body on on June 
17th. 1904 we signed the articles 
of incorporation under an act of 
the Legislature of the State of 
Michigan which provides incor­
poration of Benevolent Societies.
We were given a deed of the land 
and incorporated for the sole 
purpose of keeping and main­
taining the Hall in such a was 
that it would be a proper place, 
for our young people to gather in 
at any time and while it was an 
extra expense to keep it up, we 
felt we must because at that time 
there was no other Hall or suit­
able place in the community for 
our suppers and entertainments.
Our Ladies' Aid also there being 
too many for a private home wa.< 
held theie.

Next a young student was sent 
who could give very little rime 
the work. Then a young man 
with i wife and family came to 
vs. Rev. Havens, and we felt the 
need of a permanent place for 
them to live, so in the spring of 
1924 we built our parsonage. The 
ground was broken for it April 
1st and the pastor moved in on 
June 28 of the same jear. for 
the first and only time then was 
a mortgage on our church prop­
erty, so the next few months saw 
very strenuous work on the part 
of the Ladies' Aid as leaders.
"Every one seemed willing to help 
and on Sept. 20. Rev. Dr. ’f.heips 
came out and gave as a very in­
teresting sermon, at the conclu­
sion he congratulated the con- 
sreg'ation on their achievement 
of taking care of the full indebt­
edness and the mortgage was 
burned. From then on we have 
carried on till now we have 
reached the hundred-year mark.

Relief Load On 
Increase Since 

Early In Fall

sums, it has been 'necessary to 
cut budgets and to cut the hours 
of the heads of families, who are 
on work relief. Work relief costs 
between $9.00 and $12.00 more 
per month per family than does 
direct relief; therefore, it is log­
ical to transfer men from work 
relief to direct relief, when funds 
are running short and the case 
load is increasing. However, 
work relief is less expensive in 
the end. because it is better for 
the morale of our workers, and 

, because it gives the taxpayer 
isome improvements for the mon­
ey expended. Both President 
Roosevelt and Harry Hopkins, 
federal relief administrator, are 
committed to a following of work 
relief; Michigan's administrator. 
Dh. Wm. Haber, favors work re­
lief and so does the Wayne Coun­
ty Relief Commission. So if con­
gress appropriates any part of 
the nine billion dollars for which 
Harry Hopkins is asking, our 
work relief program will be fur­
ther expanded, and the Wayne 
county men whose hours have 
been cut will have their budgets 
restored.

It is something suggested that
Wayne county cut the cost of ad­
ministration instead of budgets. 
The cost of relief administration 
in Wayne county has been cut 
from fourteen percent to nine per­
cent at the present time.

When Sen. Wm. E. Borah of 
Idaho recently said that the cost 
of relief administration ran as 
high as 25 per cent he was re­
ferring to isolated cases, because, 
as Harry Hopkins stated Novem­
ber 24th in Chicago, the cost of 
relief administration averages 
7*2 per cent for the whole Unit­
ed States at the present time. 
During the past year the aver­
age cost was 10 percent for ad­
ministration. and Michigan as a 
whole stayed within this per­
centage. Wayne county has 'cut 
itg administrative cost drastical­
ly the past month and can not 
cut much further, because with 
the exception of two or three 
employees, the salaries of our 
2200 relief workers are outra- 
geusly low. It is almost impossible 
to cut the number of workers, 
when the case load is increasing.

It is hoped that the'pick-up in 
the automobile business will re­
lieve the increase in case load, 
and that congress will appropriate 
enough to carry cn a satisfac­
tory work relief program for 
those people who can not find 
work in private industry.
