Home Furnishings 
Group Holds Second

Meeting Of Winter

I DuBord had with her a large 
supply of designs cut in linoleum 

J and mounted for printing, as well 
| as an array of colors and brush­
es.

| We were all much interested in 
the large number of articles Miss 

■DuBord had brought with her 
i for display. The pieces ranged 
from larges ones, as curtains 
printed in an allover design, 
through luncheon and bridge 
sets to small doilies and napkins. 
The materials included fine ging- j 
ham. unbleached muslin, and the 
coarser materials, as monks 
cloth. There was one piece ot oy­
ster shell sacking, which after 
the printing was done was a 
thing of beauty.

One of the purposes of dairy 
cattle breed association is to 
assist in the improvement of the 
cattle, both in type and yield. 
The Holstein-Friesian Associa­
tion of America has taken a for­
ward step in building a sound 
foundation for a better breeding 
program. Holstein breeders who 
have their herds on continuous 
tests are accumulating a mass of 
valuable data. The Association is 
training its fieldmen to analize 
this dare in order to assist the 
breeders as much as possible in 
locating the families which have 
the inheritance for high produc­
tion and good type-

During the first 220 days of the 
annual production test being run 
on the herd of registered Hol- 
steins owned by the Wayne Coun­
ty Training School at Northville, 
a daily average yield of 1.1 lbs. of 
fat per cow has been maintained. 
One cow in the herd has passed 
the 400 lb. fat mark and eight 
cows the 300 lb. fat mark for the 
220 days. The named Wacots June 
Marathon is the high cow for 
the 220 days with a credit of 
435.3 lbs. fat and 13625.1 lbs. 
milk. During the last month of 
the test the herd was led by Wa­
cots Ormsby Sensation with a 
credit of 85.6 lbs. fat and 2658.1 
lbs. milk. Werlmberc Louis De 
Koi ranks second for the month 
with a credit of 75.6 lbs. fat and 
2043.6 lbs. milk. The cow named 
Werlmberc Nora Alta has com­
pleted a lactation record of 159- 
92 lbs. milk and 526.8 lbs. fat.

Farm Census To 
Start On Jan. 1st

I Beginning January 1. census 
| enumerators will call on all Mich­
igan farmers to obtain informa- 
i tion in accordance with the law 
which requires that an agricul­
tural census shall be taken every 

j five years, according to the di- 
I rector of the census. William L.
• Austin. Washington. D. C. 
i The farm census will be very 
important, in view of the unusual 
conditions under which agriculture 
has been conducted in the past 
few years. The first farm census 
was taken in 1840. and others 
at intervals of 10 years until 
1925 when the new law requiring 
that the census be taken every 
five years was passed.

Many of the governmental 
plans to aid farmers are based 
upon information provided by 
the data secured by the census 

! reports. This is the most accu­
rate detailed record of the farm­
ing industry’, and it is very im- 
[portant to the farmers them­
selves that accurate information 
i be given to the census enumera- 
[tors when they call.
i The enumerators will have 
! means of identifying themselves 
| when they call. Most of them will 
ibe local people chosen in the dis- 
j tricts where they will work.

Every farmer can secure a 
1 sample farm schedule which is 
a copy of the blank which the 

j census enumerator will fill out 
when calling at the farm later. 
The sample copies can be secur­
ed by writing to the Bureau of 
the Census. Dept. of Commerce, 
Washington, D. C. Most county 

I agricultural agents will have 
I copies which can be inspected in 
[their offices.

Mr. Chilson lived all his life in 
Plymouth, the most of th? time 
on the site where his grandpar­
ents settled when they came to 
Plymouth from New York.

He was active in community 
affairs of Plymouth and wel! 
known to the older residents of 
this locality.

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A BETTER DAY NEAR
The first day of the New Year is drawing near. 

To the people of Michigan it probably is one of the 
most important days in over a generation for at 
that time there will be inducted into the executive 
office at Lansing a new governor. Ordinarily the 
inauguration of a new governor does not mean so 
much to a commonwealth, it is just one of those 
political events that come and go in the history 
of a state.

We know that 
he has the ability and that he has the knowledge 
of state affairs that should enable him with any 
sort of cooperation to make the forthcoming two 
years outstanding in Michigan history. We wish 
for him the greatest of success, not only, for his 
own good but for the good of all the people—and 
We are firm in the belief that a better day is near 
for our great state.

WHAT DOES THE A. P. MEAN?
Monday’s newspapers carried an Associated 

Press dispatch from New York City which said:
"Dr. Allan Roy Dafoe, the country doctor from 

the north woods of Canada who brought the Dionne 
quintuplets into the world, arrived today on his 
first visit to civilization in many years.”

Which all goes to show how ignorant some New 
York reporters are and how careless some Asso­
ciated Press editors can be.

The facts are that that portion of Canada where 
Dr. Dafoe lives and where the Dionne quintuplets 
came into the world is not a "backwoods” country. 
That portion of Canada rivals much of the east­
ern states for natural beauty and far excells a very 
large portion of New York state.

But the worst of it is that the scribe says the 
doctor is making his "first visit to civilization in 
many years."

Possibly that is true if one regards the world's 
greatest center of crooked politicians, racketeers, 
gunmen, gyping stock dealers, squinty-eyed road 
hogs, and a conglomeration of rabbling freaks 
from foreign shores as a center of civilization.
