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A NICE IDEA

A while back there came to the office of
The Plymouth Mail an article written by
Prof. H. O. Whittemore, of the University of
Michigan, in which he said among other
things “if an automobile road were to be built
to either fall (The Tahquamenons) and peo-
ple allowed to camp there, it would be only a
short time before the pristine glory of the
scene would dissolve into a mess of barren
hillsides, old newspapers, tin cans, ash heaps
and the motor slum characteristic of over-
crowded tourist camps.”

William J. Duchaine of The Escanaba
Daily Press, who sent the article out, also
enclosed for the convenience and use of The
Plymouth Mail editor a pass that will carry
us at any time we desire by boat livery from
a point near Newbury to the Tahquamenon
falls.

Doubtless we would be highly pleased to
think that those interested, should remember
the editor with a “pass” to such a beautiful
sight as provided by the Tahquamenon falls,
the largest in America west of Niagara and
east of the Rockies.

And doubtless we should not think that
there could possibly be any connection be-
tween the article sent which was devoted to a
strong appeal against a highway being built
near the falls and the pass by boat down the
river to the falls, owned and operated by a
resident of the northlands.

First let it be said that the writer has had
the pleasure of witnessing the glories and
beauties of the Tahquamenon falls. In all our
travels, there have been fewer more beautiful
spots visited than that provided by the falls
in the Tahquamenon river of the Upper Pen-
insula. But in order to reach the falls it is
necessary to patronize the “Toonerville” trol-
ley and a boat line or drift down the river
some 20 miles in a boat to be rented or car-
ried with you.

So it is that Michigan's most beautiful
spot is practically prohibited to the people of
the state because of its inaccessability.
some unusual reason many of the residents
of the Upper Peninsula would keep it just as
it is and they have found in Prof. Whittemore
of the University of Michigan, a defender to a
certain extent of their cause.

We cannot in anyway agree with the plan
or the statements made by Prof. Whittemore
as to the reasons the fall country should not
be opened up by a highway.

We who live in western Wayne county
where one of the most wonderful park sys-
tems in America *has been built for the use of
just the kind of people -who would enjoy
seeing the Tahquamenon falls, know what
Prof. Whittemore says about the possibility
of the countryside being made a dumping
place for papers, tin cans and the like is in-
deed a remote possibility. Observation has
proven that people if provided with proper
facilities will not despoil the landscape. A
visit to the Plymouth-Riverside park on a
Monday morning after thousands and thou-
sands of people have spent a Sunday there
where they have prepared dinners and eaten
lunches is proof enough of the carefulness of
the majority of people when it comes to keep-
ing a public recreational place clean and at-
tractive. True, some supervision is possibly
necessary.

But why could not the state of Michigan
provide the same sort of facilities for visiting
the Tahquamenons as have been provided for
automobile visitors to Niagara?

The beauties of Niagara have been in-
creased rather than diminished by the con-
struction of automobile thoroughfares to the
falls.

It might be said that the situation is some-

what different at the Tahquamenons. Pos-
sibly, a little different, but not much.

The state should and can own all of the
land around the river and falls for miles. The
state can do just as has been done in Wayne
county, condemn the land for public use if
some real estate owner wants to hold onto it
for a ransom price, and pay him just what
the land is worth and not a cent more.

The Wayne county road commission has
proven that there can be no “profiteering” or
“racketeering” when it comes to buying land
for park facilities. In the very few attempts
made to secure from the county higher prices
than the commission deemed the land worth,
courts have upheld the county road commis-
sion. The county road commission can pro-
vide the state with an excellent example of the
way to secure control of land for park purpos-
es, if the state needs that example.

Upper Peninsula opponents to the falls
road plan and Prof. Whittemore should know,
and probably do know, that if the state owns
the highway and adjoining land, it can con-
trol the appearances forever of the highway.
It can prfevent the construction of gas stations,
sign boards, shacks and the like anywhere
near the falls.

It can bring a 9000 mile highway to the
brink of the river so that the young and the
old might see the marvelous beauties of the
falls without the personal discomfort of a
climb over sharpf rocks and through thick
woods, a trip that only the young and strong
can now make.

The state highway department has in the
past year or so done well in adding to the na-
tural beauties of some of the highways in the
northlands, thanks to Mr. VVan Wagoner.

The state highway department, in coopera-
tion with the conservation department, can
build a highway along the Tahquamenon riv-
er and TO THE FALLS and create a new
state park without in any way despoiling the
natural beauty of the county, and make ac-
cessible to just the plain folks of Michigan
and America another of nature’s wonders.

FIRST PAGE NEWS IN DEATH

In these days of important events it re-
quires news of intense public interest to com-
mand the eight column “banner” head lines
for all of the daily newspaper editions of a
day. When “Billy” Sunday died last week he
was one of the few men in recent years to be
given such newspaper attention. Great states-
men. educators, and leaders of science have
passed into the beyond, with long write-ups
of their accomplishments to be true, but fre-
quently on inside pages but with no stream-
ing lines to broadcast the news. These big
headlines indicate in a strong way the grip
that a great churchman — for Billy Sunday
was just that—held upon the American peo-
ple. In his unusual way he had spent a life
time doing good. He made men better. In-
terest in his passing was unusual. That inter-
est is sufficient evidence that there is still in
the minds and hearts of Americans a great
and lasting respect for those who serve
humanity through the church and a sort of
hero-worship of t+ie outstanding leaders in re-
ligious efforts. Billy Sunday was a great
leader who went about doing good. May his
eternal reward be in keeping with his earthly
accomplishments. X

in private and its acceptance by the Gov-
ernor does not help the public's opinion of
state affairs. The Governor in his letter said
that he too agreed with Mr. Bennett that the
meetings should be open to the public.
