Even greater pressure to eliminate political 
spoils from governmental operations can be 
exerted through the association of these pro­
fessionalized groups with powerful and so­
cially minded civic organizations. Enact-1 
ment or adoption of laws and ordinances 
which would establish or extend the merit 
system in government is not enough; if these 
laws are to be sympathetically carried out and I 
are not to be sabotaged through poor admin-| 
istration, it is essential that all professional j 
and civic groups in any jurisdiction make 
their influence felt by demanding that gov­
ernors, mayors, and other appointing officers 
name only public-minded citizens of recogniz­
ed integrity to such posts as civil service com­
missioners.

It is equally necessary that public personnel 
agencies be given adequate funds and tech­
nically qualified staffs in order to perform 
properly the many services that are expected 
of them by the operating departments.

IT MIGHT WORK—WHO KNOWS? 
(Kansas City, Mo., Times) -

In an era of reforms and panaceas a pro­
posal by T. S. Stribling, the novelist, should 
be snapped up at once and given a trial.

It is clear now what Mussolini is going to 
do with Ethiopia. He will colonize it with 
the army that has conquered it. Thus he will 
solve at once the triple problem of occupying 
the country, developing it into a colony pro­
fitable to the mother country, and disposing 
of Italy’s surplus population.

Nearly half a million young soldiers who 
have been sent to that savage land will re­
main there, and others will join them. It 
would be interesting to know how they like 
the prospect.

BOUNTY ON RECKLESS DRIVERS 
(St. James, Minn., Watonwan Co. Plaindealer)

Here is the way they deal with reckless and 
intoxicated drivers in Portland, Oregon.

There is a $100 bounty on reckless drivers 
in Portland, where the law considers speed­
ing reckless.

Determined to put a check on city drivers, 
the city, co-operating with a civic accident 
prevention organization, enacted the bounty 
law recently as one phase of a wide spread 
traffic control program.

The ordinance provides a $100 reward for 
any citizen who gives information leading to 
the arrest and conviction of a reckless driver. 
The reward has been paid twice in the short 
life of the new regulation, adopted in April 
of this year.

As another safe guard, the city has obtained 
an agreement from major gasoline companies 
not to sell gasoline to intoxicated persons. 
The city also conducts a school where reck­
less drivers are taught safe driving methods.

These unique regulations ought to help in 
the safety first campaign. Cities might well 
take the idea and try it out in their own or­
dinances.

carried out as to stress the cen­
tral fact in it. namely the trans­
fer of allegiance from one state to 
another.

"Obedience is the second great 
obligation of citizenship. This 
means obedience to the govern­
ment. for it is through the gov­
ernment that the state speaks. 
Obviously there can be no effec­
tive government unless the laws 
are obeyed and the decisions of 
officers and courts are carried 
out. All must obey the constituted 
authorities or if one defies, he 
must accept the penalties that 
fall upon him and find such com­
fort as he can in the approbation 
of his conscience.

"The third great obligation is 
service. Legally, the state has a 
right to demand of every citizen 
any kind, and any amount of 
service of which he or she is 
capable: and. under varying limi­
tations fixed by the constitution 
or other fundamental laws, the 
government has the same right.

In times past, personal service to 
the state has taken many forms; 
service in the army or navy, as­
sistance in suppressing riots or 
rebellions or in arresting disturb­
ers of the peace: office-holding, 
the payment of taxes, jury service, 
and by no means least the voting 
franchise.

"If on this Memorial day ... 
we pledge ourselves anew to that-* 
unfinished task remaining before 
us and firmly resolve that as 
American citizens we shall strict­
ly observe all three obligations, as 
our forefathers so well observed, 
then we will need have no fear of 
the morrow for our democracy. 
We shall develop as a country to 
heights unknow:i and continue to 

, be a leader among nations."

