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INSULTING WAYNE COUNTY
“When they (meaning the Republicans of 

Wayne county) vote Republican there, they 
can expect something” stated Congressman 
Clare Hoffman at the Republican convention 
in Cleveland when discussing out-state op­
position to the election of Mrs. Frederick Al­
ger of Detroit as a member of the Republican 
national committee.

So the loud-mouthed congressman from Al­
legan would read out of the Republican party 
the 200,000 or 225,000 staunch voters in 
Wayne county, would he?

Does this non-thinking nincompoop from 
Allegan who is one of the jumping jacks of 
machine politics know that western Wayne 
county gave Governor Fitzgerald more votes 
and a higher ratio of votes over- his Demo­
cratic opponent than he secured in his own 
home city of Grand Ledge? Does he know 
that the circuit judges of Wayne county who 
ran on the Republican ticket carried this part 
of Wayne county by a vote of almost seven 
to one over their Democratic opponents?

Apparently he is not able to comprehend 
the fact that there would be no Republican 
party in Michigan without these 200,000 loyal 
Republican Wayne votes and that there would 
not be a single Republican state office holder 
today if these 200,000 had not voted the Re­
publican ticket.

The time has come to clean out the Hoff­
mans, the Bruckers. the Lesias, the Brewers, 
and others of their kind if the Republican 
party wishes to be restored to its former clean 
and distinguished leadership in this com­
monwealth.

LANDON TO LEAD
Republicans in convention at Cleveland 

did well in selecting a clean, forceful and 
an energetic AMERICAN with American 
ideals as the head of their ticket. Governor 
Alfred Landon represents the typical, aver­
age citizen of America and if he should be 
elected he WILL be a good president. It 
is pleasing to note that he stands firmly 
against high taxes and more taxes, that he is 
against governmental interference with in­
dividual rights and liberties.

American people are sick and tired of the 
tax burden that has been forced upon them 
and if steps are not taken to reduce the cost

of government and thereby lower taxes, you 
can rest assured that some day there will be 
a most emphatic over-throw of both the 
Democratic and Republican parties.

He climbed from 
a minor newspaper job to the top by tireless 
effort and by a devotion to real service to 
humanity and his county. If by chance he 
should ever be president of these United 
States, the American people will have an ex­
ecutive worthy of the highest honors this 
country can bestow upon one of its citizens. 

JUST BEGINNING
This week marks the beginning of a new 

period in the lives of some 100 or more young 
men and women of Plymouth. When they 
close their school books and leave the 
friendly doors of the only educational insti­
tution many of them will ever know, they will 
for the first time in their lives be faced with 
some of the problems that every adult has ex­
perienced.

Boys who wanted to enter "careers” had to 
work in the wheat fields during summer and 
cut cord wood in the winter. Even this kind 
of employment provided but a few weeks of 
work throughout the year. The lad who got 
a job clerking in a store had a prize position.

Jobs in a factory were almost an unheard of 
thing for the high school graduate. Those 
places were filled with men who had worked 
in them for years and who prized their po­
sitions as a possession worth while indeed.

Many who went through the mill, from the 
high school graduation platform then out into 
the world in search of a job in the years ago 
have not much sympathy with today’s cry 
that there are no opportunities for the high 
school graduate of today.

Never before has there been so many REAL 
OPPORTUNITIES for the young man who 
is WILLING to work. WILLING to learn, 
WILLING to put his shoulder to the wheel 
and cooperate for better things than today.

There is today just as there was in the 
years ago those who want everything and are 
willing to do nothing to earn the things that 
they want. As long as the world endures the 
drones will be with us.

But the fact that some 106 boys and girls 
have been willing to work sufficiently enough 
to win a high school diploma is proof of the 
fact that the high school graduates of Plym­
outh are workers, DOERS.

If they keep on workng, if they will hold 
the right attitude towards their fellowmen 
and society, and above all. be loyal to those 
providing employment and opportunity, the 
future has much in store for them. It offers 
success, happiness and more good things in 
life than the preceding generation'ever dream­
ed was in the reach of mankind. To every 
graduate, to every boy and girl, we wish the 
attainment of their worthy ambition.

GOVERNORS and their ACCOMPLISHMENTS; 
By Elton K. Eaton

ANDREW PARSONS
Bribery and threats failed to 

induce Andrew Parsons, who be­
came governor of Michigan in 
1853 through the registration of 
Governor McClelland, to call an 
extra session of the state legis­
lature to consider a railroad pro­
ject. Parsons was convinced that 
the plan was not a good one for 
the state and although a big sum 
of money was sent to him and 
protest meetings were held all 
over the state in an endeavor to 
induce him to act, he sent the 
money back and in a public let­
ter. said under no circumstanc­
es would he call the members of 
the legislature together for the 
purpose of acting on the issue, 
and he never ,did.

