There was a copy of The Plym-
outh Mail, dated June 10. 1904. in
the copper box. In The Mail was
found “this brief but interesting
item pertaining to the first cor-
nerstone laying back 88 years

ago;,

9 “The corner stone of the old
Presbyterian _church was un-
coveréd last Tuesday and with-
in its receptacle was found a
sealed bottle in which had been
placed the names and amounts
of the subscribers to the build-
ing fund of the church, which
was erected in 1848. The list was
headed by Ebenezer J. Penni-
man who" subscribed $500. The

comer stone of the church now

being remodeled will be laid
this morning (Friday. June 10,
1904) and “within it will be
placed the ariginal list of sub-
scribers to the” rebuilding fund.
Other records will also be de-

posited in the stone.”

It was these two_ old pieces of
faded paper, the list of original
subscribers "and another  Sheet
containing other data of interest
in those “days, that created the
greatest interest.

Interesting too. was _the fact
that Ebenezer J. Penniman, the
father of Mrs. Kate Allen, who
still lives in this city, was revealed
to_be the greatest donor to the
original church fund. He contrib-
uted $500. Readers of The Ple{m-
outh. Mail will recall an arficle
published in this newspaper a few
years ago which told of the im-
portant part he took in the or-
ganization of the Republican
party "Under the Oaks" In Jack-
son

Penniman avenue bears his
name and the Penniman-Allen
theatre is named in his honor as
well as that of O. M. Allen, who
also played an important part in
the early development of this city.

Crash - One Is Killed

Plymouth Adds Its
Share To Christmas
Traffic Toll

_ Plymouth and yicinitY added
its share to the frightful Christ-
mas traffic toll of dead and in-
ured. but none of the victims
appened to be local residents.
Summoned to one accident on
Plymouth road just east of
Middle Belt, the Schrader ambu-

'lance was speeding to pick up the

victims of one Crash In which
three cars_were involved and ten
people injured about midnight
Christmas eve when the ambu-
lance driver saw a car bottom
side up beside the road.

Fred D. Schrader, who had ac-
companied the ambulance to as-
sist In the removal of the injured,
saw that the victim of the acci-
dent. Edward Schmidthe, 39
¥ears old. was so bad(l]y injured
hat he needed immediate hos-
pital care, aided in getting the
injured man in the “ambulance
and instructed the driver to
hurry him to Plymouth hospital.

After bringing Schmidthe to
Plymouth, they “returned to the
first call whére Mr. and Mrs.
Saleniek and son, Robert, Mr. and

rs. Homer Hensel and baby, and
Mr. and Mrs. Fred Parker, all of
Detroit, had been hurt when a
car driven by Howard Fetters of
Ann Arbor had crashed into the
Saleniek car.

Mr. and Mrs. Saleniek and Mr.
and_Mrs. Hensel and their babes,
all in one car. were on their way
to Plymouth to attend midnight
mass ‘at Our Lady of Good Coun-
sel church.

Petters was driving from Ann
Avrbor into Detroit. His car struck
the Saleniek car in such a wa
that nearly all of the occupants
were injured, mostly b{ lying
glass. He was badly cut about the
ace.

The car driven by Mr. Parker
was following the “Saleniek car
and he did not have time to stop
his machine before crashing into
the two wrecked automobiles.

All of the injured were brought
to the Plymouth hospital where
their_cuts"and bruises were cared
or.. They were later removed to
their homes in Detroit in the
Schrader ambulance.

Elton Bakewell, son of Mr. and
Mrs. G. A. Bakewell, who was on
his way home from Detroit, aided
Mr. Schrader and his assistants
to place the injured in the ambu-
lance and he also brought to the
hospital some of the “occupants
of the three cars that were in-
volved in the one accident.

Work on Burroughs Plant To Start Soon—
Daisy Makes Big Drive For Business—
Other Local Concerns Expect Big Year

Probably not for a score of years has a New Yeai looked
brighter to Plymouth than does 1937.

While surveyors are busy driving stakes to mark out the
foundations for a new factory unit for the Burroughs Manu-
facturing company to be located just east of the city limits that
if. to be erected during the early spring, the advertising and
sales department of The Daisy Manufacturing company are
working overtime preparing for the biggest business drive ever
made by the company. The officials hope to increa™y the bust
ness of the company by more than $150,000 during the coming
year.

The Plymouth Mail expects within the immediate future
to be able to announce definitely the complete plans of The
Burroughs company as it pertains to its Plymouth develop-
ment. All that can be said now is that the news will be good
news and that the plans of the company as announced early
last fall will be carried out in detail.

Construction of the new Burroughs plant and the big drive
for new business to be made by The Daisy company does not
constitute all the good news for this locality.

The Plymouth Felt Products company is just now com
pleting a new warehouse which will enable it to add consider
able to its output, and that means more workers.

