Because neither federal nor the 
state government departments 
have issued to the taxpayers and 
citizens of the state any informa­
tion pertaining to the new taxes 
that are being placed upon pay­
rolls and pay checks. The Plym­
outh Mail has been requested to 
publish a brief statement about 
these taxes.

First—The old age pension tax 
is now In effect. Every employer 
who hires one or more individuals, 
must deduct 1 percent from each 
pay check every time the employe 
is paid. For example, if the em­
ploye’s monthly pay is $200.00. the 
employer must take out of the 
check $2.00. He will pay to the 
employe only $198.00. If payments 
are made on a weekly basis and 
the pay check Is for. say $25.00. 
then he must deduct 25 cents out

of the pay check. At the end of 
the month, the employer must 
take all j the money he has de­
ducted from all of the pay checks 
and add to this sum from his own 
pocket an amount equal to all 
that he i has deducted, and send 
it to the ^Collector of Internal Rev­
enue ini Detroit. If the employer 
has deducted, say $30.00 from 
his total payroll for the month, 
he must send to the government 
$60.00. The one percent rate on 
pay rolls for old age benefits con­
tinues at 1 percent for this year, 
1938 and 1939. After 1939 the 
rate is increased a half of one

By removing these species of 
obnoxious fish, which are more 
or less dormant during the cold 
months, ice-fishermen may help 
to improve habitat conditions for 
game-fish.

Any of these species is edible, 
but their flesh is not as palatable 
as that of game fish. The noxious 
varieties may be left on the ice. 
however, for birds and predators 
if the angler’s taste does not hap­
pen to run to the rougher va­
rieties of fish. In Jackson county 
last winter hundreds of obnoxious 
fish were speared by ice-fisher- 
men and left on the ice of inland 
lakes.

The Gay Nineties in Plymouth 
were so say that one time The 
Mail came out printed on silk 
cloth.

The occasion. April 13. 1895, 
was the special edition which was 
written and published by the 
Ladies of the Maccabees, while 
Editor Myles F. Gray took a back 
seat. With 16 pages of silk moire 
in two sections, the silken edition 
was managed by Esther Vickery, 
commander of the “Bina West 
Hive” of Plymouth as editor-in- 
chief.

Miss Mary Conner, then record 
keeper of the chapter, was adver­
tising manager, and in an article 
thanking Plymouth and North­
ville merchants for their patron­
age she wrote: “In this edition of 
The Plymouth Mail we make our 
first appearance in the field of 
newspaper work as advertising 
managers- and with it, also, we 
beg to retire.” The task of an ad­
vertising solicitor must have been 
as arduous then as now. for Miss 
Conner concluded her article: 
“Oh ye editors of country news­
papers! You have our heartfelt 
sympathy, which can only come 
from experience".

It was Miss Conner who brought 
the silken issue of The Mail to 
the office Saturday. While look­
ing through some old records the 
other day she happened to dis­
cover the paper she helped issue 
and now so highly prizes.

The editors of the special edi­
tion point out. in another article, 
that their aim was to make that 
issue of The Mail “not a news­
paper but a paper that will prove 
as interesting to our children and 
grandchildren of the future as it 
does to the present generation". 
Much of the paper is stereotyped 
material dealing, with national 
and international events or tell­
ing the story of Easter and April 
Fool’s day. Several columns deal

with local news, various fraternal 
societies and church affairs, and 
many are devoted to semi- 
humorous poems

Choice among them is one writ­
ten by Miss Nettie Pelham, giv­
ing a boost to “the ladles who 
are always glad to try the very 
latest fad. whereby some money 
may be had” and who “greet you 
with their finest bow. and make 
you buy a paper now". Another 
deals with the personnel of the 
L.O.TM. in 12 verses of heroic 
couplet, ending rather critically 
of the opposite sex:
“We’re often aske< in mild sur­

prise.
What L.O.TM. signified.

It means just this, as each one 
sees.

The "Lames of the Macabees”. 
But there are members, in our 

band.
Who'll tell you these letters 

stand
For something far beyond your 

ken.
’Tis simply this. "Leave Out The 

Men”.”
Miss Pelham's poem, giving the 

ladies all the credit for expert 
financing, reads:

J. R. Rauch, maintains “low 
prices conquer” and says his 
dty goods, staple clothing, grocery 
and crockery store (which also 
handled several other things) is 
endorsed by 5,000 customers. In 
an advertisement below this. M- 
N. Johnson and company of 
Northville announces "fine cheap 
clothes” for men and boys.

P. Gayde tells Plymouth that 
he is a dealer in “groceries, pro­
visions. crockery, etc., etc.”, and 
L. C. Hough and Son describe 
their “field, garden and flower 
seeds, at prices that will please”.

C. G. Draper, jeweler, “calls 
your attention to his line of birth­
day and wedding gifts in watches, 
clocks, silverware and novelties”, 
and George Vandecar proclaims 
himself a “tonsorial artist”. James 
Hewett wishes “to inform citizens 
of Plymouth and vicinity” that he 
is ready to do anything in the line 
of plumbing”.

In 1894, four per cent interest 
on savings was paid by the Home 
Savings Bank in Detroit, which 
maintained a separate depart­
ment for ladies. N. E. Freer is a 
local attorney at law. while A. 
Pelham indicates that he is a 
dentist by the picture of false 
teeth.

Charles F. Bennett is the pro­

When you call a telephone number on the other 
side of town you are making an important pur­
chase.

I shall need one kind of current to carry my voice 
and another to ring the bells that signal the other 
party.
