IT WOULD BE HONEST.

There has been a suggestion made in the legislature by the
editor of The Plymouth Mail that the new state welfare com-
mission be composed of a majority members of prominent
Michigan church leaders and that the county organizations be
made up of a similar personnel selected from within the var-
ious counties of the state, with the board of supervisors having
control of the appointments as well as the funds.

In addition to the three members selected from church
denominations, there shall be one outstanding Michigan bank-
er, so that the commission may have the benefit of his know-
ledge of financial affairs and because, like churchmen, bankers
know the value of tax earned dollars in both private and public
business.

Because of the fact that our public school system is vitally
interested iti the proper care of school children, and because
educators are vitally interested in a proper administration of
welfare as it pertains to school children, there is recom-
mended as one member of the commission, one outstanding ed-
ucational leader of the state, who shall be the president of the
state board of education.

The second proposal would ‘be to make available to the
public, complete knowledge of all expenditures for welfare
purposes, not only salary and expense lists of all persons con-
nected with welfare work, but both state and county expendi-
tures for welfare purposes, except the names of dependent chil-
dren who might be aided through the welfare organizations.

The third proposal would require all able bodied persons
who seek and are given welfare aid in times of distress, to sign
promissory notes to pay back to the taxpayers of the state such
funds as might have been advanced by the welfare.

These proposal® will entirely eliminate the professional
welfare worker, who during the past three or four years has
proven to be anything but the right type to deal with a problem
that is so vital to the state and nation.

They have diverted millions to salaries and expenses that
should have gone to relief.

They have shown not the slightest degree of sympathy for
those in distress. Their administration hasbeen so cold-hearted
that it has been nothing less than BRUTAL.

They have spent welfare money and much of their time in
a campaign to break down public confidence in city, village,
county and township officials.

City and township officials do not desire to have the ad-
ministration of the welfare given back to them, notwithstand-
ing the efforts of the professional welfare workers to have the
public believe that this is their aim.

Township supervisors and officials are interested chiefly
in seeing to it that only those who need help get it and ending
as quickly as possible the waste of welfare money. They believe
that with local control of welfare funds, millions can be saved
to the people each year. They rightly ask for control over this
money, especially when nearly $10,000,000 of welfare funds
came from a direct tax on real estate last year.

Such a control of the welfare would at least do one thing,
ft would make its administration HONEST and economical.

Recall History
0f Old Hotel

(Continued from Page One)

outh hotel could not be learned
from records although one was
listed as the Union Hall, oper-
ated by Peter Fralick, which was
stage headquarters.

On May 5, 1856 a fire started in
the hotel building on the site
of the present Plymouth hotel,
then known as Root's hotel and
which was operated by James
Root. The blaze swept down the
street taking almost all the build-
ings on the west side of Main
street. The loss was estimated at
$60,000.

The night of the fire a circus ®

was camped across the street
from the hotel in the park. Many
of the circus people were staying
at the hotel and there was con-
siderable excitement in attempt-
ing to lead the frightened circus
animals away from the park.
Then stocks of goods saved from
the stores were piled up in the
park.

The hotel was rebuilt shortly
after that and in 1867 the first
village election was held in -the
building. It was then known as
the Adams House and was oper-
ated by Thomas Whipple. An-
other fire swept the Plymouth
business section in 1893 destroy-
ing the business places on Mairf
street from Penniman avenue tc
within two stores of the hotel.
This time the hotel escaped.

LANSING—A few days ago
there appeared before the house
committee on social aid and wel-
fare a group of men who could
not hear or talk. They have asked
the state to do something in be-
half of the deaf and dumb peo-
ple- of Michigan. Representatives
George Teachout and Dave Mar-
tin. both _youthful =~ Democrats
from the FIlint district, are co-
introducers of a bill that seeks to
provide a way for the state de-
partment of labor and industry to
help these deaf and dumb people
to find employment whereby they
can support themselves. Both o
these young men have displayed
a keen interest in legislation
which has for its aim a better
condition for unfortunates and
they are exceedingly anxious to
have the bill enacted that aims to
help those who cannot hear or
talk.

It developed during the hear-
ing on the bill these Flint repre-
sentatives are sponsoring that
there are between 5,000 and 7.-
000 people in Michigan who are
so unfortunately afflicted.

And who do you suppose em-
ploys as many of these people as
he ‘can find places for?

+ There is on the way through
the legislature a proposed amend-
ment to the constitution to be
submitted to the voters at the
state election a year from this
fall which, if approved, will re-
sult in the election of township
officers every two years instead
of every year. The writer, who
introduced the resolution, sees no
reason why there should be an
election of township officers ev-
e?f/ year when county and state
officers are elected for two year
terms. Before introducing the
resolution, numerous township
officials and taxpayers were con-
sulted and they very readily ap-
proved of the proposal. It is find-
ing the same friendly considera-
tion in the legislature. Its enact-
ment would save the township
electors of the state something
like a quarter of a million dollars
every other year, as that is about
what it costs to hold an election
in all the 1268 townships of the
state.

AN ORDINANCE TO ESTAB-
LISH AND REGULATE SO-
CALLED DUMPS IN THE
CITY OF PLYMOUTH.

The People of the City of Plym-

outh do ordain:

DEFINITIONS
Section 1. A dump is defined to

be a place designated by the City

Manager where ashes, refuse- and

rubbish may be deposited.

An inspector is defined to be
a person designated or appointed
by the City Manager to have
charge or control of a dump.

Section 2. The City Manager is
hereby authorized to select sites
and locate such dump or dumps
as he may deem necessary upon
any land owned or leased by the
City or upon land privately
owned, subject to consent having
first been secured by the City
from the owner.

Section 3. The City Manager
is hereby authorized to employ
inspectors to have the care and
control of such dump or dumps.
Such inspectors shall be clothed
with police power and duly au-
thorized to make arrests and shall
enforce the rules that are or may
hereafter be promulgated for the
government and control of dumps
and shall protect property of any
and all kinds that may be placed
thereon.

Section 4. No person, except
the inspector in charge, shall at
any time set fire to any part of
such dump or any materials or
things thereon.
