County Surveys
Grade Crossings
In Plymouth

Study Begins
After City Asks
Improvement

Wayne county road commission
engineers began a preliminary
survey of highway-railroad cross-
ings in Plymouth this week to de-
termine the need for safer grade
approaches.

The decision to make the sur-
vey followed a request by the city
commission for the construction
of a grade separation at the
dangerous North Main street
crossing of the Pere Marquette.
The county engineers, however,
plan to study the Farmer street
crossing also.

City Manager Clarence H. El-
liott's letter to the Wayne county
road commission follows:

-The city commission of Plym-
outh requests the Wayne county
road commission to build a grade
separation at the intersection of
the Pere Marquette railway at
North Main street within the city
limits of Plymouth, Michigan.

“The city commission feels
amply justified in making this re-
quest for the following reasons:

"1. Several accidents have oc:
curred near the intersection of

“2. With improved business
conditions, the Pere Marquette
railway has shown a much larger
volume of business which-has re-
sulted in more trains passing
through Plymouth and many
more cars. Many times a day
automobiles and “pedestrians are
standing ifile wasting time and
gasoline and certainly this tries
the patience of human beings.

“3. In_reviewing the informa-
tion which has emanated from
your office, $7,987.42 has been
made available for each mile of
county highway and $441.03 for
every mile of township road. Had
the McNitt Act been followed to
the letter of the law only $64 a
mile would have been provided
for township roads, but $250,000
was added to this amount, there-
by making available $441.03 per
mile. The average is therefore
$3,493.18 per mile which you
have available for maintenance
and construction on the roads,
In the city of Plymouth there is
made available less than $300 a
mile to take care of all of our
roads. A good share of these
roads, in fact, nearly one hundred

er cent, receive much more traf-
ic than the township roads. It is

necessary that every available'

dollar that can be made available
must be used to repair and im-
prove the streets for many years
to come.

tion * ¢ « shall be guilty of
misdemeanor.”

Plymouth police have been in-
structed to check all areas of the
city carefully during the holiday
to” make certain that no ' fire-
wojfts are used in an endeavor to
eliminate a chance for loss of
lives or serious injuries such as
once occurred before the state
banned the use of dangerous
noise-makers.

At the request of the drain
commissioner.  Probate  Judge
Thomas C. Murphy appointed the
three men as a board of deters
mination to hear the testimony
on the Plymouth project. The
board members are ‘Lester D.

Wreckers Find Old
Hotel Long
A Toppling Structure

(By JOHN McLAKEN, Jr.)
A page from the not too dis-
tant past is easiIK uncovered if
one is even slightly adventure
conscious, and merely by
oneself through the now doome:
old Plymouth hotel. Though
built before the Civil War, the
buildin% principles are not radi-
cally changed even today. Safety
features are completely missing
from this old structure. The
bricks with which the walls were
built, were all hand ma$e; a
rocess long ago 'discarded in
avor of the quicker and" more
efficient modern methods. And
even though nearl¥ 100 years old,
the greater part of the bricks are
still in good condition.

But. as in all else, time takes
its toll, even in making it neces-
sary to tear down.one of the city’s
last landmarks. There was a time,
not so"many years ago, when the
hotel would boast a fire at least
two or three times a year, and
many persons with apparently no
sentiment for old buildings would
gather 'round and cheer—for the
fire to win. And today, Plymouth’s
old hotel is the hero of the
townspeople; their sentiments are
with it 100 percent. But that, too,

As one walks in and out of the

rooms of the old hotel, over
cracked and creaky boards, past
sagging doors and windows, up

the stairs that have for nearly a
century been the stepping stones
to success or failure, the thought
of time avenging itself at the
expense of the human race be-
comes more than' a reality. It be-
comes nearly a super-thing.

The walls- of the building are
in exceedingly dangerous condi-
tions. The back wall of the hotel
is pushedjout at the bottom and
is leaning in toward the top.
It was because of this condition
that its owner, Ralph Lorenz, de-
cided to remove it and erect on
the site, a modern, up-to-date
structure. Many of the walls in-
side have, been re-lathed over the
original lath and plaster.

