At No Time Was There A Chance To Give
Wayne And Oakland Counties Their
Rightful Representation In Lansing

criticized the 1937 legislature for not having considered the question

of re-apportionment,” a constitutional responsibility that has been b

flaunted by legislators for the past half dozen years.

The state constitution provides that every ten years the legis-
lature shall re-apportion representation in the State legislature upon
the basis of the last federal census. = . )

A proper re-apportionment at' this time would add considerably
to the number of representatives and senators from Wayne and Oak-
land counties, with a corresponding reduction from many of the less
populous out-state districts. The sections of the state that would be
hit the hardest by re-apportionment are the Upper Peninsula and the
rural portion of Michigan. . .

Well, what about the re-apportionment question in the last ses-

sion and why wasn't “orfiething done about it?
There were several bills introduced which sought to remedy the

unfair situation that now exists.

Hall Pays State

Millions
In'Phone Taxes

Former Plymouth
Resident
Makes Tax Settlement

When Frank L. Hall. Plymouth
resident until a year or so ago.
walked into the auditor general’s
office at Lansing the other day.
he carried with him a check from
the Michigan Bell Telephone
company for S1.312.046.24.

This was but half of the state
tax to be paid this year by the
telephone company. “ The “other
half will be paid November 1 or
before.

All of this $2,624,092.47 goes di-
rectlv into the primary school
fund and will be used for the
education of the boys' and girls
of Michigan.

The Michigan Bell company-
makes the largest payment into
the primary school fund, from
which tax money paid the state
by this and other utility com-
panies is returned each year to
the 83 counties of the state in
proportion o the school popula-
tion of each, thus going directly
intr. local school channels.

Favment of ‘he Michigan Bell's
total tax bi'l for 1936. to the
state, federal government, and
various municipalities, amounting
in all to $4,439,000, requires the
net earnings from 174.000 tele-
phones. or almost one-third of
th® average number the company
had in service during the year.
The tax amounts to $7.91 for each
telephone in service. The com-
panv’s total tax bill is divided as
follows- To the state of Michigan,
property tax. $2,624,000: other
Michigan state taxes. $107,000: to
the federal government. $1,666.-
000: to others, principally muni-
cipalities for taxes on property
that is not-at present devoted to
the operation of the business.

Applying the average “tax per
telephone™. $7.91. locally, would-
mean that approximately $8,635
of the amount telephone users in
Plymouth paid for telephone
service last year is required by
the Michigarl Bell company in
meeting its tax bill. The com-

You can rest assured The Detroit Times or The News
would scream to high heaven if some outside agency tried to
disrupt the friendly feeling that exists between their “front”
offices and other departments.

Day after day there hag- appeared on the first pages of
these two Detroit papers lopg articles reciting in great detail
what the Ford Motor company has been accused of by the
government as a result of the few fist fights that were de-
liberately forced upon Ford employes.

Some political job holders who probably never created a
job for a person in their lives and probably never made a suc-
cess on any job they ever held in private life—providing they

-j~er worked outside of politics—are now conducting a "hear-
ing” into this so-called riot.

There is this one thing about the whole matter—Wash-
ington officialdom and some of the big newspapers had better
wake up to the.fact that the general public, in the smaller com-
munities and in the rural sections at least—is becoming pretty
much embittered by the UNFAIRNESS of what is being done.

part of the personal liberty of a citizen that can never be surrendered.

“All government implies restraint, and it is not less, but more,
necessary in self-governed communities than in others, to compel
restraint of the passions of men which make for disorder and lawless-
ness. Our language is the language of a free people, and fails to fur-
nish any form of speech by which the right of a citizen to work
when he pleases, for whom he pleases, and on what terms he pleases,
can be successfully denied.

“The common sense of our people, as well as the common law.
forbids that this right should be assailed with impunity. Approval of
the object of a strike, or persuasion that its purpose is high and npble,x
cannot sanction an attempt to destroy the right of others of a differ-
ent opinion in this respect, or to interfere with their conduct in choos-
ing to work upon what terms and at what time and for whom it may
please them to do so.

“The right thus to work cannot be made to depend upon the
approval or disapproval of the personal character and conduct of
those who claim to exercise this right. If this were otherwise, then
those who remain at work might if they were in the majority, have
both the right and power to prevent the others, who choose to cease
to work, from so doing.

“This all seems too plain for argument. Common sense and com-
mon law alike denounce the conduct of those who interfere with this
fundamental right of the citizen. The assertion of the right seems
trite and commonplace, but that land is blessed where the maxims
of liberty are commonplaces."—Don Vanderwerp in The Fremont
Times-Indicator.

estate business before he was elected to the legislature, is and has
been speaker of the house during the past two sessions.

It has been an infallable rule, when the Governor and the speaker
of the house are of the same political belief, for the speaker of the
house to consult with the Governor about committee selections.
Therefore; one has a perfect right to assume that Speaker Schroeder
consulted with Governor Murphy about his committee selections be-
fore they were announced during the early days of the session.

In fact, it is pretty well known that Speaker Schroeder did ex-
tend to Governor Murphy the courtesy of discussing with him com-
mittee selections and appointments. The trend of legislation during
the last session would indicate pretty well that committee selections
were made by the two. even the most minor committee selections.

