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City Planners 
Outline 
Future Work

Various Committees 
Named At 
Second Meeting

J. M. Bennett, chairman of the 
city planning commission, ad­
dressed members of the commis­
sion-at their second meeting in 
the city hall Monday evening, 
giving a number of significant 
suggestions for the efficient op­
eration of the organization.

He stated that "A plan com­
mission is or should be a very 
important organization to the 
community which it represents. 
In our case there" is considerable 
work to do because until this 
time there has been no attempt 
at organized city planning in 
Plymouth. Our progress should 
be nnh-ftrried, thorough and pos­
itive.

“In order to function properly 
and efficiently, we must give some 
time, thought, and effort to this 
work. We-will, individually, in the 
course of our planning, be called 
upon to express our honest and 
frank opinions regarding many 
things. We should not hesitate 
to do this regardless of how we 
think our opinions may be re­
ceived or how they may differ 
with the opinions of others. Only 
in this manner can we, be sure 
we are right and we must be 
correct in everything that we rec­
ommend to the city commission.

"We must make some more or 
less minor sacrifices in order to 
properly serve on this commis­
sion. We should make an extra 
effort to be present at every meet­
ing, to serve willingly and effi­
ciently on the committees to 
which we are assigned and to 
conscientiously have the interest 
of what this commission stands 
for at heart at all times."

Other selections made to act 
on the executive, finance and 
coordinating committee in addi­
tion to Mr. Bennett, who is 
chairman, are Elton R Eaton, 
Ruth B. Huston-Whipple, E. C. 
Hough. George Burr, -and City 
Manager Clarence H. Elliott, who 
was ajjxrinted secretary both to 
the planning commission as well 
as the latter committee.

Chairman Bennett, acting upon 
a request to name chairmen of 
various sub-committees, made 
the following appointments:

Transportation industries and 
utilities. City Commissioner G. H. 
Robinson; streets and street sys­
tems. Phil R. Hohdsel; sub­
division and housing. Miss Alice 
Safford; parks and recreation 
facilities, Lisle Alexander; schools, 
public buildings, and civic beauty, 
Mrs. Maude Bennett; civic beauty 
and attractiveness for business 
and residence, Mrs. Ray Johns; 
zoning, Charles Fisher; publicity, 
Elton R. Eaton.

The work of the commission. 
Chairman Bennett declares, will 
be to encourage an industrial de­
velopment so well planned that 
it win not interfere with the 
residential development. The fact 
that all freight hound to or from 
Detroit over the Pere Marquette 
must pass through Plymouth is 
sure to make it desirable for fac­
tory sites, Mr. Bennett believes. 
The coming of the Burroughs 
company is a ready reminder 
that other industries are likely 
to take advantage of Plymouth’s 
position.

Members of the commission 
voted to hold regular meetings on 
the fourth Monday of each 
month so that the next meeting 
wUl be held December 27, at 
which time further organization 
of the sub-committees wfll 
considered, and their duties out­
lined.

Civic Center To 
Become A 
Beauty Spot

City Officials 
Plan To Finish Work 
In Spring

Work on the Church street 
project and city beautification 
plan will cease temporarily fol­
lowing the completion of lower­
ing 200 feet of sidewalk near 
Harvey street on Church. Further 
construction will be resumed in 
the spring as soon’^s weather 
conditions permit, according to 
City Manager Clarence H. Elliott.

The street immediately in front 
of the high school, which was of 
a cheap grade of tarvia, has re­
cently been tom away and will be 
replaced with a hard surface road 
later on. The curb has already 
been completed.

Buildings surrounding the lay­
out have already profited in ap­
pearance with the planting of 
trees and shrubs in the double 
lane boulevard. The closing: of 
Church street, from South Ma& to 
the driveway of the M. E. church, 
a distance of about 200 feet, is 
the beginning of what will even­
tuate in an attractively land­
scaped park. Definite designs for 
planting have not yet been acted 
upon. Manager Elliott said, but 
added that when such plans will 
come up for consideration, the 
Plymouth Garden club has kindly 
offered its services In helping to 
make the planting as appropriate 
and artistic as possible.

This whole development win be, 
when canflfleted, one of the most 
beautiful cjjlic centers in the state, 
of Michigan, in comparison with 
other cities of the same size, the 
city manager pointed out. The 
grouping will consist of the two 
schools, grade and high school, 
library, three churches, including 
the new Presbyterian, Methodist, 
and Christian Science church, 
and the city hall.

