| Thf® is approximately twice the
number that was recorded for
the previous year which num-
bered 29.

Chief of Police V. R. Smith gave
no particular reason for the in-
crease, except, perhaps, for a dif-
ference in the methods of re-
cording cases, which would in
turn only account for a com-
paratively small number.

Of these 64 accidents, only two
were fatal, one of which was a
train wreck where no automobile
was involved. The others were
minor property damages. Most of
the latter are attributed to care-
lessness, Mr. Smith said. It was
interesting to note that, accord-
ing to the accident chart, the
point of the greatest number of
accidents in Plymouth is at the
intersection of Main and Penni-
man avenue vé\i/tl'%rslﬁp light, and

Mayflower. StUl another point of
trouble occurs on Main street,
near Amelia.

Although the stop lights are
considered to be necessary for
efficient traffic control, "Chief

for use in vases is early in the
morning. For this purpose with
most varieties best results will be
obtained by cutting the spike
when the second floret opens.

A sharp knife is the best tool
for cutting spikes. Use care in
cutting and support the plant so
that the roots are not disturbed
when pulling up on the knife to
sever the spike from the plant.
Cut the spike on a slant just
above the fourth leaf. These four
leaves are required to properly
mature the new bulb and bulb-
lets.

The spikes should be placed in
fresh cold water, using a deep
container if possible, submerging
the spike to just below the bot-
tom floret. Set this container in
a cool shady place in the cellar
for at least a half a day, making
sure that the blooms are not
where they may be blown by the
wind coming ‘through a cellar
window. All of this tends to har-
den - them off before they are
placed in vases in the living
rooms.

Every morning about a quarter
of an inch of the bottom end of
each spike should be cut off with
a sharp knife. Never use the scis-
sors or any dull instrument to
perform this task, as that would
close off practically the only
channel through which the flower
spike gets water to keep it fresh
and alive. Be sure the stems are
cut on a slant to eliminate a
