Nationally known as the leader

| beautifully furnished churehcs in 
! the world, he started life as the 
| son of a preacher at Ottawa. Kan- 
I sas, and as a boy vowed that the 
1 last profession on earth that he 
would choose to follow would be

I that of the ministry. '
He obtained his Bachelor of 

Science degree’ at the University 
of Kansas and then migrated to 
Ann Arbor where he entered the 
University of Michigan law 
school. However, he never fin­
ished the law course. Instead, he 
will red the profession he - said 
he'd never follow—the ministry.

In 1894 he was ordained to the 
Methodist Episcopal churgh and 
began a country circuit in Kansas. 
A dynamic speaker, he soon at­
tracted the kind of large and en­

thusiastic following that has sur- 
[ rounded him ever since. When he 
I left the rural circuit he also left 
' large and devoted congregations 
for his; successor.

He came to Detroit 25 years 
ago and attracted such interest 
that his congregation built a mag­
nificent church. The church, con­
structed at a cost of Sl.500.00u, 
has been acclaimed widely for its 
beauty.

"There an- three reason:- why 
the city is requesting owners of 
vacant property to clear their 
land of weeds find debris -before 
the weed pollen starts ♦.scatter­
ing." Mr. Elliott said.
• “Tile first, obviously. Is for es­
thetic purposes. Plymouth >s 
termed the 'City of jinnies’ but 
when vacant property grows high 
with weeds and is covered with 
trash the sight tends to last in 
the visitor's mind longer and 
more distastefully than the ap­
pearance of our attractive dwell­
ings.

"The second reason is based on 
public health- protection. Resi­
dents who are afflicted with as? 
thffia and various forms of hay 
fever literally would breathe 
easier if the noxious weeds which 
cause their discomfort in the 

, summer months were destroyed 
•so that the pollen would not fill 

i the air.
I “In addition, on this point., 
weeds frequently are breeding' 

, places for mosquitoes and should 
be destroyed for this reason 

1 alone.
“The third point in favor of 

taking the effort to clear vacant 
property of weeds is that the 
weeds are a nuisance to persons 
who have improved adjacent 
property but who. nevertheless,

1 have to do double duty wfion 
their neighbor’s weeds start fresh 
patches growing on the land al- , 
ready cleared. Not only this, but 
owners who expect to sell their 
property can make it more at­
tractive in the eyes of prospective 
buyers by cleaning out weeds 
and trash, giving the property 
an orderly appearance.”

With a reasonable amount of 
care on the part of the driver, 
there is no reason why an auto­
mobile should not perform just as 
well during the Summer months 
as it does in cooler weather, ac­
cording to William A. Ochs, 
manager of the emergency road 
service department of the Auto­
mobile Club of Michigan, in De­
troit. Annoying delays and ex­
tensive repairs can be avoid-’d 
to a large extent by cheeking ten 
places in the car, Mr. Och's 
records, compiled over a ten-year 
period, show.

"Improperly adjusted points in 
the distributor account for nearlv 
one-third of the 'can’t start' calls 
received by the club," Ochs said. 
"This is not the fault of the 
manufacturer, but of the motorist 
who neglects a Seasonal check of 
this vital spot in the motor. 
Burned out points and fouled i 
spark plugs have ruined many a I 
vacation or business trip, and fre- j 
quently cause the coils to go. due 1 
to overtaxing as a result of poor, 
or improper ignition. No distri- ' 
butor can be properly ad- j 
justed, without removing it from 
the car." Ochs added. “The old 
idea- of filing the scored points1 
does not work in most cases in j 
the present-day high speed car. ! 
except in instances where the j 
points are not really badjand the' 
filing is expertly and" evenly , 
done.

"Batteries, which have taken j 
exceptional abuse during the cold ! 
winter, account for a large per-1 
centage of emergency calls.", 
Ochs reports. "Here again^ a! 
reasonable amount of care will 
save trouble and perhaps the cost 
of a new battery. And while your 
service man is checking the bat­
tery, have him examine the bat­
tery cable, another source of anr 
noyance, for vibrations or cor­
rosion may have worn it almost 
through.

"We hear a lot about vapor Jock J 
in the present-day car,”, Ochs i 
continued. "Overheating is the 
principal reason for this, and I 

.overheating may be due to lack: 
of oil or water, or it may mean1

that bugs and grasshoppers have 
stopped up the radiator prevent­
ing proper circulation of air. Re- 

| leasing the accelerator occasion- 
I ally during fast driving tends to 
■ reduce motor temperature, too. 
TRe motorist who checks these 
things and keeps his carburetor 
adjusted and cleaned will remove 
the principal reasons for vapor 
lock, unless a careless mechanic 
has bent the fuel line too close 
to the motor block.

"Wiring, starter, and flooding 
the carburetor by ill advised use 
of the choke make up the ten 
points." Ochs continued. More 
miles per gallon of gasoline, re­
duced oil consumption and fewer

repairs more than offset the small ' 
I cost of timely adjustments. Thia

is especially true during the 
I summer months -vith increased 
j use of the car.”

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His Outstanding Work Wins 
National Award For Consumers

H. J. Gallagher 
Pioneer Advocate Of 
Rural Electrification

In eleven years H. J. Gallagher 
has seen two great dreams come 
true.

Born and raised on Mackinac 
Island, where there are no farms, 
Gallagher studied farming at 
Michigan State college because 
he liked it. For some years there­
after he was a successful farmer 
in Ingham county and a member 
of the Michigan State college 
faculty.

It was during this period that 
he began to visualize the day 
when electricity would drive 
drudgery from farm home and 
farm yard. But* no sound plan 
of cheap and comprehensive Tural 
electrification had been devel­
oped. Neither farmers nor power 
companies had been convinced of 
the soundness of electricity on 
the form.

