It should be made clear in the
begmmn]g that there was an im-
ortant factor which entered in-
to the legislative situation early
in the session over which no one
had control that had an important
influence throughout the session.
That was the sudden and un-
timely death of Governor Frank
D. Fitzgerald.

_ There prevailed a strong feel-
ing that there would be Serious
reSentment if any member of the
legislature would attempt to as-
sume the prerogative of executive
leadership. As™a result some of
those p055|bl¥ capable of doing
so observed the decorum of the
situation and decided not to in
terfere in a political predicament
that was not altogether to the
liking of everyone.

.Some members of the house
discussed _the _Problem with
Chairman James Thomson of the
Re{)ubllcan State Central com-
mitted. He expressed the same
idea as they possessed. Every one
believed that Governor Dickin-
son and his advisors in the “front
office” would strive_ to do the
job just as nearly right as ?os—
sible. That is why the so-called
“leadership” in the house or sen-
ate did not interfere too greatly
with the trend of events.” After
all, Governor Dickinson is the
chief executive of the state and
the head of the Republican party.
His wishes, unless otherwise ab-
solutely counter to the ideas or
ideals “of a member, generally
should and did prevail.

There existed a collation be-

tween a minority number of Re-
publicans and “the Democratic
members of the senate.
_ Mfost of the minority Repub-
lican members were willing and
anxious to serve the interests of
the “outside bosses.” The Dem-
ocratic m|n0r|t¥ voted with this
group only for the one purpose of
putting the Republican "senate
‘on the spot,” so to speak.

When ‘the hotel was torn
down two years ago Officer Lee
Sackett saw the pole being
dumped onto the refuse heap.
He asked the wreckers for_it
and they gave it to him. Re-
cently he painted the pole and

ail.

It was down to the old Plym-
outh hotel 'where Plymouth
residents and settlers about this
part ot Wayne county went to
meet_ the ~ stagecoach every
morning from Detroit during
war days to get the latest news
from southern battle fields.

Standing on_a box above the
crowd, the official spokesman
would read the list of casual-
ties. Often there wou e
heartrending news of some
Plymouth soldier who had fall-
en. in battle. Plymouth sac-
rificed and sacrificed dearl¥ in
behalf of the nation—in Tact,
its gift in human life to the
country far exceeded* that of
most towns of its size.

A special meeting was called
later ‘during whicl the_ objec-
tions and constructive criticisms,
called to attention_by the cit-
izens. were made. Thé planning
commission felt that the zonin
ordinance and the map were w*el
planned 'and ready for the city
commission.

The commission at the last reg-
ular meeting, May 15. in accord-
ance with the state law. decided
that the final hearing on the pro-

osed ordinance should be held
Jefores the city commission on
une 5.

_The planning commission will
sit with the commission and will
hear any criticisms by any cit-
izen owning property within
Plymouth.

The ordinance is to provide for
the establishment of districts or
zones within which the use of
land and structures, the height,
the area, the size and locafion
of bundmgns‘ may be regulated,
and to establish regulations with-
in these districts for the light and
ventilation of such buildings and
to regulate the density of popula-
tion “within these Tdistricts or
zones. | It _also provides for a
method of administration _and
?rescrlbgs penalties for the viola-
ion of its provisions.

_The proposed zoning map is
filed at the city hall "and any
citizen has the privilege of look-
ing at this’map before the final

meeun?. . i

Teachers colleges, busi-
ness colleges and vocational schools
will absorb 140 graduates from the
school surveyed, all In towns of ap-
proximately 3,000.

Students sumbering 171 will attend
college or university the first year,
with a large percentage failing to
return the second year. Lack of in-
dustrial opportunity has increased
college enroliment. A total of 162
will remain at home without finding
work. This figure Includes girl grad-
uates not planning to work.

