How Uncle Sam 
Gets Tax Money 
Out of Plymouth

Hidden Tax 
System One of 
the Methods

Indirect taxes buried in the 
cost of clothing sold in Plym­
outh’s apparel stores last year 
produced an estimated $10,355 
for local, state and national-1 gov­
ernments, the National Consum­
ers Tax commission reported to­
day.

“This tremendous burden of 
hidden taxes was paid by un­
suspecting shoppers as unseen 
parts of their apparel purchase,” 
Mrs. Melville Mucklestone, pres­
ident of the NCTC, stated in the 
report. “These are taxes against 
producers, manufacturers, ship­
pers and distributors which, of 
necessity, must be passed along 
to the consumer. Studies at our 
Chicago headquarters show hid­
den taxes take nearly 10 per cent 
of clothing costs.”

Mrs. Mucklestone, leader in the 
commission’s nation-wide cam­
paign to “arouse tax conscious­
ness and to oppose consumer- 
penalizing taxes,” pointed out the 
taxes referred to clothing sales in 
apparel stores only and do not 
include clothing sales in depart­
ment and general stores.

The study was made public 
through Mrs. Arlie L. Hopkins, 
of Bear Lake, national committee 
member, who, with Miss Leetha 
C. McGee, of Detroit, state di­
rector, heads the NCTC educa­
tional program in Michigan. 
Groups in approximately 5,100 
cities and towns throughout the 
country are active in the tax ed­
ucation program.

The clothing tax figure was 
computed from NCTC averages 
based on last available United 
States bureau of the census fig­
ures which placed 1935 apparel 
store-sales in Plymouth at $109,- 
000. Government estimates of to­
tal sales in the country last year 
approximate the total in the 15135 
study, the NCTC pointed out.

Did You Know That?

To Type Blood 
Sunday Morning 
at Hospital

I.O.O.F. Members’ 
and City Employes’ V \ 
Blood to Be on Call

Twenty members of the Plym­
outh I.O.O.F. lodge and many 
city employes will have their 
blood typed Sunday morning at 
the Plymouth hospital, it was 
announced early this week by 
committee members of the Odd 
Fellow organization working out 
the plan in Plymouth.

In cooperation with other chap­
ters throughout the state, 14 men 
and six Rebekahs have volun­
teered to give their blood in case 
of emergency to deserving per­
sons who are ill and unable to 
afford the services of a profess­
ional donor.

The campaign is not limited to 
city employes or I.O.O.F. mem­
bers. A call has been sent, out for 
persons who have recovered from 
ope of the 30 types of streptococ­
cus infections to volunteer blood 
which is very valuable as a 
serum. Doctors in Plymouth do 
not plan to use the ordinary blood 
for preventative serum, how­
ever.

The city of Plymouth has pur­
chased the necessary chemicals 
to perform the typing proce&s. 
All work will be done at the 
Plymouth hospital by Plymouth 
physicians. Mrs. H. C. Rufus and 
Kaye Krausman, registered lab­
oratory technicians, assisted by 
Drs. Hammond, Rufus and Peck, 
will do the work.

The plan will begin to function 
in Plymouth about November 15, 
as it will take that length of time 
for the blood to be typed and 
sent to Lansing for analysis.

Francis M. Dodge, a Detroit at­
torney, and in charge of the state 
blood type records for the I. O. 
O. F. was present at a meeting of 
the local lodge Monday night and 
told the Plymouth members 
something of the plan as it is 
worked out on a statewide basis. 
Eventually the plan in Plymouth 
will be in conjunction with other 
cities in the vicinity so that they 
may work together in perform­
ing the service.

Mr. Dodge said that in about 50 
per cent of the transfusing cases 
in Detroit the blood is used to 
save a life. Twenty-three per­
sons’ lives in less than a yekr 
in Detroit have been saved 
through the efforts of the Odd 
Fellows there. This year, over 200 
men and women have been given 
blood by the organization, Mr. 
Dodge said.

He told of the “blood batik’ 
Harper hospital where certain 
rare types of blood are kept on 
call for emergency cases.

It is now planned that the 
Plymouth hospital will buy the 
blood transfusing apparatus and 
install it there. The hospital will 
be the working center for Plym­
outh and vicinity and any doctor 
in this district may call for blood 
at any time after the plan is put 
into effect

Curb and Walk 
Being Built

During the past two weeks, 
city employes, under the direc­
tion of City Engineer S. L. Besse, 
have been constructing a side­
walk. approach to Forest avenue 
and curbs and gutters on West 
Ann Arbor Trail between Main 
and Harvey streets.

