Rev. Enss, a form er soldier 
in the arm y of the Czar, a bright, keen, highly in ­
telligent individual, w ent to E ngland during  the 
early  days of the Russian revolution, then  came to 
A m erica—the land of the  free—w here he thanks 
God every day of the week for the freedom  th at 
his citizenship in The U nited S tates of Am erica has 
provided him and his fam ily.

His Thanksgiving m essage for P lym outh  Mail 
readers follows;

THANKSGIVING
There is no finer expression of a true relig­

ious attitude than the act of thanksgiving. It is 
the noblest response of man to the giver of all 
good gifts. It is a conscious intelligent acknowl­
edgement of the creature-creator relationship of 
which, as far as we know, man alone is capable.
The American institution of Thanksgiving Day 
is due to this acknowledgement.

best in science, literature, and art; every day 
we are enjoying the freedom of worship and 
selves and our fellow men. We are the happy 
selves and our fellow men. We are happy the 
heirs of a goodly social inheritance left to us as 
a precious treasure by those who have gone 
before us. We know it by one word,— 

—democracy. All this, and much more than can be enumerated 
in these lines, is due to the grace and mercy of our Heavenly 
Father. What must we think of a soul who in the presence of all 
these benefits can remain silent and keep an attitude of ingrati­
tude? Is such a person worthy of the kindness of God and of 
the gifts of His wonderful love?

And should there be such who have lost the sense of the 
Divine, should they not also bow in reverence in the presence of 
the reality by which they are encompassed on every side?

THE $80,000 MESS IN TAX SALE FUNDS AT LANSING
L aw -m aking  dem ands knowledge of the subject affected by 

the  law as w ell as in te lligent application of the law  a fte r  it is 
on the s ta tu te  books. O ver a t Lansing in the p ast few  days we' 
have heard  m uch about the m isappropriation of $80,000 by 
form er sta te  officials. This is the  outgrow th  of some stupid 
legislation. I t so happens th at weekly new spapers have been 
held up  to scorn by their larg er and richer cousins, th e  da ily  
new spapers. This scorn is as stupid  as the  law  covering this 
subject.

There is one good reason—and only one—w hy daily  new s­
papers generally  have not been chosen to  publish  the  ad v e r­
tisem ents of the annual tax  sale”... . because the  ra te  established 
for paym ent is so low the daily new spapers w ould not tak e  it.

S everal years ago this w rite r  was called in by  V ern J. 
Brown, then  a m em ber of the legislature, to -h e lp  d ra f t an  in ­
telligent ra te  for paym ent of the  advertisem ents of delinquen t 
taxes. W e proposed one rate, a low rate , for the  W ayne-O ak- 
land-M acom b d istric t w here the descriptions a re  90 p e r cent of 

-^subdiv ided  lots (short descriptions) and another and h igher 
^Irate per description for those counties w here m ost of the  de lin ­

quen t taxes w ere on farm  land, described by “m eets and bounds” 
(long descriptions). The legislature fussed and fuddled  around 
and finally  left the old ra te  in effect. On o th er occasions there  
has been on honest effo rt to get thes ra tes  equ itab ly  revised 
dow nw ard  w ithout success.

Because th a t  effo rt failed, the s ta te  continued to  pay 
thousands of dollars in the  southeastern  p a r t  of the  s ta te  for 
the advertisem ents.. B ecause th ere  was so m uch “soft m oney” 
in this section, some crooked politician^ apparen tly  saw  a 
chance to sw ell the treasu ry  of th eir  p a rty  and  to  line  their 
ow n pockets.

One D etro it new spaper ed itorially  in ferred  th a t  the  whole 
w eekly new spaper fra te rn ity  was subject to contem pt. We 
resen t that. O ther upstate  publishers resen t it. In  the  same issue 
th is  D etro it new spaper published  a “legal notice” to locate the 
ow ners of tw en ty -th ree  bonds.

P lym outh  Ju n io r C ham ber o f 1 
Com m erce took p a rt in a ques­
tionna ire  p repared  by F u tu re ! 
m agazine, which is to be used in 
the n ex t issue. The poll topic 
th is  m onth  was concerning the 
im portance of a college educa­
tion.

I t was f irst asked how m any 
of tfre group attended college. 
The resu lt was found to  be th at 
45 per cent of the m em bers of 
the organization p resen t a t M on­
day’s m eeting attended.

F or each group th ere  was a 
separate  set of questions. Of the 
num ber who attended, one-th ird  
w ere graduated. Lack of finances 
was the reason fo r the  failure  
of 50 per cent to finish their 
education. The rem ainder had a n ; 
opportunity  to get a good job. I

E igh ty -th ree  p e r cent of the 
young businessm en contributed  
d irectly  to th e ir  support while 
in  college by doing p art-tim e  
work. T w o-th irds of the group 
had a defin ite  vocational in ­
terest as a college freshm an. For 
the  m ost p a rt, the  vocational 
in te rest changed while in college.

In a ratio  of five to one, the 
m en a re  engaged in an activity  
which is sim ilar to the one of 
those m entioned in the  p reced­
ing paragraph . I t was unan i­
m ously agreed th a t all w ould go 
to college again  if they had it 
to do  over again. T w o-th irds of 
the  group w ould follow the 
sam e course of study.

A m ajority  of the m en be­
lieved th e ir  cqllege experience 
w ould have been richer and 
m ore significant if they  had had 
com petent vocational and edu­
cational guidance.

Then th ere  a re  9.566 “special 
designated m e r c h a n t s ” (of 
which 4,213 a re  in W ayne coun­
ty) which sell bottled beer or 
w ine for consum ption off the 
prem ises.

