MICHIGAN PRODUCTS.

The federal government takes more tax money away
from Michigan and returns less in “grants” to the state seem-
ingly than it does from any other state in the Union. In fact,
there are only .three states that pay more into the federal
treasury than does Michigan, but Michigan is way down the
list when it comes to receiving federal “grants.”

On top of all of this, the Washington administration
gives to South American copper producers an advantage
over Michigan. It gives to foreign sugar producers a similar
advantage over Michigan beet sugar makers and now it pro-
poses to give foreign growers of beans a tariff concession
that will work an untold hardship upon Michigan farmers.

It would look very much as though a state that pays
more than its share to support various federal government
enterprises is being hit unfairly hard when it comes to the
production of the minerals and crops that make ransom tax
payments possible.

But these strange policies coming from Washington
are not surprising. It is all just part of the mess the nation
has been in for over half a dozen years.

WHAT DIFFERENCE DOES IT MAKE?

During the present year more new homes h”ve been
built in and around Plymouth than in many past years. There
is still a decided house shortage and the time has arrived
for folks to ?et busy and relieve the situation. They can do
it, if they will.

A few days ago in glancing over a copy of The Congres-
sional Record it was revealed that home building had taken
a tail-spin during recent years. During a six-year period pre-
vious to the present administration almost eight times as
many homes were erected as during a six-year period of the
present administration.

Readers of The Plymouth Mail will be interested in the
following extract from an address delivered a short time ago
in the house of representatives in Washington by Congress-
man White of Ohio on the housing situation:

. “Every time a_fellow turns around in the Capitol he bumps
into a new blueprint of some Roosevelt ‘housing program.*

“During the last 6 years no subject has been discussed more
eloquently,”or in_larger figures. Since 1933 Government loans
and expenditures for public _housing and subsidized home owner-
ship have aggregated roundly $5,000,000,000, exclusive of private
loans guaranteed by the Government. Wisely and sound(lﬁospent,
this would ..have provided a milllion new Homes at $5, each.

“But what has been the net result of all these scattered
Programs? Are the ,workm% Pe,ople as a group better housed
hroughout the Nation? That is the real test, and today the
official figures are available.

“A survey published by the Department of Commerce xhows
that during the 6 New Deal years, 1933-38, new dwellings huilt
in the entire United States averaged 204,000 a year. But during
the corresponding'years of the previous decade—that is for the
years 1923-28—the” average number of new dwellings built
évery year in the entire country was 807,000. Thus the New Dea

HE KNOWS.

William C. Callahan, managing editor of The Auto-
motive News, who is regarded as pretty much of an author-
ity upon problems, pertaining to the automobile industry, had
the following interesting editorial comment in the last issue
of The News pertaining to the monopoly law, which a jury
in South Bend last week found the General Motors guilty of
violating:

“Decision in the General Motors anti-monopoly suit, at
South Bend, under which a jury returned a verdict of guilty
against the corporation on charges of conspiracy, coercion
and restraint of trade, is another of those peculiar paradoxes
in law. Here we have the picture of the United States De-
partment of Justice endeavoring to discourage alleged mo-
nopoly among businesses, while the National Labor Rela-
tions Board, under the Wagner Act, is busily spgaged in
building up a monopoly of labor.

“In the case of General Motors, the government charged
that the corporation forced its dealers to use the services
of GMAC on threat of terminating the*supply of cars going
into those dealerships which refused. The jury apparently
agreed with the government’s charges. In the case of labor,
the labor leaders threaten the employer with stoppage of his
supply of workers unless the employer agrees to use only the
services of the union’s membership.

“In the case of GM the dealer, at least, could turn to
some other manufacturer for supplies, had the corporation
carried out its alleged threats. In the case of the employer,
the NLRB steps in, holds an election in his plants and for-
bids him to turn to any other source of supply than the union
designated by the board’s election. We cannot help but won-
der what a monopoly is and when?

“Another interesting angle in connection with the GM
South Bend decision was that, while the jury found the cor-
porations guilty as charged, it exoneratedhe individuals of
the corporations’ personnel. This may seem odd”since it is
somewhat like convicting an automobile, involved in an
accident, and absolving the driver. Many of us may wonder
how a corporation, which in the Dartmouth College case (17
US 518-636) was defined as “an artificial being, invisible,
intangible, and existing only in the contemplation of the
law,” can be guilty of anything. Webster, on the other hand,
has another definition which is: “any group of persons or ob-
jects treated by law as an individual or unity having rights
or liabilities, or both, distinct from those of the persons or
objects composing it; a corporate body.”

“It will be interesting to follow the thinking along these
lines when an appeal from the jury’s findings is brought in
a higher court.

Since a woman’s maid-
en name is used only on legal
papers or when she uses” it
professionally, a  divorcee’s
maiden name may be used if
