Construction was s ta rted  last, 
w eek-end on a new building at 
the  W all W ire P roducts company 
which, w hen finished, w ill double 
the  floor space of the  preseift 
factory. The new addition  which 
is under construction is joy th«- 
south side of the  presenlLouild- 
ing and w ill b e  100 feoC wide 
and 250 feet long.

According to Vice Presidents 
E a rl Russell and Ross Heilm an 
the  addition was planned for 
construction some tim e during 
the  n ex t year or two b u t because 
of the g rea t dem and for the 
products m ade by the  company 
it was found th a t the  additional 
space was necessary im m ediate­
ly in  o rder to  keep up with th 
present production schedule.

The additional floor space will 
allow  the com pany to spread 
out their p resen t equipm ent and 
w ill afford  them  m uch needed 
room for the storage of raw- 
m aterials. The p resen t loading 
dock w ill be m oved across the 
railroad  track  to  be used for the 
storage of p lan t supplies and a 
new one w ill be constructed w ith ­
in the new building.

The present em ploym ent of

W ork will be completed ibis 
week by the H. M. W hite com ­
pany of D etroit on the installa 
tion of a blow er ventilating  sys­
tem  th roughou t the plant. Tin- 
system  will change the a ir  com 
plete ly  every four m inutes and 
w ill ca rry  out all of the fumes 
th a t  m ight arise from  the  wash 
tanks in th e  p lating  departm ent.

Total cost of thc building con­
struction  and o ther incident*. • 
im provem ents planned by the 
company is estim ated in the 
neighborhood of $25,000. Officials 
expect to be operating in the 
new addition not la te r than 
Jan u ary  15.

The company at the present 
tim e is devoting its production 
m ainly to refrigeration  p a r t s  
supplying a large num ber of the 
prom inent refrigera to r m anu­
facturers w ith shelving for then- 
products.

_or w allpaper,—they m erely  w ant 
p o m e  free heat until they  can get 
outdoors to  th e ir  favorite  box 
cider tree  n e x t  spring.

In fact, say  the  college en to­
mologists, the  bug w ill even stay  
in hiding, unless the house warm s 
up to such an ex ten t as to fool 
him in to  believing spring  has a r­
rived prem aturely .

Besides the  “red piping." the 
box e ld er bug’s description in­
cludes such details as length, one- 
half to th ree-fo u rth s  of an inch, 
and color, gray-brow n.

W hile M ichigan legislators m ay 
have been conservation-m inded 
a century  ago they  w ere not so 
scientific in designating wildlife 
species as are  present-day con­

Act 109 of the  Public Acts of 
1840. for the  preservation  of 
woodcock, quail, partridge and 
pheasant in the county of W ayne, 
provided th a t there  should be no 
killing of woodcock betw een F eb­
ruary  1 and Ju ly  1, and no killing 
of quail, partridge or pheasant 
betw een M arch 1 a n d  O ctober 1.

This event was probably* the 
first tim e th a t a P lym outh city 
m anager has been compelled to do 
this servicp which is usually  c a r­
ried out by the police departm ent.

Section 2 of the act provided a 
penalty  of one do llar for illegal 
killing  of partridge or pheasant, 
and a 50-ccnt penalty  for wood­
cock and quail. B ut revenue 
clearly was not the: purpose of 
the act: Half the  penalty  w ent to 
W ayne county and half to the in ­
form er. Persons selling or pos­
sessing the birds illegally w ere 
deem ed gu ilty  of killing.

W hat puzzles the  njiodem read­
er is the word “pheasant.” S ep­
arate  references to pheasant and 
partridge indicate tw o d ifferent 
birds w ere m eant, though the 
partridge, o r ruffed grouse, was 
often called a pheasant a  century  
ago. Gam e m en of the conserva­
tion  d epartm en t believe the  re f­
erence was to some o ther grouse, 
such as the p ra ir ie  chicken, 
found in W ayne county a h u n ­
dred years ago.

