A committee appointed by 
Mayor L. E. Wilson to review the 
Plymouth charter reported at the 
city commission meeting Monday 
night that there are three im­
portant changes that should be 
made to bring the city laws up 
to date. Because amendments to 
the city charter have to be ap­
proved by Plymouth voters, the 
changes as proposed by the in­
vestigating committee will be 
presented at the general spring 
election. April 1.

At a recent meeting of the city 
commission. Mayor Wilson ap­
pointed a committee of three to 
review the charter because it was 
thought many of the city laws 
had become obsolete as a result 
of state legislation. The mayor 
appointed Commissioners Hon- 
dorp. George Robinson and City 
Manager Clarence Elliott as 
members of the special com­
mittee.

The committee recommended 
to eitv commissioners that Sec­
tion 19. chapter seven be changed 
which will permit the city man­
ager to purchase goods up to the 
amount of $500. without the 
sanction of the city commission, 
providing money <s available in 
the budget.

At the present lime the city 
manager has authority to pur­
chase merchandise up to .the 
amount of $300. However, there 
are several items which the city 
can save money on by buying 
in carload lots or larger quan­
tities. It is necessary for the city 
manager to obtain bids, as well 
as ascertain where money is com­
ing from in order to purchase 
goods. Other cities in the state 
have raised the amount which 
city managers may use for the 
purchase of material without the 
consent of the city commission. 
It is reported that some figure* 
are set, at $1,000. According to 
the report $500 should be an 
ample amount to put at the dis­
posal of Plymouth city managers

(Airport hops were made again 

on the past jtwo week-ends. No 
soaring f l i g j h t s  were accom­
plished. howiever. In order to 
claim credit for a soaring flight, 
a pilot must gain altitude after 
he releases from the ' tow line, 
or he must find some rising air 
in which he can stay up longer 
than the best sailplane could 
u n d e r  conditions of no lift. 
Sometimes when the flying is 
being done in front of a ridge 
against which the wind is blow­
ing. the release may be made too 
high. The pilot may lose alti­
tude for a time but then succeed 
in finding a region down near 
the top of the ridge where there 
is rising air due to the wind 
lifting to get over the ridge, and 
he may succeed in flying back 
and forth for several hours. Such 
flying would be distinguished 
from an ordinary airport hop 
and is known as ridge soaring.

At Triangle Gliderport there 
is no ridge. All soaring must be 
done on other types of rising 
air. Sometimes lift has been 
found over Newburg Lake and 
this has often reminded the 
pilots of ridge lift. The edge of 
the lake has at times marked 
the area of lift just as the face 
of a cliff or ridge marks the area, 
of lift. Individual thermal up- 
currents have been the most 
common source of lift. These 
quite commonly form large cum­
ulus clouds on summer days. A 
few times cloud streets have 
formed and continuous lift has 
been found underneath the sun- 1 
shiny edge of the street. A glider 
pilot applies the name cloud 
street to a row of clouds stretch­
ing across the sky. Usually the 
individual clouds in' the row are 
of the cumulus type.

On one occasion a soaring 
flight was made from Triangle 
in front of a squall line. Thun­
der showers were prevalent and 
a row of thunder showers ad­
vanced steadily near to a pilot 
who was soaring in a strong 

, thermal. The pilot left the ther- 
\ mal when the top of it was al- 
r most reached and flew back and 

forth in front of the -ow of 
thundershowers for better than 
half an hour, reachmg 4.000 feet 
in a ship which has a j5o >r glid­
ing angle.

Attempts have been made to 
soar in cold fronts. These have j 
appeared to break up-just before1 
passing Triangle. When the wea-! 
ther man has predicted a “cold! 
wave” this sometimes comes true) 
in the form of a black cloud, 
which rolls up from the nortn- 1 
west. The cloud mav be almost 
a straight black line entirely 
across the sky from northeast to j 
southwest. Just before the storm 
hits there will be a calm or lull. 
Sometimes the wind has been i 
blowing directly against the ap­
proaching cloud before it ap­
proaches close. As the cloud goes 
overhead usually a strong wind 
springs up which is at least part­
ly out of the direction of ap­
proach of the storm. It some­
times becomes suddenly colder. 
Soaring pilots in other parts of 
the world have sometimes been j 
able to fly back and forth just: 
ahead of the storm and then a t1 
the approach of dusk fly out 
ahead far enough to land at i 
suitable airport and store the 
ship before the heavy winds 
came along. Some day. no doubt, 
one of the Triangle pilots will 
be lucky enough to get into the, 
lift ahead of such a storm and, 
fly to Cleveland or beyond.

