There are about 75 of them, 
scattered from one end of the 
state to the other.

These have all been developed 
within the last twenty years.

Alex J. Groosbeck. to 
really .develop the state park 
system that has been such an 
attraction to millions and mil­
lions of tourists from all over 
the country.

Michigan has even •raised” 
one of its state parks from the 
bottom of one of the Great 
Lakes.

Take the limitless horizon of 
Lake Erie. Let the long, low 
tongue of Stony Point glide into 
it on the left. Add a mile and a 
quarter of white beach and a 
sandy bottom that drops so grad­
ually (less than one foot every 
hundred feet) even the youngest 
swimmers are perfectly safe. 
Back this up with groves of 
willow, cottonwood, elm, poplar 
and maple—not too many, pe.- 
haps, but enough for ample 
shade—and a lazy lagoon flocked 
with large and small-mouth bass, 
bluegills. perch, bullheads and 
other pan fish.

Surround such a plot of nat­
ural landscape with a b a c k ­
ground of busy, p r o s p e r o u s  
farms, steel mills, paper mills, 
automobile plants, a thriving city 
and lake port—all thb trappings 

. of the most advanced civilization 
—and there you have not only a 
picture of Michigan, but an ac­
curate description of St -riing 
state park, at the northern limits 
of the city of Monroe, just off 
the Dixie highway, according to 
an article in a recent issue of the 
s t a t e  conservation department 
magazine.

Today (Friday) ballots are be­
ing mailed to members of the 
Plymouth Chamber of Commerce 
in order to secure their vote for 
members of the board of di­
rectors.

They as a body, 
sanction or refuse to allow cer­
tain businesses or money-making 
schemers to come into Plymouth. 
Residents of the city arc fortu­
nate to have such a well- 
organized group of business men.

It is really amazing how Ster­
ling state park manages io cram 
so much of Michigan into its 
529 acres. But that, perhaps, is 
as it should be. Fur this, the 
newest of Michigan’s state parks, 
is Michigan’s symbol of welcome. 
It lies near the southeaster.! 
gateway of the state, only 20 
miles north of the stale line.

Thousands of vacationists mov­
ing north into Michigan’s p;no 
and lake country pass Sterling 
state park every summer. Th-.y 
have only to make a short side 
trip from M-56. a mile and a 
half east on a stone road through 
land that was formerly part of 
Monroe’s famous lotus marshes, 
to pitch a tent, picnic, or swim on 
the only publicly owned beach 
on Lake Erie west of Cleveland.

From the point of view of 
residents of Michigan. Sterling 
park is even more conveniently 
located, being right in the midst 
of the most thickly populated 
corner of the state. It is 37 miles 
south of Detroit city hall, either 
by the scenic River road (County 
379) past Grosso He and through 
Trenton to the junction with 
M-56 that loads t" the park, or 
directly to Monroe on the Dix- 
Tolcdo high wax (US-25), then 
left on M-56. Adrian. Ann Arbor. 
Ypsilanti. Dearborn. Pontiac and 
Mt. Clemens are all within a 
two-hour drive. Toledo is but 
24 miles away on US-25.

Woman’s Club
Will Meet Today

The park consists of a long 
narrow strip of former marsh­
land lying between lake and 
lagoon. Part of the land was a 
gift from the city of Monroe and 
the Monroe Piers Lund company, 
part was purchased in the fall 
of 1938. and the remainder (150 
acres) is leased. Instrumental in 
effecting the original gift to the 
state was William C. Sterling, 
secretary of the Monroe Piers 
Land company. The park is 
named in honor of his father. 
Commodore W. C. Sterling, the 
first commodore of the old Mon­
roe Yacht club, organized in 
1868.

Viewing Sterling state park 
today, it is difficult to believe 
that this area was but recently 
retrieved from the water. To ail 
appearances it is as old as the 
oldest of Monroe enupty’s farms. 
The trees are tall and strong, 
tho grass is green and thick, the 
ground is as firm as if bedrock 
lay but a few inches below. A 
wide stretch of marsh some dis­
tance west of the park is almost 
the only reminder of its former 
condition.

