Gives Tips on 
Preparing Smelt

Fall From Wagon 
Kills Wayne Man

Plain or Fancy 
Hot Rolls Easy

Any homemaker who appre­
ciates the appetite response that 
home baked fresh bread receives 
on the family table can utilize 
the suggestion of the home ec­
onomics staff that baking day 
can include a few fresh rolls 
made from a portion of the bread 
dough.

It’s true, say the food special- 
i ists. that some cooks find their 
; work much easier normally by 
. using neighborhood bakery goods.

It's also true, however, that 
company dinner biways looks like 
a treat if the .table contents in­
clude some home baked rolls.

With all that philosophy, the 
! usable suggestion the college staff 
i members offer is that if plain 
rolls are on the cook’s list of ac­
complishments, then some fancy 
rolls are nearly as easy to make.

There are dozens of ways to 
I change the shape of rolls.

Finger rolls are one type. These 
are made merely by shaping 
pieces of dough into shapes about 
the size of a finger and the job 
is done. Or a type of crusty bread 
sticks is possible merely by mak­
ing the dough pieces longer and 
thinner. Three of the narrow 
strips can be braided together 
for a braided roll. *•

Then there is the clover leaf. 
Three liny balls of dough placed 
in a muffin tin emerge as the 

_ clover leaf, or just two in a 
i muffin tin make a twin roll.

More elaborate is the pinwheel 
roll. The dough is rolled out thin 
and spread with soft butter and 
a filling of sugar and cinnamon 
or sugar with nuts or dried fruit, 

i The rolls then , are rolled up like 
| a jelly roll and cut off in one- 
' inch sections.

Michigan housewives who in a 
few weeks will find smelt abun­
dant on the market may appre­
ciate a few tips on how to pre­
pare the silvery little fish which 
are supplied by Dr. John Van 
Oosten. in charge of Great Lakes 
fisheries investigations for the 
United States bureau of fisheries.

"A gourmet has his smelt* fried 
crisp and eats bones and all.” 
declares Van Oosten. “Smelt are 
considered most palatable when 
rolled in flour, corn meal o.* 
cracker meal and fried in plenty 
of fat. Some prefer to mix a little 
brown sugar with the corn meal. 
Butter or a mixture of one-quar­
ter butter and three-quarters 
vegetable shortening or bacon 
grease imparts an excellent 
flavor. The fish should be fried 
until golden brown.

“Smelt also may be baked. One 
method consists of rolling the 
smelt in flour and placing thdji 
in a shallow pan. The fish arc 
covered with slices of bacon, sea­
soned with salt and pepper, and 
baked in a moderately hot oven 
until brown. A second method 
consists of placing slices of bacon, 
tomatoes (canned tomatoes should 
be drained), chopped green pep­
pers and minced onions between 
layers of smelt in a deep baking 
dish or casserole. The top should 
be sprinkled with cracker crumbs 
and dotted with butter. After the 
mixture has been baked thor­
oughly. it should be browned in

; a very hot oven and served im­
mediately.

“Smoked smelt, while inferior '
; to chubs and whitefish, arc quite j 
j palatable. After soaking- in a , 
moderately strong salt brine for 

: 24 hours the dressed fish are 
j rinsed in fresh water and smoked 
I over a smouldering fire of hard- 
, wood for several hours, 
j "Pickled smelt are reported to 
j make a very palatable appetizer. \
: The pickling method is the stand- j 
! ard procedure used for herring.1 
The fish are dressed and soaked 
in a moderately strong salt solu- 

. tion for several days; then they 

. are soaked in several changes of 
fresh water for 24 hours. After, 
draining thoroughly, the fish are 

| packed carefully in a stone crock 
i together with slices of raw onion 
j and lemon, bay leaves, whole 
! black pepper, mustard seed and 
; a little salt. For each two pounds 
i of fish heat one and one-eighth 
quarts of mild vinegar (ordinary , 
cider vinegar diluted with one- 
third to one-half water) to the 
boiling point. Pour the hot vin­
egar over the fish and condiments , 
in the crock and cover securely. | 
Let the fish stand in a cool place | 
for several days-before using."

Although the Rocks were vic­
tors in eight out of 15 of their 
basketball games, which consti­
tutes a winning average in anv 
man’s league, they were oyt- 
scorcd by their opponents to the 
tune of 50 points.

Bob Norman, a ‘junior and a 
forward, who. was the team’s 
leading scorer with 74 points, 
maintained an average of five 
points a game. Joe Scarpulla was 
next highest with 62 points for 
a n . average of -4.2. Douglas 
Prough, who played only the lat­
ter pari of the season, tallied 56 
points in ten games to ring up 
the highest -individual average— 
that of 5.6. Bob Hitt, who, like 
Prough. played but a part of the 
year, scored 48 points in the first 
nine games for the second high­
est average. His was 5.3.

The Norman-Hitt-Prough trio, 
which accounted for nearly hail' 
of the Rocks’ 362 points, received 
special recognition from the T. V.

A few minutes after Rev. James Sherea Montgomery, chap­
lain of the House of Representatives in Washington had delivered 
the above prayer last week Wednesday noon, he found his way 
to the gallery where Mrs. Eaton and the writer were silting. "It 
seems good to sec some one who lived in Three Rivers when I 
was just starting out in the ministry.” said the Chaplain to Mrs. 
Eaton. "Well do I remember the Van Horn family of that city. 
But that's a long while ago. and you were just a lit tie girl. Your 
brothers and sisters, how are they?” asked the famous Washington 
religious leader. The thought flashed through the writer’s mind— 
what a memory he possesses! It was more than 35 years ago 
when he was pastor of the First Methodist church of Three Rivers 
and the Van Horn children were school tots. Since his Three 
Rivers pastorate. Rev. Montgomery has become one of the nation's 
famous religious leaders. He has been congressional chaplain for 
more than a quarter of a century and he probably will be to his 
dying days. He is loved and respected by every one in Washington.

