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It is quite amazing how 
quickly effective and beneficial 
is becoming a legislative pro­
posal made by the writer dur­
ing the last session of the state 
legislature.

The measure was not much 
more than a three- or four-line 
amendment written into the 
new game laws of the state 
when the bill was pending be­
fore the house of representa­
tives.

The writer's amendment 
provided that 40 cents be 
taken out of every dollar re­
ceived from each fishing li­
cense and used to purchase 
public-owned access to lakes 
and streams throughout Mich­
igan.

Plymouth fishermen as well 
as fishermen and sportsmen 
throughout the state know 
something of how rapidly 
many of the good fishing lakes 
and streams of Michigan were 
being closed to public fishing, 
even though these waters had I 
been stocked with game fish j 

from public-owned fish hatch­
eries.

Because of this condition it 
was deemed essential that for 
the good of the general public ' 
s o m e  steps be taken to 
keep as many of the inland 
lakes and streams open to the 
people as possible. The various 
sportsmen’s organizations of 
the state were one hundred 
percent in favor of the amend­
ment. It was passed with only 
slight opposition developing 
to .it in either the house o r , 
senate.

S * * * * >?
There was released for pub­

lication by the Michigan state 
conservation department a few 
days ago the following news 
item, which reveals how with­
in one year’s time since the 
enactment of the amendment 
the state has been able to ben­
efit by i t :

Purchase of frontage on live 
lakes and one trout stream for 
$33,000 inaugurates the state's 
program of providing publicly- 
owned places of access for 
Michigan fishermen.
' Lakes on which continuance 
of public fishing is assured are 
Orchard and Union lakes, in 
Oakland county; Strawberry 
lake and Lake Chemung in 
Livingston county, and Lob- 
dell lake in Genesee county. 
The 4.200 feet of trout stream 
frontage purchased is on the 
north branch of the Au Sable 
river in Crawford county. 10 
miles by river from the mouth 
of the strearm

These first purchases are de­
signed to protect the present 
public fishing privileges where 
private development might 
soon exclude the general pub­
lic fishing grounds. With lake 
and stream improvement, and 
fisheries research, the access- 
lands purchases are financed 
with 40 cents earmarked from 
the $1 received for each fish­
ing license.

To those who have carefully 
followed the trend in Mich­
igan. it has become apparent 
that there must be a constant 
vigilance if the public recrea­
tional advantages of the state 
are to be safeguarded for fu­
ture generations.

Of far greater importance 
than generally realized, was 
the enactment of the measure 
by the last session of the legis­
lature. which empowered the 
state, conservation department 
to purchase these public rights- 
of-way to our lakes and 
streams.

Ice Thickest on 
Lakes in Years

There has been but once dur­
ing this entire winter when^di 
mercury * in thermometers! ii 
Plymouth dropped to a pointybe- 
low zero, and that was only Yor 
a short time and it did not go 
more than three or four below.

But oldest inhabitants do not 
recall a lime when the ice has 
been thicker on the lakes than 
tins winter. On Newburg lake 
and some others, it has varied 
from 22 inches to 28 inches 
thick. Walled Lake is said to have 
been nearIV 30 inches thick in 
places. Even now the ice is more 
than 20 inches thick on most 
lakis abouj here.

The groajt thickness of the ice 
in this part of Michigan is ex­
plained by the fact that the- 
weather has been below freezing 
most of tile lime and there has 
been an exceedingly small am­
ount of snowfall to cover the ice.

Fishermen who have gone to 
the northern part of the stale to 
fish, say that ice is thicker on 
tin- lakes about here tha.n it is 
up north, where there lias been 
a heavy snowfall.

T H E  PUBLIC NOW KNOWS.
Soon after the present prosecutor assumed his job in 

Detroit, he issued an order which made it mandatory that 
all law enforcing officers of Wayne county, must go to his 
office and make application for a criminal warrent before it 
could be issued. In former years, the facts in a criminal m a t­
ter were frequently placed before the judge of the municipal 
court or a competent justice of the peace and proper steps 
taken to proceed with the matter. There was exceedingly 
little cost about such local proceedings. It saved money and 
it saved time.

But!
Along came Duncan McCrea, the “fighting prosecutor."
He told the chiefs of police and other out-county law 

enforcing officers that it would be necessary for them to 
place the facts in all criminal matters before him previous 
to the issuance of any warrant.

That has been the cumbersome and questionable policy 
followed for the past three or four years.

Now it looks as though there was a mighty good reason 
for such an order on the part of the county prosecutor!

Just suppose one of the pet racketeers that has grown 
fat and prosperous during the past few years, had fallen 
into the hands of some out-county law enforcing officer? 
And suppose that that officer had secured a warrant from 
some justice outside of the city of Detroit and that racketeer 
had gone to jail! Wouldn’t that have been just too bad for 
everybody concerned!

Wonder if that order requiring all facts about criminal 
matters be placed before the prosecutor before warrants 
could be issued, had any sort of a connection with what has 
been going on?

W HO CARES!
„ A day or so after the return of the writer from a brief 

trip to the South and Washington, the “news” drifted into 
the office that one or two so-called "big Republican chiefs" 
who had come out from the “city" to attend the recent Lin­
coln day banquet in Plymouth, didn't like it because two or 
three Democrats in this vicinity were introduced to the 
audience, and they, the "big Republican chiefs" were over­
looked. Now. it seems, that these self-styled "big chiefs" are 
both recent appointees to minor political jobs in Detroit. 
A good substantial citizen, one who pays his taxes and 
doesn’t go running around looking for a political hand-out 
of some kind, who is respected by his neighbors and friends, 
even though he be a Democrat, is just as important a person, 
if not a little more so. than some penny-ante political jot)* 
holder whose only interest in the affairs of the day is in keep­
ing the minor political job to which he has been appointed. 
A difference: of political views in no way lessens our respect 
and esteem for any good citizen.
