Monday is election day in 
Plymouth and in many o th e r; 
communities throughout the 
state. All of the townships will 
also hold elections.

When a voter now goes in- ■ 
to the voting booth to cast his 
ballot for this or that person, 
it will be behind closed cur­
tains and no one except him­
self and his God will know 
how he voted.

Our system is called th e ; 
secret Australian ballot sys­
tem.

How different it is than in , 
the old days in Wayne coun­
ty and Michigan.

Back in the early years it 
was necessary for voters to 
stand up and be counted when 
they voted. They had no bal­
lots.

There was no secret about 
the way a man voted. As a 
voter approached the table 
where the election clerks were 
seated, he was asked the name 
of the candidate he favored.

He responded openly giving 
the name of the candidate he 
desired to vote for in the pres­
ence of all who stood about.

In those days men were not 
afraid to stand up and be 
counted. They were perfectly 
willing to have their neighbors 
know who their favorites were.

Early Wayne county history 
records the fact that at some 
elections interesting notations 
were made after the names of 
voters.

One record shows that the 
voter "had no known prop­
erty."

Another notation s h o w s  
that the voter "has given his 
creditors all he has: the farm 
on which he lives belongs to 
his wife."

Another says "lately arrives: 
has no known property."

Those were the days when 
the foundation for a great staie 
was being built.

Public Opinion 
Runs High in Spirit 

i /  Sale Question
Probably never before in the 

city has there ever pcen a more 
cut and dried opinion concerning 
an election issue than there is 
this year in the liquor by th e  
glass question. Residents Mon- 
dax al the general.spring .election < 
w il\ vote as to whether or noi 
they\hajl allow the sale of spirits 
in addition to beer and wine in 
the citV The law provides that 
if city ejectors rule that the city 
allow the\sale of spirits within 

' the city Iinwtafc it may be sold on 
the same premises with beer and 
wine if license is granted by the 
city commission. A close vote is 
expected.

According to slate law. for a 
question of this nature, a special 
election has to be called within 
GO days of the filing of the peti­
tion for the election. Petitions 
calling for the vote were pre­
sented to the city clerk on March 

. 4. Because the' general election 
would fall within the required GO 

I days, the city clerk ruled that the 
liquor question would be* brought 

|*up at the same time. By bavin;
. the special election along witn 
; the general election Monday, ’he 
. city will save approximately 
$200.

The petition requesting the 
special election was signed by 380 
qualified voters e>f the city of 
Plymouth. Under state law it 
will take a majority of one vote 
over 50 percent of the* total num­
ber east to pass the issue. Pro­
viding that eity residents sanction 
the sale of liquor by the glass in 

i the city, application for liquor 
i licenses will be* made to the State 
I Liquor -commission who in turn 

will ask advisement from the 
Plymouth city commission as to 
whether or not the applicant is a 
desirable person to handle it and 
also if the- premises on which the 

; liquor is to be sold are desirable.
1 The number of places licensed in 
, the- city will be entirely in the 

hands **f city commissioners.
Because in the past there- has 

been much talk concerning the1 
liquor question in the city ol 
Plymouth, city officials feel that 
this will be a chance for the* 
voters to really decide* for them­
selves whether or not live* major­
ity want liquor by the: glass in­
side the city limits.

Separation Issue 
to Have Bearing 
in  City’s Future

R esidents W ill Vote 
Monday on Grade 
Separation Question

The election issue which will 
have the m o s t  bearing on 
the future of the city of Plym­
outh but which will perhaps have 
the least contemporary use as far 
as immediate value is concerned 
is the advisory vote that is being 
presented to Plymouth electors 
Monday concerning a grade sep­
aration. The question as it i s , 
stated on the ballot is whether or j 
not the city commission shall j 
seek a grade separation at th e ; 
present lime. Another part of the ( 
question is. "if city residents, 
want a grade separation consid­
ered now, where shall it be lo- 
cated?” Four locations arc sug-; 
nested. One is at Main street al 
the railroad crossing; another is 
al Blanche street at the railroad; i 
the third is at Farmer street at; 
the railroad: and the fourth is at 
West Ann Arbor Trail at the rail- ' 
road.

