T a x p a y e rs  
d e s ire  to  s ee  o u r  p u b lic  schools, o u r  s ta te  in s ti tu tio n s  a n d  v a r io u s  
w o r th w h ile  s ta le  p ro je c ts  p ro p e r ly  m a in ta in e d  a n d  ex p a n d e d .

B u t t a x p a y e rs  a r e  b e g in n in g  to  r e s e n t  th e  w a s te , e x t r a v a ­
g an c e  a n d  fa v o r it ism  th a t  h a s  g ro w n  a lo n g  w ith  o u r  h o d g e-p o d g e  
la x  sy stem .

M ich ig an  is  o u ts ta n d in g  in  m a n y  w a y s. O u r  s ta te  g o v e rn m e n t 
is o u ts ta n d in g , too, b ec au se  w e  p ro b a b ly  h a v e  m o re  ta x  c o llec tin g  
u n its  to! p e s te r  th e  ta x p a y e r  th a n  a n y  o th e r  s ta te  in  th e  u n io n .

T lta t  is r e a l ly  n o t  th e  f a u lt  o f a n y o n e  e x c e p t o u rse lv e s . O u r  
ta x  sy s te m  h as  g ro w n  u p  lik e  T opsy , w i th o u t  tra in in g , d ire c tio n  
or coorcjination  of a n y  k in d . In  fa c t, th e  w h o le  m e ss  lo o k s a n d  a c ts  
ju s t  liki? T opsy .

A s lour s ta te  g re w  la rg e r  a n d  i ts  r e q u ir e m e n ts  fo r  m o re  ta x  
m on ey  in c re ase d , it  b ec am e n ec essa ry  a t  v a r io u s  tim e s  fo r  th e  
le g is la tu re  to  look  a ro u n d  fo r  n e w  ta x  so u rces . W h e n  th e  law  
m a k e rs  (found so m e th in g  th a t  co u ld  b e  ta p p e d  fo r  m o re  ta x  m o n ey , i 
a  n e w  ta x  la w  w a s  en a c ted .

W h e n  th e se  v a r io u s  ta x  b il ls  w e re  b e in g  d ra f te d ,  som eone 
p ro b a b ly  sa id  it  m ig h t b e  a good th in g  to  h a v e  th e  sec re* a rv  of 
s ta te  o i f  th e  a u d ito r  g e n e ra l  o r  so m e  o th e r  d e p a r tm e n t  c o lle c t th e  
tax . Im m e d ia te ly  th e  id e a  w as w r it te n  in to  t h e  law . N e w  d e p a r t ­
m e n ts  a n d  n ew  d iv is io n s  of d e p a r tm e n ts  w e re  a t  v a r io u s  tim e s  
a lso  c re a te d  to  co llec t th e se  n e w  ta x e s . A t  th e  p re s e n t  t im e  th e  
s e c re ta ry  o f s ta te  is  c o llec tin g  se v e n  d iffe re n t fo rm s  of ta x e s . T h e  
aud ito r! g e n e ra l  is  c o llec tin g  se v e n  m o re . O th e r  o ffic ials a n d  o th e r  
b o a rd s  a rc  co llec tin g  d iffe re n t fo rm s  o f ta x e s  a n d  re v e n u e s .

