During the present week there
has been conducted throughout
tile state a tremendous "Know
Michigan" campaign, a drive to
create a greater interest in the
immense “tourist business that
brings so many millions of dol-
lars ~ into the” pocketbooks oi
Michigan people each summer
Many believe that the tourist
business is something new. some-
thing that has developed since
tlie advent of the automobile and
good roads.

Eut such a belief is far from
correct. The tourist business ha?
for neariy 75 years been
steady source of summer incomt
to Michigan.

Wav back in 1876 the state pub-
lished a booklet setting forth the

inaumbcrable  advantages  of
Michigan. It was entitled "The
State of Michigan” embracing

sketches of its history, position,
resources and industries.

What did it say about the
“tourist” business 64 years ago?

The following is reprinted from
the booklet:

Reference has been made to
the attractiveness. of Michigan
scenery for tourists and pleasure
seekers. If rest and recreation be
sought side by side with what is
called the comforts and_luxuries
of life, or if recreation with physi-
cal exercise, and the romance of
“roughing it." be the desideratum,
they can equally be had.

he large interior towns of
Michigan afford every facility
for comfort and even luxury of
living, with the advantages of
refined society and church and
school accommodations. There arc
many people, however, who. from
overwork, prostration, or debil-
ity. want only rest—those who
need to escape from the noise of
cities, from the sound of bells and
steam whistles, and from tin-
clash and clatter of competitive
business and industry. They want
to exchange these for the aroma
of the clover fields, the nn lody
of birds, and the passive hours
of the summer twilight, made
musical by the varied sympiionv
that flows from differing forms
of insect life, as they vie with
each other in the fullness and
earnestness of their vesper song.
Tiie innumerable inland lakes of
the state, at ntany of which pub-
lic houses are maintained, invite
persons of this class to needed
rest and repose.

To the large class of summer
pleasure seekers known as tour-
ists. the field is equally inviting
and extensive, comprising the
whole range of the two penin-
sulas with ‘their alternating scen-
ery of hill, plain and mountain,
river, lake, and bay. town and
country, field and woodland.

Means of conveyance are now
so plentiful and varied that the
difficulty with tourists may bo.
which to choose. If a lake and
fiver trip is desired, it can be
had for any distance within the
limit of two thousand miles bv
taking boat from the lower St.
Lawrence. Ogdcnsburg. Oswego.
Buffalo, or Detroit, with the
western extremity of Lake Sup-
erior as the objective point. Or if
parties from the east do not de-
sire so extended a water ride,
the numerous railway lines
through Canada or by  the lake
shore,” converging at Detroit,
will afford choice at that point

Building to House
250 Lockers at
Zero Temperature

Plans are now under way for
the construction of a new ‘addi-
tion at the Purit?/ Market on the
property directly behind the
present store which is owned by
David Gulin.

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UNFORTUNATE.

There has been quite a number of people about Mich-
igan outside the Democratic party who have been interested
in the activities of Senator Brown down in Washington.
W hile they have not agreed with all that he has said and
done, still the predominance of opinion has seemingly been
quite favorable to him.

It does not take much, however, for a person occupying
a high legislative position to step over the border line and
place himself in the class of just another ordinary political
job-holding barn-stormer. That appears to have been the
case with Senator Brown.

A careful reading of the Congressional Record's account
of his statements pertaining to the civil service problem in
Michigan can leave the reader with but one thought—the
Senator in his attempt to smear the Republican party cer-
tainly did not confine himself as carefully to thejacts as a
member of a legislature or of congress should in a discuss-
ion of important public issues.

So incensed was State Representative Ellis Faulkner of
Barry county over the Senator’s attempt to unjustly blame
the Republicans for the breakdown of civil service in Mich-
igan. he wrote Senator Brown a scathing letter, pointing out
to him some of the absurd and misleading statements he had
made in his remarks in the senate.

The only trouble with Representative Faulkner’s letter
lies in the fact that he did not go into greater detail and
really expose how deluding Senator Brown's statements
were.

In brief, the Senator had declared that the last session
of the Michigan legislature had penalized the University of
Michigan by cutting its appropriation to the extent of a
million dollars because some of its professors had advocated
civil service for the state government.

Of course that statement is NOT correct. The writer of
this editorial, a member of the Michigan state legislature,
was chairman cf the house conference committee that had
under its jurisdiction the appropriation bill for the Univer-
sity of Michigan during the last session. Some reductions
had been made in the bill on the floor of the house and the
writer was one of a number of legislators who desired to see
the appropriation restored as nearly as possible to the am-
ount that had been requested by University officials.

