Probably one of the oldest doc­
um ents outside a private  collec­
tion or museum , in this locality 
is an original land contract 
signed by A ndrew  Jackson for 
p art of the property on the cornr: 
of Ford and Lotz roads now ir. 
the H enry B. Rowe fam ily.

According to fam ily history, 
Silas J. Young, on October 14. 
1835. obtained the deed to 80 
acres of land on the southw est 
corner of Ford and Lotz roads 
from  Andrew Jackson, then pres­
ident of the United States of 
America.

Silas Young Had two children. 
H enry and Celestia. N either m ar­
ried and the land was sold to 
Henry B. Rowe in 1899. which is 
still part of his property.

The land is described on the 
docum ent as the  east half of the 
northw est q u a rte r  of section 13 
in tow nship  two south, of range 
eight east in th e  d istrict of lands 
subject to sale at Detroit. Mich­
igan territory , containing 80 
acres.

Mr. and Mrs. Rowe are  pioneei 
residents of this locality. They 
are  planning to celebrate their 
seventieth  wedding anniversary 
next October.

The Rowes were m arried in 
Detroit. October 11. 1870. Thor 
moved to P lym outh 40 years ago 
and have been living at their 
present homo since th at time.

Of their four sons, three are 
living. Otis and his wife live with 
the parents. Mr. and Mrs. Willis 
Rowe live at Belleville and Mv. 
and Mrs. Asa Rowe m ake their 
home at 167 Union street. Plym 
outh. There are a num ber of 
grandchildren and great grand 
children, representing throe gen­
erations.

Mr. and Mrs. Rowe are  well ac­
quainted with the H enry Fords 
and at various times. Mr. Ford 

; lias purchased articles of h istor­
ical and sentim ental value from 
Mr. Rowe.

Mr. Rowe is 89 years old and 
his w ife is 88. Both are in e x ­
cellent health.

D uring the last 15 years. Mr. 
Rowe has spent a great deal of 
tim e in experim enting  with crop 
irrigation.

He wouldn’t 
tell me where it was and we 
argued. We w ere both p retty  mad 
and I got my son's shotgun and 
shot K ornet."

Officers later found the hidden 
beer in a pigsty. The slayer is 
held in jail in Detroit.

New belt lines around cities (four to s ix  lanes, 251 miles,

Express roads from  D etroit to Chicago, D etroit to Toledo, 320 

miles. $177,720,000.
Replacing 7618 m iles of gravel road and w orn-out concrete 

paym ents. $400,000,000.
The 9400-mile trunk line system  carried  61 percen t of the 

traffic: received 53 percent of th e  m oney spent.—R. D. Gifford 
in The Eaton Rapids Journal.

UNEMPLOYMENT STRIK ES MONEY 
AS W ELL AS MEN

The census enum erators are  sta rtin g  their work this week. 
W ithin a few days, or weeks, w e should have som e m ore definite 
inform ation about this country, s ta te  and nation of ours. A m ons ; 
o ther tilings, we arc  told, the census w ill give the first accurate 
inform ation regarding unem ploym ent. The estim ates vary, you 
know, betw een four m illion and tw elve million.

T here is another form  of unem ploym ent which the census 
takers w ill not concern them selves. We refe r to the unem ploy­
m ent of money. The o ther day we read  th a t the loanable excesses 
of tills country now am ount to about five and one-half billions 
($5,500,000,000). Tiiat is a lot of money. W hy is it idle? W hy do 
nut the people who own th at m oney s ta r t  investing  it?

Don’t jum p a t conclusions. It is no t in  the hands of a few 
bloated m illionaires. Instead, it belongs to hundreds of thousands 
of ord inary  people like you and me. It is m ade up  of sm all as 
well as large savings accounts. Some of it is h idden in sugar 
bowls, crocks and socks. It is frightened m oney—m oney th a t be­
longs to people who lack confidence in the  future.

We are not one to advocate debt, as a rule. I t  does occur to 
us th at there  has seldom been a tim e in the h istory of th is  coun­
try  w hen a township, a village, city, county or s ta te , could borrow 
so cheaply as r ig h t now. Idle money should be put to work. W hen 
th a t tim e comes m en w ill go to work. W hen idle m oney is spent 
for a sound purpose, it dem ands m ateria ls and services.

If the very obvious fears of the people of this nation arc 
well founded, it m ight be well to consider th a t m oney itself is 
not food nor clothing. It can. and has m any tim es in th e  pas', 
depreciated in value. Invested in som ething real—say a farm  
o r a home, or some useful comm odity—it m ay m ain tain  o r even 
increase in value. B etter yet. if set to w ork to create new  values, 
it becomes the helpful companion of m en who, too, a rc  looking 
for jobs.

We have had in recent years too m uch sneering at the 
th rifty —the people who have saved money. We have had too 
m any discouraging barriers placed in the  norm al paths of money. 
There have been too m any discrim inatory taxes aim ed a t money. 
Money is not a crim inal. It lias been m ade a loafer—and a drag  
upon the people who should be using it.—Schuyler M arshall in 
The Clinton County (St. Johns) Republican-News.

Congress washed its hands of the adm inistration  of the act by 
delegating the in te rp re tation  of its provisions to a commission, 
or bureau.

In o ther words Congress d id  not a ttem pt to say w hat its law 
m eant. I t m erely  passed a law th a t was being dem anded by a 
pressure group and then  let a board of three m en adm inister u.

In  recen t w eeks th ere  has been an a ttem pt to get relief from 
some of the  unfair practices and in terp retations of th is  comm is­
sion, bureau  o r board—the N ational Labor Relations Board (NL­
RB). The p ressure  from  labor organizations, w ith th eir  im portan t 
political th reat, is m aking  it difficult, if not impossible.

Who m akes the laws?
Congress m ade th is  law, b u t it left to a board of three m en 

to say w hat the law m eant. This board has been notoriously p a r­
tisan to labor unions and notoriously u nfair to em ployers. Almost 
any fair-m inded person who has followed th eir  rulings will say 
this is so.

This is an excellen t exam ple of w hat is m eant by bureau­
cratic governm ent—in fact, it is a glaring exam ple.

W c have it  in M ichigan in our sta te  governm ent.
W e *havc delegated to departm ents and to boards and com­

missions unusual powers. We have d epartm en ts of s ta te  govern­
m ent headed by elective officials, w here the  employes of that 
departm en t spend tim e and influence lobbying for m easures 
w hich will perpe tua te  them selves, or increase the am ount of 
m oney they  have to spend. ,

G etting ba.ck the  NLRB, th a t board has practiced, and ac t­
ually  in te rp re ted  m eanings into the law th a t the au thors of tin. 
law  never contem plated or intended.

Som etimes, we think, that before we too g reatly  concern 
ourselves about the  fate of democracy in the world (Europi 
particu larly) wo had b e tte r  give m ore thought to  dom estic hap­
penings w here democracy is being scuttled.—Schuyler M arshall 
in  The Clinton County (St. Johns) Republican-News.
