Roll Shows Increase 
of Only $2,000 
Over L ast Year

T h e  a sse sse d  v a lu a tio n  of 
th e  c ity  of P ly m o u th  fo r th e  
c o m in g  fiscal y e a r  is $5,410,- 
140, a c co rd in g  to  a re p o r t  from  
th e  c ity  * a sse sso r , W illia m  B. 
P e tz , an d  th e  b o a rd  o f rev iew , 
w h ich  w as j u s t  co n firm ed  by  
th e  c ity  co m m iss io n . T h is  
y e a r ’s ro ll sh o w s  a n  in cre a se  
o f  s lig h tly  m o re  th a n  $2,000 
o v e r th e  a s se s sm e n t fo r  la s t  
y ea r.

In  sp ite  of th e  fac t th a t  m o re  
th a n  50 n e w  h o m es  w e re  b u ilt  
in  th e  c ity  la s t  y e a r, th e  a s ­
se ssm e n t sh o w s an  in c re a se  of 
o n ly  $2,330 o v e r  la s t  y e a r. T h is  
seem in g ly  in a c c u ra te  a m o u n t 
is e a sily  e x p la in ed , a c co rd in g  
to  C ity  M a n ag e r  C. H . E llio tt . 
T h e re  w as $70,000 ta k e n  off 
the roll due to the Scavenger 
land sale in which 322 pieces of 
property in the city  reverted  to 
the s ta te  during the y ea r and 
have not been sold as yet. A n ­
other $60,000 was deducted from 
this y ea r’s total for depreciation 
on buildings.

U nder a new assessing system  
adopted recently  by the city, 
once every three or four years, 
a certain  depreciation on build­
ings m ust be figured. This d e­
duction was m ade because of the 
fact th at the new system  was 
adopted three years ago. For 
veterans and wives exemptions. 
$14,000 was deducted from the 
total assessm ent because of a 
new sta te  law which m akes it 
m andatory. Last year the exem p­
tions were not taken off the roll 
until a fter it was confirmed.

On account of a new s ta te  in­
tangible tax, $115,000 was d e ­
ducted from the roll. This am ount 
is actually  taken from the per­
sonal property  assessment, the 
city m anager said.

The board of review , Mr. Polz, 
Mrs. M aude B ennett and Arno B. 
Thompson, had th e ir  final m eet­
ing last week before subm itting 
the compiled assessm ent to the 
city commission for adoption 
M onday night.

According to the report of the 
board of review , real property, 
land and buildings, in the city is 
valued at $4,556,810 and personal 
properly  is assessed a t $853,330. 
Com pared w ith last year, real 
property  which was listed as 
$4,627„970, this year's figure 

,shows a decrease of $71,160. The 
personal property  assessm ent for 
1939 was $779,840, indicating 
an increase of $73,490 this year. 
The net increase in lX>:' ’1940 
budget over th a t  of lOlflTis $2.- 
330. A

Mr. Petz said th a t he was cer­
tain th at there were some in ­
equalities. but was confident th at 
by 1941 these would bo e lim ­
inated. In this case he was re­
ferring to com putations m ade by 
certain  individuals in estim ating 
their personal property.

"I feel th at this present assess­
m ent roll is the most equitable 
which the city  of P lym outh has 
ever adopted," City M anager 
E lliott declared in pointing out 
the m anner in which the assess­
or and board of review  accom p­
lished their work.

However, the city m anager

Over 65,008 Acres 
Controlled by AAA

F inal sum m ary of the  AAA 
farm  plans signed in Wayne 
county this spring shows that 
1296 farm ers intend to cooperate 
with the 1940 trip le  A program , 
M aurice C. Bird, chairm an of the 
Wayne County A gricultural Con­
servation association, reported 
this week. May 1 was the dead­
line for completing and signing 
the farm  plans.

The sign-up this year indicates 
th a t about 65,959 acres, or 60 p e r­
cent of W ayne county cropland, 
will be farm ed under the p ro ­
visions of the  ag ricu ltu ral con­
servation program.

Throughout Michigan, 145,220 
farm ers have indicated by sign­
ing their farm  plans th a t they  in ­
tend to cooperate w ith  the  ag ri­
cu ltural conservation prbgram  irt 
1940. according to a report Mr. 
Bird received from M aurice A. 
Doan, sla te  AAA chairm an. These 
145.220 farm ers w ill operate 
about 74 percent of M ichigan’s 
cropland this year. Doan said in 
tiie report.

