"The fields have yielded
bounteously to the touch of
the husbandman. Gold, copper
.and iron mines have given
forth bountifully of their
buried treasures, and there is
a constant increase in the pro-
duct of salt wells." wrote Gov-
ernor Luce in his farewell
message to the state legislature,
more than 50 years ago. Pros-
perity then flourished in Mich-
igan.

Luce county was a great limber
county back in those days. But
now most of the timber is gone—
and that leaves much cut-over
land, some of it to be cultivated,
much of it loft for nature to care
for. It is not an easy matter t-
take a big county "built upon
timber production and make it
into an agricultural county, but
most of the people of Luce coun-
ty came from good, hardy stock
and they are determined that
Luce county shall continue as one
of the great and important coun-
ties of Michi%an.
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The writer recently spent two
or three days in that region. Such
men as John Turnbull. Dr. Frank
P. Bohn and Editor William
Fritz, who have spent most of
their lives in that interesting part
of Michigan, have for a long per-
iod never overlooked an oppor-
tumtv to do something in co-
operation with other citizens to
help build up that part of Mich-
igan.
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Luce county may not now pos-
sess the great pine forests that
once covered its hills and valleys,
but it does possess unlimited op-
portunities for vacation, recrea-
tional and tourist development,
While only three or four months
of the year can be regarded as
“open season” for this business.
it does provide the .interesting
northlahds with a "cash busi-
ness.” The progressive citizens of
Newberry and other communities
in that part of Michigan arc over-
looking' no opportunities to cre-
ate an increasing public interest
throughout the nation in the va-
cation possibilities of that part of
Michigan.* «
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Have you ever seen the Tali-
quamenon falls? They are the
largest waterfalls between the
Alleghenies and the Rocky moun-

' tains.

A great river tumbles down-
ward for half a hundred feet or
more over a rock ledge. Then it
roars towards Lake Superior for
three miles more where it again

drops down over the Lower
Tahquamenon Falls. Nowhere
in all America is there a more in-

teresting fiahl tbaln *th*ese falls.

But that is not all Luce county
offers to the tourist. Dozens and
dozens of small, excellent fishing
lakes and troul siream.-; dot the
landscape. It. possesses a shore
line along Lake Superior ihat
provides not only excellent bath-
Ing beaches, but interesting
sights, picnic and camping
rounds and hiking trails lhat
ead through virgin pine forests
and alongside creeks and rivers.

It is all different, vastly dif-
ferent than the part of Michigan
in which we live. The entire
Upper Peninsula is one great va-
cation land. No matter how fre-
quently one goes “north” there is
an appeal about it that causes one
to make frequent return trips

t to the “"empire of the north.”

' .-ometimes referred to as the
“roof garden of Michigan." The
growth of its tourist business not
only helps the Upper Peninsula,
but’ it helps all of Michigan.

i Fifty years ago children who
erred were held as responsible
for their wrong doing as were
>men who had committed some
criminal offense. But the attitude
jof the public relative to these
“problems? rtf boys and girls has
rapidly changed and we now re-
19ard these matters in their cor-
rect light." said Judge Healy.

"We try to build good citizens
out of neglected and delinquent
jchildren. Wo work with various
civic and church organizations in
efforts to restore these boys and
|girls to .the right way of doing
jfilings. We endeavor to improve
home conditions where we find'
Ihat they might be at fault for
the delinquency of a child." he
said,

A broken home, where father
and mother have separated, he
pointed out. provided the most
serious situation for juvenile au-
thorities to handle.

The judge briefly touched up-
on recent legislation pertainin
to state aid for crippled and af-
flicted children, and declared that

the legislature in view of past
memecords, was justified in taking
the action that it did. He was

confident, he said, that the next
legislature would make such ad-

ditional apPropriations as con
damns justified.
Judge Healy was accompanied

to Plymouth by County Auditor
Jack Cowan, who was a guest of
the club.

The program was in charge of
Harry =~ Robinson, who invited
Judge Healy to come to Plym-
outh to give this interesting and
timely address.

Included in the thousands of
descriptions of properties in
rcithern Michigan which re-
verted to the state last Novem-
ber because of tax delinquency
are many whose former owners
contend are in jeopardy because
of misunderstandings.

“We must send relief as needed
and hot too late to be of use,” Mr.

In addition,
the American Red Cross purchased
medicines, shoe's, blankets, knitted
underwear and almost a thousand
other items at a cost of $1,500,000

for shipment to the Red Cross so
cieties of belligerent nations'.

