Fishing Season 
Opens on Tuesday

Tuesday. Ju n e  20, is th at day 
which is aw aited so eagerly every 

1 year by considerably m ore than 
j  a half million Michigan fisher- 
I m en—the  day on which the black 
bass, bluegill and sunfish season 

I opens.
| And this season, unless all 
j p resen t indications a re  upset.
, Michigan fisherm en will he 
i joined by a record num ber of 
i outstaters.

Ju n e  25 is m arked  by the lift-  
i ing of restrictions on fishing on 
S all inland w aters of the s ta te  not 
now open to fishing and it will 
be legal to take  all species of fish 
except grayling  and sturgeon.

The fish division of the  con­
servation departm ent reports  that 
an unusual num ber of inquiries 
concerning places to fish and 
kinds of fishing in M ichigan has 
been received to da te  from  o u t­
side the  state. R esidents of 
eastern  states, p articu larly , arc- 
displaying increased in terest in 
w hat Michigan has to offer the 
fisherm an.

M ore than  eight hundred  
thousand fishing licenses m ay be 
sold in M ichigan th is  year. Resi­
dent fisherm en, for the first 
tim e, are  buying  $1 licenses 
which en title  holders and wives 
to fish for a ll legal species, in ­
cluding trout. Of the  $1 license 
fee. 40 cents is earm arked  for 
acquisition of lands which p ro ­
vide public access to  fishing 
w aters, fo r research and lake and 
stream  im provem ent. N on-resi­
dent anglers pay $2 for licenses 
good for one year. $1 for special 
10-day licenses. In  the case of 
no n -res id en t fisherm en, wives 
m ay obtain licenses upon p ay ­
m ent of a 50-cent fee.

M ichigan expects the  biggest 
tourist business on record this 
season and the  quality  and type 
of fishing offered in the  sta te  is 
n rim arily  responsible for a ttrac t­
ing a large proportion of visitors.

As usual, th e  lowly bluegill 
will be the fish which lures most 
fisherm en to M ichigan's inland 
lakes.

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Youthful Plymouth Army Flyer Tells 
of His Experiences in Blind Flying

Richard Innis Is 
Home on Brief 
Furlough From  South

Richard Innis, P lym outh high 
school graduate who is a m em ber 
of the United S tates riying 
forces, associated w ith the Tw en­
ty -fourth  B om bardm ent S quad­
ron located a t M ax w ell' Field, 
Alabama, is home visiting with 
his parents on a brief furlough 
from  the army.

He has w ritten  for The Mail 
the following brief article telling 
of his experiences a t blind flying. 
I t  follows:

Blind flying is tme thing th at 
no one can become accustomed 
to no m atter how m uch he or she 
is in the air. It is one of the most 
peculiar things th a t is connected 
with flying. Many pilots w ill say 
th at they do not m ind flying 
blin, but if you fly w ith  a 
pilot when he is going it "blind” 
you will find th at he is jitte ry  
and not as relaxed as he should 
be w hen flying. I t  is not as though 
you are  frightened  or afraid, it 
is just th a t you have a feeling 
of uneasiness and you do not 
know w hat is going to happen 
next. The easiest way to get 
som ew hat the same feeling is to 
walk in a strange room th a t is 
absolutely dark.

I t  was a d reary  W ednesday 
m orning w hen I had m y first 
experience w'ith blind flying. 
There was a drizzling ra in  fall­
ing, leaving a ceiling of about 
800 to 1000 feet. I could hear the 
mechanic tuning up  the  tw in 
engines of the Douglas B-18A 
Bomber th aj I was going to M er- 
ridian, Mississippi in. A few m in­
utes la te r the captain, lieutenant, 
engineer, radio operator and m y­
self boarded the plane. As -we 
were taxiing out on the field to 
get into position to take off I no­
ticed that the  ceiling was getting  
lower all the time, b u t I had no 
time to w orry as we were given 
the "all clear” signal from  the 
control tow er and with both eng­
ines w ide open we took off.

As we circled the field, g a in ­
ing altitude, we lost sight of the 
ground completely. A t 1100 feet 
we set a course due w est and 
started  climbing a t the  ra te  of 
about 100 feet a m inute. Very 
soon the fog was so thick that 
we could hardly see our wing 
tips. Clim bing steadily  for about 
20 m inutes w ithout seeing any­
th ing  but a blinding w hite m ist 
gave me an eerie feeling of un­
easiness. I was beginning to th ink 
th at we were going to have to 
fly blind all of the way when 
suddenly, as though you would 
take a blindfold from your eyes, 
we were above the fog and the

sun was shining vividly on the 
clouds below and around us. E v­
eryone in the ship expelled a 
long sigh of relief and seemed 
to feel better.

There is a certain  stra in  th at 
one is under that cannot be e x ­
plained. It is ju st there and there 
is nothing that you can do about 
it. We continued to fly w est and 
occasionally we would fly through 
clouds and experience th at same 
eerie feeling as though we were 
being swallow ed by some huge 
m onstrosity in the sky  and then 
we would come out of the cloud 
into the brightness of day.

