Serious Problem
In Years Anead

Member of County
Committee
Discusses Situation

While farm leaders meeting in
Lansing this week agreed that
the American farmers face a
problem more serious than they
did in 1914. Maurice C. Bird of
the Wayne County Agricultural
Conservation association releas-
ed to newspapers the following
prepared statement for publica-
tion:

"In view of present disturbed
world conditions and the uncer-
tainty with which we are con-
fronted. | believe we should pay
herd to the recent' statement of
Henry A. Wallace; secretary of
agriculture. His .statement is
specially timely and informative,
in view of the seemingly wide-
spread thought in the United
States that during the next few
months Europe will see the most
serious famine in world history.

“In his message the Secretary
of Agriculture said:

“In view of this fear (that
Europe will soon see a serious
famine) attention should be call-
ed once again to the abundant
supplies of food and fiber in this
country. The Ever-Normal Gran-
ary program has placed the
United States in a position to be
or the utmost service’to a suf-
fering world when and if fears
of famine and scarcity abroad
become a reality.

"The immediate task of tfie
farmers still remains the finding
of markets for their products.
Almost every development since
the war began has curtailed our
foreign outlets for farm products.
At present, the Mediterranean
area. Central Europ” Scandi-
navia. Holland, Belgium and the
Balkans are for alt critical pur-
poses eliminated as. markets.

"For the first eight months of
the war. as compared with the

same period a year earlier, ex-jmany ¢ X
ports of farm products other than Jnumbering 62. are still

cotton declined more than one-
fourth. That means, besides Ever-
Normal Granary supplies, we
have on hand the products we
would ordinarily have exported.

Also. Canada and Argentina have JSession

large supplies of food and feed
available for export.

"The Ever-Normal Granary is
full. We have plenty for “our
own people, plenty for war re-
lief and plentv for reserves. The
present problem is not one of in-
creasing production, but of get-
ting the food we have to the peo-
ple who need it. both here and
abroad.

"The Triple-A J)rogram with
its adjustment and conservation
features is a part of the broad
Ever-Normal Granary program-.
So is the Food Stamp plan and
the removal of surplus farm pro-
ducts for direct consumption to
the needy. Abundant ' reserve
supplies are on hand to meet all
lequirements between now and
the next year's harvest. Before
next Year's crops are' planted it
will bo possible to anticipate fu-
ture requirements.

“Never have the farmers of the
United States been in such good
position to produce to ,the limit
with the minimum of labor. Both
<aur soils and our methods of ag-
ricultural management have been
greatly improved. Because of our
organization, our agricultural ef-
ficlency and our dgreat supplies,

we will not need to plow the
hills_and the great plains as we
did in 1917 and 1918."

Among newspaper editors The Christian Science Mon-
itor is regarded as one of the best newspapers in the United
States. The same high regard is held for its editorial express-
ions.

Readers of The Plymouth Mail will, therefore, be in-
terested in the editorial opinion of Wendell Willkie, the Re-
publican nominee for the presidency of these United States.

It follows:

The impossible has haﬁpened. The stone rejected of the
politicians has become the head of the part?/. The man Republi-
can leaders considered unavailable because labeled "Wall Street-
er.” “interventionist” and “utility magnate” has become the
darling of the galleries. The man supposedly not well enough
known and without a political machine has swept over all oppo-
sition on a tide of popular enthusiasm to take the nomination
for President.

The manner in which the people “took to” Wendell Willkie
is the secret of this reversal of all the political axioms. At Phila-
delphia it was quickly apparent that a spontaneous demand for
him from all over the country could only be blocked by a Com-
bination of bosses.

The strength of that de-
mand was due primarily to middle-class "amateurs” who took a
belated but effective interest in politics and carried the Willkie
drive to success.

The way in which the nomination was made, free from the
smell of deals in "smoke-filled rooms” and in open response to
the cry of ordinary Americans for a man to meet an extraordin-
ary situation, gives a lift to the Republican campaign which was
not expected. As a candidate Mr. Willkie has already proved to
have a distinct aptitude for the rough-and-ready, quick-witted,
homespun appeal that Americans love.

Republican leaders feared that a Willkie candidacy would
be vulnerable on two attacks: That he is an "interventionist,”
and that he represents big business. So far he has met such
charges head-on, has seemed even to thrive on them.

