Louise Markham, sister of 
Phil Markham, founder of the 
old Markham factory, who is 
now residing in the K ing’s 
Daughters home in Detroit, 
turned over to the city a deed 
for the old Markham home 
site located on Holbrook ave­
nue, between Starkweather 
and Plymouth road, which 
contains more than half an acre 
of ground. It extends from the 
street back to the Plymouth- 
Riverside parkw ay system.

Miss M arkham , who will be 
100 years old in October, now 
totally blind, has never lost her 
affection for the city where she 
was born and spent so many 
years of her life.

When she presented the deed 
to a representative of the city 
governm ent, she declared th at “I 
have alw'ays had a warm spot 
in my heart for thc city of P lym ­
outh. and it makes m e very 
happy to be able to give this 
property to the citizens of P lym ­
outh. for park purposes.”

She inherited the property 
from her m other, a pioneer se t­
tler. She had been offered $2,000 
several tim es for the property 
because of the gravel on the land 
but refused to sell. The gift to 
the city stipulated th at the prop­
erty  should always be used for a 
park. The transaction w a s  
brought about w ith the help of 
Mrs. M aude Bennett. Mrs. Ed­
ward Lauffer and J. M erle Ben­
nett.

Miss M arkham  was born on 
the site of the proposed park, 
and lived there until 13 years of 
age. A num ber of years ago she 
entered the Detroit home. Al­
though near the century m ark, 
her m ind is keenly a le rt and she 
would enjoy having some of her 
old friends w rite her.

The commission passed a res­
olution thanking her in behalf of 
the city for the fine gift and de­
cided to name the property.

Increase Pay for 
Highway Workers

The sta te  highw ay departm ent 
this week announced salary 
raises for 98 employes effective 
as of Ju ly  1.

State  H ighway Commissioner 
M urray D. Van W agoner said 
th at the total am ount of the 
raises would be SI,170 a month 
which m akes the average in ­
crease a little  less than $12.00 a 
m onth.

“The num ber of raises which 
w e approved for submission to 
the budget director was held to 
a very m inim um ,” Van W agoner 
said. "Our division heads rec­
ommended a total of 421 salary 
adjustm ents which was reduced 
to 98 of which 44 are hourly 
wage w orkers receiving an aver­
age increase of 5 cents an hour.

400 annually .”

Clare, (in Moll’s  m ap of ine 
N orthw est of 1720, the nam e ap ­
pears in  th is  form), but as early 

the  m aps of M itchell and 
Evans, in 1755, the lake appears 
under the nam e spelled as now'.

P rio r to LaSalle, the lake had 
had m any names. G allinee, in his 
account of his trip  up through the 
lake and r iver in 1670, says, “We 
entered a sm all lake ten leagues 
long, and alm ost as wide, called 
by M. Sanson, Lac des Eaux Sa- 
lees (or salt waters), but we saw- 
no indication of sa lt in th is  lake.” 
M .Galfmee m ust have relied up­
on his m em ory which was slight­
ly a t fau lt, as the nam e upon 
the Sanson m ap of 1656 is Lac 
des Eaux dc Mer, while Jo lie t’s 
m ap Of 1674 calls it Lac of the 
N eutral or Iroquois nam e of the 
lake. Otsiketa, or Tsiketo which 
m eans salt, and m ay have been 
derived from  the presence of salt 
springs near the present line be­
tw een Macomb and St. Clair 
counties.

