Sanilac, according to W yan­

dotte  traditions, was the name of 
a chief, who took an active part 
in the early  wars betw een the 
Iroquois and W yandottes. G ov­
ernor Cass had preserved many 
of these trad itions in his m anu­
scripts. and in 1831. Henry W hit­
ing. then  a m ajor in the arm y of 
the U nited States, and stationed 
for m any years in Detroit, pub­
lished a poem entitled "Sanilac.” 
based upon the hints found in 
these m anuscripts. The poem 
trea ts  of the love of Sanilac and 
Wona. an Indian maid living 
w ith her father upon M ackinac 
Island, and of Sanillac’s adven­
tu res in w arring upon the min- 
goes (the name given to the Iro ­
quois by other tribes), the her­
ed itary  foes of the W yandottes. 
and the finale, a fter describing 
a sanguinary  battle  betw een the 
Mingoes and W yandottes. in 
which the M ingoes are victorious, 
leaves the fate of Sanillac and 
his Indian bride uncertain. The 
county as originally laid out in- 
eluded Huron and Tuscola coun­
ties.

Shiawassee county was named 
for the; river which extended 
through the county and divided 
it nearly  equally, as the  county 
was originally laid out. Its orig­
inal size was reduced by parts 
going subsequently  into the coun­
ties. of Livingston and Genesee. 
Kelton derives the nam e from 
words m eaning “ the r iver twists 
about.” and this is certainly a 
m ore accurate description of the 
r iver than the m eaning som e­
tim es ascribed to it. “stra ight 
ahead or stra ig h t running  river.” 
andiis  the one generally  accepted 
wifRin the county itself.

The Indian nam e for G rand 
R iver in its Chippewa form was 
W ashtenong. and w ith the addi­
tion of sebee “river” m eant the 
river th at is far off. th at is, e x ­
tends far off. fa r  in the interior, 
it being the longest r iver in the 
state. The French as was cus­
tom ary with them , took the In­
dian word and translated  it into 
their own language, using the 
word nearest in ,  m eaning, and 
called it G rand River. The valley 
of the G rand R iver had a con­
siderable Indian  population, and 
before the  governm ent survey, 
the Indians generally  called the 
region west of D etroit district. 
“W ash-ten-ong.’ and when Gov­
ernor Cass laid out this new 
county ju st w est of W ayne coun­
ty, he appropriated  the general 
nam e to this specific territory  
and called it W ashtenaw, a l­
though the name then  ceased to 
have any proper local applica­
tion. The county as originally 
laid out included the present 
county and p arts  of Ingham. 
Jackson, and Shiawassee coun­
ties.

A fter the creation of the  six 
counties, there was a lull for a 
short time. In 1824 Michigan 
came under an advanced form of 
territo ria l governm ent by elec­
tion of a legislative council of 
nine mem bers. The Erie Canal 
was opened in 1825, and the tide 
of western tfavcl and settlem ent 
was flowing in. the governm ent 
surveyors were busily a t work 
laying off the public d o m a in /n -  
to tow nships and sections. iTIio 
national turnpikes from D elroil 
to Chicago. Toledo. Fort Gtfatiot 
and Saginaw , w ere authorized

All R egistrations 
M ust Be Made 
Before August 31

Plym outh  residents have only 
six  w eeks more during  which 
they can reg iste r for the coming 
prim ary  election which is to be 
held Septem ber 10. C ity  C lerk C. 
H. E llio tt reports  th a t reg is tra ­
tions have picked up consider­
ably in the last two weeks, but 
still there are  about 1200 indiv id­
uals who have failed to register.

According to previous reg is tra ­
tions w ith respect to the recent 
census taken  in the  city, it is ex ­
pected th at there  arc  approx­
im ately 1800 persons of voting 

| age. Only 600 have been qual- 
j ified since the first p a rt of May 
| when all previous reg istrations 
j were cancelled because of a state 
j law.

