The name given to the
river by LaSalle, who first ex-
plored that vicinity, in 1679. was
the river of Miamis. because of
finding that tribe in the vicinity.
The name seems to have been
changed to St. Joseph at or about
the fime of the establishing the
Jesuit mission on the river at or
near the present city of Niles
about 1689. The name itself was
a favorite one. several forts and
missions receiving that name by
the French.

Allegan: The meaning of this
name which is one of those sug-
gested by Schoolcraft is not en-
tirely certain. It seems probable
that it was named from the an-
cient Indian tribe whose name
was sometimes spelled Allegans.
Colden_ in his map accompanying
the edition of his History of the
Five Nations Dublishod ‘in 1742.
shows the "Alleghens’ occupying
the countrv at the head waters
of the Ohio. The opinion has
been expressed that the last syl-
lable, "gan” is the Alﬁonquin
termination meanin lake, but
this seems very doubtful.

Arenac: This county has had
checkered career. Laid out i
1831. in 1857 it was incorporated
into the newlv formed Bay coun-
ty. In 1883. it was re-established
with its present limits. The name
was manufactured bv Schoolcraft
accordance a system
which he developed more fully
somewhat later. The syllable .
“ac” is derived from “auk.” or
“akke.” which means land or
earth, giving the idea of locality,
and Arenac is compounded from
the Latin ‘arena.” sand—the de-
rived meaning of place of combat
comes from the fact that such
places are sanded—and “ac” and
therefore_means sandy place.

It requires lour hours for the
flowers to develop from an egg-
shaped bud to a beautiful blos-
som of about seven inches in
diameter, and slowly wilt.

Describes
Rogers’ Tribute |

Pageant and Parade

Held in Memorial j

to Will Rogers

A letter describing the cele-
bration in honor of the memory
of Will Rogers held at Santa
Monica. California, was received
yesterday from  Mrs.

Southworth, formerly Mrs. E. L
Riggs, well known in Plymouth.
Mrs. Southworth, now living in
Venice, attended with her son,
Charles Riggs and his wife Fri-
day night, July 26.

“The pageant given in the
stadium of the Santa Monica high
school dqrounds for three nights,
included a cast of more than 600
performers who enacted the var-
ous episodes in the life of Will
Rogers. Conrad Nagel former
movie star, and popular emsee,
was the narrator, describing the
action on the huge stage and re-

lating the life story o the 'Im-
mortal Cowboy,”” " writes Mrs.
Southworth.

“While the attractions of the
Will Rogers Memorial celebra-
tion this week have taken the
spotlight in the public interest,
the actual occasion here upon
which the celebration is founded
is the convention of the Will
Rogers Highway 66 association to
mark the development of the
great highway which runs like a
thread of major distinction be-
tween Santa Monica and Chi-
cago.’

Leonard E. Trainor, Will Rog-
ers’ stand-in for years, died of a
heart attack only a few hours
after completing the leading role
in the biographical pageant, ac-
cording to the writer.

"Billie Burke took the part of
Rogers’ wife. One of the most
amusing scenes was the wedding
at which every type of old ve-
hicle drove up and parked in the
front yard. There was one: lone
automobile in the group reminis-
cent of the first Fords with no
front door. A titter went through
the audience as its occupants got
out and shook the dust out of
their linen dusters. At the sight
of it. I thought of how .we paid
$950.00 for our first Ford ‘and
thought it was a wonderful car.
Now see the difference in what
$950.00 will buy.

“Bill Robinson, the famous tap
dancer, led out an old white
horse hitched to a one-seated
buggy with a top. and on the
back was a sign. Just Married.”
Will and his bride came out and
drove away in the buggy. Then
the guests came out in front on
the lawn and danced a couple of
quadrilles.

“The morning following the
pageant there was a parade of
5000 persons, scores of floats, and
1400 horses through the streets
of Santa Monica. Leo Carillo,
movie star and friend of the late
cowboy humorist, was marshal of
the parade who brought cheers
from the 100,000 spectators lin-
ing the streets as he rode a pranc-
|ng‘ horse. Mrs. Will Rogers and

illie Burke rode together in one
of the automobiles. The two sons
and daughter of the beloved cow-
boy, whose humorous quips so
frequently took on the impor-
tance of great human pronounce-

ments, led ‘Soapsuds,” Rogers’
favorite roping pony, in the
parade.

