Amid the cheers of the crowd.
the “actors” lake their places on
the "dock" aftir the boat has
been tied to the wharf.

The showboat is 90 feet long,
over 20 feet wide and carries a
“passenger list"—made up cn-
tirely of those taking part in the
show—of 180 people.

No. a big smoking steam eng-
ine does not propel the “Show-
boat.” Four out-board motors,
skillfully handled, move the big
boat downstream and around the
bend to its mooring place at the
dock. * ok ok ok ok Kk ok
Except for a few featured
numbers on the program, the en-
tire entertainment is provided b?/
citizens of Lowell. But Lowell
does not fool when it comes to

booking imported talent for its
program. The community buys
the best that the amusement

It was g’ust nine years ago
when the first event took place.
Since that time, it has grown in
popularity to such an extent that
the “Lowell Showboat” is now
regarded as ope of the important
events of each summer in the
North Central states.

To sweet corn growers who
have been troubled by corn ear
worms, an effective, 'cheap
method of prevention has been
announced by entomologists of
Michigan State college. The pre-
ventive is mineral oil.

To be effective, the oil must
be put into the end of the husk
of the developing ear in the reg-
ion of the silk channel above the
cob. and within the husk tips.
This may be done vtith a com-
mercial applicator, pr with an
ordinary mechanic's oil can. All
that is ‘necessary is to insert the
oil can spout tip into the end of
the husk and squirt a few droES
of oil into the silk channel. The
oil appears to present an im-
penetrable barrier to the worms.

Only a high grade of refined
mineral oil is advised, as a lower
grade would damage the corn
more than would the worms. The
method is not practical in large
plantings because of the large
amount of hand labor involved.

THIRD TERM, A REAL ISSUE NOW

The third-term issue—before the convention, shrugged off
as only an unimportant factor—has focused itself in no mean light
in its ‘bearing on the approaching campaign.

Democratic party leaders are worried, no end, about these
recent defections in the New Deal line up—Hanes, Douglas, Peek
and Senators Burke of Nebraska and Reed of Missouri.

These gentlemen, of course, have other objections to FDR as
a candidate to succeed himself; reasons reaching much farther
behind the political picture of today than the mere third-term
ambition alone. . . .

But the fact becomes |ncreasmg||y apparent that the third
term is not an inactive political liability. It is most definitel}: a
live and active issue in the minds of the many middle-of-the-
road electors. This independent vote has gone for Roosevelt in
previous years and was exh)ected to follow him this campaign in
upsetting ‘what is perhaps the nation’s best known and most often-
quoted tradition. .

The third-term issue can’t be shrugged off now and—funda-
mental or otherwise—it is bound to play an important part in the
consideration given by a very fair proportion of the voters.—

NOT CONVINCING—

Carl J. Hambro. president of the Norwegian parliament for
15 years, brings a cheerful word to this country on the subject
of fifth columns and their members.

Mr. Hambro saw the fifth column in action in Norway and
knows whereof he speaks. He says that there was little or no
treachery on the part of Norwegian citizens. Hitler worked main-
ly through his own nationals in Norway. German tourists, former
German refugees to Norway after the first World War, were the
basis oi the fifth column.

It is natural that the Germans should exaggerate and play
up the idea that the citizens of dther nations are faithless to their
Rﬂovernments and ready to aid the German cause. There is, as

r. Hambro points out, nothing so demoralizing as fear that one’s
next door neighbor may be a traitor in disguise. Tall talk of
treachery among politicians and army men in Norway and in
France should be taken with a grain of salt. Hitler prefers to
deal with his own.

These are comforting thoughts—perhaps too comforting—for
Americans who have been frightened into seeing fifth columnists
everywhere in the United States. There is need for vigilance, of
course, but the average American citizen is still loyal to his coun-
try and to democracy. Ifrffe makes mistakes, they will be the
mistakes of ignorance, notlintention. These, too, should be guard-4

ed against, but they hardly fall in the class of fifth column act-é

ivities.

Norwegians, Belgians, Frenchmen may have been the un-
witting tools of German agents. But Americans, with their eyes
open to the danger, should not be guilty of the same mistakes.
The trouble is that in this melting pot it is difficult sometimes
to tell the difference between a loyal naturalized citizen and a
potential agent of Hitler or Mussolini.—Phil Rich in The Midland
Republican.

A SUFFICIENT REASON.

When we recall that it was Secretary Wallace who said early
in his administration that the time may come when it would be
r_er?uired of every American farmer that he post a license in each
field showing what he could, under government regulation, plant
in that field, we do not wonder that his name was “booed” at the
Chicago convention. But they had to take him just the same.—

Mr. VanWagoner must know, as the whole country now
knows, that the President’s foresight consisted in spending be-
tween six and seven billion dollars in the last seven years for
national defense without providing any worthwhile equipment,
and when Mr. VanWagoner attempts to extol the President’s fore-
sight he is merely passing out bunk. Mr. VanWagoner is to be the
Democratic nominee for Governor, and it is well to remember

THE COST OF TOTAL WAR

In Britain, the income tax rate again is raised, exemptions
are lowered, taxes on beer, wine, tobacco and “entertainment” are
raised. "Luxuries,” including cosmetics, considered a necessity
by American womanhood, wi?l pay 24 per cent of their retail price.
The island kingdom battling for its life once more takes it on
the chin. The budget calls for government spending of about 60
per cent of the national income.

A married man with two children and an income of $1,600
will pay $63.35, and the rate jumps to $4,952 on an income of
$12,000, rising to 90 per cent on top incomes. And the receivers
of Iar%e incomes are expected also to invest heavily in govern-
ment bonds!

How is this possible, we may well ask, knowing that any
such rate of taxation would deaden our enterprise, dry up the
sprirllgs of earning power and do the government no real good.

he explanation is part fiscal and part social. John Maynard
Keynes, the noted economist, has set forth that two things arc
desirable. One is revenue to prosecute the war, the other a curb
on the production of non-essentials. British workers, he says, are
having their_incomes increased by more employment and higher
wages. But it is not desirable that this higher purchasing power
should result in a higher standard of living.

In other words, ‘tightening the belt” is no empty phrase in
Britain at war. If more is earned, more is to be taken in taxation.
Excess profits are already taxed 100 per cent. Now extra earned
income Is to be taken. For the nation Is buying for war. Any non-
essentials it produces are needed to send to other countries in ex-
change for munitions. No one must live any better; it is even de-
sirable that no one live as well.

Money will circulate faster. As fast as the government takes
it in, it will be spent. This is an example of a monetaay phenom-
enon which is relied on by advocates of the Townsend plan. The
Townsend fallacy is that it sets no limits to the ability to increase
purchasing power. The British have a long experience of buying
