Than Previous Year

Summer tax collections for
1940 as compiled following the
August 10 deadline before pen-
alties for late payments took
effect amounted to $59,358.52 or
85.7 per cent of the total levy
which was $69,249.80 this year,
according to Charles H. Garlett,
city treasurer. The collection
represents an increase of 3.1 per
cent over last year.

The 1940 tax levy was lower

Plymouth Shows Second Highest
Birth Rate in County and State

A report released by the Mich- |
igan department of health in its
monthly bulletin. “Public!
Health.” reveals
had thc second largest birth rate
in Wayne county and in the state
for 1939. Plymouth’s crude birth
rate or number of births per 1-
000 population of 36.15 is second
onlv to Inkster’s rate of 36.55.

This figure also shows a mark-
ed increase over last year’s rate
of 29.70 or 152 births 'in 1938 as

compared with 185 for 1939
Though Plymouth’s birth rate
is more than double its death

rate of 15.04 per 1.000 population,
scientists discount any serious
population difficulties. The state
department of health comments
that in a relatively small com-
munity. birth, infant death, and
maternal death rates fluctuate
widely from year to year. When
thc crude birth rate exceeds the
crude death rate, the difference
is what is known as “natural in-
crease.” .

Way back in 1798. a man by
the name of T .R. Malthus_caused
a_ lot of excitement with his
“Essay on _the Principle of Pop-
ulation.” in which 'he claimed
that the population increases
much faster than the_food_suﬁ-
Dly. and so overtakes it. This, he
reasoned, results in poverty and
a heavy death rate.

Early students of population
estimated that should the world
population increase at the rate it
maintained during the 120 years
between 1790 and 1910. from,

worked to lower the birth rate, j
thus leveling off to a normal bal-
ance.

"When about 20 miles from the
base, we called in and told them
that we were coming and to be
ready to advance when we layed
the "smoke screen.

leaves. We were that close to the
ground. Almost immediately, it
seemed, we were upon the battle
field. We dropped lower and
lower until 1 thought we were
going to land, and then the lieu-
tenant signalled me and I pulled
the bomb release that permitted
the smoke to escape from the
bomb on one wing. Looking be-
hind. | saw a huge cloud of smoke
sinking to the ground and mak-
ing it impossible to see the
ground behind us. Looking ahead
again, | saw that we were com-
ing upon a clump of trees, but
just before we were going to
crash into them, we pulled up
and away in the clear. I'll never
forget how awfully close we
came.

"We kept this up until all of
our smoke was gone and each
time that we streaked across the
battle field I nearly died of heart
failure. Finally we pulled ug to
about 6,000 and started ack
home—to sit undisturbed under
a tree again—I thought. But then
what happened—we ran into
five of the enemy ships and we
had to go back to hedge-hopping
again to escape from them.

"Upon landing at our home
field, the lieutenant asked me
how 1 liked it and I guess I must
have looked slightly green
around the gills, because he has-
}ily»tgdded‘ ‘Oh, you’ll get used
o’ it.

"Maybe the lieutenant is right,
but nevertheless | think that |
will be satisfied to sit around on
these slow days from now on and
not get tangled up in somebody
elsers war.”

Have you ever tried an ice
cream flavored with root beer?

That was .an experiment in-
cluded in a series which the
dairy department at Michigan
State college has been conduct-
|n% over a period of 12 years.

rankly, the first test” was a
failure, admits P. S. Lucas, of the
college dairy department. When
the trial batch was tried out. on
students in one of the college
dormitories he near!Y had to
leave town temporarily because
the product tasted more like
cough syrup than like root beer.

The remedy was a different
flavoring with  less sassafras.
Scores of experiments .with

ice cream flavorings have been
attempted and many of these
have been adopted by the ice
cream industry.

Some of the successful and
popular recipes have included
coconut cream, gooseberry, pea-
nut butter, Brazil nuts and car-
amel, pumpkin and taffy.

In general any fruit eaten nor-
mally with cream makes a good
flavoring for ice cream, but the
more sour flavorings are not suit-
able except for use in ice sher-
bets, concludes Professor Lucas.

One of the problems as yet un-
solved has been to get a satis-
factory peach flavor. The oil
carrying the flavor is largely in
the skin. Lucas has put as much
as three gallons of peaches in
five gallons of ice cream mix and
still ‘the flavor has failed him.
In another attempt he tried grat-

ed peelings but that failed to
score.
Ice cream usually is eaten in

bites which are at a temperature
of 15 degrees Fahrenheit or 15
above zero. This desensitizes par-
tially the taste buds in the mouth
and adds to the perplexing prob-
lem of incorporating a pleasing
and recognizable flavor.

Need Fall Care

Canes of fruit bushes, such as

raspberries, blackberries, and
dewbemes need summer prun-
ing, R. E. Loree. of the Mic igan
State college horticulture de-

partment reminds growers. Prun-
ing not only induces sturdier
cane growth, says Loree, but al-
so increases the bearlng surface
of the canes.

Best time for pinching back
the tips of the canes, says the
horticulturist, is when they at-
tain the desired height, varying
from 18 inches to three feet, ac-
cording to the kind and variety.
Black raspberries should be clos-
est pruned, and purple raspber-
ries and blackberries, longest.
Pinching back the tlps encour-
ages growth of side branches, and
consequent increase in_fruiting.
Another advantage of tip pinch-
ing is that the canes are sturdier
and can more easily withstand

storms, weight of “snow, and
welght of fruit.

Preferred time for removal of
canes that have fruited is a dis-1

puted question, but Loree advises
that for most varieties, immed-
|ate|¥) after fruiting has ceased is

est time to take out these
canes. Roots of bramble fruits
are perennials, while canes are
biennial. Removal of the canes
after frumnﬂ permits a' better
growth of the first year canes,
while burning of the old canes
may, in addition, destroy injur-
jous’ insects and diseases. The
canes are not tough, and_ are eas-
ier to remove at that time, and
at the same time, removal makes
cultivation easier.

Prompt removal of old canes
|mmed|ate|y after harvest is es-
pecml){ important where the
cane blight, gray bark fungus, or
the raspberry ‘mite is present.
The mites are often found in
large numbers on the old canes,

which in case of serious infesta-
tion should be removed and
burned, and the new growth

sprayed three times with a good
grade of summer oil. This oil
should be mixed one gallon of
oil in 100 gallons of water, and
applied five days apart.

Cane blight and gray bark are
likely to attack Chief and Lat-
ham~ raspberries. Where these
diseases are present the canes
should >be removed and burned.

After the removal of the old
canes the field should be well
cultivated two or three times, and
after the last cultivation, a cover
crop of oats, barley, millet or
some other suitable annual plant
should be seeded between the
rows.

The Legion Americanism committee, as we understand it, is
in no sense a public body. It merely serves as a clearing house
for jnvestigating subversive charges and as a force for instilling
loyally. Rightly it should be as concerned over clearing persons
of unjust accusations as it should be in dealing with persons found
guilty of disloyalty.—Nelson Brown in The Ingham County News.