A new physiotherapy swim- 
ming pool for the treatment of , 
infantile paralysis victims — as 
modern and completely equipped 
as the one in the Warm Springs.. 
Georgia, infirmary founded by 
President Roosevelt—has been in­
stalled at the University of Mich­
igan hospital in Ann Arbor 
through a joint effort of- the 
Horace Rackham foundation and 
the Works Progress administra­
tion.

Several youngsters, stricken by. 
the dread disease, are shown 
above exercising their limbs in 
the treated pool water under the 
custody of an attendant. Inset 
shows a child receiving a light 
therapy treatment prescribed by 
an orthopedic surgeon.

The new pool, with other the­
rapeutic equipment recently add­
ed to the hospital's equipment, 
has already given many victims 
hope for restoration of the use of

their crippled limbs. Dr. ■ Harley 
A. Haynes, medical director of 
the hospital, reports. As many as 
100 patients a day—most of them 
children are being treated in the 
warm-water pool. More than 25 
per cent of the patients are in­
fantile paralysis sufferers.

"The object of the water treat­
ment is to get the victim’s muscles 
into a condition so good that if 
the nerves respond to treatment 
the stricken limbs will have the 
physical strength to perform their 
normal functions." Dr. Haynes 
said.

Part of the pool equipment is 
an overhead, chain-suspended 
stretcher large enough to ac­
commodate as many as seven 
children simultaneously. After 
the children have been removed 
frQm their beds and placed on the 
stretcher, it is lowered into the 
invigorating water in the pool. It 
is this treated water which per­

mits the children to exercise their' 
limbs freely.

Additional equipment installed 
by the Rackham foundation and 
the WPA includes a large tub for 
victims suffering from infectious 
skin diseases, a special tub for 
light therapy treatments and j 
other facilities. All treatments • 
and exercises are prescribed by 
orthopedic surgeons.

Construction of the new pool 
involved an intricate building 
problem. Malang use of a store 
room. WPA workmen removed 
partitions, built concrete founda­
tions and lowered a pool from the 
floor above to its new base, at a 
federal cost of $8,079.

The Rackham foundation con­
tributed more than $16,000 to­
wards the purchase of equip­
ment.

Elder Grow Served As 
Minister For Two 

Churches

(Editor’s Note: This is another 
installment of the book “Eighty- 
Five Years of Life and Labor." 
written by Elder William B. 
Grow, who was the first pastor of 
the Plymouth Baptist church. It 
deals with his evangelistic work 
in Milford and Highland.)

After the five weeks’ arduous 
labors at Mooreville. it seemed 
a very suitable time for us to 
make a long promised visit to the 
family of my brother Abel, whose 
home was at Milford, the village 
where we were living when, six­
teen years before, the call to 
Plymouth came. It was pleasant 
to be in Milford again, and. 
while the years had wrought 
many changes, there were still 
many of the old friends and fel­
low-laborers left to greet us. My 
brother Abel had prospered, and 
among his latest acquisitions 
were forty acres of land, in the 
town of Highland, a little dis­
tance from his home, and natur­
ally he took me out to view the 
land. It was on our return from 
viewing this land that we met 
Deacon Tenney, a leading man 
in the Highland church. Stopping 
for a visit in the road, which is a 
general custom among farmers, 
we drifted to the discussion of 
church matters. Both the Mil­
ford church, of which my broth­
er Abel was a deacon, and the 
Highland church were pastorless, 
and Brother Tenney suggested to 
my brother that it would be wise 
for him to secure his brother 
William for the Milford church. 
This opened the way for other 
suggestions, and finally it was 
then and there arranged that I 
should service these two fields. 
By night of that day a represent­
ative meeting of each of these 
churches was held, and I was 
unanimously called to the pastor­
ate. This was somewhat quicker 
than the present-day methods of 
candidating, appointing commit­
tees and the like.