Governor Parsons was one of j 
the first meh to explore Grand I 
River valley. Born in New York in 1 
1817, he came to Michigan when : 
a boy. first locating at Ann Ar- 1 
bor where he taught school a few •

months. It was in 1853 when he 
explored the Grand River. The 
winter of that year he spent as 
a store clerk at Prairie Creek. 
Ionia county. The next spring 
he went to Marshall where he liv­
ed with a brother until fall. De­
ciding to find a new place to lo­
cate. he went to Clinton county, 
at that time one big township. He 
had been in the county but a few 
months before elected county 
clerk. In 1840 he was elected 
register of deeds, in 1846 state 
senator and in 1848 he was ap­
pointed prosecuting attorney. In 
1851 he was elected lieutenant 
govefnor. and became governor 
when Governor McClelland was 
appointed to President Pierce’s 
cabinet.

Ill health forced him to re­
tire after acting as governor a 
short time and he went to his 
farm near Corunna where he died 
soon after.

TERRORISM AND SECRECY BAD MEDICINE
Likely a large percentage of the people who become members of 

terrorist societies go into the thing more or less innocently. By one 
pretext or another they are induced to join. Once in. they dare not 
do what they would like. They are afraid to get out and afraid to 
stay in.

The disclosures regarding the Black Legion in Detroit in recent 
weeks disclose certain facts that seem to be present in all such or­
ganizations. At the head is generally someone with a flare for or­
ganization and a disposition to exploit the gullible and the supersti­
tious. The robes, the secret meetings, the mysticism are all rather 
pitiful, yet potent, accessories.

Invariably the motives claimed have a false premise of patriot­
ism. Generally some religious and racial prejudices are injected. If 
all members had a true balance of common sense no harm might re­
sult: but again if the members had this balance they would not join. 
In the ranks are sure to be some impulsive and temperamental in­
dividual who know only one outlet for resentment—and that violence.

So far as we can see. there is but one way to meet such a chal­
lenge in America. That is to ferret out the leaders and give them a 
dose of their own medicine. That done, subject the general public 
and the balance of the members to reason. We venture to guess that 
95 per cent of the people who get drawn into such an organization 
wish they were out the minute they join. They haven't the courage 
to do what they should do—go to some responsible authority and 
tell their plight and ask for protection.

All of which makes us wonder if in this country there is any good 
reason for any secret society. Of what good is the secrecy if the 
motives of the organization are worthy? We recognize that these 
are worthy secret societies, but we do not believe that the secrecy 
adds one bit to the worthwhileness. — Schuyler Marshall in The 
Clinton County Republican-News.

GOVERNMENT BY MINORITES
Propaganda pours from Washington upon the death of the Guf­

fey Act regulating the coal industry at. the hands of the Supreme 
Court. Prom many sources comes the implication that the outlawing 
of this act- means chaos in the industry, that enforced unionism is 
essential to the industry, and that Federal laws are necessary to pro­
tect the miners.

But in this connection three facts must be borne in mind:
First, this same chaos was forecast when the NRA and the AAA 

were kicked out by the Supreme Court, but instead business improv­
ed and re-employment, increased.

Secondly, industries such as the automobile and steel groups 
in which workers meet with their employers under democratic com­
pany organizations are prosperous, while the heavily burdened in­
dustries where labor organizers sit enthroned are on their backs. 
These include this same coal industry, the railroads and the building 
industry.

Third, the head of the mine workers’ union boasted last year that 
he had more than $2,000,000 to use for political purposes without 
any check-rein, and he offered to give $500,000 to another union to 
place its strangle-hold upon the steel companies.

It is not hard to imagine the rantings of these same union 
spokesmen if the steel industry announced it had collected $500,000 
to protect its loyal workers from flying squadrons, brickbats, and 
threats to their families which almost invariably accompany the ef­
forts of the minority unions to collect dues from the great majority 
of American workers who have steadily turned their backs on unions 
largely because of such tactics.—Adrian Van Koevering in The Zee- 
land Record.