The Plymouth Stamping company, The Universal Sprayer
company, the Dun Mar company, The Dunn Steel Products
company. The Hamilton & Sons Rifle Manufacturers, Penhale-
Hubbard company, National Window Shade company, Per-
fection Sprinkler and Bieszk Automotive Shop company all
report excellent prospects for business during the next year.

There is almost a sure prospect that the Plymouth Tube
company will be forced to erect a big addition or an entirely
new factory building within the year.

Already The Ford Motor company has enlarged the Nan-
kin mills plant, so that there are now employed there nearly 50
workers instead of the former eight or nine men.

In addition to these exceedingly favorable prospects for
the new year, every Plymouth merchant reports that his busi-
ness was far better during the holiday season this year than for
eight or nine years past. In fact, some say that all previous
sales records were exceeded. Not only have stocks of mer
chandise been increased, but some of the stores are planning
considerable expansion within the next twelve months. In fact,
if the plans of one of the well known merchants of the city
goes through, his store will be almost doubled in size.

In addition to what local manufacturers and business men
are doing to help make business better during the next twelve
months, both the state highway department and the Wayne
County Road commission have under consideration consider-
able work in this locality. The county road commission has
started the construction of a new bridge across the Rouge at
Nankin mills in anticipation of the extension of the parkwfae/
system to that place within the next two or three years. Offi-
cials state that there are prospects of some condemnation pro-
ceedings before this part of the parkway can be completed. All
in all, the New Year looks exceedingly good for Plymouth.

BACK TO THE RAILROADS.

If somethin% isn't done to stop the slaughter along Michi-
gan highways, the time is not very far distant when travel by
railway trains will be the only safe method of transportation in
our state.

een issued by the Michigan state highway department show-

ing that over 600 people died as the result of traffic accidents
during the three closing months of 1936.

Something some day will happen to cause the enforcement |
of safety along the public highways. The innocent who are |
traffic victims are entitled to some protection, and the innocent
are going to get it, some time in some way.

SCUM.

We do not care to state that all of the Republican office
holders of Michigan or any other state have been good officials, |
We do state however, that the vast majority of them have been
trustworthy, that they have tried to the best of their ability to
serve the public well- Of course, there are exceptions, just as
there is in every party. The outgoing Republican administra- |
tion in Michigan has created a fairly good record. Most of the
officials have possessed a real desire to give the people honest !
and conscientious service.

How unfortunate it is that out of this great number of
worthy public servants there has now and then seeped to the
top those who would smear a coating of scum over all of the
good things that have been dons.

What Was Happening In The Country
The Year Preshyterians Built
Their First Brick Church in Plymouth

. When Plymouth Presbyterians were hustling around trying to
raise $2700 back in 1848 to build a brick church to take the place of
the old frame building that served them as a house of worship for
nearIP/ 20 years previous to that time_it is interesting to note that
the slavery question was one of the bIF issues before the nation at that
time. Plymouth was a hot-bed of abolitionists, like nearly all northern
towns. Maybe some of the very Presbyterians who weré out hustlmg
subscriptions for that old church also"helped more than one escape
southern slave on his freedom in Canada. o

And what were some of the other things the people of Michigan
and the nation were doing and thlnklnF% about when this church-going
little community, sometimes called “Plymouth Four Corners” in the
old Iday’)s, were “building the first brick church ever erected in this

locality?

In 1848 gold was discovered in California. Some from this place
took part Inthe rush to the new country out on the Pacific coast-
where it was said gold could be found anywhere. In fact, some of the

very names found on the original sut:l»scrlption list to the church fund R&

were the names of some of the early gold hunters that went from
Plymouth. There were Johnathan Shearer, John Bennett, an uncle
of'Charles H. Bennett, Michael Conner, father of William Conner and
one of the Fralicks, who ail went to California from Plymouth in
1852 to hunt gold. The companion of Michael Conner was one of the
Starkweathers from Northville. They took the train from Detroit to
Michigan City. That's as far as the railroad went in those days. They
started out afoot across the continent, like all the gold hunters did in
those days. Starkweather died out on the plains and his remains were
buried by his companion who continued on to_the Callfomladgol_d
fields. One of William Conner’s prize possessions is a piece of gold his
father brought home to the family from California a year or two
later. Henry Baker was another gold hunter who left Plymouth to go
to the coast, later returning to his native community.

Abraham Lincoln was a member of congress at that time, havin

"been elected for one term, being defeated when he made his secon

run.

The war with Mexico had just ended and the United States had
annexed as territory all of that part of the country now known as
Texas, NewMexico, Colorado, Nevada, Arizona and California.

Detroit didn't have a Eopu_lation of twice the population of Plym-
outh today. The census taken in. Detroit eight years before the “new”
Presbyterian church was built showed that'it had only 9,102 residents.

The Irish famine was taking place. The famine is said to have
caused more than 300,000 deaths in Ireland, due to the failure for
several years of its potato crop, the chief food of that nation.