Paper nearly as old as the
building itself” are to be found
clinging precariously to the orig-
inal"walls. Over this second thick-
ness of lath and plaster has been
ut a thin coating of tin, leaving
rom three ip four inches of good
“fire encouragement”. The plaster

4s, in almost every case, com-

pletely decayed and” decomposed.
One feature employed in the
construction of this building is
the 24-foot joists which were used.
They are made entirely of wood
as contrasted to the steel ones |
commonly used today. |
Practically all the lath were
in such good condition that the |
company which is tearing the
building down has re-bundled |
them and will sell them. Of all
the window frames left in the
structure only one boasted of
weather stripping, and that very

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Who Killed Civil Service?

(Continued From Page One)
eraux of Kent county, all were included m the blasts of condemnation
that were issued by Democratic leaders within the lower house.

To place responsibility directly where it belongs for the defeat
of the civil service bill, one must review briefly its history before the
legislature.

It was the first bill introduced into the state senate during the
present session and became the No. 1 measure of the upper house.

It was passed by the senate during February, with few minor
changes being made from its original form. It had the support of
‘both Democratic and Republican members of the senate.

Then it went to the house for consideration, where it was. re-
ferred to the state affairs committee, of which Chester Fitzgerald of
Detroit is chairman. Mr. Fitzgerald is one of the Democratic floor
leaders of the house.

There the bill remained for nearly two months without consid-
eration.

Just before the state election in early April, William Lovett, sec-
retary of the Detroit Civic Lea%ue, an organization devoted to the
promotion of good government, fearful that unless some action was
forced that the bill would never come before the house for consider-
ation, made an effort to secure consideration of the bill by the state
affairs committee.

Chairman Fitzgerald arose on the floor of the house, berated Mr.
Lovett in as vicious a statement as was ever made on the floor and
declared without any hesitation whatsoever that when Senate bill
No. 1 was reported from his committee that it would be a bill drafted
to suit the committee. He made it emphatic that the original senate
bill which had been prepared by Professor James Pollock of the
University of Michigan and a number of others, was not acceptable
to the committee.

From what Mr. Fitzgerald said, it was generally believed that a
new bill would be reported out a few days after the spring election.

But nothing came from the committee. Weeks kept rolling along
and still there wfis nothing heard of the civil service bill in the house.

Date for final adjournment had been fixed and still no civil serv-
ice bill from the house committee had been reported.

Then just a few days before it was time for the legislators to quit
and go home, there was reported from Chairman Fitzgerald's com-
mittee the senate bill No. 1 with some 74 or 75 changes that had been
made in committee.

Supporters of civil service in the house, after a careful study of
it, discovered that it had been so changed that its original purpose,
which sought to end the spoils system, had been entirely eliminated.

During the debate on the floor of the house, Representative Nel-
son Miles, a clean-cut youthful lawyer from Holland, who wrote into
the legislative session ‘one of the best records of any ,man in the
house, attempted to amend Fitzgerald's civil service bill by substitut-
ing the original civil service bill as it came from the senate.

What happened to Mr. Miles' effort to restore the original civil
service bill?

It was overwhelmingly defeated in the house, with both Repub-
lican and Democratic votes.

But two Democratic members of the house voted for the Miles
amendment. They were George L. Teachout of Flint and Alfonso Mag-
notta of Albion. Such Republican house leaders as Vernon J. Brown
of Mason and Carl DelLano of Kalamazoo voted consistently with the
Democrats against the original civil service bill..

During the debate on the question in the house, Peter R. Legg
of Escanaba, veteran Democratic member of the legislature, bufe arch
enemy of civil service, declared on the floor that he knew Governor
Frank Murphy did not favor the original civil service bill as it came
from the senate.

The writer questioned Mr. Legg during the debate about the
statement he had made quoting the Governor as being opposed to
the original senate bill.

“I heard him make the statement myself. He said the senate bill
needed a lot of changing and that he was not for_it as it had been
passed by the senate,” said Representative Legg. “The governor said
the house should change the bill,” he added.

(It will be recalled that Governor Murphy in his message to the
legislature had referred to the Pollock bill, which was senate bill No. 1,
as a MODEL civil service bill and that he had urged the legislature
to pass it without change.)

The statement of Representative Legg pertaining to the Gov-
ernor’s shifting attitude about civil service was not challenged by any
one from the floor of the house.