As chairman of the apportionment group. Speaker Schroeder an-
nounced that Joseph Nagel of Detroit had been named. The other
members from Detroit are Joseph Kaminski, and Albert W. Schnei-
der. The three members from Detroit are all Democrats. There was
no member from Oakland county. The writer was named as a mem-
ber from rural Wayne county. .

These four members naturally, being from the part of the state
that has long been deprived of its rightful legislative representation,

This committee; with possibly one or two exceptions, comprised
some_of the best men in the house.

The districts of every one of these solons. however, under proper
re-apportionment of the state, would, in some way. doubtless be af-
fected. Some of the districts of these representatives would probably
be abolished altogether; or other districts, or parts of districts, might
be joined to their districts.

Any change in districts might seriously affect the possibility of
re-election for some members of the legislature.

Do you suppose that Governor Murphy and Speaker George
Schroeder had any idea that a committee made up predominately of
members hostile to re-apportionment, such as this committee, would
ever consider a re-apportionment bill or consent to one being re-
ported to the floor of the legislature?

Of course not.

Re-apportionment was killed DELIBERATELY before the 1937
session of the legislature ever started.

For what reason no one knows except the Governor and speaker
of the house. Possibly they felt that re-apportionment, always a con-
troversial question, should not be an issue before the session that just
ended. Maybe they had other reasons.

Suffice it to say that they saw to it that the issue was strangled
to death and thrown overboard weeks before the Governor read his
message to the legislature in which he said re-apportionment should
be considered.

If any serious effort was to have .been made to pass a re-
apportionment bill, will the Speaker and the Governor tell why the
majority membership of the committee was not made up from Wayne,
Oakland, Genesee and Saginaw counties instead of being composed
almost three to one of out-state legislators who would just naturally
be opposed to re-apportionment?

There was but one meeting of the re-apportionment committee
called by Chairman Joseph Nagel.

It seems that Representative Harry Glass of Grand Rapids has
congressional aspirations, but the congressional district in which he
lives contains some rural counties that are still voting Republican
and. apparently. Mr. Glass figured it out that if he could get the legis-
lature to change the boundaries of the district, he might have a
chance to be elected to congress. He introduced a bill to change the

boundaries of his congressional district, as well as one or two others
where Republicans had been elected last fall.

It was upon his urgent request that the apportionment com-
mittee held its one meeting.

Chairman Nagel brought forth for discussion the bill that Mr.
Glass had introduced. Well, the committee figured it might be un-
safe to b(égin tinkering with congressional districts, and so the bill
was tabled. . -

Then the writer had the temerity to suggest that one or two of
the Iegislative re-apportonment bills"be brought forth for consider-
ation by the committee.

There was immediate hostility to these bills, and just as had
been planned, they were executed so quickly that they couldn’t even
kick. The writer suggested that it might be well to permit one bill
which would have increased the senate membership from Detroit and
Oakland countes to go to the floor of the house for consideration.

“No. sir! Never.” exclaimed Representative Post of Kent county.

“If you can get one of these re-apportionment bills out on the
floor, you can’'t tell what might happen. They might amend it so
that it would include the hpus™ and we fellows out-state might find
some of our districts gone,” he said.

That ended all consideration of re-apportionment for the session.
From a purely political standpoint, one cannot blame the out-state
representatives from taking the position they do. when it might jeop-
ardize their own poltical future.

Wayne and Oakland counties pay into the state treasury about
one-half of the entire income of Michigan. They have the population
which justifies a much larger representation in the state government.
They have long been entitled to this representation under the pro-
visions of the Constitution.

But again the legislature has seen fit to flaunt the ba'sis law of
the state—and it looks very much as though those high in political
leadership of the majority party from the very section that would
benefit by re-apportionment, sold the issue down river, deliberately.
For what reason no one knows.

Out-state members do not say so openly, but if you talk with
them quietly when no one is around, they will say that they are op-
posed to reapportionmeht because of the fact it would do no good
and Detroit would not improve the caliber of men it sends to the
legislature.

As far as any one can figure it out. there isn't much difference
between Detroit legislators and out-state members, especially in the
1937 class of law-makers.

There is but one way for Detroit to improve its legislative repre-
sentation. and that is to divide the city into legislative districts. While
it would be true that under such an arrangement, certain sections
wjould probably be controlled by racial groups, it is believed that on
the whole there would be an improvement.

Detroit now selects 17 representatives strictly by lottery. Out of
some half hundred or more names appearing on the ballots of both
parties at primary election time. Detroit electors are supposed to go
up and down the lists and select 17 candidates who have a knowledge
of state affairs and who*have in addition a desire to serve the best
interests 6f the state.

It iS~Out of the question for a person living on the west side of
the city to know all about a minor legislative candidate-living on the
south side or east side of Detroit. Once in a while there is some out-
standing candidate for the legislature in Detroit pretty well known
to the public, but this is not often the case.

The nominaion of candidates by districts in Detroit would doubt-
less be the first step towards securing additional and better repre-
sentation in the state legislature.

But everybody, seemingly, is too busy doing something else to
give this important problem the consideration it should>have.