Aside from the fact that the 
project will result in general at­
tractiveness to the community, 
traffic hazards will be greatly re­
duced. In explanation, Stanford 
L. Besse, chief engineer of the 
work, declared that the eight- 
foot turn-out at the spot where 
the old street ran into Main, 
would provide a greater amount 
of safety for school children get­
ting off and on buses. This space 
is considered to give ample room 
tor any stopping vehicle, and 
should not cause blocking of 
traffic on the highway. An addi­
tional advantage, Mr. Besse ex­
plained, would be the construc­
tion of a landing place beside the 
bus stop which would enable the 
children getting off the buses to 
step on this platform, thus pre­
venting them from stepping di­
rectly onto the sidewalk in the 
path of possible passersby.

The matter of safety will be 
another advantage, it was stated. 
Children, coming from school, 
will need to run the distance of 
a block before reaching the high­
way, where formerly they crowded 
from the schoolroom and went 
directly to the street, endanger­
ing themselves as well as drivers 
of cars. Mr. Elliott made the ob­
servation that the children com­
ing from school generally run far 
the distance of about & block, 
taking about that long for their 
pent-up energies to be spent 
After that they seem to be more 
watchful for their own safety. 
With the new plan, the police 
department will be more advan­
tageously located to protect the 
hundreds of school pupils cross­
ing the streets.

With the opening of the new 
will come Its use as an im­

portant route for the fire depart­
ment, situated directly opposite 
the street, in answering calls in 
the northwest section of the city, 
the greatest potential fire area. 
This provides a convenient short­
cut and may mean just enough 
time to save A home or business

It is suggested that all cards, 
gifts, and greetings, should be in 
the mail at least 10 days before 
Christmas. All packages must be 
securely wrapped and packed 
with strong paper and heavy 
twine. Addresses should be com­
plete, with house number, name 
of street, and postofflee, and 
should be written plainly in ink, 
or typed. A return must be placed 
in the upper left hand corner of 
every piece of mail. The post­
master further warns citizens 
against sending greeting cards in 
red, green, or other dark-colored 
envelopes because it detracts 
greatly from easy visibility, and 
furthermore, small envelopes 
should never be used as they are 
easily lost In the large volume of 
mail.

Other mailing suggestions, ur­
gently offered by the postofflee 
department are: The matter of 
mailing fragile articles; they 
should be plainly labeled “fragile” 
and packed with quantities of ex­
celsior. Postage must be fully 
prepaid on all mail, and no parcel 
may be more than 100 inches in 
length and girth nor must It ex­
ceed 70 pounds in weight. The 
use of air mail is suggested when­
ever possible because that is the 
first to be delivered, and the first 
to be answered.

The use of a special delivery 
stamp will assure delivery 
Christmas day, if mailed at the 
proper time, and Jwhen 
stamps are used, the words 
“special delivery” must be writ­
ten plainly on the package. Spec-

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NO EXCUSE THIS TIME.
There is justly a lot of criticism growing up because of the 

fact that Michigan’s vacationing Governor thinks it necessary 
to go outside of Michigan to find men “big” enough to fill some 
of the important state jobs that have been created recently. 
Possibly the appointment of Mr. Brownrigg as head of the 
civil service commission isn’t so bad, as he is a former Michi­
gan resident and even though he has held political offices in 
California, he has apparently never given up his allegiance to 
good old Michigan.

But there is not the slightest excuse for the selection of 
some one from Massachusetts to become director of the state 
hospitals of Michigan, especially in view of the fact that this 
state has within its own boundary some of the outstanding 
medical administrative leaders of the nation.

What about Dr. Yoder, Dr. Inch, Dr. Campbell or our own 
Dr. Robert Haskell? Isn’t Dr. Haskell regarded as one of 
America’s outstanding authorities upon mental ailments? And 
is he not one of the best institutional administrators not only 
in Michigan, but the country? He is a graduate of the Univer­
sity of Michigan and his entire life has been spent in the man­
agement of Michigan institutions where the mentally afflicted 
are cared for. Dr. Haskell, or any one of the others mentioned, 
as well as some of the institutional medical superintendents 
who have not been enumerated, are rated far superior to the 
“imported” director from down East. In fact, there isn’t a 
medical hospital superintendent in Michigan who is not held 
in much higher estimation than the one who has been selected 
by the Governor to have control over all of Michigan’s hos­
pitals.

ff there are promotions to be made, why not give Michigan 
men, our own products, the benefit of these advancements?