With tiie backing of his super­
iors at Michigan State, Gallagher 
set out,’’ to establish an experi­
mental farm line to demonstrate 
that rural electrification would 
be not only a boon to farmers 
and farm wives but also a sound 
investment for forward-looking 
utility companies. A Michigan 
committee on rural electrification 
was formed, and a plan dgvised 
under which Consumers Power 
company agreed to build an ex­
perimental line, eight miles long, 
between Mason and Dansville. 
Special low rates were estab­
lished. and farm customers along 
the experimental line were en­
abled to obtain electrical equip­
ment on favorable terms.

Gallagher's first dream came 
true the evening of February 4, 
1927. when he saw electric lights 
shining in farm homes along the 
line as he drove to the dedicatory 
ceremonies.

Electricity on the farm con­
tinued to be Gallagher’s special 
goal as he rose to a professorship 
in the Michigan State college 
-faculty. In 1935 he left the ac­
ademic field to accept the post 
of farm service supervisor with 
Consumers, whose lines extend 
into 46 counties, including much 
of Michigan’s best farm land as 
well as many comparatively un­
productive areas. Meanwhile a 
plan had been worked out in co­
operation with Michigan State 
college, the Farm Bureau, the 
State Grange, and the Michigan 
Public Utilities commission un­
der which Consumers was build­
ing free lines where rural custo­
mers averaged five to the mile, 
and supplying service at stand­
ard city rates.

Gallagher’s second dream was 
realized a few days ago when, 
in behalf of his company, he ac­
cepted the Thomas W. Martin 
Award of the Edison Electric In­
stitute—a plaque attesting that 
in 1937 Consumers Power com­
pany had made the greatest con­
tribution to rural electrification

of any utility company in the 
United States.

Consumers now. has approxi­
mately 12.000 miles of rural lines, 
serving about 85.000 customers, 
of whom about 50.000 are farm­
ers. Almost 60 percent of the 
rural territory in its service area 
has been electrified, a record said 
to be unmatched, in airy area of 
comparable size and character.

State Digs Deep
Into Your Pockets
For Your Dollars

Total tax bills of the Michigan 
Bell Telephone company for 1937 
amounted to $5,066,000, an in­
crease of 14 and one-half percent, 
or $637,000. over the previous 
year, it was revealed at Lansing 
Thursday, June 30, by Frank L. 
Hall, the company's tax attorney, 
when he handed a check for $1,- 
413.954.90 to State Auditor Gen­
eral George T. Gundry. The 
check represented one-half of the 
S2.827.909.80 the Michigan Bell 
will pay into the state primary 
school fund, the other half to be 
paid before November 1.

The Michigan Bell company's 
1937 tax bill is divided as fol­
lows; To the state of Michigan, 
property tax. $2,828,000: other 
taxes to the state, $255,000; to the 
Federal government, $1,948,000: 
to others, principally municipal­
ities, on property that is not at 
present used in operation of the 
telephone business, $35,000.

The company's state property 
taxes constitute the largest pay­
ment by any public utility into 
the primary school fund, from 
which 'it will be returned to the 
83 counties of the state in pro­
portion to their school population, 
thus going directly into local 
school channels.

This tax bill afnounted to $8.02 
per telephone. The net operating 
revenue from one-third of the 
company’s 631,614 telephones was 
required to meet the bill. The 
taxes amounted to $556.00 per 
employee; were equal to 40 per­
cent of the operating payroll; gnd 
accounted for more than 16 per­
cent of the company’s total ex­
penses.

Under the Michigan law, tele­
phone companies, and telegraph 
railway, express and car-loaning 
companies pay taxes to the state, 
in lieu of local taxes, on property 
and plant used and useful in 
conductiog their businesses, such 
taxes being placed in the primary 
school fund.

Baits To Use

If you had earned a couple of 
college degrees, one of them be­
cause you had written a thesis 
about some obscure or disputed 
point concerning fish behavior, 
and if you knew more about fish 
habits than 999 out of a thousand 
men. the c/iances are the average 
fisherman would consider that it 
would not be quite sporting if 
you used that special knowledge 
in seeking out and catching .the 
biggest-fish in the lake.

The average fisherman, also, 
might consider that you were a 
most selfish person because you 
did not share that special know­
ledge with him.

But you would "be wrong, if 
you are an average fisherman. 
Some questioning of technical 
men in the Michigan department 
of conservation and members of 
the Institute for Fisheries Re­
search at the University of Mich­
igan, operated by the depart­
ment. discloses that particular 
knowledge of fish habits, is no 
guarantee that one will catch 
fish. In fact the department’s 
technical men admit that their 
luck is nothing to brag about.

However they do volunteer the 
information that grass or great 
northern pike should be biting 
be§t on frogs or large minnows, 
plugs or spoon baits. They add 
spinners to the list for wall-eyed 
pike.

This information is not based 
on any fool-proof recipe for good 
fishing—because there isn’t any 
such—but upon what is known 
about the habits of certain 
species of fish, as to habitat and 
feed.

Recommended. for large and 
small fhouth black bass are plugs, 
flies, spoons, worms, frogs, min­
nows and crawfish. Worms and 
minnows will continue to tempt 
perch—it is hoped—and in ad­
dition to these it is suggested 
that bluegills show an interest 
in grasshoppers and artificial 
flies.

But-* there is no use inquiring 
about the best places to fish. The 
technical men say they do not 
know.

Small grains, hays, and pas­
tures^ are in excellent condition 
in Michigan, according to Grant.