Now and then stories  would
leak out about some relatives or
friends having failed in some
civil service tests, or if they did
not fail, they did not “rate” as
high as they thought they should.
. But it was the demand for jobs,
jobs. JOBS that raised havoc in
the house.

When the showndown came,
members of the house who be-
lieved that civil service should be
retained, put up an energetic
fight to keep as much of thesys-
tem as possible.

Those who favored a continu-
ance of the merit ssytem did so
with a realization that a decided
stand on this issue would be an
exceedingly unpopular one, es-

ecially in view of all that had
appened under civil service and
the " increasing demand for jobs
and more jobs.

Nevertheless a few representa-
tives ventured to try and save
civil service. X

There were many in the house
who wanted to kill the depart-
ment outright.

Followm?e the spring election
when the Republican garty won
a clean sweep in the staté elec-
tion, the insistence grew to elim-
inate civil service altogether. Its
enemies figured that all of the
yublicit revious to the elec-
ion hadn't cut much figure with
the voters. . oo

Friends of civil service in the
house came to a realization that
their big -job was to retain civil
service in any form.

They believed that_ it would be
better” for Michigan if there was
a semblance of “civil service in
operation rather than to have the
system eliminated entirely. There
i no question but what it is
much easier to build from some-
thing than from nothing.

_To make a long story short,
civil service friends in the legis-
lature were successful _in pre-
venting the department_from be-
ing Knocked ‘out entirely. So
strong was the anti-civil service
sentiment that an effort was
even made to cnp%Ie the Univer-
sity of Michigan' because one of
its”_instructorS was an advocate

of jt,

_ After this contest, house div-
isions were generally along the
lines that developed “on the” civil
service issue.

Some writers for metropolitan
apers have expressed a fear that
he legislature does not intend to

?rovide proper school assistance
for the large cities. It is true that

the “budget balancing” meas-
ure the state’s portion of aid to
the large cities would be less
than under the arrangement two
years ago.

But practically eyer¥ member
of the legislature is Tully con-
vinced that additjonal staté funds
must be provided for both public
schools and for welfare purposes.

The enactment of a concurrent
resolution, of which the writer
was one of the sponsors, by
unanimous vote pledging full co-
operation and approval of any
legislative steps that might be
necessary at a special session to
raise_additional funds_for public
school purposes, Is sufficient evi-
dence of a desire on the part of
the legislature to see to it after
the budget is balanced that the
schools ~are properly financed.

Fishing Season
Opens June 25

Plymouth Anglers
Get Tackle Ready

With less than four weeks to
go, Michigan anglers are com-
Ipleting  preparations _for e
opening of the lake fishing sea-

son, Sunday, June 25.
. "Opening of lake fishing marks
the "lifting of closed season on

all Michigan waters except those
closed by special order. All sea-
sons continue open until Labor
Day when the trout season ends
except on rainbow and steelhead
trout in certain, lakes and
streams (named in the law.
Season on largemouth "and
smallmouth_black bass runs until
December 31 in all lakes and
streams except trout streams and
trout lakes. " Bluegills and sun-
fish. may be taken until March
31 in non-trout streams and in
all lakes except pike lakes and

trout Iakei.

Principal %uarry of the anglers
will be the bluegdill, majnstay of
Michigan's flshm% population. A
total of 19,500,000 bluegills was
planted in Michigan waters dur-
ing 1938 by the fish division of
the department of conservation.
Nearly 1,000,000 black bass have
also been planted. = | i

Size and catch limits remain
unchanged this year. On rock,
calico, Strawberry and warmouth
bass, bluegills, sunfish _and_ yel-
low perchthe limit is 25 of any
one kind or a combined total of
25. All except warmouth bass
must be at least six inches in
length. Black bass and land-
locked salmon must be ten
inches long and not more than
five per day may be taken of
each ‘species. Size limit on mus-
k-ellunge is 30 inches. There is
no limit to the number taken in
a day. Limit per dag/ on pike,
great northern, grass pike or
pickerel and on_wall-eyed pike

or pike_ perch, is five “of_ each
Ikm . They must be 14 inches
ong.