The alley approach near the 
artificial ice plant has been wid­
ened from 15 to 20 feet. This con­
struction necessitated a new gut­
ter and curbing. Between the 
alley and the ice plant the walk 
has been raised and leveled. In 
front of the plant a new curb has 
been constructed. Formerly there 
was no curb so that automobiles 
were able to be driven on the 
sidewalk. The construction of a 
curb at this place prohibits such 
an action.

On the south side of the street 
a full width sidewalk has been 
built to conform with that in 
front of the Mayflower hotel. This 
new construction is from the 
west line of the Hotel Mayflowei 
for 40 feet to the west line of the 
Cloverdale creamery.

From the creamery company’s 
property line the sidewalk wil 
be five feet wide as is that which 
has been recently built in from 
of the Finlan office building.

Included in this new construc­
tion is a 40-foot approach to 
Forest avenue. With this con­
struction. arrangements h a v e  
been made to install a six-inch 
stub to the city water mains. 
From all reports, there will be 
no active work on Forest avenue 

, until next spring when gravel 
will be hauled in for filling. 
Usually, after filling, no work 
can be done in paving for nearly 
a year, during which time th'e 
fill is supposed to settle.

Engineer Besse predicts that 
the construction will be finished 
by November 10, providing the 
weather is favorable for working
conditions.

It's time we 
stop educating people from other 
states and wc can take a Jong 
step that way right now by kill­
ing this appropriation." was in 
substance the retort hurled at the 
one member who had risen to the 
defense of the University.

WHY STUDY?—
EDITORIAL

T here a re  tw o sides from  the  
high school point of view  on the 
question, “W hy s tu d y .” S tudents 
on a  non-college course w ould 
appear to have a  d ifferen t v iew ­
point th an  those tak ing  the  col­
lege prep, course. C ontrary  to a I 
belief expressed by each group 
of students, however, it w ould be 
h a rd  to  decide w hich has the 
stronger argum ent.

S tudents on th e  com m ercial 
or general courses have rea lly  
m ore incentive to  get th eir  full 
quota  of good from  the  h igh 
school th an  those college-bound. 
W hen the  fo rm er group leaves 
the tw elfth  grade th eir  school 
education is com pleted. T hey  are  
on th e ir  own. I t  is th e ir  du ty  to 
cram  in four years w h a t the 
college s tuden t does in  eight.

On the o ther hand the college 
s tuden t m ust keep above the  
m ajority  of his classm ates in 
order to pass the  rig id  en trance 
qualifications established b y  
m ost colleges.

Robert Marshall Wins 
Medal at Regionals

Am idst flurries of snow, P lym ­
ou th ’s Bob M arshall placed six th  
in the  reg ional cross-country 
tou rnam ent a t D earborn las t S a t­
urday. From  the sta rtin g  poin t of 
the course, the boys ascended a 
long steep  h ill and tu rned  to fo l­
low a road  for about a q u a rte r  of 
a m ile; tu rn in g  r ig h t they  crossed 
a bridge; again they  tu rn ed  r ig h t 
and followed a  wooded path . A t 
the end of the  p a th  w as another 
bridge. Crossing th is  brought 
them  back to th eir  s ta rtin g  point. 
The course had to  be covered 
th ree  tim es to  m ake the  regu la­
tion two miles. The h ill which 
had to be clim bed th ree  times, 
the coldness, and the sharp  w ind 
com bined to m ake runn ing  diffi­
cu lt if no t painful.

The ten  class A schools en tered  
in the  m eet had  over 60 runners 
competing. R ichard K napp of 
F lin t C entral placed first, negot­
iating the d istance in  10:28.

Bob came very close to losing 
out on a medal, not because he 
finished sixth for he had a 
lead, but because Plymouth
hr failed to place the req____
five-eligible runners on the field. 
Although seven persons left the 
school for the meet, only three 
were eligible runners. The others 
included the coach, Mr. Wallace, 
the team’s new manager, Law­
rence Jones, a spectator and a

reporter. A fourth  ru n n er was ob­
tained  by telephone and was 
picked up  by Coach W allace. An­
o ther group w en t a fte r  a fifth 
runner. An inquiry  was m ade a t 
a  nearby  sto re  as to the  general 
location of the  boy’s home. H av­
ing obtained th is  inform ation, 
the group proceeded to  the 
neighborhood and inqu ired  as to 
the exact location of the  home.

F o r days 
they  drove fo r hundreds of m iles 
and saw  only a few ranch  homes. 
Every th ing  was tu rn in g  to des­
ert. T here w ere no trees, no 
green  foliage, only d ry  desert- 
grass and cactus. The homes, 
unpain ted  and desolate, w ere 
little  m ore th an  shacks, m any 
of th em  abandoned. Ranchm en 
feel th a t not m any years will 
elapse before th is  whole section 
w ill tu rn  Jo desert.