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State Soon Becomes Owner 
of Million and Half Acres of Land

Tax Delinquency 
Forces Re-claiming 
of Vast Acreage

(B y  Gene Alleman) 
Effective in M ichigan t h i s  

w eek is a new  s ta tu te  which 
s trives once m ore to untangle 
th e  age-o ld  problem  of land.

I t m irro rs a m ajor p a rt of the  
h isto ry  of M ichigan itself. This 
h istory  is w ritten  in  the  term s 
of hum an use of land  and of 
explo itation  by outside in terests 
of the  land’s n a tu ra l resources 
and by-p roducts such as fur, 
tim ber, iron, copper, oil and gas.

I t  r e c a l l s  the  hey -d ay  of 
greedy speculation of land in the 
D etro it m etropolitan  area  d u r­
ing the  boom y e a rs  of 1924. 1925 
and 1926 w hen a wave of e x ­
cessive and poorly controlled 
subdivision sw ept over the  city 
and its  environs, leaving in its 
w ake a tra il  of tax  delinquencies 
and overdeveloped realty .

I t reveals a sham eful neglect 
and indifference by s ta te  and 
local governm ent in inte lligent 
p lann ing  and conservation.

I t rev iew s a reoccuring cycle 
of hum an am bition and dis­
illusionm ent, success and failure, 
happiness and heartaches.

H ere is a subject so com m on­
place th a t  it is alm ost prosaic.

Yet th ere  probably  is no one 
o th er th in g  in M ichigan which 
affects so m any people. Con­
sider then  fo r a  few  m inutes 
th is  p aram o u n t problem  of land 
and how  our sta te  governm ent 
is try in g  to solve it.

The New Land Plan 
C onfronted w ith the cold fact 

th a t 1938 advertising  of d e lin ­

quent land in  M ichigan had 
disclosed the  ex istence in tax  
default of approxim ately  1,500,- 
000 acres in n o rth ern  M ichigan 
and the U pper P eninsula  and 
literally  m illions of dollars in 
undeveloped residen tia l a n d  
business lots in the D etro it 
m etropolitan, th e  1939 sta te  leg­
isla tu re  a rriv ed  a t th is  solution:

(1) T ax  d e linquen t land  north  
of the south  line of Arenac, M id­
land, Isabella, Mecosta, Newaygo 
and Oceana counties w ould go 
to the  sta te  conservation d e p a rt­
m ent for disposal th rough  its 
land division. Thus, su itab le  fo r­
est land (and unsu itab le  ag ri­
cu ltu ral land) could be added 
to the s ta te  forests. M unicipali­
ties would be given an oppor­
tu n ity  to acquire  lots w ithin 
th eir  boundaries for purpose of 
s c h o o l  sites, playgrounds or 
parks.

(2) Tax  delinquen t land lying 
south  of the  above line which 
ex tends generally  from  M us­
kegon to Bay C ity w ould be 
offered for re-sa le  by a sta te  
land board a t a "salvage” au c­
tion in May. 1940. A ll such land , 
will be offered for sale at a 
m inim um  of 25 cents on the 
dollar of assessed valuation . Dis- j 
possessed ow ners m ay have the 
priv ilege of m atching the h igh­
est bid and of obtain ing  title  
again. Form er title -h o ld ers  m ay 
en te r  into an agreem ent w ith 
the s ta te  land board  to  pay  such 
a redeem ing price  over a period 
not exceeding 10 years.

I f  the  lands a re  not redeem ed 
by form er ow ners w ith in  the 
30 day period, a deed w ill be 
issued conveying absolute title  
to the  “salvage sale” purchaser.

, (3) Exchange w ith  th e  U nited

S tates and indiv iduals w h e n  
I so u thern  M ichigan.

Land Grants
O riginally  a ll land in M ichi­

gan belonged to the  Federal 
governm ent, and prior to that, 
of course, to  the  Indians.

In 1837, w hen M ichigan was 
adm itted  to the Union, section 
16 of every  tow nship was tu rn ed  
over to the  sta te  w ith the s tip u ­
lation  th a t sale proceeds w ould 
go to a sta te  p rim ary  school 
fund. 1̂ 9 ter, the  sta te  colleges 
w ere given a g ran t of 30,000 
acres for every  rep resen ta tive  
in  Congress. In 1850 Congress 
passed a sw am p land act w here­
by six  m illion acres came into 
sta te  ow nership for drainage de­
velopm ent. The sta te  would 
give sw am p land sc rip t in p ay ­
m ent for the  building of roads 
and bridges, such scrip t being 
discounted a t banks and p u r­
chased by land  speculators.

Then cam e federal land gran ts 
to builders of railroads, w here­
by belts  of land  six  to  eleven 
m iles in w idth w ere granted 
o u trigh t to railroads. (1866. L an­
sing to T raverse  Bay railroad .) 
Builders of th e  Soo ship canal 
and the  K ew eenaw  ship canal, 
fo r  exam ple, w ere g iven  a choice 
of desirab le  tim b er lands.

These cross-roads mail-box folks 
come to look on the mail carrier as 
they do on the family doctor, or the 
preacher in some ways. He calls 
them by their first names, and vit- 
its with them in little short chats, 
and hurries when they’re lookin’ for 
letters from their children gone 
away, or their sweethearts. And he 
generally knows without no black- 
edged envelopes wheq he’s bringin’ 
bad news. Oh, it’s a great life, fuH 
of what the newspaperi call ‘'hu­
man interest,” when you count your 
friends by the country mail-boxes, 
every single one of them with its 
own story of hopes and needs.