The pheasant of ; today, the 
Chinese ringncck, which now 
supplies m ore than  900,000 cock 
birds a  year fo r small game 
hunters, was' not introduced in 
quantities before 1918 by the 
s ta te  conservation d epartm en t. 
Earliest know n private  plantings 
of ringnecks in M ichigan were 
m ade in 1892.

house on the upper Smoky route 
that holiday of 1917. You see I  was 
tryin’ to do my share.

The day before Christmas was a 
corker that year. Started in well 
enough, but "the end of that perfect 
day” was a good deal like the one 
endin' on us'tonight, only fiercer, a 
lot. And white I wasn't as -loaded 
ynith holiday- mail as some rural car­
riers, and Nothin’ a t all like to^n 
and city pdstmen, I was pretty well 
worked down, helpin’ in the office, 
till I hadn’t had enough sleep in a 
whole week to match m ore’n one 
good night’s rest. Added to that I 
had taken a cold that settled in my 
eyes. Say, if you gentlemen think 
the winds have forgot how to blow, 
because Kansas is higher civilized, 
and intensiver cultivated, just 
s ta rt up the Smoky Hill valley 
some day like this one's been, and 
you won’t need three guesses on 
how long it will take to sliver your 
eyeballs to pieces. One of my eyes 
was bloodshot, and half blind; and 
the other one would never been eli­
gible for no labor union, and do all 
the time and half time it had to do 
for nothin’. That was how it hap­
pened I got so I couldn’t hardly read 
the addresses on my mail, unless it 
was writ big, and plain, or type-writ 
clear. I just had to depend mainly 
on the rural box number. If that 
was all right I let it go at that.

Miss W alldorf 
acted as chairm an. The Plym outh  
affirm ative was upheld by  V ir­
ginia Rock. Bob D aniel and Jim  
Zuckerm an. D earborn 's negative 
team  was composed by Dennis 
Benn. R agnar Arnesen. and Jflar- 
tin  Bringham . The tim ekeepers 
were P hyllis H aw kins and Peggy 
Sm ith.

In the- opinion o f the  critic 
judge th a t the  Plym outh  team  
had the advantage for i t  worked 
as a unit and displayed mo.'e 
facility  in handling the a rg u ­
m ents of the opposition.

Born in Rochester, Pennsyl­

vania. Mr. Clave, the industrial 
a rts  teacher, moved to Detroit 
w here he received his grade 
school education, and la te r to St.

She was 
also a m em ber of the Alpha Del­
ta  Pi, sorority . Following the re ­
ceip t of a Bachelor of A rts de­
gree she retu rn ed  to the U niver­
s ity ’s sum m er school to obtain a 
M aster's degree.

A lthough a t present she is giv- 
iug a  considerable am ount of a t­
ten tion  to the  ju n io r play, she 
also teaches dram atics, biology, 
ancient history and m odern his- 
fory. P lym outh  is the only school 
a t  which Miss Ford has taught. 
In  h e r spare  time, if sfie can find 
any, she dabbles w ith the  a rt  of 
fixing hair-dos. for she is 
tra ined  beauty  operator. Last 
sum m er Miss Ford spent her v a­
cation receiving tra in ing  a t the 
Children’s th ea tre  in Detroit.

Miss Fry, a rt  teacher of P lym ­
outh  high school, was born in 
Saginaw. M ichigan. She grad-

H I-Y  S E C R E T A R Y  O F  D E T R O IT
Ad d resses  Plymouth  
group

Boyd W alker, secretary  of the 
D etroit M etropolitan Hi-Y, a d ­
dressed the Plym outh  Hi-Y group 
W ednesday evening on the p rin ­
ciples and planks upon which the 
organization was founded.
. Mr. W alker em phasized the 
fact th at th ere  is still opportunity  
for the capable y o u t h '.  The 
trouble, he said, is th a t there  are  
not enough capable youths.

The four planks of Hi-Y w ere 
designed to bring out the  good 
qualities of all boys. They are 
clean education, clean athletics, 
clean speech and clean living.