At this time of the year the!

It would he 
rather hasty to say that you 
couldn't soar in this'part of the 
winter, because no sooner would 
one make the statement than 
sonic lucky pilot would probably 
turn in an excellent soaring 
flight.

Give Auto 
Income Tax 
Deductions

M o to r i s t s  M a y  
D e d u c t  O p e r a t in g  
C o s t s  F r o m  I n c o m e

Of special interest to many 
lymouth motorists are the facts 
oncerning their automobile in­

come tax deductions. According 
to the 1940 revision based on 
rulings by the U. S. Bureau of 
Internal Revenue the following 
information was received by 
Bartlett Rice, local agent for the 
American Automobile associa­
tion:

First, the car owner may de­
duct from his gross income all 
sums paid during the calendar 
year in the form of registration 
fees, drivers’ license fees, per­
sonal-property and municipal 
taxes.

Second, the gasoline tax may 
deducted in all cases where 
s a "consumers' tax" under 

the state law. but not where it 
is specifically enacted as a "dis­
tributors' tax." If the taxes are 
added to or -made a part of the 
business expense of the con­
sumer. they cannot be deducted 
separately as a tax.

The Bureau has ruled that the 
gas tax is a consumers' tax in 
the following states: Arizona. 
Arkansas' Colorado. Connecti­
cut, Delaware. District of Col­
umbia. Florida. Idaho. Illinois. 
Indiana. Iowa. Kansas. Kentucky. 
Louisiana. Mai ne .  Maryland. 
Massachusetts. Michigan.- Min­
nesota. Montana. New Hamp­
shire. New Jersey. New Mexico, 
"evada. New York, North Caro- 

na, North Dakota, Oklahoma, 
•regoni Pennsylvania, Rhode Is­

land. South Dakota, Texas, Ver­
mont. Virginia. West Virginia. 
Washington and Wisconsin. In 
Ohio the three-cent motor ve­
hicle fuel tax is deductible by 
the motorist but the one-cent 
liquid fuel tax is not. In -Mis­
souri. the gas tax is a consumers’ 
tax. with tha exception of the 
fuel tax imposed by Kansas City.

The distinction between • the 
application of state and Federal 
gasoline taxes should be noted. 
The' Federal gasoline tax is im­
posed on the manufacturer and 

&  \not deductible by the con- 
Jun/ier.
• ‘ The taxes on new automobiles, 

trucks, parts and accessories, 
tires and tubes and lubricating 
oil. imposed under the Internal 
Revenue Code, are likewise not 
deductible by purchasers, even 
though such taxes arc passed to 
them as part of the purchase 
price.

Third, the interest of money 
borrowed for the purchase of an 
automobile is deductible, irre­
spective of whether the car is. 
used for business purposes or for 
pleasure. If the taxpayer keeps 

jj is  accounts on a cash basis, 
■uch interest will be deductible 
only for the year in which paid. 
If accounts are kept on an ac­
crual basis, interest should be 
deducted as it accrues.

Fourth, if a passenger ear is 
used wholly tor ousiness pur­
poses. all expenses incident to 
maintenance, including deprecia­
tion. may be deducted. T h e  
Bureau fixes no definite rate of 
depreciation. Allowance is made 
for exhaustion, wear and tear, 

obsolescence of property and ex­
c lu d es  any idea of mere rcduc- 
‘ tion in market value not result- 

ing'-from wear and tear. The 
burden of proof rests on the tax­
payer' to sustain the deduction, 
which is limited to such ratable 
amount as may reasonably be 
considered necessary to recover 
during the remaining useful life, 
the unrecovercd cost or other 
basis. Where the car is used 
partly for business and partly 
for pleasure, only a proportion­
ate part of the maintenance and 
depreciation may be deducted.

• lased on the extent to which 
he car is used in the taxpayers’ 
pursuit of business.

Fifth, loss sustained by reason 
of damage to a passenger auto­
mobile while being used for 
pleasure is deductible. The loss, 
however, must be an actual- loss 
to the person claiming the de­
duction. In other words, if it is 
compensated for by insurance or 
otherwise, it is not deductible. 

Sixth, the Bureau has ruled

that where a motorist paid dam­
ages for injury to a pedestrian, 
such amount is deductible, pro­
vided at the time the injury oc­
curred the car was being used, 
for business. Since a fine paid 
by a motorist using a car for 
business purposes does not con­
stitute an "ordinary and neces­
sary business expense" as that 
term is used in the Internal 

, Revenue Code, no deduction may 
. be taken for the amount so ex­
pended. Fines paid, or collateral 
f o r f e i t e d  in connection with 
charges of traffic violations, are 

! not deductible for income tax 
I purposes regardless of whether 
I the car is used for business or 
; pleasure purposes.