Furthermore, many of the most 
striking changes have been ac­
complished in the few years 
since the state acquired title to 
its initial 134 acres in 1935. Deb­
ris that had been washed upon 
the beach for several decades 
was removed or buried, leaving 
the sand smooth and clean. Old 
trees were trimmed and new' 
ones planted, the canal banks 
were landscaped. Five movable 
clothes changing booths or bath 
houses, each capable of accom­
modating eight persons, w e r e

According to present indica-; 
tions. hunters from Plymouth, 
and surrounding territory will; 
enjoy excellent local pheasant 
hunting next fall. During the 
past two weeks, more than 70 
birds, most of them hens, have 
Been released near here by the 
state conservation association.

Because hunting is not allowed 
within the corporate limits of 
Detroit, and the outlying district 
near the western limits is overrun 
with pheasants, Fred Eckhout 
and Howard Johnson, conserva­
tion officers, have been trapping 
the birds in Grandlawn cemetery, 
located on the corner of Grand 
River avenue and Telegraph road 
and bringing them here to re­
lease them. According to reports 
from Dr. Paul Butz, Plymouth 
physician and chairman of a state 
committee of the Michigan United 
Conservation clubs making a 
study of bird roaring, about 80 
per cent of the pheasants re­
leased near Plymouth have been 
hens.

Trapping will continue for ap­
proximately two months until it 
is time for the hens to start lay­
ing eggs. Dr. Butz said that those 
liens which have been brought 
to this locality will have two 
biroods of young pheasants before 
hunting season next fall. An av­
erage number of eggs to each 
brood is from 10 to 15.

Most of the trapped birds arc 
being released in townships of 
western Wayne county, among 
which are Canton. Plymouth, 
Sumpter, Nankin and Livonia.

In conjunction with Dr. Butz' 
bird rearing committee, he re­
ports that conservation clubs 
throughout the entire state may 
obtain pheasant eggs from the 
state conservation department 
without cost. Clubs are expected 
to make arrangements for setting 
the eggs out and caring for the 
young birds until they are old 
enough to be turned loose.

Tho Western Wayne County 
Conservation association which 
holds its meetings in Plymouth 
is cooperating with the state 
committee and has made ar­
rangements to secure about 500 
eggs. Several organizations in 
the city and vicinity have re­
quested a supply of the eggs. 
Wire netting for pens is to be 
furnished by the conservation 
club.

Dr. Butz has received requests 
for further information concern­
ing the matter from all parts of 
the state. As soon as he meets 
with the state board of the asso­
ciation and his committee, more 
definite information can be given

T h e P lym ou th  M ail w ill a lso g lad ly  publish  any op in­
ions o f its  readers on th is q u estion  if th ey  w ill subm it 
them  over their sign atu re for publication.
Question: "Who can vole on the proposed grade separation?" 
Answer: All registered electors in the city of Plymouth are 

qualified.
Question: “Does the result of the election demand acting upon 

by the city commission?”
Answer: No. The proposed matter is an advisory vote to deter­

mine only if the residents of the city want a grade 
separation and if so, where.

Question: "Will the result of the election give authority to 
the city commission to go ahead with the construction 
of a grade separation?"

Answer: Yes, unless a bond issue is necessary. In such a 
case, the bond issue, itself, will have to be submitted 
to a vote of the registered* property owners.

Question: "What is meant by an advisory vote?”
Answer: An advisory vote is merely to express the electors' 

wishes in any matter to the city commission.
Question: "Why docs the city bring the subject of a grade 

separation up at the present time?"
Answer: Because of the fact that the subject of a grade sep­

aration has been under consideration for the past 10 
years, city officials believe that it is time the matter 
is taken under definite consideration. The reason for 

. the particular method of determining the place for the 
construction is because the city commission is desirous 
of working on a project in accordance with tho wishes 
of the majority of Plymouth residents. They desire a 
consolidated opinion.