Contrary to general public opinion, that Republicans fear 
Roosevelt, party leaders in Washington are defying the majority 
party to nominate President Roosevelt for a third term. They de­
clare that there is nothing they would like better than g" to tin- 
voters with the third term issue.

There is one, important rule that any member of a 
state legislature or of congress should religiously follow, never 
present any data upon the floor of a legislative hall, unless you 
are dead sure that the data is absolutely correct. Unfortunate 
for Congressman Hook, even though he has been a member of 
congress for several terms, he apparently has not yet Icacncd tin- 
first and most important rule any member of a legislature or ot 
congress should know. It is to be regretted, because Congressman 
Hook does possess many commendable traits and he is a likeable 
chap, but hfs days of usefulness in congress are at an end.

"Jimmie” Cromwell, billionaire new deal "ambassador’’ to 
Canada, is the latest immensely rich playboy to become one of 
the nation’s leading political lights. Folks in Washington say he’s 
quite an "ambassador” in the ultra-rich social set of’ Ottawa, 
where titles still count for much. Probably there are more million­
aires and billionaires of inherited wealth associated with the 
present administration than with any other the nation ever-had.

"I believe I know that young fellow over there in the press 
gallery. I’m sure that must be Warner Neal, a lad who worked

for The Plymouth Mail three or four years ago,” commented the 
writer to Mrs. Eaton as he peered from the gallery across the 
congressional hall to that space above the speaker’s rostrum, oc­
cupied by the leading newspaper men of the nation who provide 
the country with the record of events in the nation’s capitol. A 
visit to the press room a few minutes later confirmed the beliet 
Warner Neal, as he has been known by the writer for more than 
15 years, is "Fred" Neal about the capitol. His full name is Fred 
Warner Neal. His father, who for years was one of the Republican 
leaders of Northville, was one of the men who induced Fred 
Warner, of Farmington, to become a candidate for governor. He 
not only had much to do in inducing Warner to enter the con­
test, but he helped to manage his campaign and was an important 
factor in state affairs during the entire Warner administration of 
six years.

When he left Plymouth, he wont to 
a newspaper out in Nebraska and, shortly after, the opportunity 
came to him to become a member of the staff of the United Press 
in Washington. Mrs. Neal, the mother, still resides in Northville. 
His father died a number of years ago. She has reason to be proud 
of her son—who will, in the not too dislai^ future, become known 
as one of the outstanding newspaper writers in the greatest new s 
center of the world—Washington.

A Michigan congressman walked into a new deal office a 
few months ago after some information. Going at full blast was 
a teletype machine recording the baseball results of the day. The 
congressman "hit” the ceiling. "Why is it necessary for public- 
employes to get baseball and racing and other news hot off tin- 
wire?” roared the congressman. Nobody could answer. He saw to 
it that this; $900 a year bit of foolish “luxury” paid by the tax­
payers was quickly ended.

Joseph F. Cox, former dean of agriculture of the Michigan 
State college, occupies a very high position in the federal depart­
ment of agriculture in Washington. Sometime ago he was in 
charge of the department which had to do with the control of ali 
lands taken opt from under cultivation. Now he is directly in 
charge of the extension service of the department which has to 
do with the coordination of federal and state farm programs.

Michigan newspaper men will remember James Hasselman. 
who, at one time, was director of the Michigan State college ex­
tension department publicity work. During his administration at 
the college he created among newspapers probably a far greater 
interest in the work of that institution than had ever before pre­
vailed. Mr. Hasselman went to the federal department of agri­
culture soon after Dean Cox left Michigan State. His old Mich­
igan friends will be interested in knowing that he is now tin- 
chief information official of the marketing and regulatory work 
of the department. Zs

Watch for some interesting fireworks in the house of repre­
sentatives before long. Alert, hard-working Congressman Albeit 
Engel of Muskegon is getting ready to set off a broadside that will 
cause a lot of explaining by some of the Washington higher-ups. 
Michigan has reason to be proud of its Republican congressional 
delegation. They are on the job every minute, alert to all that 
is going on. Had a brief chat with aggressive, determined, battling 
Congressman Hoffman, of Allegan, and Congressman McLeod, of 
Detroit. He, too, is doing things for the good of Michigan and the 
nation.

This lecture, or sermon, has developed into a number of 
standardized variations, each of which can be counted on to fill 
a quarter of a column or so.

In fact, the thesis has been repeated so frequently that one 
begins to wonder—“Who was it who ever said you could?”

Although the editors who make up the Fourth Estate Group 
are not as intimate with the Lansing scene as the Various brands 
of journalists who gather the dope for the daily papers, they 
are not sufficiently naive to suspect that bosses can be removed 
from their invisible thrones by mere wishful thinking.

As a matter of fact, it might be well to remind these Lansing 
correspondents that it is difficult to defeat any political machine 
which has had a ten-year start with even the best of material 
available.

Look at the trouble Kansas City is having with Pcndergast, 
for example, or Jersey City with Frank Hague, and Chicago 
with Kelley.

It takes more than one person or one group of persons to 
replace a political machine with an improved model. It can be 
done, however, as Dewey demonstrated in New York. If the 
boss system is defeated, it won't be done in a year or two.

But Lansing correspondents know all this just as well as 
our stale editors know that “you can't beat a boss with nothing.”

Real news, however, gets scarce at times in any man’s 
beat.—Dick Cook in The Hastings Banner.