The question of a grade sep­
aration as it 4s pul before Plym­
outh electors will be an advisory- 
vote to let the commission know : 
the wishes of the greatest zna- . 
joritv of city residents. There is i 
nothing final about the outcome! 
of t!y* vote. Comznissioziers will I 
do as they see fit. They merely ! 
want to be sure if they should j 
go ahead with preparations fori 
such a construction whether or I 
not they will be in accord with : 
the wishes of the people.

concerning the proposed grade' 
separation, approximate struct-; 
ural costs, costs of land damage.! 
property clearance and pavement j 
widening. The figures were ob­
tained from a survey made in !

same sort for an east and west1 
route through the city. ■.

Of prime importance to the 

city of Plymouth and the police 
department is the organization of 
this club as it is a means of bring­
ing to their attention all poten­
tial juvenile delinquents for their 
supervision. The club will pro­
mote saefty among cyclists and 
instruct them in traffic rules and 
regulations.

When an individual received 
his bicycle registration, ho was 
given a metal license plate which 
is to be attached to the rear of 
his machine. The licenses are 
furnished by the city for use by 
club members. They are the 
same color as those used for 

1 automobiles this year. The Ji- 
' censes are dated so that they can- 
not be used again next year.-

Special, plate numeers will be 
i issued to officers of the club.

An officer from the Plymouth 
! police department will be chosen 
to oversee the activities of the 
club and act as advisor. His other 
duties will include acting as judge 

: of the bicycle club court and to 
j see that punishment which is 
1 ruled by the court is carried out. 
He must supervise and provide 
entertainment lor members and 
assist them of the club whenever 

‘ possible. Also he must inspect ail 
bicycles and see that they are 
properly equipped according to 

: the rules of the club.
The president of the club must 

; preside at all meetings. He is 
1 expected to appoint juries and 
i supervise inspection and inaug­
uration of new candidates. The 
vice-president will perform all 
the duties of the president in the 

, chief executive’s absence.
It is expected that the secre­

tary-treasurer will take care of 
fees that may be realized from 
fines, record all new registrations 
and file license plate numbers.

When any case of negligence 
1 is brought to the attention of the 
president by a complaint of a 
member of the club or by a civ­
ilian. the offender is brought into 
court, the case is heard ana a Six- 
man jury brings in its verdict. 
Penal discipline is given accord­
ing to the seriousness of the vio- 

j lation. The jury has the power 
I to recommend to the judge the 
: amount of punishment that the 
particular violation should re­
quire. Punishment may include

• the removal of the license tag 
from the honorary members, the

i removal of a bicycle from the 
street for any given number of 
days or other penalties along 
this same line.

Questions and Answers
This question box has been printed in The Plymouth 

Mail for the past few weeks presenting an unbiased in­
formative view in relation to the grade separation ques­
tion to help Plymouth voters cast an intelligent vote in 
the coming general spring election, Mond«J-. April 1. 
Question: "If city electors approve the vote for a grade sep­

aration. how long will it be before a separation can bo 
built?"

Answer: Providing the separation question passes the advisory 
vale, and negotiations start immediately following the 
election. April 1. in all probability the separation will 
not be completed for a period of five years or more. 
City officials say that it will take a period of time of 
that length to make arrangements with the county for 
financial assistance. When and if the county approves 
the proposition, the bill will then have to be put on 
their budget.* It is suggested by Plymouth officials that 

.residents keep in mind that the vote is only for advice 
*to the commission as to whether or not city residents 
want a grade separation and if so, where. If the need 