A ld n g  w ith  th is  ta x  co lle c tin g  re sp o n s ib ility , a l l  o f th e se  offi­
c ia ls  h a v e  b e e n  re q u ire d  to  ch e ck  th e  a c c u ra c y  o f th e se  t a x  r e ­
tu rn s . A s th e  r e s u lt  o f th is  re q u ir e m e n t  i t  h a s  b e e n  e s se n tia l  th a t  
v a r io u s  g ro u p s  o f a u d ito rs  b e  m a in ta in e d . M ay b e  to d a y  so m e a u d ­
ito r  frejm  th e  g a so lin e  ta x  d iv is io n  of th e  s e c re ta ry  o f  s t a t e ’s  office 
m ig h t pall a t  y o u r  p lac e  of b u s in ess  to  c h e c k  y o u r  re c o rd s . M ay b e  
to m o rro w  a n o th e r  a u d i to r  w ill com e a lo n g  fro m  th e  sa le s  ta x  d e ­
p a r tm e n t  to  go o v e r  th e  sa m e  re c o rd s  ag a in . B efo re  th is  a u d i to r  
h as  leijt y o u r  office, th e re  m ig h t b e  so m e o th e r  a u d i to r  o r  field  
re p re s e n ta t iv e  fro m  so m e o th e r  g o v e rn m e n ta l  u n i t  c a llin g  to  in ­
sp e c t  \jo u r re co rd s . A ll o f th e s e  a u d ito rs , in sp e c to rs  a n d  field  r e p ­
re s e n ta tiv e s  w o rk  fo r  th e  s ta te , b u t  a ll a r e  re sp o n s ib le  to  d iffe re n t 
s ta te  o ffic ials a n d  d e p a r tm e n ts  w h o  h a v e  no  k n o w le d g e  o r  c o n tro l 
o v e r  th e  a c tiv it ie s  o f th e  v a r io u s  d e p a rtm e n ts .

I t  is th e  lac k  of d ire c t  re sp o n s ib il i ty  to  a n y  o n e  d e p a r tm e n t  
w h ic h  h as  re s u lte d  in  th is  e x te n s iv e  d u p lic a tio n  o f th e  w o rk  o f 
o u r  s l a t e  g o v e rn m e n t.

O u r s ta te  h as  a  defic it e s t im a te d  to  be n e a r ly  $31,000,000 a t 
th e  p re s e n t tim e . T h e r e  is  no p u rp o se  in  d iscu ss in g  w h e n  th is  
d e fic it [was c rea te d , w e  h a v e  i t  a n d  i t  m u s t  be p a id . B u t t h a t  d efic it 
w o u ld  jn e v e r  h av e  b e e n  c re a te d  if  M ich ig an  h a d  so m e y e a rs  ago  
e s ta b lish e d  th e  p ro p e r  k in d  o f  a  re v e n u e  co lle c tio n  d e p a r tm e n t  
a n d  s ta te  b o a rd s  a n d  co m m issio n s h a d  p ro p e r ly  re sp e c te d  th e  in ­
t e n t  of th e  s ta te  le g is la tu re  p e r ta in in g  to  a p p ro p ria t io n s .

T h e  s ta te  g o v e rn m e n t is  d ire c tly  r e s p o n ­
s ib le  fh r  a n y  losses th a t  h a v e  ta k e n  p lac e , re sp o n s ib le  b ec au se  of 
th e  sy s tem  w e h a v e  p e r m it te d  to  f lo u rish  th ro u g h o u t  th e  y e a rs . I 

L osses in s ta te  re v e n u e s  a r e  b y  no  m e a n s  confined  to  ju s t  th e  ) 
s a le s  la x  d e p a r tm e n t. T o th o se  w h o  h a v e  lo o k ed  in to  o u r  t a x  i 
m e th o d s, it  is su rp r is in g  th a t  th e  r e tu r n s  a r e  so g re a t  fro m  th is  j 
o n e  so u rc e  o f re v e n u e .

O n e  o r tw o  e x a m p le s  of w h a t  h a s  a c tu a lly  h a p p e n e d  w ill  ! 
sh o w  a n y o n e  th e  fo lly  of c o n tin u in g  o u r p re s e n t loose, h a p h a z a rd , j 
in e ff ic ie n t a n d  co n g lo m e ra te d  re v e n u e  co llec tin g  sy stem .

N e w sp a p e rs  la s t  w e e k  c a r r ie d  a  L a n s in g  d isp a tc h  in  w h ic h  
i t  w a s  s ta te d  t h a t  s te p s  a r e  to  b e  ta k e n  im m e d ia te ly  to  co llec t | 
so m e  p a s t-d u e  p riv ile g e  ta x e s  t h a t  h a v e  b e e n  on  th e  b ooks of 
t h e  P u b lic  U til it ie s  d e p a r tm e n t  f o r  n e a r ly  20 y e a rs . I t  w a s  r e ­
p o r te d  t h a t  th e  s ta te  w o u ld  p ro b a b ly  h a v e  to  c a n c e l off so m e of 
th e se  ta x e s  b e c a u se  th e  c o m p a n ie s  o w in g  th e m  h a d  e i th e r  g o n e