During the long hours of debate on this subject, not one
single Democratic member of the house gave aid to th”
writer’s efforts to increase the appropriation to the point
where the needs of the University could be properly met.

W hen it became necessary for the Speaker of the house
to select members of a conference committee, he named thc-
writer as its chairman, knowing full well of our favorable
position towards the University in the matter. It is custo-
mary for the speaker to select members of both political
parties on these committees. As the Democratic member he
named a well known Detroit representative.

There was but one vote needed in the committee to raise

the amount of the appropriation to the figure requested by
the University.

That one vote was stubbornly refused by this one I)em
ocratic member of the committee.

The writer sought out one or two influential Democratic
friends of the University and informed them as to why the
committee had not voted out the appropriation bill, and re-
quested that they use their influence in getting him te con-
sent to sign the conference report for the increased Univer-
sity appropriation. Some hours later the writer again pre-
sented the report to this Democratic member for signature
and it was most begrudgingly given.

These are the facts about that appropriation bill ilia’
should have been read into the Congressional Record by
Senator Brown, but because of its indictment of a member
of his own party it is apparent that he deemed it host to
suppress this important information.

Such a position is. indeed, unfortunate. A Democrat or
a Republican should NOT hesitate to be critical of member-,
of their own party if those members happen to be in the
wrong.

There was no $1,000,000 cut in the University appropria-
tion such as Senator Brown said was made—and it was
DEMOCRATIC opposition and NOT Republican opposi
tion that endangered the University not only during the last
session of the legislature but during the Frank Murphy ad-
ministration.

Has Senator Brown forgotten the incident in the house
of representatives during Murphy's regime three years ago
when the Democratic speaker left the rostrum anil went
down on the floor of the house to deliver one of the most
vicious tirades against the University ever heard in Mich
igan?

Has'he forgotten the three-page mimeographed assault
that was prepared by members of his own party, distributed
by members of his own party and READ on the floor ol the
house by members of his own party in which Professor Pol
lock of the University and the University, itself, were as-
sailed in a most unfair way?

Has he forgotten the fact his own party leaders declared
that Professor Pollock AND THE UNIVERSITY were

“creating, a political eiachine that would imvivr
hoUl the taxpayers with a Jrip of steel "

The Senator should not overlook the fact that the flames
of hate against Professor Pollock and the University were
lighted and spread by his own party members. It was m.
easy task for friends of our great University IN BOTH
PARTIES during the last session, to help, extinguish tin-
conflagration that his own party members in the state legis-
lature had started during the Murphy administration.

W hat about the responsibility for the breakdown of civil
service within our state government?

It happens to be a fact, also, that the writer of thi-
editorial strongly supported the enactment of the origin;’!
civil service law in this state.

Senator Brown says it was a “Democratic” measure. Oi
course that is not correct. The Pollock civil service bill was
introduced by Senator Dunckel, a Republican, in 1937. W hen
it came to the Democratic controlled house it would have
been defeated if 21 members of the Republican minority- had
not voted for it. to offset hostile Democratic votes.

W hen civil service went into effect under the Murphy
administration there was written into Michigan history one
of the most sordid chapters of political rottenness Michigr.a
has ever knewn and much of it UNDER civil serv:oc.

The writer has, for years, been an advocate of a merh
system for governmental employes and our opinion has not
changed as to its benefits notwithstanding all that has hap-
pened in Michigan in connection with it. But because of tin
cheating, faking and deliberate evasion of the purposes and
intent of the civil service law. it is a wonder tHat ,ve have
even a semblance of civil service left. And Senate;- Brown
can lay practically all of the responsibility for this condition
at the feet of his own party in Michigan.

It would have been pleasing, indeed, to have found li-
the Congressional Record a smashing attack by our Senator
Vandenberg of the unfair, misleading and politically inspired
assault upon the Michigan legislature. As the record now
stands Senator Brown's charge that there will "not be any
Hatch pure-politics act” if the Republicans obtain control
of congress and "adopt the same attitude that was adopted
by the Republicans in the State of Michigan." remains un-
challenged.

Of course Senator Brown and every one else knows
such a statement as made by him about civil service and the
University is wholly misleading and untrue.

If we are to eventually establish and maintain a worth-
while merit system in our state government, we cannot do so
if such narrow, partisan tactics as displayed by Senator
Brown are to be followed. It is going to take the cooperation
of both political parties to bring about this all important
advancement in the conduct of our public business.

Representative Faulkner should write to Senator Brown