The farm  plan, which each 
farm er has worked out w ith the 
help of an AAA comm itteem an, 
includes the acreage allotm ents 
for the farm , the soil-building 
practices which w ill be carried  
out on the farm, and an estim ate 
of the  m axim um  paym ent which 
the farm er m av earn through his 
cooperation w ith the 1940 AAA 
program .

Farm ers who have signed their 
farm  plans and who cooperate in 
the program  this year will be 
eligible for (1) 1940 agricultural 
conservation paym ents, (2) price 
ad justm ent paym ents, and (3) 
crop loans, if offered.

Checking of farm  perform ance 
w ill begin about Ju n e  1.

Gives Warning on 
Annual Burnings

“Sr.-ire the torch and save the ! 
w ildlife.” paraphrases R. G. Hill. | 
M ichigan S tate  college game 
m anagem ent specialist.

He cautions farm ers interested | 
in the w elfare of ground nesting 
birds to use discretion in annual j 
burning operations.

Pheasants, quail, and H ungar- ; 
ian partridge are  now incubating j 
therr clutches of eggs in grassy 
fence rows, m eadows, woodlot j 
edges and sim ilar areas o ffering! 
protection. Young rabbits a ls o 1 
m ay be found in sim ilar places as 
well as in clover and alfalfa 
fields.

Even though game birds re ­
nest if their first effort is broken 
up, succeeding nesting m ay not 
be successful, Hill explains. That 
is especially true if the re-nest- 
ing occurs in hay or grain fields 
in  which mowing operations are 
necessary. Late-brooded pheas­
ants may not have their adult 
plumage by fall, m aking it d if­
ficult for hunters to distinguish 
sexes during the hunting season.

Not only m ay ihe annual bu rn ­
ing of m eadows and o ther grass 
areas reduce nesting cover for 
wildlife, bu t according to pasture 
specialists a t Michigan S tate  col­

lege, such a practice has little  or 
no beneficial resu lt to pasture 
conditions. W here the fire is in ­
tense, considerable dam age to the 
grass roots ..may result. In all 
cases, the m ulch on the surface 
of the soil is destroyed.

Plague Housewive
No Paul Revere was on hand j 

to w arn  Michigan residents this ; 
week of the approach of “red ­
coats,” who silen tly  and w ithout 
fan -fa re  m oved into num erous 
Michigan houses m uch to the cha­
grin of housewives.

These “red-coats” a re  clover 
mites, according to  E. L M cDan­
iels of the Michigan S ta te  college 
entom ology departm ent. The tiny  
eight-legged insects, about the 
size of a pin-head, will do no 
dam age during th eir  sojourn in 
the  house except for leaving u n ­
sightly  red blotches w hen the 
housewife inadverten tly  crushes 
one of the pests  on the  wall o r on 
fabrics. L ikely the m ites w ill d e ­
p a rt a s  suddenly as they  appear­
ed. Professor M cDaniels says.

The best control m easure, as 
recom mended by  Professor Mc­
Daniel, is the  application of Rot- 
enone dust on ihe  sunny side of 
the house, and in the  nearbv 
grass and shrubbery. This dust, 
obtainable a t drug  stores, is non- 
poisonous to pets and hum an be­
ings. I t is deadly, however, *0 
the clover m ites and also will 
kill p lan t lice th a t m ay be on the 
shrubbery.

Clover m ites spend the w inter 
on  deciduous trees- o r shrubbery 
and the present infestations are 
the resu lt of the  m ites’ seeking 
a warm  place to complete their 
developm ent before m igrating  to 
clover plants. T heir damage to 
clover p lan ts usually is not im­
portant, Professor McDaniel says.

Fair Picture 
— Editorial

The teehnicolor m oving pict­
ure of the W orld’s Fair in New 
York, shown the high school 
W ednesday, contradicted two a r ­
gum ents—one that m achines do 
not benefit labor and the other 
that there  is no opportunity  for 
youth in our present economic 
system.