But with destruction, suffering
and thousands of wounded added
each day to the frightful toll of war
as new nations became involved,
the American Red Cross appealed
to the nation for at least a ten mil-
lion dollar relief fund. Contribu-
tions can be made to the local Red
Cross Chapter in any community
in America. Mr. Davis said.

to carefully estimate its own
strength with which it may meet
a possible crisis. Our own gov-
ernment is taking all precautions
in order that we may not be
caught in a moment of national
weakness but shall be able to
meet any situation with the full
power of our great national re-
sources,” Dr. Enss stated.
“However, we must not let our-
selves be misled by the idea that
the strength of a nation consists
in _mechanized armaments and
efficiently trained armies only.
There are other sources of
strength  which constitute the
backbone of a great nation. We
shall speak of them as natural
and social forces. To some of
these forces | wish to direct our
attention at this time.
"Whenever a nation is threat-
ened with an invasion from the
outside, the first thought is the
security of its borders. In this
respect the United States could,
up till now, speak of a peculiarly
fortunate geographical situation.
On the east and on the west wc
have two of the best friends in
the world, the Atlantic and the
Pacific ocean which always re-
main the same. And on the north
and south our neighbors do not
threaten our national existence;
and this situation will not change
over night. Add to this situation
the fact that to our north we
have the Arctic and to the south
the tropics and you will realize
that we occupy the zone which
in itself is a source of tremendous

strength in the history of a
nation.
“Another natural resource of

our national strength is our al-
most unlimited natural resources
of the widest variety.

“Nor should be lorget our priv-
ileged historical situation. Al-
though we cann'ot say that in the
process_ of its historical growth
the United States has not offend-
ed any other nation, this nation
is not burdened with an uneasy
conscience as many of the Europ-
ean nations, who must fear their
neighbors because of grave in-
justice committeed in the past.

"However all these advantages
may not save us in the hour of
crisis if we. ourselves, prove un-
worthy of the great blessings be-

stowed upon us rovidence.
There is the social side of na-
tional strength or weakness

which after ail may prove to be
the more important factor in the
solution of our national problems.
Here we may detect some weak
spots which ‘must be bared and
corrected if we mean to stand in
the hour of crisis. Serious social
mistakes were committed in re-
cent years which are now pro-
ducing undesirable results. Un-
fortunatel}/ these mistakes were
committed by men in responsible
positions and their correction has
become an almost impossible
task, but we shall have to tackle
it anyhow.

"Men ’in high position have
spoken disparagingly of the con-
stitution of the United States and
have coined phrases which have
left their impress upon the minds
of the younger generation. Now
you hear the cry about the “fifth
column.” Would \éou be surprised
if you found that the deegest
sympathy for this so-called fifth
column may be found among the
American youth? . .. Who is to
blame for that incredible situa-
tion? Not our youth. For youth
simply accepts the ideals held
before them. The responsibility
rests on those who have pointed
to the wrong ideals. Free love,
political radicalism and religious
atheism have been the ideals held
before the American youth by
nelsons in high responsible posi-
tions and now we make much ado
about subversive elements. True
enough, a house cleaning is nec-
essary, but where should Amer-
ica begin this ﬁrocess? ... Our
young people have been taught
to admire Soviet communism
while the heroes of American
history were pushed in the
background. Now they are be-
ginning to admire the German
war machine. Why are the lead-
ers of America so slow in inspir-
ing the young of our land out
of America’s own historical past?
Why all this chatter about the
great European democracies
while the American republic
offers the best classical example
for American youth?

"Here is the weakness of our
nation today. Our youth has br'en
taught to look across the oceans
for inspiring ideals and they have
lost the hold on true American
ideals. And we all know that the
responsibility for this deplorable
situation rests upon our own
leaders. Men like ex-President
Hoover have tried to recreate the
American ideals, but their at-
tempts were met with laughter.
One thing you must remember:—
peace time battles can be won by
men of middle age, but for war
vou must have the enthusiasm
and virility of young manhood.”

Ferries Create A
World Record

A world record never ap-
proached by any other two ships
in maritime history is credited to
the Pere Marquette Railway
steamers, City of Flint and City
of Saginaw,” which have just
completed 10 years of car ferry
operation on Lake Michigan.