Return ing  th at evening the 
same thing occurred but as it 
was dark  w henever we would 
pass through a cloud or m ist 
bank our red and green running  
lights on the wing tips gave a 
dull lum inous glow to the cloud 
which rem inded me of the n o rth ­
ern lights on clear w inter night. 
I believe th a t this is one of the 
m any things that m akes flying 
w hat it is today. Seeing such a 
spectacle that is so strange and 
yet so beautiful is w hat m akes a 
person w ant to fly. If you w ant 
a real thrill, a feeling of m yster­
ious uneasiness, go up in an a ir- 

I plane on a real cloudy day or 
! at n ight and fly through the 
| clouds. It w ill be and rem ain the 
! greatest experience of your life.

Dog License Fee 
Raises July 1

Dog owners in the city have 
until Ju ly  1. a few days m ore 
than  one week, during  which 
tim e they can get dog licenses 
for Si. A fter th at date the price 
is raised to S1.50.

Last year there was a total of 
454 licensed dogs in the city. So 
far this spring, only 75 licenses 
have been issued.

"Dogs m ust have a license even 
though there is s ta te-w ide q u ar­
antine in effect at the present 
time,” Police Chief V aughan R. 
Sm ith said, W ednesday.

The fee for both vaccinated 
and non-vaccinatcd dogs is the 
same. If dogs have been given 
the treatm ent, it is requested 
th at certificates be presented at 
the time application is m ade for 
the license.

Document Dating Back to 1851

Charles Rathbum  
Presents Old T ax Roll 
for Safe-Keeping

The city of P lym outh recently 
received a tax  docum ent dating 
back to 1851. It is an assessment 
roll for P lym outh and Northville 
tow nships and was presented to 
city  officials for safe keeping by 
Charles R athburn. supervisor of 
P lym outh  township.

C ity M anager C. H. Elliott said 
th a t the historical docum ent will 
be placed in the city vaults in a 
few  days. Before th at time, in ­
terested residents may call a t his 
office to exam ine it.

The old roll is interesting from 
m any standpoints, the city m an­
ager said. I t  is indicative of the 
historical trend of the times. The 
proDertv descriptions as given 
w ould be all to inadequate for 
our present system  and would be 
declared void if used today, he 
said.

A nother point of in terest was 
th a t the tax  total, as given, does 
not agree w ith the presum ed 
item ized account. Mr. E llio tt said 
th a t a collection fee m ust have 
been included, but not itemized.

‘•The to ta l seems to be only a 
few cents off. ho said, which leads

I me to m ake the fee presum ption."

Wolf sailplane in good shape. 
Thev were one dav late but lu c k - , 
ily missi-d very little  flying due I 
to the fact th at the w eather was ] 
not very su itable Sunday. Ju n e  2. i

Monday, all of the sailplanes | 
at the  m eet got away on cross­
country flights. Alcide Santilli 
m ade 34 m iles in the XYZ Wolf, 
reaching 3,300 feet on the way. 
Tuesday was a poor day and no­
body was able to m ake a soaring 
flight. It was on Tuesday that 
R andy Chapm an and Guy W ill­
iams arrived from Detroit with 
the LIT sailplane. Also W illiam 
Putnam  and Herb A bram s a r ­
rived late Tuesdav afte r having 
experienced slight m otor trouble 
at Tulsa. Oklahoma.

W ednesday was a ra th e r  poor 
day. Thursday. Randy m ade 175 
m iles in tile LIT sailplane and 
landed 35 m iles northw est of 
Enid. Oklahoma, afte r getting  
s ta rted  late in the day (after a l­
m ost every other sailplane had 
departed). Randy reached an a l­
titude of 6.800 feet.

Ross in the 
same in terval reached 1.500 feet 
but got up to 7.000 feet la te r on. 
Both P utnam  and Ross m ade 
distance with P utnam  reporting  
41 m iles to near Chatanooga. 
Oklahom a and Ross approx im ate­
ly the sam e distance toward 
Dallas. Texas.

He reached be tte r than 
7.000 feet very quickly  in the 
first therm al, enjoying climb at 
the ra te  of five and a half m eters 
pel’ second for 1.500 feet of the 
clim b and three and a half m eters 
per second for the rem ainder of 
the 7.000 feet. (One m eter per 
second represents 200 feet per 
m inute or two and one-th ird  
miles per hour).

R andy Chapm an m ade about 
25 miles, going some 10 miles be­
yond Burk B urnett. Texas. No 
one was as lucky as Maxov.

Jailed Drivers

A. Blake Gillies 
Submits Plan to 
D etroit Police

Inm ates of the Detroit H nu-r 
of Correction, who have been 
jailed  on traffic counts, will be 
subjected to a comolete course 
in traffic safety and driving be­
fore being discharged, declared 
A. Blake Gillies, superintendent 
of the institution and originator 
of the plan which has just been 
subm itted to the Detroit police 
departm ent.