On the side of foreign policy his early stand for a bigger
view of America’s role and for active aid to the Allies has been
supported by the shift in American opinion under the batterin
of the news from Europe. As the true position of the Unite
States in a new world becomes clearer, the Willkie candidacy-
may be seen to be the only possible one for the Republicans 'if
they wished to meet the necessities of the hour.

The "big-business” label may also become an actual ad-
vantage. As startling and vast plans for meeting the Nation’s
situation shake down into practical projects, the Willkie experi-
ence in handling great industrial affairs and in dealing frankly
with labor may appear indispensible for,the most effective com-
pletion of the” national defense program. Mobilizing industrial
defense is big business.

Moreover, the people have already sensed that Mr. Willkie,
with a well-grounded, historical liberalism and a quick respon-

siveness, does not fit lheJ)iclure of a “soulless corporation” head.
Among independents and conservative Democrats the fact that
he was until 1936 a Democrat will be as much of an advantage
in the election as it was a disadvantage in the convention.

Mr. Willkie has the confidence of the business com-

munity and a record that appears unique in recent

American history for effective defense of individual

liberty and free enterprise.

The Republican candidate’s qualifications to deal with the
issues that confront America have been improved by the way
those issues have shaped up. The program for America he
wrote in the April issue of Fortune Magazine is the finest we
have scon.

THE RIGHT ISSUE.

When O. L. Smith of Detroit made the announcement
last week of his candidacy for the Republican nomination for
the governorship, he hit upon the right issues of the cam-
paign.

A finish fight on bossism, partisan and bi-partisan, an
appeal to voters to clean house and restore good govern-
ment, and a bitter castigation of the McKay-McKeighan-
Barnard machine, were the highlights of his announcment.

George Averill, publisher of the Birmingham Eccentric,
and a power in party politics, introduced Mr. Smith in a state-
wide broadcast July 2.

He
prosecuted the Arthur Rich case and was the first prosecutor
of the Communists in 1917. He was appointed assistant-
attorney general by Governor Alex Groesbeck— was appoint-
ed U. S. district attorney in 1921 and in 1928 was named as
special assistant to the attorney general of the United States.
Mr. Smith is a member of the law firm of Cook-Smith-Jacobs
and Beake in the Union Guardian building in Detroit. He is
the father of four sons and a daughter and resides in Dear-
born-

Mr. Smith reviewed the triumph of the people over the
Republican bosses in the nomination of Wendell Willkie at
the Republican national convention and appealed to Mich-
igan voters to finish the job.

PUBLIC OPINION

It seems certain that American citizens must rely on an alert
and properly guided public opinion rather than law officers and
the department of justice if they are to protect their civil lib-
erties. Henry A. Schweinhaut, chief of the justice department
civil liberties unit, speaking on this subject, says:

"No other reliance is dependable and no other source should
be trusted to exercise that vigilance which is said to be the price
of liberty. Not until public opinion is educated to belief in the
proposition that the fundamental constitutional right is mare
important than anger and hOStIllt?l toward members of minority
groups and unpopular causes will criminal enforcement of the
civil rights statutes be effective.”

In keeping with this thought. Marion H. Hedges, director of
research for the International Brotherhood of Electrical Workers,
points out that the tripartite cooperation between labor, manage-
ment and government is the obverse of the "scroll that Hitler
has handed the world for enforced signature.”

"The issue as between humanistic Democracg, the material-
istic dictatorship, is as clear as the printed symbols on a page,”
Hedges says. "Soon we shall know if our 200 year old Democracy
can develop the foresight, the toughness, the agility, the sacri-
ficial zeal of the slave states . . . our essential problem is to
achieve discipline with freedom.”

If we must become a militaristic nation in self protection,
we have no time to lose in getting under way.—George T. Handy
in The Ypsilanti Press.

AMERICA’S DEFENSES

For the first time since the close of the Civil war. perhaps
when the French armies were forced out of Mexico, lﬁere is
apprehension that the United States might not be invulnerable
in the new world. The smashing successes of the German in-
vasion on the Low Countries and their lightning thrusts into
France have aroused grave doubts of the abilitﬁ of the Allied
armies to withstand this onslaught and the thought of a German
victory, with all its consequences, has taken new hold in official
Washington and throughout the nation. So vast has been the
awakening to public consciousness that consequent political de-
velopments ha$e been accepted almost automatically, and the
issues of domestic politics have given way to the “emergency
measures of national defense.