A bout 1765 P a trick  Sinclair, 
then  captain, bu ilt the fo rt called 
F ort Sinclair, for the British, 
ju st south  of w here Pine river 
em pties into the river St. Clair. 
Captain S inclair obtained for the 
British governm ent from  the In ­
dians their rights to a large tract, 
said  to be about 4,000 acres, and 
subsequently  obtained for him ­
self the rights of the crown. He 
left the locality in 1768 to r e ­
tu rn  to England, coming back in 
1779 as lieu tenant-governor and 
com m andant at F ort M ackinac 
then  on the southern  peninsula, 
and M eldrum  & Park , m erchants 
of Sandw ich and Detroit are said 
to have obtained his rights and 
subsequently  m ade proof of pos­
session and obtained patents 
from  the U nited S tates to four 
p rivate  claims upon p a rt of 
which the city of St. C lair is lo­
cated. From  the resem blance of 
the names, and the location of 
F ort S inclair upon the river, 
considerable confusion has arisen, 
and in the  early  p a rt of the last 
century, it w'as not uncomm on 10 
find the name of the lake and 
r iver spelled "Sinclair,” and the 
inference adopted th at they were 
nam ed from the B ritish officer. 
Even so w ell inform ed a person 
on our early  history as the late 
Judge Cam pbell, in the Suprem e 
Court opinion which he wrote in 
the case of Osborne vs. Lindow, 
78 M ichigan 606, speaks e rron­
eously of the original name of the 
tow nship of St. C lair as being 
Sinclair. I t was not until 1827 
that the  legislative council es­
tab lished the  tow nship of S in­
clair. which included a p art of 
the form er township of St. Clair.

By the c e n s u s  of 1820, the 
en tire  T errito ry  of M ichigan had 
w’ith in  the present lim its of the 
s ta te  less than  9,000 population, 
but hopes w ere high and p rep ar­
ations were m ade to take  care of 
the newcom ers certain  to flock 
in w hen the fine q u a lity -o f its 
public lands w ere known. The 
surveys of the public lands in  the  
T errito ry  began in 1818, the price 
a t first being $2.00 per acre. In 
1820 the G overnm ent reduced the 
price of its lands to $1.25 an acre. 
Additional treaties w'ere m ade 
w ith the  Indians in 1821. so th at 
all their rights south of G rand 
River, w ith the exception of a 
small area in Berrien county, 
were ceded to the United States. 
On Ju n e  21. 1821. Governor Cass 
wrote to the secretary  of the 
treasury. "There is a prospect of 
an im m ediate and considerable 

.accession to the population of 
vKgSCerritqry.” The a tten tion  of 
these rm giigrants seem ed to be 
directed lo ^ h e  country upon the 
Saginaw Baw and river, and the 
governor urged the  speedy su r­
vey and offering fo r sale of th at

section. In  o rder to have m atters 
in readiness for the expected in ­
crease of population, on Septem ­
ber 10, 1822, Governor Cass es­
tablished six  new counties, L a­
peer, Lenawee, Saginaw , Sanilac, 
Shiawassee, a n d  W ashtenaw, 
which, together w ith the older 
counties, included all the  area 
w ithin the Indian T reaty  of 1807. 
and a considerable trac t on the 
northw est in addition.

Governor Cass during his long 
public life had a large experience 
w ith and w ide knowledge of the 
Indians, and of th e ir  language 
and characteristics, and collected 
m any of th e ir  traditions. He pub­
lished a num ber of articles upon 
them , and the giving of Indian 
names to our counties was be­
gun and fu rthered  by him. Of the 
six  names, five w ere of Indian 
origin. Lapeer county, as laid 
out. included a good part of the 
present Genesee county, and the 
riv er now know n as Flint, had 
a large p a rt of its course in the 
county. The Indian nam e of this 
stream  was Pe-w an-a-go-w ing. 
(which was also the nam e of an 
Indian village upon it.) m eaning 
flint, or flint stones. Louis Cam- 
nau. who lived in the  Saginaw 
Valley as Indian trad e r from 
1815 to 1826. says that when they 
called it F lin t they m eant that 
the F rench  called Lapeer, in 
o ther words La P ierre. The gov­
ernor, in nam ing the county, took 
the most prom inent n a tu ra l fea­
tu re  in it. in this case the river, 
and gave the French  instead of 
th e  Indian or English name.