Announcement Just 
Made of Selection 
of T his City

Plym outh  is one of the places 
th a t has been selected for the 
tra in ing  of w orkers to be used 
in key defense occupations, ac­
cording to an announcem ent just 
given out by the M ichigan U n­
em ploym ent commission.

“The federal law  u nder which 
this program  will operate pro­
vides th at all of the  individuals 
participating  in the tra in ing  pro­
gram  m ust be actively registered 
w ith the Michigan S ta te  E m ­
ploym ent service, the job-finding 
division of our commission.”

McDonald, in announcing the 
commission’s plans which go in ­
to effect im m ediately, explained 
th a t all tra in ing  in connection 
w ith the program  will be done 
in the  public schools of the state, 
using present equipm ent and 
teaching facilities.

Vocational tra in ing  program s 
will be given, under guidance of, 
the sta te  board of control for vo-' 
calional education in the  follow­
ing occupational fields, McDon­
ald said:

M achine shop, pattern  m aking, 
welding, sheet, m etal work, auto 
mechanics, radio service, cabinet 
m aking, av iation mechanics, m e­
chanical drafting, foundry prac­
tice. e lectrical construction, and 
airnlane construction.

“All of those occupational 
fields,” McDonald declared, "have 
been determ ined to be vital to 
the nation’s defense needs and 
a re  considered ‘key’ defense oc- 
eunalions. O ther courses in other 
fields m ay be organized in indiv­
idual com m unities w here the 
need exists."

Find No Trace 
of Lake Victim

G overnor to become Governor.
W hat are  the duties of the L ieutenant G overnor? W hat are  the  

official responsibilities of the office?
These are  questions asked m any tim es by the citizens of Mich­

igan, m ore so than ever at the  present time, because M ichigan does 
not. righ t now. have a L ieutenant Governor.

The constitution of the s ta te  fixes certa in  definite responsibilities 
for this official. Xhe sta te  legislature has added considerably to these 
constitutional duties.

In  this article  only the constitutional duties of the office w ill be 
discussed.

No one can be elected L ieu tenan t G overnor of M ichigan who has 
not attained the age of 30 years. He m ust have been a citizen of the 
U nited S tates a t least five years and a resident of the s ta te  not less 
than two years.

In case of the death  of the  Governor, or his inability  to serve, 
his resignation or absence from the state, all of the powers and duties 
of the governorship devolve upon the L ieu tenan t Governor.

U nder the constitution the L ieutenant Governor is m ade p res­
ident of the senate. But he dues not have the  r igh t to vote upon any 
question pending before the legislature.

As president of the senate  he appoints all senate  comm ittees 
and presides at all sessions.

H e occupies a position w here he can do m uch to m ain tain  
friendly relations betw een the two branches of the  legislature and 
the executive office.

Outside of the  Governor, he is probably one of the busiest offi­
cials in Lansing during a session of the state legislature.

It is not frequent th at a G overnor spends much tim e aw ay from 
his position, but it will be recalled that a few years ago the L ieu­
tenan t Governor served so much tim e as Governor because of the 
absence from the state of the Governor th a t he asked for the  G ov­
ernor’s compensation. T he  constitution fixes the com pensation of the 
L ieutenant Governor the same as th at of G overnor while he is c a rry ­
ing on the duties of the executive office.

Som etim e ago the legislature deemed it advisable to m ake the 
L ieutenant G overnor a m em ber of the  sla te  adm inistrative board, 
delegating to him the same powers and responsibilities as possessed 
by o ther m em bers of the board. The legislature took this action be­
cause it believed th a t the second highest official in the s ta te  should 
be in close touch w ith  all s ta te  activities and problem s a t all times.