“With a huge picture of Will
Rogers and an |nscr|pl|0n ‘To
Our Absent Brother,” the Santa

Monica Elks lodge float attracted
much attention. Death Valley
Scotty rode with his partner, Al-
bert ‘M. Johnson. Celebrities in
the line of march were Lewis
Stone. Harold Lloyd. Brenda
Joyce. Wallace Ford. Ann Ruth-
erford. Bill Robinson, Cesar Ro-
mero. Donald Novis, Lon Chaney
Jr.. Evelyn Venable. Rochelle
Hudson, Russell Hayden, Linda
Ware, Bill Elliott, William Far-
num, Hal Mohr. Virginia Vale.
Ray Whitely. Gilbert Roland,
Will James,” Jane Withers, and
Monte Blue. Twenty-five bands
were featured in "the parade,
called ‘Rounduﬁ of the Stars.””

plains. They were not inveigled
into the river bottoms. But they
have come and are massed in the
lowlands. They are propertyless,

insecure, unstable. Their “con-
sumptive power is low. Their
political influence is not likel

to be very constructive. The ed-
ucation of their children is frag-
mentary, for they constantly
move from one dilapidated house
to another. In extremely rich
~AMississippi county, a white teach-
er receives $806 a year: a colored
teacher, $430. Arkansans, like
most country people, have long
been poor, but many of them
were spiritually rugged and
dependent. Now they are still
poor, but very independent and
unsettled.

William Allen White, a very
wise and genial editor, is quoted
as saying, “Arkansas is the state

pristine. Its people appear hardy
and attractive. But can they be
happy, strong and self-reliant if
theyre all dispossessed, if they
move from their own firesides to
unpainted huts, if only a few
wonderful counties in the north-
west still have independent home
owners, living in painted houses.
As one wanders through Ar-
kansas’ woods, loiters by its cool
streams, sees empty houses
where people have deserted their
firesides and notes that in many
of those mountain homes from
which smoke still rises, public
relief is being given, he cannot
but wonder what is happening to
us; the people. | hope that Mr.

It 1
is said to be the most productive *
cotton countv in the United
States. That means it is the rich- j
cst plot of agricultural ground in |
the world, with the possible ex-
ception of a few plots in the low-
er delta of the Nile. According
to official data. 70.000 people in-1
habited it in 1930. Of them. 83
per cent were rural.

A brief study of this county
will help toward a better under-
standing of Arkansas’ problems
and of America’s problems. ThisJ
richest agricultural countv on the |
continent produces 141.000 bales
of cotton yearly. The second j
richest county in Arkansas pro- [
duces 80.000." In each case it is |
two bales per inhabitant. No
other countv in the state even!
approaches that, as far as cotton i
production goes.

Now, how does that wealth
benefit the people who produce j
it? According to official informa-
tion. tenancy in these two fab-
ulously rich counties is 86 oer
cent and 90 per cent. In other
words, most of the people are
utterly propertyless. Fewer than
one per cent in both counties
have running water in their
houses: fewer than one per cent
outside of the one city of 10,000 j
population have electricity: bare- |
Iv half of one per cent outside j
of that citv have lelephones:{
more than 98 per cent still use
kerosene lamps. Out of 18627 [
farm homes, only 140 have baths, |
That is less than one per cent.

All these are official data. Ar-
kansas contains 53,335 square
miles and has a {)opulation of
1.854.482 people (19301. Three-
fourths. also, are rural. If it were
as thickly settled as Massachu-
setts. it would contain 28.000.000
inhabitants. It has onlv four cities
with more than 20.000 people. It
is divided into two almost equal
topographical areas. The south-
east half is low and for the most
part suitable to agriculture. The
northwest half is mountainous
and the soil in many places is not

tically the whole of Arkansas
was covered with timber. Even
now. not more than half is clear-
ed. From the beginning, there
has been a great movement of
people.

The official Arkansas Hand-
hook of 1987-1938 contains a
"Whos Who" of the Arkansas

Government. The Governor was
born in Missouri: the Lieutenant-
“overnor. in Kentuckv. The first
senator, in alphabetical order,
was born in Oklahoma: the sec-
ond in Canada; the third in Miss-
issippi: the ninth in Tennessee:
the tenth in Mississippi. Thus,
onlv five out of the first ten were
natives.