The income of ministers in 
these earlier days was small in 
comparison with the salaries now 
paid. yet. in proportion to the de­
mands of then and now. those 
small salaries were quite as suffi­
cient to a man’s needs as the 
larger amounts now paid. I have 
never known of many instances 
where pastors were overpaid; in 
general. I believe that most of 
God’s servants are underpaid. 
The arrangements entered into 
were that the Milford church 
should pay me two hundred dol­
lars a year, furnish a house and 
firewood, and the Highland

all the conversation along purely 
religious lines. We found the 
husband an attentive, if not al­
together a reverent listener, as 
we related to him the request 
made by his wife the evening be­
fore. and her evident desire to 
surrender her life fully to the 
Saviour. Encouraged by his at­
tention. and knowing him to be 
a thoughtful man, I pressed mat­
ters upon him by asking him how 
he came to buy his farm in the 
town of Highland, whose ten 
square miles he knew were set­
tled almost entirely by Baptists, 
whose religious views were so at 
variance with his own. And these 
were such Baptists, I reminded 
him. that they had brought their . 
minister with them from the east.! 
held regular services on board 
their vessel on Lake Erie, and on 
the very first Sabbath in their 
new settlement had arranged for 
a stated .place for Sabbath wor­
ship. I told him that it seemed 
strange to me. when he could 
have gone five miles farther in­
to,, the town of Hartland, and 
purchased as good land with just 
as good improvements for fifteen 
dollars per acre, that he settled 
in Highland, paying forty dol­
lars per acre, and asked him to 
explain. "I wouldn’t live there." 
he said, “if they would give me a 
farm.” ’Ah!’’ said I. "then the 
morals of a community govern 
the value of property, do they?” 
And then getting a little bolder.
I said. "Mr. Pierson, you remind 
me of the man who wanted his 
food seasoned with salt, but hated 
the salt with which it was season­
ed."

Leaving this with him for fur­
ther meditation. I immediately 
said that if he had no objections 
I would like the privilege of kneel­
ing in prayer with Mrs. Pierson 
before going, and as he indicated 
his consent, we knelt down and 
told all our needs and desires to 
the Lord in his presence, and then 
the Deacon and I bade them 
good-day.

That God hears and answers 
prayer was fully evidenced by the 
presence of this man and his wife 
in the meeting the following eve­
ning. When the opportunity was 
given to all who desired to be 
prayed for to rise, he was among 
the first to stana on his feet; 
nor was this all: he related to 
the congregation my remarks 
concerning the seasoning of food, 
and said. “I here acknowledge 
that I have wanted the privileges 
of a Christian community, and 
while enjoying them, I have per­
sistently withheld my sympathy 
from you Christian people, and 
my support from all Christian 
enterprises. It is now my desire 
to be one with you in all your 
struggles, hopes and fellowship.

inchurch was to pay me thre^g^Gd to bear my honest part
hundred dollars a year. These 
sums put. together constituted me 
one of the high-salaried Baptist 
ministers of that part of the 
state. This fact did not make 
me vain, however, for T>felt that 
it would call for no higher order 
of genius to spend this amount of 
money in a twelve-njonth.

Thfe churches were five miles 
apart, and the taking tip of this 
work was. in part, a return to the 
work laid down, nearly sixteen 
years before, to go to Plymouth. 
The pastorate covered but two 
years, but they were delightful
years, full of work and of bless-1 tist 
ed results. The church property' 
at both places was in good condi­
tion, so that I had all of my time 
and strength to devote to the dis­
tinctive work of the pastor. God 
greatly honored the preaching of 
his word, which was evidenced 
by the deepening spiritual life of 
His people, and the conversion of 
the ungodly. There were about 
thirty baptized into the two 
churches during two years.

The principal incidents at­
tendant upon this pastorate oc­
curred in the work at Highland.

While we were engaged there 
in a special work of grace, a Mrs. 
Pierson arose for prayer. Know­
ing as we did that her husband 
was a Universalist, and that she 
would therefore have many dif­
ficulties and hindrances to over-, 
come, I suggested to Deacon Ten­
ney that she would need much 
encouragement and help. Ac­
cordingly, -we arranged to call 
there together. From the moment 
we entered the house we directed.