POLITICAL GODS CHANGE
According to Walter Lippman. the real political issue of the near 

future is going to be the sort of liberal individualism represented by 
Mr. Borah and the kind of government. regulated monopoly in which 
Mr. Roosevelt seems to believe. In other words it is the old clash be­
tween Jefferson and Hamilton brought into the limelight once again. 
Strange as it may seem, however, we find Franklin D. Roosevelt who 
has written a very studious treatise on the political philosophy of 
Jefferson and reasons for its acceptance by the people of the United 
States actually carrying the ideas of Hamilton to extremes probably 
never thought possible by the great Colonial patriot. The Repub­
licans. on the contrary, while boasting of Hamilton as one of their im­
mortals are actually carrying on a fight to defend the principles of 
Jefferson. This hybrid state of political affairs indicates what mean­
ingless things party labels have become. Can it be that this loss of 
identity by the two major parties signifies a re-grouping along lines 
based on significant, differences in government philosophy? That is 
at least, a hope, although possibly a very optimistic one.—Will Cook 
in the Hastings Banner.

The Congressional committee's "duel" with Dr. F. E. Townsend 
and his old age pension leaders is assuming all the dignity of a three- 
ring circus as irrelevant charges and counter-charges are aired in the 
public press. Dr. Townsend objects to the alleged "inquisition" tac­
tics of the inquiry and house leadens seek to cite Townsend and his 
pension planners for contempt because they "took a walk" and refus­
ed to testify at the hearings. Regardless of what you may think of 
the Townsend old age pension idea, and personally I do not believe 
the plan is practical. Dr. Townsend is entitled to the respect due any 
American citizen appearing before a congressional committee. There 
is little doubt but what certain "cliques" in congress may have wel­
comed the publicity possibilities of the inquiry to weaken the politic­
al pressure threatened by the Townsend organization, but personal 
“smearing" will only serve to martyrize both the plan and the man. 
The best way for Townsend opponents to head off the progress of the 
plan is to replace the present old-age pension laws with legislation 
assuring a reasonable degree of old-age security.—J. John Pope in 
The Grandville Star.

county tax funds.

The suggestion has been made 
by Mr. Von Moll’s committee that 
the present clothing bureau be 
discontinued and that the out- 
county unit be given its propor­
tionate share of the surplus state 
WPA and Red Cross donations, 
with additional needs for cloth­
ing provided for by cash allow­
ances to be included in the 
amount of welfare checks.

The proposal calls for a con­
tinuation of the present plan for 
medical and dental services with 
the Wayne County Medical 
ciety. the necessary overhead to 
be prorated to each municipality 
on a case cost basis.

It is believed that under this 
procedure the administrative 
costs for handling welfare for the 
out-county cities and townships 
can be reduced by approximately 
$10,000 per month. The out-coun­
ty units have requested that in 
the event the county commis­
sion establishes a separate out- 
county office Stuart W. Grant be, 
appointed as out-county admin­
istrator.

In a letter to Mrs. Whipple, 
who has been an active advocate 
of this out-county plan, Dr. Hab­
er thanks her for her work as a 
member of the Wayne commis­
sion. “The State Commission 
specifically directed me to express 
its appreciation for your member-

Details of the floor plan for the new 
Presbyterian church are shown above in the j 
drawings by Thomas W. Moss, architect. The 
exterior of the building will be of seven- | 
teenth century Gothic architecture, the main ' 
auditorium being 40 by 80 feet.

The main floor, according to the plans, 
will include the church auditorium, ladies’ 
parlor, several Sunday school classrooms, 
choir room and the pastor's study. The main 
entrance to the church proper adjoins Park 
drive, and the center aisle of the nave is 
parallel to Church street.

The auditorium will seat approximately 
340 people and has provision for expansion 
to seat 75 more. One center and two end 
aisles lead to the chancel which will contain 
the choir, organ console, altar, pulpit and 
lectern. Tracery windows on the sides and 
ends of the nave, wood roof trusses exposed 
and resting on masonry walls and the chanc­
el arch, create a spirit of reverence. As one 
looks down the nave to the chancel, the ef­
fect of three narrow but tall windows at the 
rear is expected to give ecclesiastical dignity 
and depth to the auditorium.

The first floor of the Church street wing 
will contain a ladies’ parlor accommodating 
80 people. It will be suitable for both large 
and small gatherings. Adjoining the parlor 
there are coat and rest rooms, and a small 
kitchen with dumb waiter service to the main 
kitchen in the basement.

The basement floor contains the Sun­
day school assembly room which may also 
be used for large social functions of the 
church; a stage with dressing rooms at one 
end will provide for all entertainments and 
dramatics. Folding doors divide this room 
so that only a part may be used at one time.