Later in private conversation with Representative Legg, he ad-
vised the writer that Governor Murphy had made the statement fav-
orin% a comfplete change in the civil service bill at a Democratic cau-
cus held a few nights before the measure was considered.

What about Chairman_Chester Fitzgerald eg. the state affairs
committee that held the civil service bill in committee for months?

Was he for civil service or against it?

The writer was a member of the social aid and welfare committee
of the house. The same Chester Fitzgerald, who was chairman of the
state affairs committee was chairman of the welfare committee.

In the numerous welfare reorganization bills that came to the so-
cial aid and welfare committee were provisions, for civil service.

It was Chairman Fitzgerald who ordered all of these civil service
provisions stricken out of the welfare bills.

*  What about Governor Murphy and the civil service in the wel-
fare bills?

Senate bill 112 was one-of the notorious welfare bills. It had been
held in the welfare committee until a few short days before final ad-
journment. Governor Murphy and Chairman Fitzgerald knew that
one or two members of the welfare cofnmittee were anxious to place
amendments on this bill.

Its consideration had been stalled for weeks and months in com-
mittee.

Finally one day the committee was summoned to meet. Chair-
man Fitzgerald said the bill had to go out without amendments, ex-
cept one—and that amendment was to strike out the civil service
provision in the bill.

Who ordered the bill reported out so suddenly without amend-
ment, except the one taking out civil service?

No other person than Governor Murphy. That fact became known
a short time after welfare bill 112 had been reported out. Did the
Governor know that ALL civil service provisions in the welfare bills
were being stricken? \

Sure he did. It was impossible for him not to know it.

On the night of final adjournment, it Avas along about 3 or 4
o'clock in the morning when the badly amended civil service bill went
to a conference committee selected from both house and senate.

There it was that the members of the committee from the senate
demanded that all of the provisions of the bill that had been cut out
by the Fitzgerald committee be restored. This the house conferees
refused to do.

During the hours of consideration that followed, the Democrats
insisted that all employes of the state be “blanketed- in” when the
bill became effective. That meant that all Democratic employes now
holding state jobs and yet to be selected before January 1, could retain
their positions without’ competitive examinations.

his was the execution block that had been raised by the house
conferees for the slaughter of civil service. They knew and the Gov-
ernor knew, that it was the impossible barrier to civil service success.

It proved to be just that.

Lieutenant Governor Leo Nowicki, Democrat advocate of honest
civil service, knew just what was being done. He knew the designs of
the house leadership.

Therefore when the senate adjourned to end the farce bein
played over civil service, Speaker George Schroder of the house of
representatives. Chairman Chester Fitzgerald of the house committee

Governor Murphy, soon after knowing of the demise of civil serv-
ice, declared that this had been a “very good session of the legislature”.

He left a few hours later for a trip to New York and upon his
return he will go to Mackinac Island “incognito” for a stay of some
weeks. 1t will be his fourth vacation since election and his third since
assuming office. He spent nearly all of his time in Florida after the
results of the November election became known until he came to
Lansing to deliver his inaugural address in January. Within a month
he again returned to Florida and was there for several weeks resting
after his sessions with strike committees. He returned to Lansing
for a brief stay, then went to White Sulphur Springs, Virginia for an-
other stay. Governor Murphy has gained the distinction of having
been in Lansing less during a legislative session than any other gov-
ernor Michigan ever had.

MORE MONEY FOR THE SELF-STARTERS SWEETHEARTS

This week the House killed the Civil Service bill. Most of the
members of the legislatures are self-starters. That is, they get into
the political game because they crave the job, the honor (?) and the
various patronage advantages. The primary system makes self-
starters possible. Generall¥ there are enough self-starters so that the
winner gets a minority of the votes. Once in, however, they become
immensely important and very, very jealous of their prerogatives.

What is a prerogative?

We_heard former Governor Brucker explain it once. In this in-
cident it was his "right to appoint a Republican steward” at the
Howell sanatorium—as if it was necessary the man be a Republican
to manage the business affairs concerning people sick with tuber-
culosis.

Civil service was designed to end that sort of thing. The House
members killed the measure. They demand the right to continue to
have the taxpayers pay salaries for their sons, their daughters, their
sweethearts and their neighbor’'s daughter Anne. The matter of ability
and fitness for the jobs is incidental. To the victor belongs the spoils.
The people of Michigan will continue to support that sort of thing.