The Governor has slapped Michigan’s outstanding hospital 
heads. He has not only done that, but he has VIOLATED the 
intent of the law that was passed by the last session of the 
legislature creating the new commission. The law said the 
commission SHALL make the appointment. The commission 
simply rubber-stamped it.

These are not the only outside appointments. There is a 
C. A. Winder, imported to Michigan from somewhere, who 
heads up the rural electrification political racket under the pub­
lic utilities commission. Winder, as far as known, was never in­
side the boundary line of Michigan until he came here during 
the last presidential campaign to make a speech over in St. 
Joseph county. Early this spring he showed up in Lansing with 
a nice big fat salary paid by the taxpayers of Michigan with a 
job under Paul Todd in the utilities department. How many 
others there might be, no one knows, but these two or three are 
altogether too many, especially in view of the fact that Michi­
gan hasn’t jobs enough for its own people, say nothing about 
importing outsiders to take some of its biggest public pay­
checks.

This it all typical of the Murphy type of administration. 
There isn’t any question but what in his own mind he thinks 
the presidential nomination may come to him from the Dem­
ocrats, and he believes that maybe by importing these out­
siders they can help along his presidential aspirations in the 
states from where they come. No one any more, except Murphy 
himself, has any idea that he is of “presidential timber”.

If President Roosevelt has any idea of “taking” Governor 
Murphy to Washington, it would be a God-send to Michigan 
if he would do so at once, but it begins to look as though there- 
isn’t much chance of that as the big-time political wiseacres 
in Washington are reported to have told him he has to step out 
and be re-elected governor of Michigan before they can con­
sider him for anything under the Roosevelt administration.

STATE TAKES TAX OFF BOOZE 
BUT INSISTS ON TAX ON MILK

T Arising Michigan, — While 

there are thousands and thou­
sands of fathers and mothers in 
Michigan unable to provide 
proper shelter’for themselves and 
children, state officials are look­
ing for a loop-hole through which 
they can take $90,000 or $100,000 
of taxpayers’ money and use it 
to buy or build a “mansion” for 
the Governor.

It seems that some of the smart 
aleck state officials think that 
they have a right to dip their 
hands into an “emergency” fund

such a large number of its resi­
dents to exist and If the gov­
ernor was a married man and 
raising a family of children, there 
would be some sense and reason 
to giving thought to the pur­
chase of a “mansion” for the 
governor to live in while in Lan­
sing.

But Michigan has done nothing 
towards relieving its housing 
problem; probably the most ser­
ious situation facing the state. 
Not one word have you or any one 
else ever heard the Governor 
utter about doing something or 
suggesting something to provide 
the hundreds of thousands of 
good people who are now forced 
to rear their families in one 
room shacks, in trailer homes, in 
garages, yes, even in woodsheds, 
with decent homes in which to 
live.

The governor is in Just as goo.- 
a position as any one else to 
know how deplorable is this sit­
uation. Frequently I have been 
called to the homes of unfor­
tunate families to discuss mat­
ters of welfare or old age pen­
sions with them. I know under 
what terrible circumstances a lot 
of these good people are forced 
to live. Lansing officials, appar­
ently, think that Michigan has 
money for every other purpose 
under the sun to use except for 
the things most needed, HOMES 
and PUBLIC SCHOOLS for its 
children.

Think of it—within two miles 
of the city of Plymouth an old 
garage is being used for a school 
room.

And still our state officials arc 
looking for a way to stick their 
hands into state funds and take 
out something like a .hundred 
thousand dollars with which to 
purchase a mansion for its roving 
bachelor governor.

It may do no good, but I have 
filed the following strong pro­
test with the state treasurer, who 
is a member of the state board 
of auditors, against the state 
spending one penny for a “man­
sion” for the .governor in times 
like these:

“According to newspaper dis­

patches I note where the state 
board of auditors 1 has requested

CLASS NOTES

The first semester of Mr. Wal­
lace’s general science class has 
begun a study of weather and 
climate; the second semester is 
discussing the Structure, habits, 
and use of plants. The biology 
class, having recently finished a 
study of leaves, is now studying 
flowers and fruits.