e season remains closed on
grayling and sturgeon which are
unlawful to take at any time. No
size or catch limit is imposed on
coarse fish such as bullheads,
carp, suckers, catfish,
heads and so forth. It
Lakes and  connecting waters
inland fishing laws prevail for
black, warmouth and ‘calico bass,
bluegills, sunfish, crappies, mus-
kellunge and the various trouts,
except lake trout which may not
be taken from the Great Lakes
during the season when com-
rnerual fishermen may not take
them.

The committee pointed out
that the indices fpr virtually ev-
ery industry indicate a_brighten-
ing of the” state’s business hor-
izon. More men are at work than
in 1938, their earnings are great-
er, and their dollars buy “more
of both the necessities and luxur-
ies of life, the report added.

“More citizens are enjoying the
benefits of Michigan's vast wealth
in 1939 than avear ago,” the
survey declared.. “For-every 500,
000 wvorkers galnfull[}/ employed
in 1938, there -are 600,000 collect-
ing weekly pay envelopes today.
The increase in total wages_paid,
moreover, has -been- just twice as
rapid as the increase in the num-
ber of workers, so that for every
$5,000,000 paid in wages last

C_ommenting} on the benefits
derived by Yarmers from suc
campalgns Mr. Schupp pointed
out that beet sugar, which is
distributed through  thousands
of chajn stores in” Michigan and
throughout the country, was the
most profitable crop in the Wol-
verine State last ¥ear, averaging
$66.88 per acre. The only com-
parable crop, he pointéd out,
was potatoes, valued at $66 per
acre.

Schupp said that beet sugar
roduction in Michigan amoun-
ed to 340,223,000 pounds last
year, giving 17,684 farmers a
cash return of $9,166,528. He
further pointed out that an addi-
tional 17,000 persons found jobs
in the beet sugar industry.

Last year, for
instance, nearly two million dol-
lars was sperit in the state for
transportation of beets, sugar
and sugflles 155,287 tons of coal
and 6,546,454 gallons of fuel oil
were used by the industry. In
addition,” thousands of dollars
were spent for miscellaneous
supplies, repairs, and new build-
ings as well as factory equip-

Opossums do not
use Coon Trees,
Says Game Officials

The opossum, which has be-
come plentiful about Plymouth,
for several years condemned
as an usurper -of raccoon den
trees, has been partially cleared
of the charge against "him, ac-
cordlng'to‘ red Stuewer of the
game division of the department
of conservation. K

Stuewer, who is stud%mg rac-
coon management at fhe Swan
Creek_Wildlife Experiment Sta-
tion of the department, has spent
most of the past few months in
climbing potential den trees and
peering” into the hollows, No
opossums have yet been found
in trees on the ‘experiment sta-
tion area.

The “potential den trees” have
however, produced assorted
other birds and animals. Just
recently Stuewer found a ver
young pair of great horned owls
in one of the He carried
them to a stump where, digni
ruffled, they posed for their pic-
tures. Neither of the parent birds
was at home, for which Stuewer
was justly thankful as an attack

_Hunters have urged the pro-
vision of artificial dens for 'coons
to promote, increase of the |
species. Stuewer’s_present study
is a cooperative effort of the U.S.
Bureau of biological survey and
the department "of conservation.
Results of the investigation are
expected to provide information
on the raccoon habits and man-
agement, such as the feasibility
of providing artificial dens.