They en tered  Yellow stone N a­
tional P a rk  w hich covers 3000 
square  miles, a t the  Cody en ­
trance, th e  hom e of Buffalo Bill. 
They spen t tw o days which 
w ere ex trem ely  cold a t this 
fam ous park . They w ere ra th e r 
surprised  to find so m uch of 
this p a rk  volcanic. The teachers 
w ere im pressed by  the  beau ty  
of the  canyqns of Yellowstone 
and by th e  tw o pools, the  Em ­
erald  Pool, a b riliian  green  and 
the M orning Glory, a dazzling 
blue. They left Yellow stone at 
the northeast ex it on the Red 
Lodge H ighw ay which is b u ilt 
on the  top of the Rocky M oun­
tains and is 65 m iles long. This 
road, b u ilt over th ree  years ago, 
had over 1,000,000 cars driven  
over it w ith  no accidents. D riv ­
ing through th e  Bad Lands, the 
teachers noticed the  w eird n jck  
form ations and  M ount RiiSh- 
m ore, w here the  four fam ous 
presidents, W ashington, Theo­
dore Roosevelt, Jeffe rson  and 
Lincoln, a re  being  sculptured. 
These huge busts a re  cut out of 
the side o f th e  solid granite 
m ountain. W hile they  w ere there  
the  b lasting  for Roosevelt’s  fea­
tu re s  w as begun. This w ork, 
w hen completed, w ill be the 
largest th ing  of its kind ever 
a ttem pted  by  m an.

In  describing th e ir  trip , both
Miss Walldorf and Miss Fry said, 
“It is nearly impossible to find 
words adequate to describe the 
beauty, the grandeur, the im­
pressiveness of the West The 
most descriptive adjectives \ 
have ( t̂tttot do justice to i t ”

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MALFEASANCE IN PUBLIC OFFICE
Possibly some will not agree, but the collection of pol­

itical contributions from public employes by executives of 
high positions under whom they serve is nothing short of 
absolute malfeasance in public office. The high official who 
persists in the practice of any such thing, directly or indirect­
ly, should be removed for cause from office.

. It was not until recent years that such a practice was 
started in this state. It flourished like weeds in the summer 
time during the past administration.

Because of revelations brought forth in connection with 
the conduct of the secretary of state’s office and during the 
inquiry into manipulations under civil service last winter, it 
has been generally believed that the practice no longer pre­
vailed.

But consistently one hears rumors to the effect that 
the scheme is being slyly continued. Possibly there should 
be no publication of a rumor, but so obnoxious and so unjust 
and rotten was the practice during the previous administra­
tion that every believer in decent, honest government hopes

that if the scheme is being revived or has been continued 
under any sort of a pretext, the guilty shall be found out 
and exposed.

Why should some poor clerk, some state, county or 
city employe holding a public position, be required to pay 
a filthy tribute to the official who controls the job of the 
poorly paid worker?

Public employes holding, minor positions just naturally 
pay these tributes because they fear and know that if they 
do not, that their positions are endangered. They know, 'too, 
that in these distressing times that it is not easy to secure 
a job of any kind and, therefore, they are willing to share 
their income with some one ‘‘higher up.”

It is hoped that the practice is not being restored in- 
Michigan, and if it should be, the official or department ex­
ecutive who institutes it should be not only exposed, but 
REMOVED from public service.

I t ’s “th an k  
you” w hen you buy a new spaper, pay  a bus fare, en te r  an 
e levator, or w rite  your nam e in a  hotel register.

The “thank  you” sp ir it is less com m on in  th is  country, in 
fact it is so uncom m on th a t  efficiency ex p erts  freq u en tly  rec­
om m end it as a device for a ttrac tin g  favorable  a tten tio n  to an 
en terprise , such as selling new spapers o r  opera ting  a bank.

In  our dem ocracy the  “th an k  you” probably  was dropped 
because i t  was though t to sm ack of serv ility . In  England ser­
v ility  is said to be dem anded from  tradesm en  and servants.

O ut of th is  situation  a nea t b it of psychology can be de­
veloped. Because the  “th an k  you” is so in frequen tly  h ea rd  here, 
it has an unusual good-w ill value. The 'A m erican  is deeply 
pleased by any recognition th a t his trad e  is appreciated. H e  will 
w alk  m iles to h ea r a head w a ite r  call him  by nam e, go blocks 
to trad e  w ith  a sto re  th a t gives him  courteous atten tion , and in 
m any o th er ways accept isnconveniences because he derives 
p leasure  in doing business w ith  people he likes, avoiding those 
he finds offensive. I f  some people whom  w e patronize w ould 
say “th an k  you” w e w ould faint.

THAN KLESS JOBS