Tod paused again, and his weather- 
hardened face grew tender, the while 
his eyes twinkled under their shaggy
brows.
' I 'HAT holiday of 1917 meant a lot 

to my route. Boys that had lived 
all thfeir lives till then up in the 
hills, or out on these short-grass 
plains, boys that hadn’t never seen 
a tree bigger’n the little locus’es 
’round the court house square, nor a 
garden flower nor nothin’ nearer to 
it than this here bumin’ bush shrub 
—some of them boys was powerful 
close to the front line trenches in 
France that year! And other* was 
nailed down in trainin' camps that 
wa n t none too coxy and homelike 
that bitter winter. No wonder their 
folks watched for me like they’d 
watch for the doctor when the fever 
is the highest. I see a foreign post 
mark on a letter now and then to­
day. and it takes me right beck to 
them months when we wasn’t too 
proud to fight, and our hearts wasn't 
so hard they wouldn’t break.

They was one family that never 
watched for me, though, for they 
never had any mail at all, nor even 
a mailbox till some time that falL 
That was Grandma Gabels ’way 
back in the hills. You couldn’t see 
the house from the road, and if it 
hadn't been for little P’like Gabel 
I'd never found ’em-at all. I sup­
pose. Odd little tyke as ever lived, 
P’like was. the cuh that give me 
the best Christmas I ever had. .That 
wasn't his real name, of course, 
just a nickname I had for him. Me- 
body except a foreigner* d ever give 
a name like that to a child. I 
think they registered him as Tully 
Gabel when he started to school, 
but he was always just like P’like 
to me. and awfully interestin’ 
though he was only a sturdy, roimd, 
button-headed, little nubbin, like 
most of the children on my route. 
But if you really study the little 
faces, as I've had plenty of time to 
do, cornin’ and goin’, all these 
years;—children are like open books 
and easy to read; that’s why they 
are children and not tittle grown­
ups—if ybu study their faces, I say, 
they ain't no two at ’em alike. Litfie 
P’like had.a mop of light hair get- 
tin’ <
eyes that was ever give to see with.

Seemed to me he could find a pin in 
the middle of the road, and as for 
the dark, he could look right through 
it, and walk without a stumblin’ 
step straight where he wanted to go. 
I never see a youngster so solid on 
his feet wnyhow. And he wasn't no 
more afraid in the blackest night 
that ever swallowed up the Smoky 
Hill valley, than I am settin’ here 
in the Star House lobby.

I used to pick little P’like up and 
take him home from the school. 
They say mail carriers can’t do 
that some places. Well, there never 
was a postal regulation against be­
in’ human ever reached as far as 
my route. School was always out 
early them days because some of 
tite youngsters had miles to go. 
TTiey didn’t start these school auto 
busses in the school districts to pick 
up the little children till after the 
war. My route was a longer way 
for little P’like, because it makes 
a loop at the end. But he liked the 
ride. And'he could cut across from 
the other side on a shorter way 
than the one through the canon side 
nearer to the school house, and get 
home all right

That little chap was a dreamer, 
livin’ in a . make-believe world all 
his own, like children will some­
times if you let ’em alone. That 
was what give him his name. It 
waa always “let’s play like," with 
him, and he shortened it himself to 
just “p’like.” He’d "p'likc” my old 
mail cart was a chariot and "p'like" 
the upper Smoky trail was a circus 
ring: that the rocks of the canon 
were castles: ‘‘p’like" he was a 
prince, and I was the king of fairy­
land. Took a whale of a lot of imag­
ination for that last "p'like." but 
that little fellow was a whale at 
pretendin’.

Tod grinned at his listeners. No man 
in Kansas aver looked less kinclv than 
Tod Witherspoon and he knew it.

I DON’T believe old John Milton 
ever see more in his "Paradise 

Lost” than little P'like Gabel could 
create out of the sunsets and big 
bluffs and lonely trails up that bar­
ren valley.

Old Mrs. Gabel came here from 
Kentucky with him and her own 
boy. Tobe. The little cub was* an 
orphan foundlin’ and no relatjpn to 
her at alL Wasn’t the same breed 
of cats as the Gabels, neither, for 
he was made of better stuff, pri­
marily. But she was a wonderful 
woman someways, built big and 
stout oat of real pioneer timber that 
stands up strong. They were aw­
fully poet, never, took even a paper 
’eept what I’d run into their mail 
box for ’em once in awhile, after I 

'em out. I don’t think Mrs. 
Gabel ever read anything much ex­
cept-bar- old Bible, and that was 
pert readin' and part just hearsay 
with her. She tended her little ranch, 
and took ease of the stock and crops, 
what she had of both, and kept 
house, never buyin’ anything hardly, 
but livin' on what she could pro­
duce on the place. It was a.lonely 
life out on that little ranch, hid back 
Ojpasg the hills from the trail, out 
Of fight Of anybody’s house.

; lost in the Kentucky mountains 
just before Tobe was born, and 
Grandma Gabel grieved so for him

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Gliders Find 
Fall Whirlwinds 
600 Feet in Air

Pilo ts a t Plym outh 
Gliderport 
Make Discovery

(By Sky sailor)
We are all accustomed to see­

ing an occasional whirlwind in 
the good ol’ summertime. A 
glider pilot, being somewhat of j 
a sophisticated animal, would | 
just plain call a whirlwind a 
thermal and that would be that. 
The glider pilot would probably! 
not be interested in the dust and j 
grass and papers being picked j 
up by the whirlwind (thermal).: 
He lyo.uld be interested in the 
bump, he would feel when he I 
happened to fly right through 
the whirlwind (thermal).

We have all seen enough evi­
dence to believe that a whirl- ! 
wind may move slowly across j 
the field and yet propel light 
objects upward rapidly into the ' 
funnel-shaped pattern so char- . 
acteristic of this phenomenon. ! 
Let us assume that a good 
whirlwind might carry a light

piece of paper upwards at the 
rate of ten miles per hour. The 
ordinary glider goes forward at 
30 miles per hour and at the 
same time is settling downward 
at only 2 miles per hour.