Hi-Y was organized 50 years 
ago but was not developed until 
1913. A college boy w ho appre­
ciated his Y.M.C.A. in Kansas 
conceived the  idea of a high 
school branch. Since then  it has 
been adopted over the  en tire  n a ­
tion. Mr. W alker estim ated that 
in Detroit, alone, th ere  are  50 Hi- 
Y clubs w ith a to ta l m em bership 
of 1,500 boys. Some schools, such 
as N orthw estern  and Cooley, 
have four and five clubs.

Mr. W alker cited m any in ­
stances w here a boys’ Hi-Y affil­
iations had w idened his life.

“T his does not m ean,” he said, 
“th a t Hi-Y is only fo r  destitu te 
boys. Mac A m staddt, president of 
the M etropolitan Hi-Y last year, 
was an all “A” student.”

The P lym outh  group, Mr. W al­
k e r rem inisced, was started  20 
years ago by Ben Holcomb and 
S uperin tendent George Sm ith. 
Principal C laude D ykhouse has 
been w ith the group nine years. 
Donald Su therland  is the  present 
faculty  rep resen tative and leader.

Harold, 19 years of age, and 
Jack, 17, earned  $127.84 each as 
did the other boys on the project. 
Harold and Jack  live in P lym ­
outh. |

O perating  the D etro it e q u iv - ! 
a len t of the fam ous Boys’ Town, 
these 65 boys lived bn th eir  plot 
of land -at M ichigan and G reen­
field avenues, grew  and sold th eir  
own vegetables, and m aintained ; 
th eir  own stan d ard  of discipline 
for half a year.

H enry Ford established the 
camp and donated fo r its use 300 
acres of his land. Only en trance 
requ irem en t set by Ford was th at 
the boys’ fathers m ust be W orld : 
W ar veterans.

The boys worked in  th ree  d iv - ! 
isions each day on the  section of ! 
land. One group worked on the 
kitchen  detail; ano ther on camp 
duties. W hen the produce h a d 1 
reached a sufficien t size, it was 
sold by ano ther group of the  boys 
in a large stand  off M ichigan and 
Greenfield avenues. .

H enry Ford visited his camp 
regularly , at tim es m inus his cus­
tom ary bodyguard.

Jack  and Harold sta te  th a t Mi;. 
Ford docs not appear as though 
he .w ere in his seventies. He 
joked and a le  with! the boys as 
though he w ere one of them .

Reading helps to develop one’s 

education. This is brought about 
in two ways. F irst, reading de­
velops one’s vocabulary. W hen 
one reads he learns new words 
and new uses for old words. 
F or new words I  suggest Edgar 
Allen Poe’s works. He uses new 
words and a g rea t varie ty  of 
words m ay be found in the  old 
words he uses. Secondly, read ­
ing helps ones education by in 
c r e a s i n g  his ?knowledge. By 
reading books of trave l, such 
as “W ith M alice Tow ard Some,” 
one expands his know ledge of 
places and, na turally , the  peo­
ple who live in those places. 
Also, from  reading  biographies 
and autobiographies, one is able 
to understand  the  person or 
persons w ritten  about. A d o l f  
H itle r’s book, “Mein Kam pf,” 
presented his plans and asp ira­
tions. Likewise, P residen t Roose­
v e lt’s book, "Looking F orw ard’ 
contains his ideas about the  
future. On the  whole, reading  a 
varie ty  of books w ill help one’s 
education immensely.

POLITICAL ASSESSMENTS.
Recent newspaper dispatches say that a grand jury has 

been summoned to continue the investigation into the sordid 
political mess in Kansas City that resulted in prison sen­
tences for some of the big bosses of that place as well as the 
state of Missouri. It is anticipated, so it is stated, that many 
more indictments will be returned, with the prospects of 
more being sent to jail.

The inquiry has so far revealed that the political bosses 
required that all public job holders pay into the political ma­
chine a certain portion of their monthly wages. Not only 
were the public job holders assessed, but people or firms that 
did business with the city had to pay into the political jack­
pot so much money out of their “earnings.”

Of course all of this money came directly or indirectly 
out of the pockets of the taxpayers. They, the taxpayers, are 
not only forced to pay to keep the various governmental 
units functioning, but they are forced to “grease” the pol­
itical machines as well. That dual system has taken millions 
out of the pockets of the people of Missouri.