Seventh, loss sustained from 
j the outright sale of an automo- 
j bile used primarily for business 
purposes may be deducted in 
computing net income subject to 
the limitations contained in sec- 

i tion 117 of the Internal Revenue 
1 Code relative to the treatment 
| of capital gains and losses in the 
1 case of a taxpayer other than a 
corporation.

Eighth, the amount paid for 
insurance on automobiles used 

1 for business purposes may be 
: deducted, but not the amount 
: covering the premium on insur- 
1 ance to protect the finance com­
pany’s interest.

Whether finance charges in 
i connection with the purchase of 
an automobile should be treated 
as interest and therefore deduc­
tible or should be treated as a 

i part of the cost of the automo- 
: bile and therefore a capital ex­
penditure is to be determined 
wherever possible by the provi- 

i sions of the contract of sale.
| Amounts, even though specifi- 
1 cally denominated as interest, 
are not deductible in situations 
where it is clear from an exami­
nation of the entire contract that 
such.amounts were actually in- 

• tended as a part of the purchase 
price. A premium paid for auto- 
m o b i l e  liability insurance is 

I within the category of expenses.
1 and should be apportioned when 
an automobile is used partly for 
business and partly for pleasure. 
The portion applicable to busi- 

, ness use is deductible for income 
tax purposes.

With reference to loss due to 
; damage to a car maintained for 
pleasure the Bureau says:

“A loss occasioned by damage 
; to an automobile maintained for 
j pleasure where such damage re­
sults from the faulty driving of 

I the taxpayer but is not due to 
his willful act or negligence, 
may be deducted in the compu­
tation of the net income of the 
taxpayer. Where damage to a 
taxpayer’s automobile r e s u l t s  
from the faulty driving of the 
operator of an automobile with 
which the automobile of 'the 
taxpayer collides, the loss occa­
sioned to the taxpayer by such 
damage is likewise deductible.

■ The amount of loss must; how­
ever, be reduced by the amount

The loss sustained from the 
outright sale of an automobile 
does not apply to cars traded in 
for new cars to be used in the 
business of the taxpayer.

Henry Ford bought a number of oeean- 
j going boats which he junked for scrap iron. The posts were sal­
vaged from one of the boats.

Mr. Gallimore said that he did not know for sure just what 
the six-inch iron piping was used for on the boats, but he was of 

! the opinion that they had to do with the steam system in some way.
When the piping was brought to Plymouth it was cut into six- 

I foot strips: Mr. Gallimore says, and each pipe was set in the ground 
, in three feet of concrete.

It was reported by city officials that the Ford property will 
; be beautiful and made a municipal entrance park to the city from 
I Schoolcraft road. It is a triangular piece of land bounded by Wilcox 
road, Holbrook and Hardenburg avenues, containing about one-

“According to the records this state and our nation are going 
farther and farther into debt, and those in charge of finances are 
getting the blame.

Ev­
ery candidate for office promises a reduction of taxes, but when 
elected they not. only fail to reduce taxes but actually permit 
them to increase.

“The president and the governor have to bear much of the 
criticism, yet most every well informed person knows that one 
man alone is not responsible for raising money through taxation.

V iew in g  th e  p rogress o f  national and sta te  farm bureau  
organ ization s from  their m od est b eg in n in gs to  the presen t, 
w h en  th ey  occu p y  an im portant place in the N ation , the  
leaders agreed n everth e less that G overnor Clifford E . T o w n ­
send o f Indiana w a s righ t w h en  he declared:

“W e are n o w  o n ly  about ready to begin  the job o f so lv ­
ing our problem .”

G overnor T o w n sen d , a form er “dirt farm er,” ask in g  
that th e  farm er join  hand s w ith  in d u stry  and labor tow ard  
ad ju stm en ts w h ich  w ou ld  benefit all, said:

H ow ever, rem edial leg is la tio n  is  pro­
posed  in  th e  N orris-Sparkm an bill, supported  b y  the T V A  
and by (governor Cooper.