Question: "What will be the cost of the project to the city'.’’’ 
Answer: At the present time, no definite cost can be esti­

mated because at each of the four locations the esti­
mated cost is different: however, it is thought the 
county and railroad will assume the cost of physical 
structure and the city of Plymouth will in all prob­
ability take care of the „costs of condemnation and 
right-of-ways. It may be possible to get some assistance 
from the state of Michigan.

Question: "If Plymouth electors decide that a grade separa­
tion should be constructed and designate a site for it, 
will there still be time to turn down the proposal after 
the amount of money that would have to be expended 
is determined?"

Answer: Yes. After the advisory vote is taken April 1, the 
proposal may still be turned down by taxpayers, be­
cause if the city edmmission asks for a bond issue, 
only taxpayers may vote.

Question: "Will the building of a grade separation in the 
city of Plymouth necessitate a bond issue?" .

Answer: Not necessarily. City officials believe that an agree­
ment can be worked out with the county road com­
mission by which local taxpayers, would not be directly 
taxed in the payment of such a construction.

Question: "What is the city debt at the present time?" 
Answer: The city debt now stands at $154,250. There is also 

on hand in the city treasury $15,250 with which to 
retire bonds at the end of this fiscal year, June 30. 
On June 30. the city debt will be $139,000. Only $64.- 
000 of this amount is in the general fund for which 
all property holders in the city are responsible. The 
remainder is to be paid through the water and special 
assessment districts.

Question: "Can the city borrow money for a grade separa­
tion?"

Answer: The city Will have no authority whatsoever to bor­
row funds for a grade separation without a special 
election asking property owners who are qualified 
voters whether or not they wish to float a bond issue 
for the construction of a grade separation.

Question: ’ If the proposal for a grade separation passes the 
advisory vote, how long will it be before actual con­
struction is begun?"

Answer: Construction on the grade separation will commence 
as soon as possible following a financing agreement. It 
may take three, four or even five years to get the 
construction started, but the idea is to get every indi­
vidual in the city working together on one location. 

Question: "If the grade separation is constructed, how long 
will it take the city to pay off the debt that will be 
taken on?"

Answer: This question cannot be answered at the present 
time because of the fact that the method of payment 
for the construction has not been determined.

Plymouth voters will 
be asked at the spring election. 
Monday, April 1. to designate 
one of the following four loca- 

. tions for a grade separation pro­
posed by the city commission.
For many years, the need for a 

, grade separation has been felt in 
the city. In 1937. the city man­
ager was instructed to consult 
Wayne county authorities and 
requested them to make a thor- 

• ough study of the city, designate 
a possible location and give an 
estimate on the relative amount 
of money that would have to be 
expended for such a construc­
tion.

When the county made the 
survey, their main objective was 
to determine an east and west 
route through the city. How­
ever. at the present time, in ^ 
addition to the through route 
the city is contemplating tb£ 
possibility of a through fire ano  ̂
police route from the main busi­
ness district of the city to that 
part of Plymouth which is north 

i of the railroad tracks.
The four locations pioposed 

by the committee are at Farmer 
! street and the railroad. Blanche 
street and the railroad. Main 
street and the railroad and ai 
Ann Arbor Trail and the rail- 

, road.
Farmer and Blanche streets 

run parallel with one another, 
are one block apart and either 
could be easily connected with 
Plymouth road. At both streets 
where the railroad intersects, 
the railroad grade is built up so 
that less excavating would have 
to be done, thus less properly 
would have to be condemned in 
order to build buck from the 
underpass. Both streets are com­
paratively new and are wider 
than most in the city, especially 
Farmer, which is- 70 feet wide 
from Irving to Sheldon. How­
ever. it is felt that this street is 
not wide enough to take care of 
future traffic, and as there are 
more houses on Farmer than 
Blanche, more improved prop­
erly would have to be con­
demned.