-for a grade separation is felt strongly enough by the 
greater majority of the voting -public and they ,put a 
cross in the box before "yes" on their ballot, the city 
commission will then know that they are in accordance 
will) the greater number of residents of Plymouth and 
proceed with plans for the separation. If the final vote 
is "no," the question will be disregarded for the time 
being, and other matters of importance will be taken up. 
It was learned recently through this column that res­
idents may vote "no" on the grade separation question 
and still put a check before one of ihc four desired lo­
cations. In this case, the commission feels that even 
though some individuals do nut wish a grade separation 
built, they will have a voice in its position provided that 
it passes or is brought up at a later dale. City officials 
wish to convey the idea that it will take some lime to 
make arrangements for the separation if it passes the 
advisory vote. It will not be approved today and built 
tomorrow. TJic grade separation is a matter of impor­
tance. It will be one structure that will still be standing 
when most of the people who voted both for and against 
it are gone. If it lakes five or even ten years to plan, 
provided the final vote is "yes.” city officials feci that 
tin.- time will not be wasted. Plymouth is growing and 
must plan for the future. Plymouth residents must re­
member that they arc ns much a part of the city as is 
their representatives, the city commissioners, whom they 
elected lu oversee the affairs of city government. Every 
city elector is expected by his commissioner for advise­
ment on the grade separation question when it is' put 
before' Plymouth residents at the general spring elec­
tion. April 1.

Question: "If the grade separation question passes the advisory 
vote April 1. what will be the commission's next move 
toward securing it at the earliest possrbkf\date?" 

Answer: Along with the residents’ acceptance^ the grade 
separation question, there will aLso be designated a lo- 
cation for the structure. Mayor Wilson will probably 
appoint a committee of commission members to secure 
data pertaining to superstructure plans: costs, both of 
right-of-way and property damages, and make arrange­
ments for financing. If it is mandatory that the city 
be bonded for the grade separation, Plymouth inxpayo!.- 
wi 11 then be asked to either accept or reject the proposal 
which will be oflcred. By that moans, when the cost ol' 
the separation is determined, it may still be turned 
down if taxpayers are of the opinion that the amount of 
money should not be expended-at the present time. 

Question: "What will the City debt be at the end of this fiscal 
year?"

Answer: On June 30. the city debt will be $124,000. Only $64.- 
000 of tills amount is in the general fund for Which 
all property holders in the city arc responsible. The re­
mainder is to be paid through the water and special 
assessment districts. The city debt now stands at $154.- 
250. There is on hand in the city treasury $15,000 with 
which to retire bonds at the end of this fiscal year. 
June 30.

Question—"If all the suggested locutions for a grade sepa­
ration are considered on as nearly an equal basis as 
possible as to width of street approaching, clearance, 
damage to business and private properly, etc., which 
location would appear to do the job of getting traffic 

-past the railroad crossing with the minimum amount of 
expense involved?”

Answer According to figures compiled by the Wayne County 
Road commission in their report to the city in 1937, a 
crossing at Blanche street would involve the least 
expense. City officials said in answering this question 
that residents should not consider the cost alone in 
deciding where the separation should be built. There 
is the matter of whether or not a separation at that 
location would serve the purpose best for which it is 
intended lor all the city.

Question—"Which suggested location for a grade separation 
would do llie feast amount of damage to business places 
located at or near the site of construction?”

Answer—At the Ann Arbor trail crossings or Farmer street, 
perhaps there would be no damage done to business 
places located at or near the site of construction.

New Cabbage
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Business Men of Small Communities 
Are the Real Backbone of Nation

W. J. Cameron of 
Ford Company Lauds 
Small Country Towns

One of the outstanding tributes 
paid to the business men of the 
smaller communities of the na­
tion was contained in an address 
given recently by William J. 
Cameron of the Ford Motor com­
pany during the Sunday evening 
Ford hour.

For the benefit of those who 
might not have heard the ad­
dress. The Plymouth Mail is pub­
lishing it in full, as follows:

"This is a country of small 
towns and small businesses. The 
large cities often are only small 
neighboring communities grown 1 
together: the large businesses 
usually are successive stages o f ' 
a particular service hooked to- ■ 
gother for efficiency and econ­
omy. But for the villages, there 
would be no cities—large cities 
are not self-perpetuating: and 
but for smaller business units, 
there would be no great' corpo­
rations. Wore the great cities 
destroyed, they could be rebuilt 
from the towns and villages: 
from small businesses, great cor­
porations could be organized 
again — but conversely, this 
would not be true.

"Ninety-four per e e n t of 
American towns and cities have 
less than 50,000 population. These 
are communities of quite dis-, 
tinclive character and g r e a t  
range of individuality. Ea c h  
community or group has much 
more balanced leadership than 
most large cities have. Out in 
the country — where you really, 
find this Country — a type of i 
thought prevails of which the 
suffocating a n d  sophisticated 
superficiality of the strident and 
self-worshiping metropolis sel­
dom seems capable.