office h a s  o ld  a c c o u n ts  to ta l in g  o v e r  $6,000,000 f o r  co llec tio n . T h is  
d e p a r tm e n t  d u r in g  F e b ru a ry  d id  co llec t co n s id e ra b ly  o v e r  $150,- 
000 d u e  th e  s ta te  fro m  v a r io u s  so u rc es . T h e r e  is  n o t  a  d e p a r tm e n t  
h e a d  o r  a  s ta te  official in  L a n s in g  w h o  h a s  th e  s l ig h te s t  k n o w le d g e  
o f  th e  to ta l  a m o u n t of th e  s t a t e ’s  p a s t  d u e  o b lig a tio n s .

W e h a v e  h a d  s ix  d iffe re n t s ta te  a d m in is tr a t io n s  in  th e  b r ie f  
sp a n  of tw e lv e  y e a rs . N a tu r a l ly  e a c h  c h a n g in g  a d m in is tr a t io n  h a s  
h a d  d iffe re n t a im s  a n d  d if fe re n t  p u rp o se s  th a n  th e  o n e  t h a t  p re ­
c e d e d  it. N o t one o f th e m  h a d  t im e  o r  o p p o r tu n i ty  to  in s tig a te  
a n d  co m p le te  a n y  p la n  w h e re b y  th e  s ta te ’s s e r io u s  p ro b le m  of 
f in an c in g  i ts  m a n y  a c tiv it ie s  co u ld  be so lv ed .

O u r  t ro u b le  l ie s  chiefly  w i th  th e  d u p lic a tio n  a n d  e x p e n se  
a n d  lo sses  a r is in g  f ro m  o u r  ta x  co lle c tin g  m eth o d s.

T h e  tre m e n d o u s  a m o u n ts  o f m o n e y  b e in g  d ra in e d  o u t of 
M ic h ig a n  b y  th e  fe d e ra l  g o v e rn m e n t is a n o th e r  im p o r ta n t  fa c to r  
in  o u r  p re s e n t s i tu a tio n .

U p  u n t i l  a  fe w  y e a rs  ago  th e  a m o u n t o f ta x  m o n e y  w e  p a id  
in to  th e  f e d e ra l  g o v e rn m e n t w a s  su ch  a  sm a ll  a m o u n t th a t  m o st 
p e o p le  h a rd ly  k n e w  th a t  th e y  p a id  a n y  fe d e ra l  ta x . D u r in g  th e  
g r e a te r  p a r t  o f o u r  n a t io n a l  ex is te n c e  o u r  fe d e ra l  g o v e rn m e n t w a s 
s u p p o r te d  e n t i r e ly  b y  ta riffs , e x c e p t d u r in g  th e  p e r io d s  w h e n  it 
w a s  n e c e s sa ry  to  p a y  off w a r  d eb ts .

B u t in  re c e n t  y e a rs  th e  W a sh in g to n  a d m in is tr a t io n  h a s  in ­
v a d e d  a lm o s t e v e ry  field  of ta x a tio n  a n d  im p o se d  su c h  h e a v y  
ta x e s  t h a t  th e re  is n o t m u ch  le f t  fo r  o th e r  g o v e rn m e n ta l  u n its .
In  fa c t, th e  s ta te s  a re  b e in g  b le d  w h ite  b y  n a t io n a l  ta x a tio n .

T h a t  is  o n e  of th e  im p o r ta n t  re a so n s  w h y  i t  is  so  e s se n tia l  
t h a t  w e  ta k e  im m e d ia te  s te p s  to  e l im in a te  d u p lic a tin g  e x p e n se s  
i n  th e  c o llec tio n  o f  o u r  tax e s, a n d  to  s e c u re  a ll th e  re v e n u e s  to 
w h ic h  th e  s ta te  is r ig h t ly  e n ti t le d .

A n d  s t il l  w e  h a v e n ’t e n o u g h  m o n e y  to  k e e p  
th e  s ta te  g o v e rn m e n t o u t o i th e  re d .