W ith thc w onders of the 1939 
fair as a background, the  picture 
presented a young A m erican p u t­
ting to light the argum ents of an 
apparen t comm unist by saying 
“Em ploym ent is created  by in ­
creased production.” If be tte r and 
cheaper products are m a d e  
through the use of m achinery, 
m ore can buy them  and more 
m en can get jobs in m aking 
them ."

This provided alm ost an ideal 
setting for the well-inform ed 
young A m erican lu pick to pieces 
contra-A m erican argum ents and 
it proves the value of facts and 
thinking. It is too bad th a t all 
who live in America cannot pos­
sess facts and th inking abilities-— 
accurate ones in both cases.

The opportunity  for youth, 
however, was given a som ew hat 
s ta rry  hue. Tile youthful hero of 
the p icture was at the. outcome 
addicted to typically youthful 
indifference on his fu ture  course. 
After a week’s a ttendance a t the 
fair he was a changed boy. con­
fident of a job in the A m erican 
industry  which the fair was sup­
posed to exemplify.

It is ton bad that all boys .are 
not confident of obtaining a job 
whiyi they reach  m anhood. If 
vocational advice «»iven high 
schoo l, students is correct, any 
boy m ust undergo a tra ining p e r­
iod before lie can get in any 
w orthw hile job. The picture 
slipped a bit in this regard.

Then, there  is the idea th at all 
voung men m ight not wish to en ­
ter industry  w hen they grow up. 
It is true th a t industry  has a 
place fur manv equipped young 
men. but all of them  m ay not care 
for th at idea. The W orld’s Fair 
presents a m ighty picture, bu t it 
cannot present security  for the 
fu ture  in itself.

During 1925-26 he served as 
president of the Macomb and St, j 
C lair Counties Funeral D irectors j 
association. Richm ond Rotary- 
club elected him president in 
1934 and following his term , he 
becam e its secretary, a position 
he holds to this day.

Always in terested  in the  w el­
fare of the youth of America, he 
served as d irector of the  M ich­
igan Crippled Children’s society 
for a period of three years.

He be­
came jun io r w arden of the com- 
m andery.

It was the C apitu lar rite  which 
fascinated him m6st however, 
and in 1934 he organized and be­
came the first president (serving 
two years) of the Eastern  M ich­
igan Royal Arch association.

B auer’s broad vision has s tre tch ­
ed to fa r  horizons, but oven so, 
it is difficult to believe th a t a 
m an scarcely 45 years of age 
could have crowded so m uch in­
to so short a span  of life. The 
ideals are a p a rt of his personal 
character and these have been 
carried  into his home— a home, 
which by the way is graced by a 
charm ing wife, M amie Ackerman, 
of Romeo, who became Mrs. 
Bauer A ugust 23, 1919, and two 
handsome children—a boy, Mil- 
ton H ow ard ,. born 1920, and a 
girl. Noreen E.. bom  1922.

Com panion B auer’s dogged 
courage and his confidence in his 
capacity to succeed assures the 
royal arch  m asons in Michigan 
of an able adm inistration  during 
the coming C apitu lar year.

T h is  m ea n s  th a t ,  if C o n g re ss  g o es  a lo n g , th e  s h a rp  c u ts  
n o w  b e in g  m ad e  in  th e  r a n k s  of W P A  w o rk e rs  w ill b e  re ­
s to re d  d u r in g  th e  a u tu m n  m o n th s  of th is  y e a r.  A  s im ila r  e x ­
p e rien ce  o c c u rre d  in  b o th  1936 an d  1938, w h e n  im p o r ta n t  
in c re a se s  w e re  m ad e  in  e x p e n d itu re s  a n d  in  jo b s  d u r in g  th e  
m o n th s  j u s t  p rec e d in g  e lec tio n  a n d  w h e n  th e  n u m b er  of 
W P A  jo b s  d ec lin ed  so m e w h a t a f te r  e lec tio n .

In  d o lla r  te rm s, th e  P re s id e n t’s o rig in a l p lan  fo r  W P A  
sp e n d in g  d u r in g  th e  la s t  h a lf  o f 1940 w o u ld  h av e  a llo w ed  no  
m o re  th a n  $100,000,000 to  b e  s p e n t  as  th e  a v e ra g e  fo r a u tu m n  
m o n th s . T h e  n e w  p lan  w o u ld  a llo w  as  m u ch  a s  $160,000,000 
to  b e  sp e n t in  a m o n th  lik e  O c to b e r  o r N o v em b er.