The two boats were put in
service between Ludington and
Milwaukee in the spring of 1930.
Since then, according to R. J.
Bowman, vice-president of the
railroad, the boats have traveled
more miles, hauled more freight
per mile, given steady employ-
ment to more persons per mile
than any other two ships.

In the 10-year period the
boats traveled” 1,986,660 miles,
equal to 80 times around vhe

world; carried 8,580,000 tons of
freight; provided $1,825,000 in
wages to their crews who in-
cidentally were served 1,614,200
meals in the decade, and carried
more than 47,000 tourist auto-
mobiles and 150,000 passengers.
Despite their day-and-night, win-
ter-and-summer operations there
has not been a day in the 10
years when storms have prevent-
ed either ship from making a
crossing of Lake Michigan.
The ships are two of a fleet of
car ferry steamers operated by
the railroad between Ludington
and Milwaukee, Manitowoc and
Kewaunee, Wisconsin and which
make up the largest fleet of their
kind in the world. A new steam-
costing $2,000,000, the first
streamlined ship to operate' on
the Great Lakes and said to be
the most powerful steamer ever
on American inland waters, will
be added to the fleet January 1.
Officials announce its launching
at Manitowoc, Wisconsin, late in
the summer.

Station Guard

Health Officer Peck
Submits Monthly
Report to City

So that there might be a more
sanitary condition at the public
comfort station on Main street,
City Health Officer Luther Peck,
M. D,, recommended to the city
commission Monday night that a
watchman be put”in charge of
the building during several day-
time and evening hours.

“At numerous times during the
month | have personally inspect-
ed the comfort station and it was
found to be in a very filthy con-
dition," the doctor told commis-
sioners in his monthly report.
"Because | believe much of it is
due to neglect, a watchman sta-
tioned there will bo the answer
to the problem.”

In his report he mentioned
that such a building can be a
valuable asset to a community
when properly cared fur, but
when permitted tu be in the con-
dition as he found "Plymouth’s to !
be in, it is nothing but a debit ;
and perfect spot for
breeding, he declared.

Incluged in his report for the |
month of May, it wa® mentioned |
that seven homes wore inspected |
in_which there were no
toilets. Orders were given to
carry out state health require-
ments in each of these cases, he
reported.

At the request of the city
manager, who has been workin(a;
with the health officer in regar
to city health problems. 1) fire-
men ‘were examined following
the Willoughby Shoe store fire to
guard against any complications
which might result from smoko
and other obnoxious fumes. It
was found that seven men need-
ed medical attention.

During the latter part of April
and the forepart of May, 15 eases
of scarlet fever developed in the
city. With the aid of the school
nurse, considerable time was
Sﬁent in preventing the spread of
the disease and at the present
time there are only two active
cases in the city.

A severe venereal disease was
ferreted out by Dr. Peck last
month. He said that fortunately
the carrier has been removed
from the city. He placarded and
closed to occupancy two pieces
of property whose unsanitary
condition warranted such action.

During the last three months
conservation officers confiscated
approximately nine running
miles of unmarked, undersized
chub nets in three major seiz-
ures in Lake Michigan—off Lud-
ington, Frankfort and Charle-

Means—Editorial

A week ago %esterday we

Americans celebrated "Mem-
orial day with Europe at war and
our land disturbed by harrowing
uncertainties and rumors of war.
It is with great fear and appre-
hension that we look to the fu-
ture, for the future ho man has
been able to foretell. Tomorrow,
June 8. begins the first day of
Flag Weelc, an observance that
will be nation-wide. It may seem
ironical to celebrate Flag Day
with war so widespread, but this
day can have a message for us
if 'we will only listen.

We say, "Flag Week.” “Is that
like Cotton Week?” What does
Flag Week mean to us Amer-
icans? To many it will mean lit-
tle just as Decoration Day and
the Fourth of July signify little.
To others. Flag Week of 1940 will
have an added significance and
perhaps a changed one from those
of former yaais*. While in the past
it was designed to promote a
united citizenship and to free our
people from class hatreds and
racial intolerance, this year’s na-
tional observance carries with it
an added meaning since the laws
and flags of other lands are being
engulfed by war and destruction.

If plans for the week material-
ize. cities all over the nation will
have OId Glory fluttering over
public buildings and homes, fact-
ories, and institutions: it will
have promoted a new and better
understanding of the flag and its
significance amon its citizens,
among grade and high school
students.  Proclamations have
been issued by President Roose-
velt and Governor Dickinson ask-
ing Americans to honor the flag
and spread appreciation for the
ideals and institutions for which

Red for courage, white for
cleanness of life and blue for loy-
alty. justice, and truth, the Am-
erican stars_and stripes will find
its celebration culminated with
Flag Day on June 14, 163 years
after the first flag was authorized
by the Continental Congress.