Serious traffic violations caus­
ed 560 m en and women to he 
com m itted to the Institution last 
year, s tated  Mr. Gillies. "It is our 
belief th at a great proportion of 
these convicted drivers m ay be­
come good d rivers if p roper I v 
instructed ." he said. .

The course will be started  a', 
the  institution im m ediately and 
will be under/the  direction of the 
D etroit P ubhc Safety bureau, 
with Sergeant Clyde Rings of the 
police departm ent in charge of 
instruction. 1 Two hours of in­
struction eacH week will be given 
by House of. Correction staff 
m em bers and the bureau  will I r ­
responsible for one hour.

The plan has the endorsem ent 
of executives of D etroit's online 
departm ent. Commissioner Frank 
D. Eaman. Fred W. Juergon.s. 
head of the  -traffic departm ent: 
S uperin tendent Louis C. Berg
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and she judges of the traffic d iv­
ision of Recorder’s Court.

The course will not only be 
compulsory for traffic violators 
but also for those com m itted on 
charges uf drunkenness, and not 

i involved in accidents. A ll other 
inmates will be compelled to a t- 

, tend two hours of instruction be- 
iore being discharged. Mr. G il­
lies said.

Equipm ent duplicating that
used in the traffic school at D e­
troit police headquarters, supple­
m ented by a library, will be 
moved into the  huge assembly 
ho’! iH the institution which is 
being converted into a classroom.

Traffic court judges praise 
Mr. G iilies’ plan as a new de­
partu re  in correctional work. 
Reports will be given the judges 
at frequent intervals from their 
<- in ts. the House superin tendent 
sa d. Tlv. y will be well equipped 
'•1 determ ine the fitness of those 
t" b - discharged when it be- 
couh s tim e in decide w hether 
drivers' licenses are  to be re­
turned.

Ruth Ash Gives 
Valedictory

Ruth Ash. who completed her 
high school curriculum  with no 
m ark lower than an "A" was 
the undisputed valedictorian of 
P lym outh’s class of lf)40. Follow ­
ing is the valedictory address. 
"Be Am erican: Think Am erican." 
which she delivered Thursday 
evening at comm encem ent:

N ever before has Am erica be­
come so Am erican conscious, but 
never has America been th re a t­
ened by such devastating  forces 
as Communism. Nazism and Fa­
scism. These are  not new ideas 
to America. Thev have been at 
work here  for m any years, but 
it is only since they  have become 
so powerful in certain European 
countries and started  spreading 
over the world that Am erica has 
been aw akened from her lethargy 
to action. L ittle  thought was 
given to being and thinking 
Am erican until the exam ples of 
w hat has happened in less for­
tunate  countries in Europe arous­
ed the feeling. It was just taken 
for granted.

Now Am ericans are a little  
afra id  of w hat m ight happert 
here and are  wonderiiTg«^jj6w 
such a catastrophe can be avert­
ed. The answ er seem s to lie in , 
being A m erican and thinking 
Am erican. It shouldn’t be hard 
to be Am erican, but som etim es 
one becomes im patien t w ith the 
things as they  are  here, such as 
the corruption in m anv govern­
m ent offices, and the laxness in 
m any of the law enforcing bodies. 
But one needs only to look at 
the situation across the w aters to 
discover how fortunate  one is to 
be an A m erican and that it is 
qu ite  a pleasant place in which 
to live.

Here in Am erica one can ex­
press just what one believes 
w ithout the fear of being throw n 
into a concentration cam p or en ­
tirely elim inated in the next 
purge. One doesn't have to be 
suspicious that one’s friends are  
spying and reporting everything 
to the governm ent. Freedom of 
speech and the press is among 
our most valuable possessions. 
Papers can prin t the events as 
they happen w ithout being cen­
sored. The governm ent does not 
step  in and say w hat can and 
cannot be printed. One can talk  
about the governm ent, its offic­
ials. how the governm ent is be­
ing run. what the officials are 
doing, to his heart’s content, and 
the papers can prin t all they  care 
to about these things. It is only 
when an u n tru th  is printed to 
tiie defam ation of one's char­
acter that anyth ing  can be done.

Here in America there  is free­
dom of religion. The governm ent 
is to lerant of tlu-m all and no 
one will be persecuted because 
he believes in one of them . The 
governm ent and the church are 
en tirely  separate  and each re ­
spects the other.

Here in Am erica every reg is­
tered citizen of voting age can 
vole. Elections are  carried on at 
regular intervals. The people 
• lect whom thev want to m ake 
the laws lor them , whom they 
w ant to enforce them, and thus 
indirectly  pul through the laws 
they want. There are  also the 
checks of initiative, referendum , 
and recall, bv which m oans a law 
can be started , or rejected, or an 
officer rem oved. T here is no d ic­
tator here who runs everything 
w ithout the consent of the peo­
ple. Every person has the right 
of trial by ju ry  and the defense 
of a lawyer. One doesn't have to 
be afraid of being throw n into 
prison w ithout first having a 
hearing.