Almost overnight the temper of Washington has changed.
With the possibility that the British empire is in danger, we have
come t< realize the dependence which the United States has
hitherto placed subconsciously in the defense of France and
Great Britain as world policemen, keeping peace and order in
the far corners of the world. It has produced a desire to help the
hard' pressed Allies by open assistance which is incalcuable in
its potential force.

America is united in the belief wc should lose no time or
spare no money in preparing for adequate defense of the country.
The enthusiastic response to President Roosevelt’s billion-dollar
defense program is clearest evidence of the awakening. In the
new temper of the country, the main difficulty will be to obtain
adequate consideration of plans and finances. Speed is the main
requisite and the country is ready for speed, but in these times
of emotional stress and ‘strain, we must emplo¥ our best minds
in mapping a rational procedure, cognizant of the dangers of
delay but mindful, as well, of the traps of emotional action.

The urgency of the President's request for an immense in-
crease in airplane production and a stepping up of all defense
preparations is based on a concern of a short war and a Nazi
victorg. Quite suddenly wc have shown a deep interest in Carib-
bean bases for the navy and airforce, turned our attention to the
future' of Bermuda and increased interest in the position of
Canada. Thure is sudden realization that the United StaU-s may
bel left, standing alone in a dangerous world.

This country is pledged to defend the Philippines: we have
served notice that we will protect our rubber and tin supplies
in Dutch and British Malaysia; wc are pledged to defend all
north and south America. These areas include some of the most
desirable areas in the world. A German victory might, conceiv-
ably. give her the British navy. The nightmare that now haunts
highest officials here is the possibility of British defeat and a
simultaneous German threat to South America and a Japanese
threat to the PhilipFines and Malaysia. Only by vast military
a?dd naval effort could the United States then fulfill its primary

edges.

P The economic effects of a German victory would be tre-
mendous. Wc could anticipate a quick upset in American foreign
trade. We stand to lose the vital French and British markets and
with these markets would go the principal outlets for surplus
farm and industrial products . . . cotton, wheat, lard, automobiles;
airplanes, munitions. South American countries would lose their
trade outlets in the same areas and would be hard pressed to find
money with which to buy American goods. The result would be
an important business setback within the United States, center-
ing upon those industries which depend upon foreign trade.
A German victory likewise would release tremendous ener-
Eles in Germany for penetration of foreign markets. There would
e an immense demand for the raw materials that Latin America
could produce and immense capacity to produce inside Germany
those things that Latin America can use. Here would be the
basis for an exchange of goods by barter on a broad scale, re-
sulting in German enonbmic penetration in an area of vital im-
portance to the United States. This would call for counter meas-
ures by this government, we may be forced to use German
methods of barter and export subsidy on a broad scale, and ex-
tend vastly our government regulation. Competing on this basis
and meantime maintaining huge defense programs would mater-
ially reduce our standard of living.

All these facts establish a background of fact for those now
urging our immediate support of the Allies, not in manpower,
but in productive facilities and goods. England and France
watched the rearmament of Germany and did little to prepare
for the day when_this might would be used against them, and
are now pitifully inferior in arms and planes. Her greatest hope
is to maintain her defense lines until America equips herself for
war production and can supply a large part of her needs. There
is no need of financial help for this year at least and even the
promise of limitless commodities may be too late.

Faith remains strong that the evil thing which is striking
down civilization in Europe will be destroyed, but if this is to be
so. America must pledge her resources to the hilt to bring it
about.—Eugene T. Moore in The Iron River Reporter.

THE NATION’S HOPE.

The Willkie nomination has given new hope to the repub-
licans. Even the Free Press said it was too much to expect that
the convention would nominate the best vote getter (Willkie) but
that’s what happened. Across the country the press has lauded
the courage and judgment of the convention fully as much as it
has acclaimed the record and qualifications of the republican
nominee. The real climax of the Willkie technique came on the
fifth ballot when New- York swung 75 of its 92 votes to the In-
diana born son of New York.