Lenawee, is of Indian deriva­
tion. e ither from the Delaware 
“Lcno.” m eaning man. or in the 
Shaw nee form. “Lonaw ai” h av ­
ing the sam e general m eaning, 
though sometim es lim ited to the 
m eaning Indian. In  an article in 
1826. in the  N orth A m erican Re­
view-. Governor Cass savs that 
“Leneo” is used bv the Delawares 
in a restric ted  sense to m ean m an. 
but its m ore general and proper 
m eaning is male. In the original 
proclam ation, and in all the te r ­
ritorial laws, the word is spelled 
“Lenaw e,” but on M ichigan be­
coming a state, another "e" was 
added in legislative enactm ents 
rela ting  to the county, m aking 
the word take its present form.

Saginaw county took its name 
from the r iver and bay of that 
name, and th ere  is some differ­
ence of opinion as to its m ean­
ing. The earliest m ap showing 
the bay. of unknow n origin, a l­
though ascribed to F ranauolin . of 
date  probably about 1682, gives 
it the nam e Bayc do Sikonnm. 
The Franquc-lin m ap of 1684 
shows the bay w ith no name, 
but near the head of a river, 
em ptying into Hie bay. the 
words. Portage do Sakinam . The 
F ranquelin  m ap of 1688 shows 
the bav named Baye do Sagin- 
nam . Hennonin’s m ap of 1697 has 
it Bay Sakinam . w hile M it­
chell’s m ap of 1755 calls it Sas- 
uinam Bav. The most commonly 
accepted derivation and m eaning 
is from the Chippew a Sak-o- 
nong,—place of the Sacs, having 
reference to a trad ition  th at be­
fore the  white m an came, a tribe 
of Sacs lived near the m outh of 
Saginaw  river, who wore f re ­
quently  at w ar w ith th e ir  neigh­
bors on the north and south, who 
finally agreed to co-operate 
against them , and practically  an ­
nihilated the tribe. The French,

Looking Forward!

N om ination of W endell L. W ill­

k ie as the Republican candidate 
for the presidency has been v a r­
iously hailed as a “m iracle.” as 
the “political phenom enon” of 
the tw en tie th  century  and as one 
of those inexplicable political d e ­
velopm ents which takes place ( 
only once in a generation. |

The reason for such eiacula- j 
tions of w onderm ent spring, of j 
course, from the suddenness with I 
which Mr. W illkie emerged as a j 
m ajor figure on the national nol- ' 
itical scene. W ithout previous i 
political experience, only a few j 
years d istant from the Demo-1 
cratic party  and w ithout organ­
ized support. Mr. W illkie becam e I 
the presidential nom inee of a 
m ajor p arty  w ithin 48 days a fter i 
he form ally launched his cam ­
paign.

It is no wonder the  country is ; 
amazed and political observers j 
bewildered. N othing like it ever :

Some d raw  a parallel 
betw een the rise of the  W illkie :

nings Bryan in 1896.

But really  the two events have 
little  in common betw een them .

Thom as Jefferson:
“If s^me termination to the services of the Chief M agis­

trate be not fixed by the Constitution or supplied by prac­
tice, his office, nominally for years, will in fact become for 
life, and history shows how easily that degenerates into an 
inheritance. I should unwillingly be the person who, disre­
garding the sound precedent set by an illustrious predeces­
sor, should furnish the first example of prolongation beyond 
the second term of office.”

House of Representatives (Dec. 15, 1875):
“ Resolved, That in the opinion of this House, the pre­

cedent established by W ashington and other Presidents of 
the United States, in retiring from the presidential office 
after their second term, has become, by universal concur­
rence, a part of our republican system of government, and 
that any departure from this time-honored custom would be 
unwise, unpatriotic and fraught with peril to our free insti­
tutions.” (Y eas 234, nays 18).

United States Senate: (Th e Senate on February 10, 
1928, adopted a resolution identical with that passed by the 
House in 1875, quoted above. The vote was: yeas 56, nays 
26.)

W illiam  M cK inley: There are now questions of the gra­
vest importance before the Administration and the country, 
and their just consideration should not be prejudiced in the 
public mind by even the suspicion of the thought of a third 
term.

Theodore R oosevelt: “ The wise custom which limits the 
President to two terms, regards the substance and not the 
form, and under no circumstances will I be a candidate for 
and accept the nomination of another.”

“ O N  H A N D  A N D  O N  O R D E R ”