The duties of the  L ieutenant Governor under the  acts of the 
legislature wili be discussed in the nex t article  of this series.

they w ere parties to practically 
all the im portan t treaties by 
which lands in Michigan were 
ceded from 1795 to 1842. The 
nam ing of the county for them  
was very  appropriate . The form 
Chippewa is an adaptation of 
O jibway. which m eans "to roast 
till puckered up." referring  lo the 
puckered seam on th e ir  mocca­
sins. or. ns stated  by W arren, re ­
ferring to the custom  of these 
Indians to to rtu re  by fire their 
captured enem ies: o ther m ean­
ing.: ascribed to the word are. 
"he wlio wears puckered shoes;” 
also lie surm ounts obstacles.” 

Although the public surveys 
w ere not completed in the sou th ­
western part of the s ta te  by 1829. 
the Indian title  to the extrem e 
southw est corner not having 
been completely extinguished 
until the  T reaty  of Chicago in 
1833. the legislative council took 
time by the forelock and p re ­
pared for the fu ture  grow th al­
ready beginning, and on October 
29. 1829. set off tw elve counties 
which included all the land west 
of the principal m eridian, and 
south of the fifth tow nship north

enterprise.

‘‘T here appears to be some re ­
luctance to send boys to CCC 
camps because of an unfounded 
fear th at the  em ploym ent in­
volves m ilitary  training. This is 
not correct. Boys betw een the 
ages of 17 and 23 and a half years 
old. single, out of school and not 
on a vacation from school, and 
physically and m entally  fit to 
work, are  elibiglc for enrollm ent. 
Form erly only boys in fam ilies 
receiving public relief w ere eli­
gible. U nder present regulations, 
no applicant is excluded from 
selection because his fam ily is 
not in need.

"The tenure  is for a six  m onths 
period. Upon volun tary  re -en ­
rollm ent. the  boy is given six 
days leave of absence w ith  pay. 
Should he obtain p riva te  em ­
ploym ent w hile in camp, he w ill 
be honorably discharged to ac­
cept the w ork. He earns $30 per 
m onth. $8 of which is given him 
for spending money and the re ­
m ainder. $22. is e ither placed in 
a CCC deposit or sent to his 
dependents if they  are  in  need. 
He is furn ished  food, clothing, 
medical and dental care, rec rea ­

tional and educational opportuni­
ties, and transporta tion  to and 
from camp. High school and col­
lege courses are  available -to 
those who wish to continue their 
education. A lm ost all vocational 
trades arc  taugh t and a re  made 
more com plete by p ractical ap ­
plication in camp. The parents 
and fam ily of the boy are  free  to 
visit the  camp a t any tim e.

"There is no m ilitary  tra in ing  
in camp. The boys w ork 40 hours 
per week on constructive public 
projects, such as re fo re s ta tio n  
and o ther conservation endea­
vors.

"We feel th a t m any eligible 
boys are  overlooking a w onder­
ful opportunity  to obtain gainful 
em ploym ent and i m p r o v e d  
health. Any boy who lives w ith in  
Wayne county, outside th e  City 
of D etroit, m ay apply for en ­
ro llm ent a t 1019 East Forest 
avenue. D etroit, on any week day 
until Friday, Ju ly  26.”

Watch Health of 
School Children

Children sta rting  off to school 
for the first tim e deserve as 
much atten tion  as a high school 
graduate  leaving for college, says 
the M ichigan departm ent of 
health.

The five-year-old boy nr girl 
m ay have a much m ore difficult 
ad justm ent betw een fam ily life 
and school than  docs the senior 
betw een high school and college. 
P artly  for th a t reason, each child 
newly entered  in school should 
have a physical check-up. even 
though he m ay seem  to be in per­
fect health.

In m any M ichigan schools. 
Parent-T eacher associations have 
arranged for sum m er round-ups 
of preschool children, so th at 
physicians m ay exam ine them 
and defects may be corrected. 
Although there is still six  weeks 
•f sum m er, children riot yet ex ­

am ined should be taken to their 
family physician now. so th at if 
corrections a re  necessary, there 
will he tim e to m ake them  before 
school starts.