In this same handbook, the of-
fieial state historian gives a list
of the 10 greatest Arkansas men.
Only two of them are native
born. Of the 10 greatest women,
not one was born in Arkansas.

This tendenev of Americans to
migrate from state to state, is by
no means confined to Arkansas,
but is somewhat more accentu-
ated here than in many other re-

ions. Within "the state, also,
there is a vast amount of move-

mont. The first settlers here were 1
rugged.  restless. independent
mountaineers. Most immigatedl

from the South. Thev came, nat-
urallv. from the poorer unland
regions there and settled as land-
owners in tho mountains here.

RULES AND REGULATIONS GOVERNING THE OPERATION OF

REFRIGERATED LOCKER STORAGE
PLANTS

1. All food products must bv sharp frozen before being placed in a re-
frigerated locker, and shall be kepi at a temperature not higher than 15“ F.
during the period it is kept therein.

2. "All meats must be properly cooled before being sharp frozen, and
shall be wrapped in wrap#)ing material of suitable weight and strength to
properly protect the meat from contamination and dehydration.

This ruling shall take immediate effect.

It makes a difference what
the air is like above the ground,
The air should be about four de-
rees cooler for each additional:
.000 feet of altitude in order |
that good thermals may form and
remain_active. When the upper
air is initially warm an excess-
ive amount “of heating at the
1ground becomes necessary be-
fore the right conditions are real-
ized.

It is possible for conditions to
continue too far in the desired
direction and when this happens
thunder showers result. E?’hese
form because the moist air car-
ried up by the thermals may be
carried far above the point at
which mere white clouds form.
The cloud builds up very high
and rain or even hail forms with-
in the cloud. This rain or hail
may then droh) back out of what
was only an hour earlier a sun-
shiny blue sky.

When the state legislature sometime ago passed a law making
the Lieutenant Governor a member of the state administrative
board, it placed a state official in a position to give to the citizens
of Mrchrgan exceptional public service.

The original law creating the board made all of the elective
state officials, except the Lieutenant Governor, members of the
board. All of these officials are the heads of departments employing
large numbers of people. They have much to do with policies and
administrative functions that directly involve public good will or
displeasure.

The Lieutenant Governor will be the only member of the board
who is not the head of any department employing large numbers of
people. Because of this departmental freedom, he will be able to
act as he sees fit without having to give first consideration to the
welfare of his own department, or those upon his payroll.

It is this freedom that should make possible upon the part of
the Lieutenant Governor, a public service that will be outstanding.

The administrative board has very wide responsibilities. It has
much to do with the supervision of all appropriations made by the
state legislature. It has general supervisory control over the func-
tions and activities of all state administrative departments, boards
and commissions, including the state purchasing department

Seek to Relieve
Grand River Jam

The need for a Northwest
Motorway of limited-access type
to relieve Grand River avenue
traffic congestion already has
been strikingly shown by figures |
gathered in the first week of the [
state highway department Grand
River survey. j

"Although data is only approx- j
imate thus far. it reveals that!
Grand River avenue has passed j
its stage of efficiency and cannot |
handle present traffic demands.”;
said Murray D. Van- Wagoner,
highway commissioner.

Detroit traffic west of Wood-1
ward avenue has increased 32!
per cent since 1936. due chiefly'

to residential expansion to thei
northwest, he said—but Grandl
River avenue, the logical route

to the northwest, shows only an
eight per cent rise in traffic vol-
umes.

"We find a large percent of
motorists avoiding Grand River,
especially the central and down:
town section, because they can
make better time by roundabout
routes.” said the commissioner.
"Our next traffic study will con-
cern these drivers who would
use the Grand River route if bet-
ter facilities were provided.”

The 15-day Grand River traffic
study will end July 23. Over 40.-
000 postcard questionnaires were
given out to motorists during the
first week, and returns were near
25 per cent, said Van Wagoner.

"Eight per cent is considered
a good return from such ques-
tionnaires.” he added. "Evidently
Detroit motorists are unusually
interested in efforts to solve
Grand River congestion.”

The survey is directed by Leo

J. Nowicki. special assignment
engineer for the highway de-
partment. and looks to the de-

velopment of a motorway paral-
leling Grand River and having
no traffic lights, no pedestrians
and no cross traffic.