Miss Fiegel’s second hour an­
cient history class is now round­
ing up its study of ancient Greece. 
It has already studied the pol­
itical aspect of Greece—the dem­
ocracies, leaders (Leonides, The- 
mistocles, Miltiades, Pisistratus, 
.etc.), Persian wars, Peloponnes­
ian Wars, and the rise and fall of 
the Athenian Empire, and will 
complete the Grecian period with 
a study of Grecian culture. This 
will include their architecture, art 
and drama. The three classes in 
American history, in its study of 
the first years of the United 
States after the revolution, have 
made charts on the defects in the 
Articles of Confederation and 
how they were corrected by the 
Constitution, and outlines of the 
Constitution. On Armistice Day 
the classes held panel discussions' 
on the responsibilities of war and 
the United States’ opportunities 
for peace. Their schedule for this 
week includes the administrations 
of James Madison and James 
Monroe and the War of 1812.

Miss Walldorf’s public speak­
ing class has begun the study 
of Parliamentary Law; they have 
covered main motions, rules of 
prioritory, rules of debate, and 
methods of amendments.

The tenth grade English class­
es under the supervision of Miss 
Walldorf have studied -corres­
pondence, the writing of friendly

Dearborn To 
Keep Out Shacks

Citizens of Plymouth will be 
interested to hear that the city 
council of Dearborn has voted to 
require a bond for the moving of 
houses into the city in an effort 
to prevent an influx of shabby 
appearing homes which are 
placed on lots alongside attractive 
residences and allowed to remain 
for months at a time before be­
ing improvedv

The corporation counsel was 
instructed to draft an amend­
ment to the building code which 
would require a photograph of all 
houses to be moved and a surety 
bond for $500 to guarantee that j 
the house will be in proper con­
dition within 60 days after being 
located.

While many houses are struct­
urally sound and pass the build­
ing department, they are un­
painted, it was pointed out, and 
often come to the city with roofs 
off in order to pass beneath rail­
road viaducts. These are allowed 
sometimes to stand for month^, 
becoming eyesores to the sur­
rounding neighborhood where 
nice-looking residences stand.

(Continued -From Page One) 
and that the new director will 
be the top-notch director of the 
department that we had antici­
pated and still hope that he will 
be.

An old school friend of Com­
missioner Gellien stopped the 
writer on the street the other 
day and suggested that he 
thought our comment about Mr. 
Gellien’s letter was too severe and 
that it was critical of Mr. Gellien 
personally. In that we differ. The 
comment was intended solely of 
the letter and the spirit in which 
it was written. In our brief con­
tacts with the new commissioner 
our impression has been most 
favorable of him and we regard 
him as one possessing strict in­
tegrity. Our comment was di­
rected only at the thing said and 
of the action taken.

There is one thing to be added, 
while our ideas are in wide con­
flict as to what was done and 
what was not done by the legis­
lature. the new parole commis­
sioner has the reputation of be­
ing strictly honorable and honest, 
and that counts for much in 
these days. In fact, it is his most 
priceless possession and his high­
est recommendation.

Maybe he wrote the letter to 
the Ingham County News in too 
great a haste and in it he said 
some things that sounded differ­
ently in type than he had in­
tended and possibly the article 
was written in the same way.

The writer hopes so, as we had 
set the new parole commissioner 
up as one of the best appoint­
ments made to a public job in 
many a year. Even after reading 
his attack upon those who wanted 
to be his friends in the legis­
lature, we do not desire to change 
our first impression of him, which 
was and still is of a most favor­
able nature.

The circuit judges of Michigan 
for years have been endeavoring 
to build up a better method of 
handling paroles and pardons. 
We thought, and still believe, that 
under the law passed by the last 
session a long step had been 
taken in the right direction and 
we cannot believe that Director 
Gellien honestly thinks that the 
legislature "hamstrung” the law. 
While the matter has not been 
discussed with any judges since 
its enactment, the measure must 
be satisfactory to them. Of course 
no law was ever passed that 
probahly could not be improved 
upon. Maybe this is one—but cer­
tainly it was not “hamstrung”.

The writer sineerely hopes for 
the good of Michigan that the 
new parole director will be the 
outstanding official we hoped he 
would be in the beginning, even 
though he did give at least one 
of his legislative friends a real 
jolt by his letter in the Ingham 
County News.

As said many times before, the

legislature at time deserves a 
good spanking, but it did not have 
It coming from the director of the 
corrections commission.

There is one thing that the 
writer has always striven to do, 
and that is be absolutely as fair 
as humanly possible and if an 
injustice has ever been (fame, to 
correct it as quickly as possible, 
no matter whether friend or foe 
might be involved.

No one would be more pleased 
than the writer to have the new 
commissioner in charge of paroles 
make such a worthy record "that 
our first most favorable impress­
ions of him could be made last­
ing impressions. Discussions of 
legislative matters is not a part 
of his job, however, and he should 
leave that to his board.