Diking the
past—which is the” only means
we have oféudgmg the” future—
the United Statés has not gained
by entering into Euro-
ean affairs. The "~ outstanding
example of this fact is seen in
the World War which the United
States entered for the idealistic
purpose _of preserving democ-
acy. The thousands of men
killed and the unpaid war debts
are still constaht rethinders to
thinking Americans everywhere
to remove_themselves as”far as
ossible from European en-
tanglements. The United States
is willing to cooperate with other
nations In an attempt to bring
about better relations with them
but to form an alliance is over-
stepping these bounds. If an alli-
ance were formed with an Euro-
pean nation, the result Whutd be
in one form or another along the
following lines: it would be tak-
ing sides against certain nations
and making, potential enemies of
them. This™in turn would result
ina Shari) decrease in trade and
yer¥ likely cause internal_strife
in the United States. This in-
ternal strife would he the sympa-
thizers and. probably ...one-time
natives of these rieWly formed
otential enemies, who ‘would be
orn in time df war between
loyalty to their newlly adopted
nation and their homeland. Men-
tioning war is, of course, carry-
ing_the issue of an alliance quite
a Step forward; however it is hot
such a step wheri the true mean-
mP of an alliance is realized. An
alllance means the joining of
forces in a military and political
sense by means of A document to
secure some end. This, of couse
Would “mean that .the United
States would be called upon, to
abt in a military sense whete her
own interests ~ were not_ con-
cerned; in other words, acting as
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“world policemen.” A Fg]lance_ -8
tfie internal affairs of the Unite
Stites gives adequate proof that
there iS a great need of polite
enforcement ~ at home without
seeking it abroad.

And so, because the United
States is not endangered by
physical attack, because it is a
strong _nation in both resources
and military and naval strength,
because we have no vital inter-
ests or anything to gain by an
alliance-- with an European” na-
tion, o not believe that it
should be considered or adopted.

officials and the ease with which many undeserving have
been able to secure funds and public assistance to which they
are not entitled, there has arisen in Michigan and probably
other states as well a new and dangerous problem.

We have created a vast army of people who have come
to believe that they should get everything they can from the
government whether they are entitled to it or not. In other
words we have created a class who are demanding public
assistance and will no linger try to aid themselves out of
their own plight.

The following editorial which recently appeared in The
Detroit Free Press discusses one of these cases that came to
the attention of Detroit public officials when one of the
finicky reliefers returned to Mayor Reading a quantity of
substantial food good enough for any family, declaring that
it was not good enough for her:

“The case of Mrs. Sophie Holtzman, reliefer, seems to
demand some attention from those in charge of the public
welfare work, both because of the individual attitude of the
woman and because of the extent to which her attitude un-
questionably has become a common one among recipients
of public aid.

“On Thursday, Mrs. Holtzman sent to Mayor Reading
a carton containing a two weeks’ supply of food, furnished
by the Federal surplus commodities and issued by the Wel-
fare Department.

3 “This food consisted of five pounds of corn meal, five

qpounds of white flour, three <tozen oranges, three pounds of
butter and several pounds of white navy beans, the whole
composing a diet which *hundreds of millions of people on
our globe would consider close to luxury rations and which
a lot of us in this country might select from choice and con-
sider ample for health and comfort.

“But it didn't please Mrs. Holtzman. In a note to the
Mayor she complained because she and her family must live
on the food until her brother gets his next welfare check, and
she wanted to know whether people on welfare are supposed
to starve to death.

“Later at her home the woman said scornfully, “Corn-
meal and navy beans may be all right for hill-billies, but it’s
just trash to me.” She wanted to know why canned soup
wasn't provided.

“We can imagine what the first impulse of many people
who read this will be. They will feel, and may say, that a
person as ungrateful and as lacking in appreciation as this,
at a time when many who pay taxes to support those on re-
lief can scarcely keep off relief themselves, should be told to
take what is given or go without aid.

“And a little bit of that attitude in a certain class of
cases might be healthful.|For even in matters of charity and
brotherly love there is a point at which patience ceases to be
a virtue and becomes harmful.