Should a glider pilot be so 
unfortunate (but wait, he con­
siders it extremely fortunate) 
as to fly straight into the teeth 
of a good ten mile per hour up 
whirlwind he would feel an 
awful bump. The front end of 
the glider would lift a little 
then drop quickly as the lifting 
air caught the tail. There would 
be the feeling of suddenly start­
ing up in a fast elevator.

The pilot can feel all of these 
things before his instruments 
show any reading. But very 
soon the rate of climb indicator 
would indicate the equivalent 
of eight miles per hour straight 
up. And probably the kid would 
let out a whoop of pure joy. 
(Really the meter would read 
feet per second up or meters 
per second up if it happens to 
be a foreign instrument.)

If the pilot is inexperienced 
he will usually fly straight for­
ward a little too long after first 
striking the g o o d  whirlwind. 
This action results in another 
kind of shake-up. He has been 
going- up at eight miles per 
hour and he suddenly flies right 
out into still air. Well, the glid­
er stops going up very quickly, 
but not the pilot. He hits the 
safety belt hard.

This effect results in the un­
sophisticated air traveler’s re­
ferring to “air pockets” and in 
fact, sad to.say, some pilots who 
fly machines with motors on 
them still think that there are 
such animals as “air pockets.” 
Glider pilots know and many of 
the modern power pilots know 
now that "there ain’t no sich 
animal as an ‘air pocket!’ ”

The glider pilot of experience 
would immediately bank the 
glider sharply in the direction 
he prefers to spiral and would 
go round and round in a small 
circle. As he goes round and 
round he would watch the rate 
of climb indicator closely. If the

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instrument should show that he 
is climnipg faster at one part of 
the circle than at the opposite 
part hje y/auLd try to edge over 
slowly' toward the better part.

Tjws iis exactly what nearly 
always happens and the pilot 
feels very lucky 'and proud when 
he gradually gets “centered on 
the thermal.” Sometimes the 
pilot finds that he has to bank 
more sharply than he should in 
order to make a small circle. 
When he gets the feeling that 
at the amount which he is tip­
ping the outer wing up and the 
inner .wing of the circle down 
that, he would be traversing the 
•circle in less time in still air, 
then this observation will serve 
to warn the very sanguine sail­
plane pilot that he is flying with 
the whirl. He would probably 
do a fjgure of eight and then 
circle • round and round in the 
opposite direction to the original 
direction chosen.

It is more difficult, to stay 
centered on the whirlwind when 
you fly against the whirl, but if 
yoy succeed you can climb con­
siderably faster, because you 
can stay nearer the core where 
the vertical speed of the current 
is stronger.

All of this discussion leads 
us up to the point that Sunday, 
November 12, though this is 
quite late in the fall of the year, 
glider pilots at the Triangle 
Gliderport w e r e  still finding 
whirlwinds as low as 600 feet up 
from the ground.

Randolf Meeker succeeded in 
staying up about eight minutes 
longer just because there was a 
slight whirlwind whirling along 
where he happened to fly. He 
stayed up eleven minutes and 
fifteen seconds from the instant 
he dropped that magic wire 
which was Dulling him uo into

Other 
suggestions from our public will 
be welcome.

Ted Beliak was somewhat so­
cially prominent for a time Sun­
day morning when he addressed 
the Michigan chapter of the 
Ninety Nines, Michigan’s women 
pilots (they fly airplanes). Flor­
ence Boswell flew up from 
Cleveland to visit this meeting. 
She came into Triangle in her 
speedy Cesna monoplane. Well, 
a n y w a y ,  Ted made quite a 
speech about sailplaning, then, 
after the meeting, he showed 
them bow. to put the Minamoa 
sailplane together. He took off 
at 1:32 and stayed up six min­
utes. This is about three min­
utes longer than he could have 
stayed up had he not found a 
weak whirlwind or two.

Later Ted made a flight of 
eight minutes, which means 
that those whirlwinds were re­
sponsible for about five min­
utes of free flying time. In an 
airplane this costs obout 50 
cents.

A1 Santilli made a flight of 
six minutes in the Franklin Util­
ity Glider of the ZYZ Soaring 
club. Santilli has done consider­
able soaring before so he prob­
ably did not get as much thrill 
from his flight as did Rodne; 
Mast of Ypsilanti, who made 
flight of fojar and one-half min 
utes. On flights in which Mast 
did not encounter whirlwinds 
he had been getting only about 
twp minutes. Mast made more 
than .one hundred fights in one 
month last summer in a supreme 
effort to learn to fly well enough 
to join in the meet at Frankfort 
—and he made it nicely. Now he 
is all set to jenjoy thermal fly­
ing at Triangle next summer, 
but is getting a bit of it during 
the last of this season.

Dpn Doolittle of Ann Arbor 
is . starting his training in the 
XYZ j Franklin. In his first two 
weeks he has made 41 training 
flights. The oldtimers are going 
to be surprised to see this lad 
flying high very soon if he keeps 
up the pace. These oldtimers 
had to spend three years and 
work their heads off to learn to 
fly. Robert Moffett and Elbert 
J. Keast also started their train­
ing along with Doolittle on 
November 4.

Perhaps it will be remem­
bered that Saturday, November 
4, started out to be foggy. As is 
usual oh such a day there was 
little or no wind. The air was 
smooth as silk. There were no 
whirlwinds on this day, either 
near .the-ground or higher up 
for a .long way. Such a day as 
Saturday is excellent for train­
ing, as the new student does not 
haye to fight side winds or 
gusty, air along with the other 
things to which he is unaccus­
tomed-
. Wintertime presents us with a 
great many more days when the 
air is as smooth as silk all day 
than does summertime. In sum­
mertime. a  hot day will produce 
yefy bumpy air though there 
miay be very little or no wind, 
^pother thing is that the soar­
ing pilots are reluctant to let 
the ships be used for training 
wfeij there , is a chance to go 
sailing away on a fine whirl­
wind.