But what about Michigan? There has been developing 
during the past few years a similar system of political as­
sessments of public employes in this state. It reached its 
highest state of perfection during the administration just pre-

vious to the present one. How many hundreds of I thousands 
of dollars were taken away from state employes will never 
be known, but the total must have been an immense one. Not 
only was there regular assessments to pay, but state em­
ployes were compelled to sell tickets to dances, moonlights 
and other social affairs. If they couldn’t sell the tickets they 
had to buy them anyway.

The legislature during its recent session endeavored to 
put an end to that thing by strengthening the political activ­
ity clause qf the civil service act.

But notwithstanding the facts revealed during the past 
two years as well as what the new law attempts to prevent, 
it is pretty well known that at least two persons, occupying 
high places, are permitting, if not actually requiring, these 
practices be continued.

If so, there should be an immediate investigation of the 
scheme, and proper steps taken to end it once and for all 
time before Michigan has a scandal that will rival the affair 
that has smeared the good name of Kansas City. Political 
assessments seemingly go hand in hand with crooked pol­
itics. There is no place for any such thing in Michigan.

IS BUSINESS GObD?
There seems to prevail a general sentiment that business 

just at present is good in most parts of the country, except 
in Detroit. Of course the strike situation in Michigan’s met­
ropolis during the last two months has kept business there 
below the average throughout the country.

But is business really good when federal reports show 
that there are practically as many people in idleness today 
as there was six or eight years ago?

The present Washington administration said it was go­
ing to end unemployment in these United States but it has 
failed to do so if the reports from its own departments are 
to be believed.

Now comes along a Washington proposal that we spend 
millions and millions of dollars in building war equipment 
to protect us from what? If the present rate of shipping de­
struction continues among the nations at war, there will not 
be left at the end of another six months enough ships to carry 
a corporal’s guard from Europe to America.

Sa why not take the money that the administration pro­
poses to use for war equipment and spend it for purposes 
that will create permanent jobs for our idle people, doing 
something that will not only provide employment, but na­
tional benefits as well?

There are so many things that should be done, so many 
ways that money can be spent in peaceful pursuits that con­
gress should give but slight thought to appropriating vast 
sums for war purposes.

American citizens will not object to spending millions 
for peace, prosperity and jobs, but they should object to 
spending any immeasurable sum for the building of a vast 
destructive war machine. And business cannot be called good 
until all of our unemployed people are working in some oc­
cupation that does not produce equipment for war.

W HITE PAINT.
“I think Plymouth is one of the most attractive little 

cities in the country,” declared a recent visitor to The Plym­
outh Mail office. “It has so many good looking homes, all 
painted white...I never saw in any other place I was ever in 
so many houses painted white as you have here. That’s what 
gives Plymouth such a clean, well-kept appearance.”

Here’s a thought for we who live here to consider. Our 
attractive, light painted homes are common-place to us, but 
to the visitor they create a most favorable impression. White 
painted homes, especially when surrounded by so many trees 
and shrubs as we have here, do help to make a good looking 
city. When paint-up, clean-up week arrives in the spring, it 
might be a good idea to use a bit more white paint than we 
have in the past. There is no question but what it  does help 
to make a city look clean and progressive.

WHAT A JOKE!
Safety campaigns are good things, there is no question 

about that. Anything which will impress the public with the 
necessity of being careful in driving automobiles; is always 
advisable. But there should be some common Sense used 
along with it, especially when it comes to the Use of tax 
dollars to spread propaganda.

At various times we find at least three state depart­
ments apparently contesting with each other to ;see which 
one can get its name used most frequently in connection with 
these so-called safety campaigns. So energetic are some of 
them that, if not for the expense of it, it borders on the 
ridiculous. r

There is but one place for this work to be handled, and 
that is by the state police. It is their job to see to it that the 
public drives safely and that traffic regulations are properly 
enforced.

Right now is a good time to do a little economizing as 
well as placing all safety educational promotion where it be­
longs—with the state police. No one in this department will 
use safety campaigns for political purposes. Here is one place 
where a bit of economy can be started and no one suffer from 
it.