T h is  m easure w a s expla ined  b y  its  sponsor, R ep resen t­
a tive John J. Sparkm an (D )  of A labam a, and b y  W illiam  
C. F itts , Jr., cou n sel for the T V A  board. It w ou ld  provide  
that 10 percen t of the electric  pow er gross reven ue of T V A  
sh ou ld  be paid to  th e  sta tes  or co u n ties  in lieu  of ta x es  next  
year but that th is  should  gradually  be reduced to  5 percent 
in 1948. T h e  orig inal act provided for paym ent of 5 percent, 
but o n ly  to A labam a and T en n essee  in the proportion of 
pow er generated.

Mr. F itts  pointed ou t that so m e tax  com p en sation  should  
be extend ed  a lso to G eorgia, N orth  Carolina, M ississipp i, 
and K (jntucky, and that half of th e  d istribution  sh ou ld  be in 
accordance w ith  sa les o f e lectric ity  rather than  on a basis  
of production a lone, w h ich  favors A labam a. T h is  is  provided  
in the n ew  bill.

H e  estim ated  that the p aym en ts b y  T V A  in lieu  o f taxes  
under the m easures w ou ld  be approxim ately  $1,372,000 next  
year, as com pared w ith  $560,000.00 in  the fiscal year 1940 
w ith o u t the readjustm ent, and w ith  $243,000 in  1938-39 b e­
fore th e  T . E . P . sy stem  w a s bought.

B oth  th e  cou n sel and the G overnor em p h asized  that th is  
proposed am ount w ou ld  take the place o n ly  of the ad val­
orem  ta x es  n o w  lev ied  on property, m o stly  b y  the counties, 
and w ou ld  n ot reim burse th e  sta te  of T en n essee  for b etw een  
$600,000 and $700,000 o f fran ch ise  or gross reven ue taxes  
w h ich  it h as been accu stom ed  to co llect from  th e  private  
com pany.

G overnor C ooper urged that an am en dm ent be m ade 
so  that the sta te  w ou ld  n ot lose  m ore than half of th is rev­
enue, but Mr. F itts  argued that th e  S ta te  has received  ben­
efits w orth  several t im es th is am ount in th e  reduced rates  
for e lectric ity  and in  the so il con servation  or agricultural 
activ ities  o f T V A , and hence should  find other sou rces from  
w h ich  to m ake up its  loss.

o f T V A  reven u es should  n ot b e returned to  th e  Federal go v ­
ernm ent to repay the in vestm en t it  had m ade to  subsid ize  
lo w  rates for e lectric ity  in th e  V a lley . Mr. F itts  replied that  
th is  w a s o n ly  in  proportion to the percen tage of reven u e  
paid in  ta x es  b y  n e igh b orin g  u t ility  sy stem s, and that the  
in vestm en t of th e  Fed eral govern m en t w o u ld  be repaid  
ab ove  that am ount, th ou gh  in  a lon ger tim e.

L ater h earin gs, and particularly th e  cross-exam in ation  
of Mr. F itts , probably w ill  g o  in to  th e  su b ject of w h ether the  
p rov ision  for ta x es  m akes T V A  an h o n est yardstick  for com ­
parison o f oth er electric  p ow er rates. T h is  q u estion  w as  
raised o n ly  briefly  b y  R ep resen tative  W a lter  G ..A n d r e w s  
(R )  o f  N e w  Y ork in  th e  in itia l session .

A GOOD ACT
Wo believe that transfer of the state fire marshall’s office 

to the state police department was a wise move and we con­
gratulate the. legislature upon having provided for this change. 
Fire marshalls will no longer be by political appointment, thus 
bringing new and untrained men to the work too frequently, 
but the work will be carried on by state police trained for the 
work and who will remain on the job. Eight officers are now 
receiving special training for the work of inspection and fire 
prevention. The job of determining fire origins where there is 
suspicion of arson and of finding the arsonists is really a police 
job anyway.—William Berkcy in The Cassopolis Vigilant.

HELP FOR OLD AGE
The nation wide social security plan providing monthly old 

age and survivors benefits has gone into effect. Thus is realized 
an ideal for which social reformers have long been contending, 
that provision should be made for old people for whom the in­
dustrial machine has usually been able to do but little. <

These benefits may be considered the result of the growing 
difficulty which the old people have had in finding work. In 
the simple life of old times, elderly people could usually find 
odd jobs which they could perform if physically able. With 
modern industry speeded up in a machine age, and demand for 
clock work efficiency, jobs for the old folks have dwindled. It 
has often been poor judgment to turn down these older people. 
They frequently constitute the best workers, but with conditions 
as they are it is hard for them to find work. The nation has 
generously come to their rescue.—R. J. Jefferies in The Lowell 
Ledger.