Another factor being a di>- 
advantago is that most of the 
families which live on these two 

i streets, are there in order to be 
in a class "A" residential dis­
trict. away from the business
area of Hie city, where their
children will be protected from 
heavy traffic. Also, these two 
streets are not on a direct route 
from Detroit to Ann Arbor and - 
if the grade separation were 
built there, it is thought that in 
order to bring the traffic back 
to Ann Arbor street, a section 
of Sheldon road would have to 
be paved to Canton Center road 
and it would mean cutting a new 
road to Ann Arbor Trail from > 
point on Sheldon.

Blanche street could be ex­
tended to connect Norib Terri­
torial road, which is a direct 
westerly route from the city. 
According to county figures the 
cost of local widening and of 
property damages due to the 
depression of the street are esti­
mated at $17,675 and $21,670 re­
spectively. or a total of such 
costs within the limits of the 
grade separation of $39,345.

The physical cost of a grade 
separation structure to provide a 
42-foot roadway and two :.id< - 
walks is estimated at $165,.605 
which includes an outlet sewer 
or drainage at a cost of $19,800 

Such a grade separation would 
be adequate if Blanche street is 
not made a 120-fool thoroughfare 
through 1 he city and the total 

| cost for the grade .separation un­
der these circumstances, inehui 

, ing necessary Jocal property and 
, damages would be $205,150. To 
provide a 60-foqt r o a d w a y  i through the grade separation 

I would increase the cost of the 
entire project $30,750. making 
the cost of the entire project 
$392,200. In their report. Vh<- 
county road commission fqlythal 
the improvement of Blanche 
street and the construction of 
the Blanche street grade separa­
tion would give the best rcsuV 
for the present expenditure.

Main street traverses the city 
of Plymouth southwesterly from 
Plymouth road at Mill street i >
Ann Arbor street where it con­
tinues as an outlet to the south 
from the city of Plymouth. Fur­
thermore. through its connection 

, with Church street leading into 
1 North Territorial road it also 
, joins a westerly artery from the 
city.

These two routes of Mam 
street pass through the business 
district of the city, and Main 
street is not only the main bus­
iness struct of the city but is also 
in certain regions a high-class 
residential district. It also is a

Flying was started a little too 
late in the day: otherwise better 
soaring might have been ac­
complished.

Allison Tells 
of Power Top

The performance, economy and 
style characteristic of the 1940 
Chevrolet are combined with 
quick adaptability to all weather 
conditions, in the new cabriolet 
with power-operated top. just in­
troduced. according to E. J. Al­
lison. local Chevrolet dealer. The 
model, available on the special 
deluxe chassis only, is already in 
production at the various as­
sembly plants throughout the 
United States, a factory an­
nouncement said todav.

Like all the new Chevrolets. 
this new model features the 
vacuum power shift as standard 
equipment at no extra cost. Low- 
slung style and grace character­
ize this attractive convertible car.

Outstanding among the car's 
features is its power-operated 
top. utilizing the vacuum that is 
available from the power plant 
when the engine is running. To 
lower the top it is necessary only 
to unfasten three toggle latches 
above the windshield, pull out 
the control valve knob on the 
dash, and hold it out while top 
is lowered. The fasteners along 
the edges of the top are of a self­
releasing type, and disengage 
themselves as the top lowers. A 
boot is provided, into which the 
top may be enclosed if this is de­
sired.

To raise the top. the • control 
valve is pushed inward and held 
in that position while the reverse 
of the lowering operation takes 
place, vacuum power doing all 
the work.

The vacuum mechanism is 
simple, sturdy and trouble-free. 
It consists of two vacuum cyl­
inders five and a quarter inches 
in diameter with 14-inch stroke, 
a two-way system of vacuum 
pipes permitting a power stroke 
in either direction, and the two- 
way valve already mentioned. 
The cylinders are located at either 
end of the seat, between the in­
ner body lining panel and the 
outer body shell. The piston 
motion is transmitted to the top 
frame through linkage above 
each cylinder.

(Continued from paae 1) 
direct route from the main bus­
iness area to the northern part 
of the city and is the shortest 
distance to any point in North 
Plymouth from the city hall and 
fire department.