Likewise, the country’s real 
business is small business. Of all 
businessmen who pay income 
tax. A(J per cent are Small Busi­
nessmen who earn less than $25.- 
000 a year—earn it and use it. 
We have about 210.UOU industrial 
concerns: 145.000 of .them are 
small concerns producing less 
than $100,000 worth of goods a 
year—which everyone knows is 
a very small production. There 
are one and a half million retail 
stores: one and a quarter million 
of them are independent single- 
uwner stores.

"It is important to know this, 
but we cannot be said t*• know it 
as long as we think of Big Busi­
ness when we hear business 
spoken of — as if business were 
great aggregations of capital, 
vast concentrations of mechani­
cal power and famous industrial 
names. These do not comprise 
American Business. Go around 
t!ie country, observe tilings at 
first hand. Drop into tin- annual 
conventions- of tlx- American 
Bankers Association, for ex­
ample. You see 5.000 bankers in 
session. Famous men are there— 
heads of famous banks—but you 
could seat ihon in one row of 
chairs. The other 4.950 men (and 
a few women) are heads of 
country banks, small-town hanks, 
small-city banks — tin- Small 
Bankers who carry on the bulk 
of the hanking business for tin- 
bulk of till' people. Visit the 
great Canners' Convention — a 
c o n v e n t i o n so large that it 
swamps any city where it. meets. 
All the big names are there, of 
course, but they are lust among 
thousands of men connected with 
small canneries — single-owner 
canneries, two-brother partner­
ships. canneries operated by five 
working partners, and so on. 
You ii'-ed to see them all together 
to realize that the canning in­
dustry is made up of a multitude 
of small units. At an insurance 
convention you observe the same 
thing the big national com­
panies us a matter of course but 
also hundreds of smaller acci­
dent. fire, life and health insur­
ance companies, representing at 
least one line of American busi­
ness that today can report its 
transactions in astronomical fig­
ures without using a Single drop 
of red ink,

"Tlie hotel business in conven­
tion presents the same picture. 
That massive indiiNtrv is capable 
of earing for more than a million 
people every day. yet 7t) per cent 
of the hotels that comprise it 
have less than 50 rooms each. 
Name any field you like.— the 
furniture business, the pulp and, 
paper busViess, the newspaper 
publishing business, the dairy 
business - it is made up of small 
units.

"Even the operations of big 
automobile -factories are pre-

ceded by weeks o) work in the 
field of Small Busim ss. and 
when the big automobile manu­
facturers have added their spec­
ial contribution, the whole pro­
duct moves on’ into the field of 
S m a l l  Business again to be 
bought, sold and used. Big Busi­
ness is just a junction point fur 
Small Business going and coin­
ing.

"What a vast network of eom- 
mumeatjons Small Business is. 
through which to rend depressive 
or tonic influence to the coun­
try! We are more dependent on 
the small busine.-sman than we 
realize- more than he realize; 
Not only is his importance to lie 
emphasized, but also his nspnii 
sibilily. His community takes its 
reading of the national economic 
temperature from the thermom­
eter of his countenance. What­
ever he permits to worry or in­
jure or undiilv burden him. slows 
down the nation. In tlv> worst of 
times, from 10 to 25 pi refill more 
business volume is always to he 
had. that our surrender to per­
sonal discouragement mbs us of. 
That percentage spread Ihrougii 
the nation would be tin* saving 
margin, and that margin .s tin- 
special field of the small bus­
inessman to conserve.

This is a small-town and .'mall- 
business eounlrv. Tit at is one 
phase of our democracy. There is 
strength and there is wisdom in 
large numbers of small interests 
working for the common purpose.

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CRACKING CRACKED IDEAS.
Congressman Albert Engel, of Muskegon, is a sticker 

for facts. He not only likes facts, but he knows how to dig 
for facts. Recently the writer sat in his office in Washington 
for several hours discussing some of the problems before 
Congress.

Piled high of* some chairs were bundles of government 
records, papers and files—all pertaining to some questions 
that he proposed soon to discuss on the floor of the house.