A w a re  of th e  im p lic a tio n s  t h a t  m ig h t  b e  rea d  in to  th ese  
fac ts  a n d  f ig u res, Col. F ra n c is  C. H a r r in g to n , W P A  a d m in ­
is t r a to r ,  n o w  h a s  issu ed  o rd e rs  t h a t  a re  to  be p laced  in  all 
p ay  en v e lo p es , a d y is in g  W P A  w o rk e rs  th a t  th e y  a re  f re e  to  
v o te  o r n o t  to  v o te  as  th e y  p lease  an d  th a t  n o b o d y  can  in te r ­
fe re  w ith  th e i r  r ig h ts  o r  in flu en ce  th e i r  v o tes . C o lo n e l H a r ­
r in g to n  is a n  o fficer of th e  re g u la r  U n ite d  S ta te s  A rm y . H e  
is  in d eb te d  to  n o  p o litic a l p a r ty  an d  h as  no  s tr in g s  t ie d  to  
h im . H e  is a n  a d m in is t r a to r  o f lo n g  a n d  v a rie d  ex p e rien ce .

I t  is on  C o lone l H a r r in g to n s  sh o u ld e rs  th a t  th e  ta sk  
fa lls  w h e n  th e  p u b lic  d e m a n d s  th a t  p o litic a l in te rfe ren c e , in 
a n  e lec tio n  y e a r, b e  k e p t  o u t  of re lie f  a n d  o u t  o f  th e  ex ­
p e n d itu re  of a v a s t  su m  of m o n ey . T h e  ta s k  in  o th e r  y e a rs  
h a d  fa llen  o n  H a r ry  H o p k in s , w h o  trie d , lik e  th e  p re s e n t  a d ­
m in is tra to r ,  to  keep  h is  a d m in is tra t io n  free  fro m  p o litic a l 
in fluence.

B u t th e  p o in t th a t  p o litic ian s  a re  m ak in g  a m o n g  th e m ­
se lv es  is  th a t  n o  law  can  b a r  an u n e m p lo y e d  w o rk e r  fro m  
sh o w in g  g ra t i tu d e  fo r th e  fac t t h a t  h e  g e ts  a W P A  jo b  in 
th e  a u tu m n 'o f  1940. T h e re  is n o th in g  to  k e e p  th a t  w o rk e r  o r 
h is  fam ily  an d  frien d s  f ro m  d isp la y in g  th a t  g ra t i tu d e  a t  th e  
po lls  in N o v em b er. W h e n  a s  m an y  as  600,000. o r  even  m o re , 
o f  th e s e  jo b s  a re  c re a te d  in  th e  a u tu m n  m o n th s  th e re  is  a l­
w a y s  th e  ch an ce  th a t  som e v o te rs  m ay  be in fluenced . A nd  
w h e n  th e  flow  of ch eck s  to  4,000,000 fa rm e rs  is  sp eed ed  up , 
a s  i t  is  be in g , so  tfaat a la rg e  p ro p o rt io n  o f th o se  ch eck s  a r ­
r iv e  d u r in g  O c to b e r  an d  N o v e m b e r in s te a d  of in  J a n u a ry  
a n d  F e b ru a ry  a s  in  th e  p a s t,  th e re  is a  c h a n ce  th a t  th o se  
ch eck s m ay  h a v e  p o litica l in fluence.

T h e se  a re  p rac tic a l c o n s id e ra tio n s  th a t  a re  in  th e  m in d s 
o f m an y  officials a n d  m an y  m em b e rs  of co n g ress .