During May

Cutler residence, 2050 Ridge
road, and also one at 1014 Mill
street where burning rubbish

One of the fires inside the city
was at the Allen Industries plant

which did little or no damage.
Another more serious was at
Dunn Steel for which damage

was estimated at several thou-
sand dollars.

Fire Chief Fred Wagenschutz
stated in a report that he and
another fireman made 54 inspec-
tions to business places last
month to guard against fire haz-
ards. and also both schools were
checked. Sixteen recommenda-
tions were made which were
followed up by 14 personal calls.

Last month the police depart-
ment stated that parking regula-
tions were going to be watched
more closely and from the num-
ber of violation tickets for this
offense issued during May, it is
apparent that they made good
their warning. Sixteen individ-
uals were ordered to pay fines
of $1 for the offense.

A systematic hourly checking
is carried out in the restricted
area by members of the police
department. Cars are marked
and if found to be parked longer
than the limit, tickets arc issued.

“Until such a time that the
city will have a parking lot,”
Chief Police V. R. Smith de-
clared. “we will have to be strict
in the parking enforcement. The
condition as it now exists does
not warrant the parking of any
car over the two-hour limit.”

Includ-
ed were the names of 11 individ-
uals who were given tickets for
speeding, six for improper park-
ing. two for reckless driving and
three lor no operator’s license.

Running stop streets was the
cause for four violators to be
given tickets and one was ar-
rested for not observing the
school signal. Improper signaling
caused another individual to pay
a traffic fine.

A total of $103 was assessed
in fines. The report listed an
amount of $41 which was col-
lected for previously issued tick-
ets and two cases were referred
to higher courts.

The other day he appealed to Governor Dickinson for
more men to investigate complaints of sabotage, and de-
clared that the “Fifth Column situation in Michigan indus-
try is very serious.”

“We are getting more complaints than we can handle,”
he said.

It is not surprising that this condition exists in Mich-
igan. A former Governor opened the door wide in order to
make Michigan a safe haven for all the radical elements who
desired to seek shelter within the state. In return, he was
given the solid political support of the Communist party in
Michigan.

That we may not reap the whirlwind, Michigan should
heed the warning of State Police Commissioner Oscar Ol-
ander. Any one guilty of the sabotage in any form and in any
industry within the state should be punished to the limit—
and there must be no prosecutions based upon a desire to
destroy any worthy, loyal and law-abiding working organ-
ization.

The other day “Nutty” McNutt desecrated a sacred
Memorial day service by talking politics. He declared that
he was willing to sacrifice himself upon the altar in behalf
of humanity by not running for President if President Roose-
velt would take a third term. It would serve public interest
far better if “Nutty” McNutt would step out in front and let
the voters take care of his “sacrificial” offer.

"HYSTERIA” BETTER CALLED "REASONABLE CONCERN”

While most Americans seem to be in accord with the idea
that adequate defense preparations are necessary and vital to our
country, there are still those who “pooh, pooh™ the thought that
any real danger exists. They refer to the present state of public
mind as “war hysteria.” In" my opinion the application of such
a term to the present state of public mind as reflected in opinions
advocating preparedness is as far from the truth as can possibly
be. Such a practice comes definitely under the well-known propa-
ganda technique known as “labeling”—that is the art of assign-
ing and associating a bad name with whatever is opposed.

Probably the best application that might be applied to the
present feeling in America is “reasonable concern” and springs
naturally from a wish to be prepared against whatever the future
may bring forth,

Americans have seen and realize what can happen to coun-
tries, however peaceably inclined, which allow their armed forces
to fall below standard. England and France are paying the pen-
alty right now for allowing themselves to be outstripped in prep-
aration for war. Moreover they are paying heavily for their years
of hesitancy and mistakes in not taking aggessive steps to curb
the rise of totalitarianism.

The immediate advantage of a stron?( army, navy and air
force, is that America will be able to speak powerfully and with
certainty in a world that in the future is going to need a highly
constructive force. And an adequate trained and equipped armed
force takes time to build—as the allies have found out.

Advocating such a policy does not seem to me to be “war
_I?_ysteria" but just good plain sense.—Robert Rowe in The Milfprd