H ire  in America there  is a 
chance for an education. Some 
sections do not have as easy a 
time of it. but there are schools 
to which everyone can go. rich 
and poor alike. Public libraries 
are  fu rth er sources of inform a­
tion. Radios are  universal from 
which m ore inform ation can bo 
gained. The same is also true for 
radios in regard to news as it is

They are  
not censored by the governm ent 
as to the kind of news they  m ay 
give. Through the radio one can 
obtain news from across the 
country and across the waters, 
too.

These are  just a few of the 
great privileges of being an 
American. The least one can do 
to show his appreciation is to 
th ink  like an Am erican. There 
are  several characteristics of true  
A m erican th inking  all of which 
arc equally  im portant. One of 
these is c lear thinking. People 
are needed who can choose from  
the maze of facts th a t confront 
them , those item s which are  p e r­
tinent problem s of today. Such 
clearness can be obtained only 

I by piecing together those facts 
I which build a continuous train  of 
| thought and discarding those of 
I nc or lesser consequence, 
i A nother characteristic is hon- 
! t s t  thinking. This m eans looking 
i at tht- true facts, getting accurate 
! inform ation from  good a u th o r­
ities. and refraining from  repeat- 

I :ng rum ors and gossip and true 
| facts.
! A third characteristic is fear- 
• less thinking. A fearless th inker 
- isn’t afraid to look at the facts 

and consider both sides. No sa t- 
; isfaclory result can be reached 
I w ithout seeing both sides. One 
! point of view m ay be the right 
one. but there’s alw ays the other 

, side, and it m ight change the s it-  
I uation entirely . Then, too, the 

fta rless will go right ahead and 
cheerfully  pursue the  facts of a 
problem until i t  is conquered.

So often m ere opinion is su b ­
stitu ted  for clear, honest, and 
fearless thought. This indicates 
that the m ind is in a s ta te  of 
invalidism, for it tru ly  m ust be 
an invalid if it can 't even be 
used for thinking.

Am erica is continually  being 
m ade the place w here the A m er­
ican Dream  can be m ore fully 
realized. The A m erican Dream  is.

I of course, to m ake Am erica a 
country w here the  prizes and 

' good life go to those who win 
them and not ju st be given to 
those who happen to be born rich 
or titled: and to m ake Am erica 
a place w here everyone m ay a t­
tain the highest level of which 
he is capable. If only more A m er­
icans would th in k  Am erican, 
there wouldn’t be nearly as much 
chance for the isms to get started , 
and upset the A m erican Dream. 
Ju s t as soon as anyth ing  goes 
wrong, the thoughts of m any are 
beset by doubt and it is then th at 
the isms began to work. They 
seem to offer ju st the solution at 
the time, but a fte r  a w hile people 
begin to th ink  Am erican again 
and find out how wrong they 
have been. A m inority, however, 
fails to recover from these ideas 
—only because they won’t think! 
It is with this m inority  th a t so 
much trouble results.

The governm ent realizes how 
much dam age they  can cause 
and goes to a great expense in 
tim e and m oney to root them  out. 
Com m ittees are  put to work to 
uncover these un-A m erican  act­
ivities, as they a re  called. Isn’t 
it be tte r ?nd  m ore practical and 
less expensive to th ink  Am erican 
in the  first place and avoid all 
this annoyance?

Ju s t because it is the govern­
m ent which s ta rts  the fight 
against this very real foe. don’t 
think it ends there. It is the duty 
of every vo ter and citizen to do 
his part. It is the  duty of every 
m em ber of this class as well to 
prove the value of Am erica by 
being and th inking  American. 
The pledge each senior m akes 
as he takes his initial step  out 
into the world should be to fa ith ­
fully carry  out th is  g rea t p riv ­
ilege of being an Am erican.

Tonight is the last tim e we will 
all be together. We have just 
completed four years of training 
for the A m erican way of living. 
However, it has not all been 
work. We have m ixed in m any 
pleasures. Wc have shared  joys 
and sorrows, and I ’m su re  in 
looking back it can safely be said 
th at our joys out-balanee by far 
our sorrows. I am as sorry  to 
leave as the  rest of you. but tim e 
stands still for no m an and we 
cannot turn  it back or re ta rd  it 
no m atter how m uch we may 
wish to. We m ust each take our 
place, and I sincerely wish each 
and everyone of you success in 
the field of work you have cho­
sen. 1 know wc a re  all determ ined 
to accept the challenge of true 
Americanism , and live as closely 
to its ideals as oossible.

Edgar A. Guest in his poem 
"Old C rankm ire Expresses H im ­
self" brings out ju st w hat every 
true A m erican should feel and 
silen tly  repeat in his heart.