Every sum m er round-up shows 
case afte r case w here im portant 
defects have been overlooked in 
apparently  healthy children. O f­
ten allowance is unconsciously 
m ade for actual handicaps, be­
cause parents are  constantly  as­
sociated with the child. Hearing 
and sight deficiencies are easily 
overlooked, only to become ser­
ious later. The commonest de­
fects in preschool children are 
cavities in teeth. The chcek-up 
should include a visit to the 
dentist.

Death Rate From 
TB Stays Low

Tuberculosis deaths for the 
whole s ta te  last year held close 
to the record low of 1938. but 
rates of individual counties varied 
w idely.»

Three northern  counties of 
from 2.000 to 8.500 population 
reported no tuberculosis deaths 
in 19311. This does not m ean, 
however, th a t tuberculosis does 
not exist in these counties. C raw ­
ford and Oscoda counties were 

-free from tuberculosis deaths for 
the second consecutive year and 
the third county was G ladwin.

"In the five years from  1930 to 
1935. the  tuberculosis death  ra te  
dropped from 60 deaths to 40 
deaths per 100.000 population,” 
says Dr. H. Allen Moyer, s tate 
health  commissioner. "The ra te  
is below 40 now. It can be pushed 
still lower, however, by more 
concentrated w ork  in finding 
and treating  cases of tuberculosis. 
In order to m ake fu rth e r reduc­
tions. cases m ust be found even 
before the  individual know s of 
his tuberculosis infection. F ind­
ing such early  cases is possible 
w ith chest X -ray  of persons who 
have been in contact w ith  any­
one ill w ith  tuberculosis.”

D eaths from  tuberculosis in the 
sta te  totaled 1.881 in 1939. show ­
ing a ra te  of 36.9 deaths per 100.- 
000 population. This w as only a 
slight change from the 1038 fig­
ures of 1.866 deaths and a ra te  of 
36.6. D etroit had 945 of the  1,881 
deaths last year.

approve of all that he has done that they are not charitable 
enough to even recognize his patriotism. B ut T h e M ail al­
w ays has— and it was a real jolt the other\day when he step­
ped down from a high pedestal of public estimation to accept 
the nomination for a third term at the behest of a mob of 
political bosses.

Because of our system  of government, there is real 
danger to all the liberties we possess if this nation permits 
any machine to stay in power long enough to build a great 
political army of public payroll leeches that could not be 
overthrown through the ballot box. No one in Germany ex­
pected Hitler to remain in power forever when he took over 
possession of the government. The Italian people did not 
plan to set up a permanent Mussolini government and little 
did the people of Russia believe that they were to live for­
ever under the threatening heel of a dictator.

Given four more years to build up and create a political 
machine through the unlimited use of public funds, the pres­
ent administration could so strongly entrench itself that no 
other party could ever hope to win another national election.

W e refuse to believe that President Roosevelt followed 
the dictates of his own conscience in this matter. B ut we are 
convinced that the vast army of political job holders and 
public payroll benefactors so overwhelmed the President 
that he yielded to their demands rather than to follow his 
own judgm ent in the matter. Th e Plymouth Mail was one 
newspaper that maintained right up to the time of the Chi­
cago convention that President Roosevelt would not set 
aside one of America’s greatest traditions— but he has done 
so and the unfavorable public reaction already indicates 
what is going to happen in November.

Th e Democratic Detroit Tim es intelligently discusses 
the unusual action of the President.

“ Perhaps the American people should not have expected 
anything better than bljnd, grasping and penurious politics 
from a convention of N ew  Deal jobholders.

“ ‘I should unwillingly be the person who, disregarding 
the sound precedent^ set by an illustrious predecessor, should 
furnish T H E  F I R S T  E X A M P L E  O F  P R O L O N G A T I O N  
B E Y O N D  T H E  S E C O N D  T E R M  O F  O F F I C E .’

“ Mr. Roosevelt has shown himself to be entirely willing  
to shatter the principles of W ashington, Jefferson and A L L  
his predecessors in office.

“ But the American people can still preserve those high 
and vital principles.

“L et the American people rise to their responsibilities 
better than Mr. Roosevelt rose to his.”