Some 120 intersections along
Grand River from downtown to
Eight Mile road were checked
in the last week by 125 field
workers. Surveys also are bein
made along Second Boulevar
from Grand River to Jefferson,
with a view of planning tie-in
with such possible future devel-
opments as a Detroit River Drive,
said the commissioner.

Motorists who may receive
several postcard questionnaires
from field workers during the
survey are asked to fill out and
mail “each card, since the fre-
quency with which they use
Grand River has a bearing on the
survey.

In everv instance the
State Bar was able to give the
assistance  requested. to the
complete satisfaction of the gov-
ernmental. official or body who
mack- the request.

The governing board
State Bar of Michigan is a_com-
mission of 21 members.
commissioners are busy lawyers,
at the peak of their professional
careers, yet during the past year
they contributed an aggregate
of over one year’s working time
to the profession without one
cent of compensation.

In addition to this governing
board, over 300 lawyers on 20]
eneral committees and over 150 j
awyers on 17 grievance com-’
mittecs contributed time
services of _inestimable value to ]
the profession and to the cause:
of justice in this state, all with-
out any compensation whatever.

This” brief summary does n/,
bv an.v means include all of the
work being done by the State-

DEMOCRACY AND THE DRAFT.

Frequently The Plymouth Mail has quoted from The
Christian Science Monitor. It has done so because this great
eastern newspaper reflects pretty generally the correct idea
upon vastly important public questions. The following ed-
itorial discussion cf the draft legislation now pending be-
fore congro's. taker, from the ?donitor. confo-ms so closely
to general public opinion, that it is being reprinted in full, as
follows:

Action is getting under way on the Burke-Wadsworth
Bill for selective compuh ory military training in the United
States. Approval of a re’iscd version of it by the Senate
Military Affairs Comminee means apparently that the sub-
ject will conic to the floor of the Senate next week.

The twelve-month training period now proposed is more
adequate from the military point of view than the eight
months previously contemplated. More satisfactory also,
from the standpoint of the trainee, is the basic Army pay of
$21 a month insead of S5 a month.

If properly carried out. the selective draft is the most
democratic way the responsibility for the common safety
can be distributed. There are. of course, many kinds of sac-
rifice involved in national defense. Ultimately the selective
policy should extend ai o to training for certain noncombat-
ant and industrial services. And stringent taxation should
assure that no excc. live profits are made out of the arming
effort but that financial contributions are made according to
ability.

The Burke-Wadsworth Bill now would provide for reg-
istering all male citizens from i8 to 64. Originally it would
have drawn men for the A:my and Navy from the broad age
group between 21 and ~3. h wing others to home guard or
other Work. Unfortunately one amendment by the committee
narrows selection fo“ the active services to those under 31
instead of up to 45.

One of the merit of t! o ixMin its first form was the
distribution of the oil on a basis of fitness rather than of
arbitrary age limit... Dr. v in;- from a class of more than 20,-
000.000 instead of 11.SQ0.00G might be slightly more cumber-
some but it would also be more selective with reference to
the man’s employment, ability, and family situation. Fur-
thermore. the broader r-c hub would help answer the
charge that ydimg men wore bJ.r.- drafted to fight older
men's wars.

Col. William J. 1° ;e commander of the "Fighting
69th” Regiment in die !.-t war. has been reiterating the the-
sis that mature men rather than youths should be called to
the colors first. His is expert testimony that the tasks of
modern warfare call'at least equally if not in greater degree
for the cool judgment of maturity as compared to the robust
energy of youth.

There i a fur'b-.r com-deration.
be convinced tb-r events 'L for preparedness rather than
pacifism, this «/sml be mo: cTeclively done by example than
by precept. Ore furi-n.r step to draw more middle-aged men
into the service would be to rai. o the maximum voluntary
enlistment age from 35 to 45. Another would be to schedule
more training camps open to men in. their forties.

The important polri about the selective draft is that it
should be gem"i o iy ".elective. It should not be a mere draw-
ing of numbers so much as careful sorting of the Nation's
manpower into classifications for service. Besides suitable
exemptions for con .bnt’aus objectors, men necessary to in-
dustry. and men v.h.h f.-miiy v:spon-ibilities, the draft boards
should ur.tKitake atiuliou. evaluation of men's usefulness
and intelligent dirccion of human resources.

W ith there guiding policies, a compulsory selective serv-
ice law should be cnacud promptly.