“But unfortunately there is more to the matter than this.
It does not end there. The Government, too, is to blame,
very much to blame in some cases. It has contributed, and
has been almost an accessory to the state of mind illustrated
by the case of Mrs. Holtzman because it has failed to make
clear the fact that public relief is not furnished for the pur-
pose of creating a privileged leisure class demanding public
support as a matter of right, but for the purpose of tiding
people through bad periods with emergency aid until they
can get jobs and help themselves.

“The whole theory and plan of relief needs to be
changed.”

INTERESTING DATA.

Information has been given out in Washington pertain-
ing to the participation of farmers in various government
farm programs which shows that practically 85 per cent of
all American farmers are participating in the 1939 farm
program. This is a far larger number than had been ex-
pected to join up.

As the law did not become effective in time last year to
enable farmers in many regions to plan their operations un-
der the program proposed, the result of individual express-
ions thus far this year, made through their local committees,
provides the first fair test of its popularity. Returns received
to the middle of May show participation in 1939 by far the
largest for any year since farm adjustment programs were
started in 1939.

They reveal participation as follows: 81 per cent of the
commercial corn and wheat growers; 92 per cent of the
cotton farmers and 80 per cent of the commercial dairymen.
Participation by tobacco, rice and potato growers, who have
until June 1st to indicate their desires, already average from
70 to 80 per cent. On the basis of these returns, it is expected
that 6,000,000 farm families will receive AAA payments in
1939, which is 85 per cent of all the farm families in the
United States. Eighty per cent of all farm land and slightly
more than 70 per cent of all privately-owned range and past-
ure land will be included in the program.

These official returns refute conclusively the figures and
“opinions” given in the most active of the nation-wide polls.
“Even among farmers in the South and Middle West, where
the bulk of the nation’s farms are located,” this poll asserts,
“the agricultural program is favored by only a slight major-
ity.”

On the contrary, cotton farmers in the South, compris-
ing the state of Alabama, Arkansas, Florida, Georgia, Louis-
iana, Mississippi, Oklahoma, South Carolina and Texas,
voted to participate to the extent of a fraction more than 92
per cent, instead of the 52 per cent “favorable” given, in the
poll.

In the North Central region—Illinois, Indiana, lowa,
Missouri, Michigan, Minnesota, Nebraska, Ohio, South Da-
kota and Wisconsin—referred to in the poll as the Middle
West—more than 1,600,000 farmers, or in excess of 75 per
cent, decided to operate under the program. This is an in-
crease of 450,000 over last year and represents more than 80
per cent of the farm land. In the Northeast division—Con-
necticut, Massachusetts, Maine, New Jersey, New Hamp-
shire, New York, Pennsylvania, Rhode Island and Vermont
—76 percent of the farmers are participating, which is 30
per cent above last year, and the returns will not be com-
plete until June 1.

In the East Central region—Delaware, Kentucky,
Maryland, North Carolina, Tennessee, Virginia and West
Virginia, participation is above 85 per cent, which represents
more than four-fifths of the crop land. In the Western div-
ision—Arizona, California, Colorado, Idaho, Kansas, Mon-
Una, Nevada, New Mexico, North Dakota, Oregon, Utah,
Washington and Wyoming—returns indicate that no less
than 85 per cent of the farmers are cooperating.

Last year farmers received in soil conservation pay-
ments $450,000,000. This year it is estimated they will be
paid $475,000,000. In addition, they have been and are being
paid for last year more than $209,000,000 in parity payments.

UN-AMERICAN AMERICANISM

The zeal of some defenders of Americanism, intent upon
stamping out subverse elements, is so great that they would
strike down some of the liberties of the people in an effort to
eradicate what is, at worse, a minor affliction.

There would be no freedom of speech in the United States if
the Government could decide the subjects that American citizens
might debate. Likewise, there is no freedom of speech if those
who advocate what we consider un-American principles are
stifled in exﬁressmn and prohibited from talking

these agencies are so intent upon proving their own American-
ism and_their loyalty to the country that they adopt un-Ameri-