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Plymouth Defeats

Winning their third victory o f^  
the season and their s i x t h  
straight victory over Northville 
on a very wet and dismal day, 
the Plymouth Rocks emerged on 
the long end of a 24-12 score.

FOOTBALL BEING MADE 
SAFER EVERY SEASON

No matter how well a foot­
ball player may be protected by 
pads, there are bound to be in­
juries due to the very nature 
of the game.

College football claims the 
greatest n u m b e r  of injuries 
while high schools also have an 
ample share of them. Ball car­
riers suffer 11 per cent of the 
football injuries and halfbacks 
are hurt oftner than any other 
players. Players suffer more leg 
injuries in practice than they do 
in games, but not as many head 
and neck injuries. Most injuries 
occur in the early season, Octo­
ber being the worst month. 
Blocking and tackling cause 35 
per cent of the total game in­
juries.

Deaths caused by football are 
being steadily decreased because 
of new methods of protecting 
the players. In 1931 35 players 
were killed on the football field 
and it was responsible indirect­
ly for the deaths of 11 others. 
In 1938 deaths from football 
totaled 17, showing a decrease 
of 59 per cent due to improve­
ment in equipment. A survey 
shows that 31 per cent of the 
yearly 100,000 football injuries 
can be eliminated by the use of 
proper equipment and proper 
coaching.

Every vital part of the foot­
ball player’s body is now fully 
protected by constantly im­
proved football equipment such 
as nose guards, shoulder pads, 
hip pads and helmets. New in­
ventions for healing joints or 
muscles which have been torn 
or broken are the so-called 
“tubs”. These “tubs” have ever- 
changing water combined with 
chemicals running through them 
to improve circulation of the 
injured muscles and at the same 
time permitting exercise. The 
joint is supported in the water 
without any strain on the in­
jured part.

Chief causes of football acci­
dents are unnecessary rough­
ness, pile ups, and last but 
greatest, carelessness. Offtackle 
plays cause most accidents while

SCIENCE CLUB MAKES 
PRINTS OF MAGNETIC FIELDS

The 8:B Science Club, under 
the direction of Mr. Balden, has 
been making prints of magnetic 
fields around .the poles of a bar 
and a horseshoe magnet. For 
these prints they used a bar or 
horseshoe magnet, a piece of 
printing paper, two weights and 
some iron filings. These were 
taken into the developing room 
and the pans and implements 
were placed in readiness. The 
printing paper was placed across 
the magnet and weighted on the 
corners. Iron filings were then 
sprinkled on the printing paper. 
It was exposed to a 100-watt 
bulb for about a minute and 
then the filings were poured 
back into the container. The 
paper was then washed in the 
developer and water. It takes 
about ten minutes to get the 
prints ready to wash. They are 
washed under the tap for about 
35 minutes and then taken out 
to dry.

Many Changes 
in Plymouth

Back From  Navy,
Tells Im pressions

“I never realized a town could 
change so much in four years,” 
declared William Ridley as he 
returned to Plymouth last week 
after a four-year enlistment in 
the United States navy.

“To most people, four years 
seem like a comparably short 
length of time, but just let them 
live the life of a sailor and they 
will soon lose track of many of 
their friends and forget things 
about the town in which they 
used to live.”

Ridley spent most of the last 
two years stationed in Cuba, 
where among other things he 
worked as a naval motion pict­
ure operator, providing evening 
entertainment for hundreds of his 
buddies there.

He attended his first two years 
of high school in Plymouth. His 
family then moved to Detroit 
where his education was re­
sumed. Soon after he enlisted in 
the navy, he was sent to Nor­
folk, Virginia, for a three-month 
training course. At the end of 
that time, he came back to Mich­
igan for a few days on leave be­
fore being stationed on ships 
which patroled the western coast 
of the country. During the fol­
lowing two years, he saw service 
on the U. S. ships Schneck, J. 
Fred Talbott, Dickerson and the 
Leary. While on these ships he 
visited the following American 
ports: New York, New Orleans, 
Miami. Galveston, Huston, Bos­
ton, Washington, D. C., and a 
few Panamanian cities. During 
these training cruises, the main 
objective was to pick up naval 
reserves in accordance with the 
same procedure that would be 
used in war times.

“For an all-around good port, 
where we were treated royally 

I and shown a good time, I believe 
I New Olreans stands at the top,” 
Ridley declared.

It was while he was doing duty 
on the U. S. S. Leary that the 
Plymouth youth was transferred 
to Grotanamo Bay in Cuba. “It 
was an altogether different life 
for me in Cuba.” he said. “There 
we were free every afternoon for 
recreation. I like boxing best, but 
also played golf, tennis, and other 
sports with the sailors.”

Ridley worked in the commis­
sary and barracks for his morn­
ing work. Each night he operated 
the movie projector.

When asked if he could man­
age to save money down there, 
he remarked. ‘Save money, yes, 
if I was careful not to spend it for 
things that were unnecessary.”

He was a first class seaman 
when he was discharged, draw­
ing $54 per month from the navy 
and an additional $25 for oper­
ating the movie. He said there 
was nothing in the way of food, 
room or board to pay for, as all 
that was furnished.

“Being in the navy is just like 
going to college. I suppose,” he 
said, “because if one so desires, 
he may study as the navy pro­
vides instructors in certain col­
lege courses. However, the study­
ing is not compulsory.”