Because of the comparatively 
high degree of development and 
high property values along Main 
street in the vicinity of the rail­
road crossing. Wayne county au­
thorities did not estimate fully 
the cost of the grade separation 
at that point. They did. however, 
release figures for a 36-foot road­
way and two five-foot sidewalks 
passing under the railroad. It is 
estimated that the total cost of 
the project would be $290,209 
which includes an outlet sewer 
at SI6.000. right-of-way at $4.- 
745. property damages at $67,700 
and structural cost of $201,764.

Ann Arbor street is at the 
present the only direct continu­
ous east and west street through 
the city of Plymouth which is 
served at eacii end by continuous 
highways. Even though bv way 
of Ann Arbor street it would be 
a round about way for a fire route 
to North Plymouth, a grade sep­
aration must be considered at 
that point because of the direct 
east and west route through the 
city.

At its westerly end it becomes 
Plymouth (Ann Arbor) road 
whith eventually joins Ann Ar­
bor road (U. S. 12) and extends 
to the city of Ann Arbor. Both 
of these county roads beyond 
Ann .Arbor street are 120 feet 
wide according to the Master 
Plan. Ann Arbor street is at 
the present a residential street 
having a right-of-way 66 feet 
wide and along which the houses 
are generally set well back from 
the street lines.

It is estimated that the cost o;' 
providing an underpass for Ann 
Arbor, street having a roadway 
42 feet wide and two sidewalks 
would be S266.915 which includes 
right-of-way costs of $55,070. 
property damages of $26,250 and 
construction costs of SI85.595.

Such a grade separation, how­
ever. would not be adequate for 
the future capacity of Ann Ar­
bor street if it is to bo widened 
to 120 feet, and it is probable 
that increasing the width of 
roadway under the railroad 
bridge to 60 feet plus two side­
walks would add. perhaps. $5,000 
to property costs and $35,000 to 
construction costs to make a total 
of $306,915. according to county 
figures.

However, a grade separation 
at the Ann Arbor street crossing 
of the railroad cannot be con­
sidered without a study of its 
effect on Mill street (Lilley ruad' 
which crosses Ann Arbor street 
approximately 200 feet cast of the 
railroad and which crosses the 
railroad 550 feet southeast of the 
Ann Arbor street crossing. Mill 
street would be used as a through 
street in the direct fire and police 
route to North Plymouth.

Undoubtedly bo\h of these 
grade separations should be built 
at the same time, and the physi­
cal cost of a grade separation at 
Mill street will exceed that at 
the Ann Arbor road crossing 
while the right-of-way costs and 
damages would not be so great, 
and it is probable that the total' 
cost would be about the same as 
the cost of the grade separation 
at the Ann Arbor road crossing 
of the railroad.

In any event, whether a grade 
separation is built at Mill street 
simultaneously or at a later date, 
some re-location of Mill street so 
that its intersection with Ann 
Arbor road is thrown further to 
the east and so that its alignment 
at its crossing of the railroad is 
bettered to decrease the skew 
at that crossing will be necessary 
and the cost of such re-location 
has not been included in the es­
timate made by Wayne county 
authorities.

If no such provision of re­
alignment were made for Mill 
street and if the Ann Arbor road 
crossing were separated in ad­
vance of the Mill street crossing, 
the intersection of these two

streets would be depressed ap­
proximately eight feet and the 
grade of Mill street from its cross­
ing of the railroad to its crossing 
of the depressed section of Ann 
Arbor road would be a steep and 
continuous grade to the Ann Ar­
bor street crossing.

On the other hand, if the Mill 
street crossing of the railroad 
were separated at the same time 
as the Ann Arbor road crossing 
of the railroad without changing 
the alignment of Mill street, 
while the intersection of the two 
highways would still be depressed 
approximately eight feet, the 
grade of Mill street to this de­
pressed intersection would be 
nominal and satisfactory. In this 
latter case the extremely sharp 
skew of the Mill street crossing 
of the railroad is still undesirable 
and would add considerably to 
the cost of the grade separation 
structure. Thus, in any case it is 
desirable, if not necessary, that 
the alignifient! of Mill street bv 
changed somdwhat if a grade 
separation is to be constructed 
at that place.