The other day he did discuss one of these matters—and 
he cracked some of the crack-pots-pretty hard. A Washing­
ton news dispatch about it provides a pretty good editorial 
on the subject.

It follows: A remarkable story oi how the office of ed­
uction spent $178,000 of relief money to make a motion pic­
ture showing poor people in Washington eating from gar­
bage cans, after seven years of New Deal squandering of 
public funds, was presented in the House today by Repre­
sentative Albert J. Engel, of Michigan.

Engel, a Republican member of the appropriations com­
mittee, said that President Roosevelt had allocated $331,000 
of emergency relief money for film service under that bur­
eau, but that "not one dime was spent for relief."

This agency made a picture called "The Fight for Life,^’ 
which Assistant Director Mercey, of the film service, tes­
tified cost the government $10,000, but which Engel told the 
House today cost $178,000.

Seven professional actors were employed in making the 
picture, which was designed to sjnow up bad housing con­
ditions. The other actors were "just real people."

“One scene,” said Engel, referring the House to the 
committee record, "showed people going to garbage cans 
and taking out food.”

Engel said that in reply to a question one of the wit-

"I am not discussing the picture,” said Engel, who had 
a private showing of the film at the capitol. "Paying $178,000 
for one picture, paying salaries of $5,000, $9,000 and $10,000 
per year out of relief money for a film service, not one dollar 
of which went to any person on relief.

"Is it not strange that after seven years of the New Deal: 
after spending $60,000,000,000 of the taxpayers’ money; after 
trying all the quack remedies, underthe^sun, we should take 
$178,000 of relief money Gtmgress set aside to feed
the hungry and clothe the naked, and make a picture in order 
that we might tell those people that after seven years of the 
abundant life under the New Deal; they are still eating out 
of garbage cans!"

The Free Press demanded that investigation and with 

the insistence also of the other Detroit papers, it was brought 
about. We, therefore, feel that, in the larger sense, we have 
a right to touch upon it.

This is no time for hysterics that lead to an exaggera­
tion of the conditions now being uncovered.

There is no organized municipal graft ring dominating 
the city of Detroit and there never has been.

But publicity going around the country gives the people 
of this nation the idea that Detroit is another Kansas City 
under.some Tom Pendergast, or a Chicago under a Kelly- 
Nash machine, or a New Orleans under a Huey Long, a 
New Jersey under a Boss Hague or a New York under Tam­
many Hall.

Proof positive that this is not so is that what graft there 
is is being exposed long before it could corrupt the whole 

«• body politic.
THERE IS NO POLITICAL BOSS IN DETROIT.
There is no political machine raking in the graft and 

putting puppet mayors and others into office to obey orders.
Detroit still remains the best-governed metropolitan 

area in the United States.
What grafting there has been has been episodic rather 

than epidemic.
The baseball pools, for instance, the operation of which 

has caused a sensation here, and has brought about indict­
ments, are allowed to run openly and without protest in other 
major cities such as Chicago, Kansas City, New Orleans 
and all other communities where permanent political rings 
reign, no matter who holds the office of mayor.'

The two elected officials so far indicted are the pros­
ecutor and the sheriff. This can be made to look very bad to 
anyone who does not know the facts.

Both of these jnen, Duncan McCrea and Tom Wilcox, 
were political carpetbaggers who were swept into office in 
the New Deal landslide and were never characteristic of De­
troit and Wayne county.

McCrea was a minor Republican worker who turned 
Democrat and got in on the Roosevelt sweep. When the 
New Dealers were sent to the penitentiary for vote frauds 
he weathered the storm—a coat-tail rider on the glamorous 
Roosevelt.

Tom Wilcox was a political soldier of fortune who came 
to Detroit as a Federal investigator, private detective, or 
what have you, who was appointed police commissioner by 
Mayor Bowles and lasted only until that gentleman’s sud­
den recall. He, too, swept in on the New Deal landslide and 
was re-elected in that hysteria, despite the fact that he had 
been repeatedly denounced.

Mayor Jeffries has launched a splendid campaign to sell 
Detroit, not only to its own citizens, but to the world as a 
community proud of its past, sure of its present and with 
high faith in its future.

Then in our house-cleaning let us not give ourselves a 
bad name.