T h e y  reca ll th e  e x p e rien ce  of th e  p a s t  e lec tio n  y e a rs . In  
1936, w h e re  th e  g o v e rn m e n t h a d  b een  sp e n d in g  $153,000,000 
o n  W P A  in  A u g u s t, i t  w a s  s p e n d in g  $180,000,000 in  O c t­
o b e r  w ith  a c o rre sp o n d in g  r ise  in  th e  n u m b e r  of w o rk e rs . 
A f te r  e lec tio n — b etw e en  th e  s ta r t  of N o v e m b e r an d  th e  end  
o f D ecem b er, th e  W P A  ro lls  th a t  h ad  r ise n  b e fo re  e lec tio n  
dec lin ed  429,000. In  1938, w h e re  th e  g o v e rn m e n t h a d  been  
sp e n d in g  $172,000,000 in  J u ly , i t  w a s  sp e n d in g  $207,000,000 
in O c to b e r. W P A  ro lls  a f te r  e lec tio n  d ec lin ed  by  253,000, 
T h e  y e a rs  1937 a n d  1939 w e re  n o t e lec tio n  y ea rs . I n  th o se  
y e a rs , re lie f  ro lls  in c re a se d  b y  195,000 an d  250,000 re sp e c ­
tiv e ly  b e tw e en  th e  en d  of O c to b e r  an d  th e  f irs t of J a n u a ry .

T h e  f ig u res  a p p e a r  to  e m p h as ize  a ten d e n c y  fo r relief 
ro lls  to  r ise  s h a rp ly  in  th e  m o n th s  j u s t  b e fo re  e lec tio n  and 
th e n  to  d ec lin e  r ig h t  a f te r  e lec tio n , a lth o u g h  n o rm a lly  se- 
.vere  w e a th e r  s e ts  in* d u r in g  D e cem b er an d  • n o rm a lly  the  
t re n d  of re lie f  is u p w a rd  a t  th a t  period .

H a r ry  H o p k in s  a lw a y s  p o in te d  o u t  th a t  th e  ce rtif ica tio n  
o f in d iv id u a ls  fo r  W P A  is th e  re s p o n s ib ility  of local officials, 
o v e r w h o m  th e  n a tio n a l g o v e rn m e n t h as  no  co n tro l. T h e  
W P A  a d m in is tra to r  a llo ts  th e  fu n d s, a d m in is te rs  th e  w ork , 
an d  sees  th a t  th e  law s  a re  o b ey ed  in th e  p ro cess , b u t  an 
a g e n cy  of local g o v e rn m e n t ch o o ses  th o se  e n ti t le d  to  W P A  
w o rk .

C olonel H a r r in g to n  w ill face  th e  p ro b le m  of k eep in g  
p o litics o u t  of th is  o p e ra tio n  in  th e  h e a t o f a c a m p a ig n  in  a 
p re s id e n tia l  e lec tio n  y e a r. H e  faces  th a t  jo b  w ith  a v as t 
a m o u n t of m o n ey  to  sp en d , b u t  w ith o u t  a n y  p o litic a l t ie s  ot 
a n y  p o litica l resp o n s ib ilitie s .

W ELFARE SAVINGS
In com m enting upon the splendid w 6rk or the present 

G ratio t County Social W elfare Board last week it was not our 
in ten tion  to have read  in betw een the  lines any criticism  of the 
previous county board.

Handicapped as they  w ere w ith restrictions which divided 
the  responsibility  betw een the federal, s ta te  and local units, it 
was probably impossible for them  to use their own best judge­
m ent in m any cases. C ertainly they  w ere not in as good position 
as the  p resen t board to do this.

The point we perhaps did not m ake clear last week was that 
through changes in the  s ta te  welfare law  which place welfare 
m atters under g rea te r local control and through the  selection 
of practical lbcal men who have the in terests  of the taxpayers 
as much a t heart as they  do the  in terests  of those who either 
voluntarily  or otherw ise have become public charges, and 
through the  fact th a t the  p resen t board is m ade up of such 
men, the  saving was m ade possible and w hat is m ore im portant 
was actually  m ade. 4 .

W hile affecting a saving of m ore than  $16,000* in a period 
of four m onths, is a notable accom plishm ent, taxpayers of 
G ratio t a re  going to be disappointed if they  expect the  am ount 
to im m ediately be taken  from  th e ir  local taxes. As a m atter of 
fact the  county received $15,480 less from  the  state during  the 
four m onths than  it did during  the same four m onths for the 
previous year, which is alm ost equal to the  saving made.

E ventually  of course, if o ther counties will m ake a serious 
a ttem p t to approxim ate the resu lts in G ratio t County. G ratio t 
taxpayers, together with a ll M ichigan taxpayers, w ill benefit. 
B ut it p robably w ill not show up as a reduction cn local tax  
receipts this year.—Rom ainc McCall in The G rafiot 
Herald.