It goes like this:
Old C rankm ire  had heard us d is­

cussing the things which wc 
fancy are wrong

W hen he thum ped on the table 
and shouted: "We live in a 
country of song."

We dwell in a country of laugh­
ter. the country of pastim e and 
m irth

And som ething you all should 
rem em ber, the happiest coun­
try  on earth!

K IL L  T H E  S C H E M E !
A copy of the M ichigan T radesm an has been received 

by T he P lym outh  M ail w hich contains a strong  editorial de­
nouncem ent of the proposal to  set up a system  of national 
branch banking w ithin th is  s tate. T he T radesm an points out 
m any of the evils of the  system  and denounces it as some­
th ing  M ichigan does no t w ant. I t  goes so far as to  urge tha t 
G overnor D ickinson call a special session of the  legislature 
to  pass legislation if necessary to  prevent the operation of a 
system  of branch banks in M ichigan.

T he P lym outh  M ail is one hundred  percent in accord 
w ith  the T radesm an. B ranch banking is the last th ing  M ich­
igan w ants.

T he T radesm an should have pointed out the calam ity 
th a t has come to the sm aller cities and  com m unities of Cal­
ifornia as the resu lt of the  system  of branch banking in tha t 
state. T h e  s ta te’s entire banking  system  is now  dom inated 
by one or tw o pow erful financial interests. If  a business man 
in E l C entro or Redlands, California, desires to conduct even 
some ordinary routine banking business, except the  deposit­
ing of money, local bank employes have nothing to  say about 
it. All details m ust be sent to  Los A ngeles or San Francisco 
for approval or rejection by the "big bankers" of those finan­
cial centers.

O nce w e perm it branch banking to s ta rt in M ichigan, 
th e  business men of the  sm aller com m unities are a t the ab ­
solu te mercy of the  big city  bankers. W e w an t none of it in 
M ichigan. K ill the schem e N O W .

R E P U B L IC A N IS M .
I t  w as on June 15, 1855 w hen R epublicans at a m eeting 

held in  W ashington , adopted certain  policies w hich have 
prevailed since th a t tim e am ong the  basic beliefs of all true 
Republicans.

One of those principles follows:
"T he people are the righ tfu l source of all 

political pow er.”
T h a t sentence was w ritten  into the Republican consti­

tu tion  by a group of free American citizens, voters who were 
not controlled by any political m achine or any political boss. 
T hey voted the ir ow n convictions. T hey  spoke as only un ­
controlled, independent and G od-fearing citizens dare speak.

D ow n th rough  the  generations large num bers of in­
tensely loyal and devoted citizens have m aintained th e ir  R e­
publicanism  because of belief in the idea th a t all political 
control belongs to the people, and out of such a condition 
the  greatest num ber of public benefits are derived by the 
masses.

Republican history, like w orld history, has had its  tu r ­
bulent chapters: There have been tim es in the past w hen 
greedy, selfish, P L U N D E R IN G  in terests have controlled 
the  destinies of th is  great political organization, ju s t as the 
sam e so rt of in terests  have a t tim es controlled the  D em ­
ocratic party .

R ank and file Republicans in M ichigan for the first tim e 
now  find it essential to repudiate and denounce a m achine 
C O N T R O L L E D  party  organization tha t has been set up in 
this s ta te  by a crow d of political boot-lickers.

U nfortunate, indeed, in these try ing  tim es, is the fact 
th a t we m ust fight for the protection of our country  and at 
the sam e tim e fight a crow d of political puppets w ho jum p 
at the bidding of the ir m asters.

If any  one person in M ichigan can tell of one thing. 
JU S T  O N E , tha t has ever been accomplished for the good of 
M ichigan or the  nation by A N Y  political m achine of ANY 
political party , we w ould like to have th a t person tell w hat 
th a t beneficial th ing  for the  state  or nation  has been.

T he action of the  national convention delegation the i 
o ther day w as the m ost sham eful exhibition of political pros- \ 
titu tion  and flunkyism  ever w itnessed in th is state . B ut the 
sm ear is upon only those who had a part in  it, not the  party  
as a whole.

This present-day boss control of the Republican party  
has been gained th rough a series of unfortunate circum ­
stances—and N O T  by the vote of the people.

A m azing as it may seem, it has become evident in re­
cent weeks, th a t the m achine has reached into exalted places 
and now em braces in its ranks the  support of some high 
public officials heretofore believed to  be free and independ­
ent Republicans. T hey have not had the courage to defy the 
dictates of the bosses—and these are days w hen C O U R A G E 
on the part of a public official is an absolute essential.

B ut fortunate, indeed, is the fact th a t the rank and file 
of M ichigan Republicanism  is N O T  controlled by the boss­
es. In  th is fac t lies the hope of the p a rty ’s future.

F IX IN G  T H E  B LA M E
(B y  D av id  L a w re n c e  in T h e  U n ite d  S ta te s  N e w s)

A m erican public opinion has shifted so rapidly in the 
last few weeks tha t m any observers regard the change as 
phenom enal. B ut it isn’t. T he change from  a sta te  of in ­
different isolation to a s ta te  of alert aw areness of the dangers 
th a t face American security  is the  resu lt of a sim ple and n a t­
ural process—the conquest of fallacy by tru th .