Ridley added that he will re­
enlist in the navy in December 
providing he' cannot find satis­
factory work before that time.

He said, when asked if he 
thought the United States would 
get into the present European 
conflict, “Certainly not. And you 
may take that as an opinion of 
most of the enlisted boys I know.

“The thought of war at the be­
ginning of the present struggle 
made all of us a bit jittery, but 
it didn’t take long to get back 
in the old frame of mind which is 
that wc men are1 always ready, 
but live for today and let things 
come as they may.”

He is the son of Mr. and- Mrs. 
George B. Ridley, who live at 
172 North Mill street.

Any team feeling a 
material injustice as a -result of 
action of the official may protest 
in writing, within five days, to 
the secretary of the recreation 
board.

Two forfeitures bv any team 
resulting from failure to abide by 
the decision of the officials dis­
qualifies all players on the said 
team for the remainder of the 
season.

Each competing team, befor; 
entering the season of competi­
tion. shall deposit with the treas­
urer of the recreation board me 
sum of $5.00 as a guaiantee that 
his team will complete the season. 
When said team has completed 
the season, the $5.00 guarantee is 
to be returned to the captain of 
the team which made the deposit, 
(including the play-off).

The right to sell candy, if al­
lowed, is to belong to the high 
school.

The following rules are tcA gov­
ern the 1939-1940 schedule and 
play-off:

The letter (B) before rule 
means boys only and letters (G) 
girls only. Where no letter ap­
pears the rule was adopted by 
both girls and boys.

(B) All teams are to have eight 
eligible players.

(G) All teams arc to have nine 
eligible players.

A player becoming disqualified 
because of fouls (personal or 
technical) must leave the game.

A player removed from the 
game by the official for unsports­
manship may play in the next 
game his or her team plays.

Any captain using an ineligible 
player, the opposing captain may 
have the game forfeited to them 
by protesting to the manager of 
the league in writing within five 
days, stating the date of the 
game, final score, the name of 
the ineligible player.

The name of a player must be 
on the book of the manager of 
the league three days before they 
arc eligible to play with that 
team.

(G) Every team with a per­
centage of .500 or more shall en­
ter into a play-off series. (B & G) 
Two defeats eliminates any team 
in play-off.

(B) Four high teams at end of 
schedule (in percentage) to com­
pete for championship. If tie for 
any of the first four places oc­
curs, one game to be played, the 
losing team to be placed in the 
next position below the team 
winning the game for that posi­
tion in the standings.

When three games are to be 
played the same evening the first 
game is to end not later than 8:00 
p.m. The second game is to end 
not later than 9:00 p.m. The third j 
game is to end not later than | 
10:00 p.m. The timekeeper’s 
watch is to be official.

When a captain cannot be pres­
ent at a meeting he may have a 
proxy present which must be by 
some player in the league whose 
name appears on the book of the 
manager of the league. J

A player wishing to play with 
another team must get a written 
release from the captain o r the 
team he is playing with and be ] 
ok’d by the manager of the league | 
before they can join another j 
team.

A player must play in at least! 
three games during the schedule 
and on the player list before the 
thirteenth scheduled game to be 
eligible to play with that team 
in the play-offs.

(B) All players are to be 
known as free agents at the end 
of the play-offs.

(G) All girls wishing to change 
teams the following year must be, 
or get a Release from the team 
captain»she played with :f that 
team again organizes.

These rules are to be in force 
from November 1, 1939 to the end 
of the play-off.

All entry fees must be paid io 
manager of league before their 
third scheduled game.

(G) Not peing notified when 
you have three fouls does not al­
low one to stay in game after the 
fourth one has been caliei.

All captains must use all play­
ers present in uniform, sometime 
during the game.

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Crop Yield Is r  
Above Average '

"Following the early maturing 
of late crops, October weather 
was favorable for harvesting op­
erations with the "result that only 1 
a few sugar beets remained in 
the ground at the end of the 
month. Husking "of corn in tne 1 
shock was progressing rapidly 
and was probably. farther ad­
vanced than usual by November | 
1. Crop yields were generally | 
above average and fruit produc­
tion was likewise above average. 
The index of composite yields for 
11 principal field crops stood at 
82.4 percent of normal on Nov- J 
ember 1 compared with a 10-year 1 
average of 75.4 percent. The pro- ' 
duction index for the five leading 
fruits was 83.4 percent of normal 
against a 10-year average of 59.3 
percent.

The 1939 corn crop was th e , 
third large crop in succession for > 
Michigan. The total production [ 
for grain, silage and forage was j 
estimated at 54.741.000 bushels in j 
comparison with a 10-year aver- ■ 
age of 43,167,000 bushels, which 1 
is an average of 35.5 bushels per 1 
acre. The grain is mostly of good 
quality, and yields were excep- 1 
tionally heavy in some of the 1 
south-central and southwestern , 
counties. The yields wore short- j 
ened by dry weather in a num- I 
ber of south-central and south­
eastern counties.

Potato yields were only fair in 
most sections of the State. Many 
fields produced less potatoes than 
growers expected, and the qual­
ity was not as good as usual. Late 
blight • caused considerable rot. 
and the dry weather in some sec­
tions prevented tubers from at­
taining normal size. The percent­
age of the crop that will grade 
U. S. No. 1 is expected lo be some 
what less than last year and con­
siderably less than usual. The to­
tal production was estimnt -ri t.t
26.500.000 bushels, compared with 
30,000,000 bushels harvested in 
1938, and a 10-year average of
25.922.000 bushels. The acreage 
was six -percent -larger than in 
the preceding year.