There are on file at the city 
engineer's office, blueprints of 
the studies and estimates made 
above. Plymouth residents, in or­
der to become better acquainted 
with the proposition/^of a grade 
separation at any ond of the four 
points where the railroad crossed 
one of the streets, mav examine 
the records on file.

It is thought that financial as­
sistance in constructing the grade 
separation will be obtained from 
Wayne county and the Pere 
Marquette railroad c o m p a n  y. 
Other facts concerning the pro­
posed grade separation will be 
found elsewhere in this week's 
Plymouth Mail.

erected, along with four box 
toilet buildings.

The club house, f o r m e r l y  

owned by the Monroe Yacht 
club, was o v e r h a u l e d  and 
painted. Two highway bridges 
on the park drive were repaired 
and made safe for vehicular 
traffic, three wells were sunk 
and five miles of roads were 
constructed or resurfaced with 
macadam. Jhe r e m a r k a b l y  
speedy transformation of Ster­
ling state park from an area of 
little use into a playground 
where thousands have f o u n d  
pleasure and health, is concrete 
proof of the wisdom of the land 
reclamation policy of the Michi­
gan Department of Conservation, 
and a tribute to the Work Pro­
jects Administration which per­
formed the buik of the work.

As it stands at present. Ster­
ling is one* of the best equipped 
state parks. Facilities, besides 
those already mentioned, in­
clude fireplaces, picnic tables, 
playgrounds, a baseball diamond, 
three stores, ampin p a r k i n g  
space and camping sites for num­
erous trailers and tents. In ad­
dition, the Monroe Yachtr~£lub 
maintains a small club house, a 
few rods north of the former 
one, remodeled from an old scow 
bleached high and dry on the 
shore.

West of the old club house, 
where the canal bends north to 
enclose the developed part of the 
park, is an interesting relic of a 
bridge, no longer fit for traffic 
but highly prized by fishermen. 
Here, on any pleasant afternoon, 
anglers foregather to drop their 
lines in the placid waters of the 
lagoon and wait for a bite. Inci­
dentally, they rarely have to 
wait very long.

* * * * «:
The Conservation Department 

was reasonably sure that, given 
such a happy combination of 
natural advantages and location. 
Sterling would become one of 
the best patronized parks, under 
its jurisdiction. Those expecta­
tions have been amply fulfilled. 
In 1936.- its first year of opera­
tion. Sterling entertained about 
80.000 visitors,'of which 514 were 
campers. Two years later the 
number of campers had more 
than doubled: the number of 
visitors had risen to 226.870. 
placing Sterling well ir\ the ranks 
of the top 10 in the Michigan 
state park system. On one Sun­
day in 1938, 12.000 persons were 
counted, and about one-fourth 
were in the water.

And human beings are not the 
only visitors. A single day in 
spring or fall will find as many 
as 5.000 wild ducks on the lagoon 
north of the road, with an equal 
number of wild swans on the 
lake.

They had a large village near 
by called "Maera" or "Walk-in- 
the-Water." and the Dixie high­
way as it passes the park fol­
lows a former Indian trail, a 
branch of the Great Trail from 
tidewater in the east to the Great 
Lakes and the Mississippi.

m ust m atch  the trad itions of C hristian ity  w ith  the needs of 
the hour. By revitalizing our religion, he asserted , we w ill 
place a new and firm er foundation under the civilization 
w hich is so rapidly crum bling aw ay. In  o ther parts  of the 
w orld, he continued, we m ust provide the essentials of C hris­
tian ity  as a center of in teg ration  for cu ltu res th a t already 
exist.

P rofessor H orton  stressed  our responsibility  to the  rest 
of the world, declaring tha t “we cannot save w estern  civ iliza­
tion unless we save the res t of the w orld along w ith  it.”