F or several years now we have been fed fantastic prop- j 
aganda about the origin of w ar. Sincere though  misguided 
m en am ong us, so-called liberals have been insisting  tha t 
only m unitions-m akers bring  on w ars. O r else the contention 
has been seriously advanced th a t profiteers contrive in  dia­
bolical w ays to  involve our sons in war.

T he blam e for the present plight of F rance and B ritain  
m ust be placed on those statesm en w ho refused to  face the 
tru th  and to drive fallacy to the wall. W e in A m erica con­
tribu ted  our share to  the debacle. Even the Senate of the 
U nited S tates by its w idely publicized m unitions investiga­
tion  gave credence to  the doctrine th a t m unitions-m aking ! 
m akes w ars. All over the  w orld the charges and counter ! 
charges were exploited. And w hat w as the result? T he de- 
mocracies including ourselves stifled the m aking of m uni- i 
tions by private industry  and coincidentally failed to  build j  
up the governm ent plants w hich w ere urged so eloquently 
as the  proper alternative.

W ha t pow der-m aking factories do we have today? W e 
haven’t  a first class p lant available to make m unitions. W e I
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have been misled ju s t as w ere the  B ritish  and F rench  before 
1937. I t  takes a long tim e to build up a supply of m unitions 
and to  develop the technique of m unition-m aking. O nly last 
week a few of the  “educational orders” designed to  give p ri­
vate  industry  the  stim ulus for an expanding production w ere 
let by our governm ent. This should have been done tw o and 
th ree  years ago.

T he sam e group of m en w ho sm eared the private m u­
nitions-m akers sm eared also a P residen t of ttye U nited S tates 
on the ground th a t he dragged A m erica in to  w ar to  pro tect 
our credits and trade. This libel on the  character of W ood- 
row  W ilson w as w idely dissem inated so as to  bolster the 
theory  th a t 'w a rs  are made for gain and n o t for the defense 
of ideals or hum an liberty.

Public opinion becam e anti-w ar but at the  sam e time 
public opinion became anti-defense. Indifference to  security  
is inexcusable. T he nam es of the  m en w ho have been respon­
sible for failing to perm it A m erica’s defenses to  be built up 
should be w ritten  plainly on the  tablets of A m erican history  
so tha t this generation m ay know  who it w as th a t conceived 
the  plot to  w eaken the w ar defenses of dem ocratic nations.

I t is not too la te  to in s titu te  an inquiry in to  w ha t in ­
fluences w ere at w ork in the U nited  S tates betw een 1934 and 
1940 to sap the economic v itality  of the nation  on the p ro ­
duction side and to  fru s tra te  the  g ran ting  of the requests 
of the A rm y and the N avy for new  w eapons and adequate 
supplies.

T he blame for unpreparedness m ust be fixed, and fixed 
soon. A m erica today has very few airplanes, hardly any 
m echanized w eapons for the A rm y’s use and not enough 
tran spo rts  or patro l vessels to take care of contingencies on 
our long sea-coasts. W hy  have our defenses been neglected?

Certainly the facts about the  w orld situa tion  have been 
know n to  our governm ent. O ur m ilitary  and naval in tell­
igence representatives abroad have told th e ir  superior officers 
in W ash ing ton  for three year's ju s t w hat G erm any has been 
doing. P residen t Roosevelt has hac$ detailed reports from  
diplom atic representatives of the  U nited S tates stationed in 
foreign capitols. T he danger th a t faced the  dem ocracies has 
been w ell know n to the P resident. W hy  did he fail to  tell 
th e  American people so th a t the Congress would respond by 
appropriating  the  necessary sum s to  build up ou r airplane 
industry  for defense purposes?

T he m ost com m only advanced explanation is th a t if Mr. 
Roosevelt had attem pted  to  arouse the nation, he w ould have 
been called a “w ar-m onger” and tha t he w ould have been 
refused by Congress the g ran ts of funds. B ut th is  is no 
answ er. Leadership based on revelation of the  facts m ay fail 
tem porarily , b u t if the  debate is begun soon enough tru th  
w ill in tim e prevail.

W h a t w ould have happened had Mr. Roosevelt tried  in 
January  1937 to  advise th e  people of the U nited S tates of 
the need for enlarged defenses? H e m ight have been balked 
by public opinion for the tim e being b u t if it  w ere clear to 
the people tha t M r. Roosevelt w anted noth ing  for him self, 
th a t he had no th ird  term  am bitions, the people w ould have 
accepted his argum ent as a disin terested  expression.