For the third year in success­
ion, Michigan growers have ob­
tained relatively high yields and 
a fine quality of field beans. The 
production was estimated at 4.-
205.000 100-pound bags, or 693 1

oounds per acre. Because of the 
fry harvesting season, the per­
centage of cull beans will be ex­
ceptionally small. Michigan ord­
inarily produces 85 percent or 
more of all white pea beans 
grown in the United States. In 
past years, around 90 percent of 
the state’s crop was of this va­
riety. the other 10 percent being 
miscellaneous colored varieties 
and contract garden seed beans. 
In more recent years the cran­
berry bean has entered the pict- 
ture. In 1938. 4.4 percent of the 
state's crop was of this variety, 
and present indications are that 
it represents between 12 and 13 
percent of total production this 
year. This reduces the proportion 
of pea beans to about 80 percent 
and of red kidneys to about five 
percent of total production.

Michigan produced a large 
crop of fruit this year. The pear 
crop was relatively the smallest, 
in which the state ranked fifth 
place. The state attained third 
place in commercial apple pro­
duction. total peaches, and total 
grapes. Michigan ajso retained its 
usual first place /n total cherry 
production, producing one-third 
of the nation'SjfCrop of sour var­
ieties. Growers' reports on Nov­
ember 1 indicated the commer­
cial portion of the state’s 1939 
apple crop to be 7,800,000 bushels 
compared with a 10-year average 
of 5.456.000 bushels. The total 
pear crop was indicated to be 
1,354.000 bushels, compared with 
a 10-vear average of 974,000 bu­
shels: and the total production of 
grapes was \estimated at 58,100 
tons which compares with 62.990 
tons for the 10-year period. 1923-

| rels by the duel—and that passed. It was once the custom to measure ; 
1 masculinity by the number of bottles drunk in a night—and that j 
j passed. It was once the custom to beat children at school—and that | 
' passed. It was once the custom for men to work fifteen hours a day 
for a pittance—and that passed. It was once the custom to chain and 
starve and otherwise abuse the mentally deranged—and that passed. 
Ships that needed sailors stole them from waterside resorts or im- 

| pressed them from other ships at sea—and that passed. Pirates ranged 
I the ocean—and they passed. Slave ships sailed from Africa, their 
holds crowded with manacled black men and women kidnapped from 

I their native shores and destined for sale in so-called “free" countries 
—and that passed. From one point of view history is a vast process­
ion of Evils departing from human practice.

Only a madman would propose to revive any of those things 
done in times of moral ignorance. Because your family ran slave 
ships 200 years ago, therefore my family has a right to do it now? 
because your country stole an island 200 years ago. therefore my 
country has a right to steal it now?—that would penalize the race 
2,000 years of progress. Those things have gone! Vestiges remain in 
backward minds to vex the world with war. but they arc gone, and 
war is going with them. Time has caught up with it and passed it 
by. Whatever use it may have served in ages past, its day is done, 
and never more clearly done than at this moment when it seems to- 
have revived in zenith power. —,

From the vantage point of Armistice Day wc see a stronger force 
that occupies the place of strife. Lately there arrived at New York 
an American who worked abroad. He had seen a French border city 
and the country round about evacuated. People left homes, household 
pets, businesses, just as they were. The very dogs of the district soon 
reverted to type. Soldiers went in squads, dog shooting, so savage 
had the animals become through hunger. Before a shot had been 
fired in battle, desolation had settled down on the entire region. That 
man. on landing in America with his family, took his young son to, 
the New York fair to obliterate the painful memories. All around 
them at the fair they saw the pleasant and useful fruits of peace. 
And the man said to his boy. “Son. vou can have this, or you can 
have what we have just left—at the same price.’’

Well, in spite of appearances lo the contrary, the dominant moral 
mind of the world, made up of religion, science, the home, industry, 
education, has chosen this—at the same price. What other terms can 
free and articulate peoples find in which to define their future, save 
in the things of peace?

REAPPORTIONM ENT.
An effort is going to be made by a number of citizens 

of Detroit and outstate to endeavor to bring about a proper 
reapportionment of representation in the state legislature. 
There is no question as to the justness of the claim of the 
city- of Detroit. Under the constitution, Detroit is entitled to 
more members in the state legislature than it has at the pres­
ent time. %

But Detroit hasn’t been able to get its just share of 
representation for numerous reasons. One is because of the 
type of politics that has been played by certain groups in 
Wayne county which has created an intense hostility out­
state to Detroit’s reapportionment request.

Another reason lies in the fact that just as soon as some 
fellow in Detroit is elected to the legislature, he immediately 
applies for a job with the county, and generally gets it, for 
no other reason than that he has been elected a member of 
the legislature. There are dozens of members of the house 
and senate now drawing two pay checks, one from the state 
and one from Wayne county. Such a thing just could NOT 
happen in any other county in Michigan outside of Wayne, 
and outstate legislators and voters just do not like the 
scheme.

Then, too, there is another reason, and a very good one 
why the outstate is so hostile to Detroit’s claim. That lies 
in the fact that the wrong word was used in the drafting of 
the state constitution. It said that representation would be 
based upon the number of “inhabitants” rather than upon 
che number of citizens possessing the right to vote.

This contention raises an interesting point. Large num­
bers of out-state residents believe that Detroit possesses 
many thousands of foreign residents who are not voters, and 
therefore their residence should not count when it comes to 
apportioning representation in the legislature.

Probably one of the clearest statements as to the out­
state position on this question appeared recently in the Tus­
cola County (Caro) Advertiser. The editorial, written by 
Editor James Gallery, follows in full:

Detroit politicians are feeling very badly again over the 
fact that the state legislature does not reapportion the state 
so that Detroit and Wayne county, as well as some other 
counties in which there are big cities, can have more repre­
sentation. Detroit newspapers have taken up the cry, and 
seldom lose an opportunity to throw it into the so-called up­
state counties because their representatives and senators 
don’t seem to fall for the idea very much. By inference they 
call residents in the less populous counties hillbillies and 
backwoodsmen.