All the civilizations of today, he said, are losing the ir 
vitality , the  prim ative ones because the addition of external 
cu ltu res have underm ined old religious and moral a ttitudes, 
the m ore advanced ones because people are m ore interested 
in the  m echanics than  in the  ends of civilization. C hristianity 
has saved d isin tegrating  societies in the past, he said, and 
there is no reason w hy it cannot do so again in the present 
situation.

O ur present civilization is religiously inert and cu lt­
urally  secular, he said. O ur job is tha t of revitalizing our re­
ligions which in tu rn  w ill preserve our secular institu tions. 
If  we fail to revitalize our religions voluntarily , the process 
will come from  w ithou t as in religious persecutions in Russia 
and Germany.

In urg ing  the conversion of prim ative peoples to  C hris­
tian belief, P rofessor H orton  stressed the need of preserving 
th a t w hich is valuable in  native cultures. In  these and also in 
the oriental civilizations, he said, the re  is much tha t should 
be saved and tha t need not be changed in the process of 
conversion.

JU S T  O N E  L IT T L E  R EA SO N .
The L ansing S tate  Journal, one of the im portan t daily 

publications of M ichigan, recently  made the following com­
m ent about the candidacy of Felix F lynn, of Cadillac, for 
lieu tenant governor:

“Felix H. H. F lynn, successful business man of Cadillac, 
up north  of w here the north  begins, announces for lieutenant 
governor.

"A s to  his political affiliations and record, this paper 
w ill prin t, as any new spaper should, news of Mr. F lynn’s 
cam paign and those of his rivals, for it appears certain  lie 
will have com petition.

“The S tate Journal, a t th is time, w ishes to  endorse an 
idea, w hich F lynn ’s friend. Thom as Read, a tto rney  general, 
has discussed m any tim es—th a t of frequent and quickly- 
called m eetings of the sta te  adm inistra tive board. T he next 
lieu tenant governor will be a m em ber of th e  sta te  adm inis­
tra tive  board and the taxpayers of the s ta te  will pay tha t 
official $2,500 for his added duties. H e w ill also get $1,100 
a year as president of the  senate.

“ Mr. F lynn has told the capitol representative of this 
paper tha t he will not move to L ansing if he is elected bpt 
th a t he w ill be .here every tim e he’s w anted. T ha t would 
hard ly  appear to guaran tee his presence every tim e he m ight 
be needed. Especially as Read m akes quite a point of ad ­
m inistrative board “responsibility ." and em phasizes tha t 
the board m em bers should be available for m eetings on a 
few m inutes’ notice, for decisions of sta te  policy. Read thinks 
the board should cease being a "rubber stam p” and should 
m ake policy th rough frequent m eetings w ith  the  governor. 
Experience indicates soundness of th is view.

"T h e  lieu tenant governor snould be as fam iliar w ith 
daily changing aftairs of s ta te  as the governor him self, ready 
to  step  into th a t office in event of any incapacity or d isqual­
ification for du ty  on the  part of the governor. T h a t w as the 
leg islature’s though t in passing the 1939 sta tu te  w hich added 
to the lieu tenant governor’s duties and raised his pay to 
$3,600 a year.

“T he fact is th a t the office of lieu tenant governor is 
gping to  be an im portan t one from 1940 on. F ar too im ­
portan t to be considered a political sinecure or a m ere honor 
w ith  a good salary attached  to it. F a r too im portant to  be 
filled by anyone unw illing to devote his full and undivided 
tim e to  it bv being at his desk five days a week. A bsentee 
job-holding by a m em ber of the  s ta te  adm inistra tive board 
receiving $3,600 a year will hardly do. Board m em bers have 
m ore to do than  a ttend  m eetings on second T uesdays of 
each m onth. T here are com m ittee m eetings alm ost daily, and 
the re  is no reason w hy the s ta te ’s second official shouldn’t 
sit on com m ittees.

"Felix  F lynn  should decide for him self w hether he w ants 
to  sell autom obiles in far-off Cadillac or come to  Lansing 
and settle  dow n to the full-tim e, responsible job of lieutenant 
governor.”