M r. Roosevelt even in 1938 and 1939 had noth ing  to lose 
by urg ing  preparedness—nothing  except possibly a th ird  
term . A nd m any a fair m inded person w ill say th a t as be­
tw een a political loss for oneself and the  developm ent of a 
policy w hich in the long ru n  looks to  the protection of the 
people against foreign aggression, the  doubt should have 
been resolved in favor of an uncom prom ising cam paign for 
national defense.

A m bition has ruined m any a statesm an in history. Con­
sideration of self has beclouded the  vision of m any a would- 
be leader of dem ocracy. Conversely, the heroes of centuries 
of hum an achievem ent have been men w ho have cast aside 
all though t of self in the  sacrifices tha t bring  sp iritual ra ther 
than  m aterial com pensations.

W e are on the  verge of war. No m an can foretell how 
soon w e w ill realize th a t all dem ocracy faces a th rea t of ex­
tinction and  th a t w e m ust recognize a s ta te  of w ar exists 
now  against our own dem ocracy. T hese are not tim es w hen 
w ars are declared. T hey  sim ply happen overnight and only 
the dem ocracies insist on tak ing  tim e for the  form alities 
w hile the  aggressors bomb airdrom es and render defenses 
im potent.

The P residen t’s du ty  is very plain. H e m ust sacrifice 
his political am bitions for the good of the nation. H e m ight 
well consider the  recom m endation to  the Congress of a pro­
gram  pu tting  A m erica im m ediately on a w ar basis. A t the 
sam e m om ent the P residen t ought to announce th a t he will 
respect the A m erican trad ition  and refuse to  run for a th ird  
term.

A change in the presidency is not likely to  cause any 
dislocation in industry  especially if Mr. Roosevelt w ill ap­
point now or give pow er\to  men already appointed to accel­
erate the industrial production of the nation  for defense. 
W hether ano ther D em ocrat is chosen—and there are m any 
capable leaders in  the  D em ocratic party—or w hether the 
country chooses a Republican, the  fact rem ains th a t a t this 
of all tim es dem ocracy m ust prove the w orth  of its in s titu ­
tions. In  the middle of a critical period, B ritain  changed 
prim e m inisters last m onth  and so did France.

If America is to  go into w ar, it m ust be w ith  a leader­
ship tha t is freed from the handicaps th a t w ould face a third 
term  president. N ational un ity  cannot be built upon founda­
tions of d istrust. A nd unhappily  industry  today does not 
feel th a t the P residen t is as concerned about the national 
defense as he should be or else he w ould no t be tem porizing 
w ith  advisory councils and insisting on m aintaining the re­
stric tions and barriers tha t have ham strung  industry  for the 
last seven years.

M r. Roosevelt cannot do the job of directing industrial 
operations himself. He m ust delegate au tho rity  and do so 
prom ptly. H e m ust also tell the people the  tru th  abou t the 
need for a modification in the restrictions im posed by the 
New Deal on business m anagem ent and industrial produc­
tion. If  th is is not done, it  w ill be said w ith  em phasis on 
every side tha t the adm inistra tion  is m ore in terested  in  sav­
ing the New Deal than  in saving America.

To a tta in  the desired end—national unity—the th ird  
term  issue m ust be disposed of by the  P residen t himself. To 
refuse a th ird  term  nom ination would, to  be sure, disappoint 
the selfish politicans and parasites who in fest W ashington  
and who have im posed long enough on the  good natu re of 
a generous-m inded president.

B ut to  refuse a th ird  term  would put the nam e of F ran k ­
lin D. Roosevelt alongside tha t of G eorge W ash ing ton  and 
Thom as Jefferson. T he excuse of a w ar em ergency, offered 
by the proponents of a th ird  term , is a shallow  one. T o  su r­
render the  dem ocratic process in the face of a challenge to 
dem ocracy itself is to  m isconstrue the innate capacity of the 
A m erican people to govern them selves and to  give the ir 
lives and the ir properties for an ideal.

T he tim e has come for men in public life to raise the 
quality  of statesm anship  by sacrificing the political ego for 
the  com mon good. O nly by such an exam ple can the  thou­
sands of men young and old in our m idst be encouraged to  
m ake the  suprem e sacrifice of self. F or such sacrifices will 
have to be m ade if the w om en and children in our cities are 
to  be protected from  the bombs th a t can be so readily  d rop­
ped by aircraft operating from  nearby ocean bases left un­
protected by the defeat of B ritain  and France.

W ill A m erica learn the lesson of her neglect of de­
fenses of these last few years or w ill h istorians fix the blame 
for A m erica’s dow nfall on the blindness and selfishness of 
her political leaders of today?

HIGHW AYS FOR 1960
Some years ago, w hen h ighw ay construction began on a large 

scale, th ere  was the general idea th a t  a fte r  a period  of m ajor 
construction, the nation w ould have the  highw ays th a t it re ­
quired  and th a t the  expense of additional construction w ould 
be lim ited.