Robert Wardell, a Detroit politician who at one time 
was in the legislature from Detroit, has formed a committee 
to see if he can put across a vote in 1940 which will compel 
the legislature to re-apportion.

In support of their contention that the legislature should 
re-apportion the senatorial and legislative districts, those 
who want this done point to Section 4 df Article 5 of the state 
constitution which was written anew in 1908. This section 
says: “At the session in 1913 and each tenth year thereafter, 
the legislature shall by law rearrange the senatorial districts 
and apportion anew the representatives among the counties 
and districts according to the number of inhabitants, using 
as a basis for such apportionment the last preceding United 
States census of this state . . . ”

The law seems plain enough and, if it is admitted to be 
plain, then the legislature has failed to do what the constitu­
tion requires. W hat is written following this is not meant 
for an excuse, but as a possible explanation as to why the 
legislature has not followed the constitution in regard to re- 
apportionment.

There is a distinct feeling upstate, we believe, that De­
troit’s large foreign population includes many who are not 
citizens. If the re-apportionment should be made on the basis 
of population only, then a large number of non-citizens would 
be represented in the legislature. Citizens in the up-state 
areas are not ready to admit that those who have failed for 
many years to assume the obligations of citizenship should 
have as much voice in the government as citizens. This idea 
may be right, or it may be wrong, but the feeling is there 
just the same.

Then there is the matter of finances. I t has been a mat­
ter of common knowledge for years that Detroit’s finances 
are in a mess. Detroit is either just under, or just over (usu­
ally the latter) its extreme bonding limit and doesn’t seem 
to know how to handle its money in an economical fashion. 
This goes against the grain with farmers, small business men 
and other citizens of rural areas, who have been taught for 
years that economy, an<i_the care of their money, is a virtue. 
The feeling comes that “if Detroit can’t finance itself prop­
erly, why should we give it so much representation in the 
state legislature? These same fellows will put the state’s 
finances in the same position as are those of the city of De­
troit.”

As a slight proof of the correctness of this last feeling, 
we might cite this week’s issue of the Saturday Evening 
Pos^, which shows in an editorial that Detroit stands third 
from the top in the rate of interest it must pay when it goes 
out to borrow mon^y. Cincinnati pays the least interest of 
any major American city vyhen it borrows, its rate being 1.65 
per cent. Seattle, W ashington pays the most, 3.54 per cent: 
Newark, N. J. is second with 3.50 per cent; and Detroit is 
listed third, paying the same as Newark. The tabulations 
were made by the magazine Business Week, which copy­
righted the figures, and this magazine feels that the figures 
show the solvency of the cities mentioned.

So it can be said once more that Detroit has not proved 
itself to be an especially able financial manager, and people 
upstate don’t want their state government run in the same 
confused way. This may have nothing to do with the case 
for re-apportionment under the constitution, but the effect 
of the feeling is noticeable just the same.

Then there is, with the upstate folks, the remembrance 
of the many times when Detroit legislators have joined with 
representatives and senators of other cities, to force across 
legislation not desired by the rest of the state. The legisla­
tion may or may not have been all right, but the people in 
the backwoods haven’t  liked the stiff attitude of Detroit leg­
islators when they have jammed across their ideas without 
so much as a by-your-leave to the rest of the state.

And, say the people outside of Detroit, when these com­
binations of city representatives work so well, it isn’t neces­
sary to re-apportion anyway. Detroit can gain its end in an­
other fashion.

Then, too, there is the general feeling that it is not a 
good idea to allow too much power to any small section of 
the state, and to politicians from that section, no matter how 
large the population.

We folks look around and see machine politics in this 
state dominated by the Eddie Barnards and the Frank Mc­
Kays from the cities. We see how little they care for the 
rights of other citizens in politics. W ho can blame the folks 
here or in any other upstate community for disliking to think 
that the whole state is to be turned over to politician leaders 
like these?

In conclusion, we say that whether these things are 
right or wrong, the feelings are there in the minds of up­
state people, and while they do not furnish an excuse for 
failure to re-apportion, they do give a dog-goned good ex­
planation.

T H E IR  OWN M EDICINE.
Over in Russia, the Communists line up against a brick 

wall the citizens of that country who may happen to differ 
slightly with the policies of the Communist administration. 
Firing squads pull the triggers and these citizens are “liq­
uidated.” One does not have to differ openly with the Com­
munists in order to be sure of finding a sure place in front 
of a firing squad. Even if some one is suspected of differing 
with the Communists, that is sufficient grounds for immed­
iate execution.

Down in Detroit the other night some American cit­
izens who do not cherish the idea of having to face firing 
squads in our own country, cuffed the ears and kicked the 
pants of some people who had attended a Communist meet­
ing in that city.

No one approves of personal assaults upon any one and 
the attacks were ill-advised and should never have taken 
place. But out of it all may come some good. Maybe some­
thing has happened that will bring forcibly to the attention 
of our country the brazen affrontry of our enemies and the 
intense hatreds developing as the result of the open defiance 
by the Reds of everything American. Maybe out of it will 
come an immediate check of the activities of these aliens 
who are operating openly and defiantly within our own na­
tion and state. Maybe palavering, spineless and straddling 
public officials will gain some idea o£ the real feelings of 
American citizens about the coddling methods some of them 
have pursued.

The incident is a regrettable one, and the loyal American 
citizens should not again use these tactics. There are other 
and more peaceful ways to ward off the baptism of blood that 
awaits this country if Communists are not driven from it.