Experience has shown, however, th a t this is not to be the 
case. The num ber of autom obiles has increased and the dem and 
for im proved highwavs is m ore w idespread th an  ever. In  fact, 
Paul V. H uffm an, president of th e  S tudebaker Corporation, says 
th a t an outlay of $50,000,000,000 fo r the  construction  of highways 
and s tree ts  w ill be necessary by  1960 to accom m odate the  40,000,- 
000 m otor cars and trucks th a t w ill be used a t th a t  time.

According to o ur arithm etic, this m eans $2,000,000,000 a 
y ea r for new highw ay construction. This is quite  a sum. I t  m ay 
be an in teresting  item  for those taxpayers who have the  idea 
th at th e  fu tu re  w ill b ring  them  reduced  levies.—George Averill 
in The B irm ingham  Eccentric.

CRACKS FOOL IDEA
Lansing dispatches c a rry  the  new s th a t labor groups are  go­

ing to ask both m ajor parties  to m ake 30-hour w eek platform  
pledges. This is in teresting  news. The Republican policy from  
W ashington to Lansing has been, publicly  a t  least, in  opposition 
to these radical labor planks. W hy not ge t aw ay from  th is new 
c u rren t low in political hypocrisy and for once publicly  condemn 
all such proposals? Republican leaders never hesita te  to  say as 
m uch p rivately . The Dem ocratic p arty  seem ingly favors these 
theories which would clearly  join the issue. The R .-T . favors 
a ll sound efforts to prom ote the  cause of labor b u t forced leisure, 
in  o ur opinion, is hopelessly wrong.

I t  is high tim e for persons and parties to 
stop pussy-footing on these issues and m ake a clean te s t of the 
whole problem  in an a ttem pt to reg iste r public thought on a 
political m alignancy which th rea ten s  our in te rn al security  and 
national safety.

ENEM IES W ITHIN OUR GATES 
It is believed th ere  are  a good m any undesirable aliens, and 

a lot of bad natives in the U nited States, who a re  try ing  to "re ­
m ake Am erica" and whose plans and purposes are  dangerous.

N early every governm ent activity  th at tries to run  down these 
people is being attacked  and m isrepresented. For instance, the 
Dies Com mittee—but m ore specifically the Hoover G-M en against 
whom strong sentim ent was developed because they w ere de­
tecting Communists, crooks, racketeers and tra ito rs by the police 
m ethod of tapping their telephone lines. A .terrible hurrah  was 
raised about this practice, despite the fact th at such a m ethod in 
police and governm ent bureaus has long been recognized as a 
leg itim ate m ethod. Experienced newsmen ip W ashington have 
defended the  G-M en and praised their sleu th ing-plans to bring 
crooks to time. The public criticism  of Hoover’s G-Men was tw ist­
ed and d istorted  to m ake it appear th a t a national agency was 
em ployed to run  down enem ies and crooks through the use of 
illegal and im proper m ethods.

T here is all the  difference in the world in the  right of the 
G-M en to tap  wires, and the im proper a ttem pts of individuals, or 
gangs, to tap  w ires for crim inal purposes.—George O. St. Charles 
in  The D earborn Independent.

LESS LAWS — MORE FOOD 
According to the F ederal Surplus Commodities Corporation 

14,000,000 fam ilies in the  U nited S tates have an average annual’ 
income of $312, and an additional 8,000,000 fam ilies have an 
average incom e of only $758. As a result, tw en ty -tw o  million 
fam ilies can spend only $1.00 to $1.62 per week per person for 
food.

Economic theorists and politicians of all stripes have bandied 
figures like these about the  country for years. The economists 
don’t agree, and neither do the  politicians on the solution to the 
problem . B ut while their heads have been high in the clouds of 
acrim ony and debate, the rest of us have had to get along as well 
as w e know how.

One fact is clear. In  the long run. if we are  to eat a t all, it 
w ill have to be through our own efforts. You can’t eat economic 
theory, and governm ent panaceas are  short-lived . M odern retail 
d istribu tion  has done m ore for consumers during  recent years 
th an  m ost of us realize. There has been a  steady reduction of ‘‘in 
betw een” costs. D istributors have co-operated w ith producers 
on an ever-increasing  scale. P roducer-consum er cam paigns in 
which thousands of reta il m erchants join with farm ers in p ro ­
m otional drives to move surplus crops into consum ers’ homes, 
have been am azingly successful. Too. reta ilers have worked 
w hole-hearted ly  w ith the  Surplus Commodity C orporation to 
adequately  feed those in d ire need. The food stam p p lan  has 
proved successful in m any territories.

These a re  only a few of the m easures th at prom ise to go 
far tow ard  solving Am erica's nutritional problem . The biggest 
hazard  to success lies in the continual agitation of political and 
business m inorities who seek to abolish the n a tu ra l laws of re ­
ta il com petition by w orking for m an-m ade laws th a t em brace 
s tr in g en t p rice-fix ing  and class taxation. These laws are  the  
enem ies of the 22,000,000 fam ilies who need m ore food.—Ja m e s  
G allery  in The Tuscola County (Caro) Advertiser.
