The settlement of the "aginaw
valley had grown quite rapidly,
the government had built a road
from Detroit to Saginaw, the
timber wealth and the agricult-
ural value of the section having
been discovered. A settlement
had been made at the present lo-
cation of Flint, and in March, 18-
35. in response to demand, the
county of Genesee was formed
from “parts of Saginaw, Lapeer,
and Shiawassee counties, and
named from the part of New
York from which many of its
settlers had come. The word it-
self is derived from the Seneca
Je-nis-hi-?‘/eh. meaning beautiful
valley. The bill to lay out the
county provided it with the name
of Grand Blanc but before its
final passage it was changed.

The state had taken a census
in 1834 to determine whether it
had the necessarh/ population to
entitle it to statehood under the
Act of Congress and found
total population of a7.213. and
again in 1837, finding at the latter
date 175. 998. a gain of more than
100 per cent in three years. In
1840 the national census showed
a population of 212,267, an in-
crease during the decade of more
than 700 per cent. This decade
had seen a marvelous change.
Michigan had become a state
with its present boundaries, after
years of struggle in Congress, and
even a miniature war with Ohio.
The great wave of land specula-
tion which had swept over the
county reaches its reatest
height in the territory of Mich-
igan. In 1830 there were within
the territory two public land
offices and during the year there
were sold 147,061 acres of the
mpublic domain. As the wave rose,
and the land buyers became more
numerous, and more insistent,
three more offices were opened
and the land sold increased to
1,817,247 acres in 1835 and in
1836 to 4.189,823 acres, nearly a
million more acres than was sold
in any other state or territory
that year. When the fever broke,
the tide ebbed even more rapid-
ly than it had risen, and in 1830.

Announcing that the teachin
staff of the P?ymoulh schools wi
meet briefly on Monday after-
noon. September 2, and will be
ready to start regular classes of
instruction when school convenes
on Tuesday, George A. Smith,
superintendent of schools, de-
clared this week that all tuition
pupils from the ninth to the
twelfth grades from schools at-

"This ruling is due to the lim-
ited amount of room in the
Plymouth high school in com-
parison_ with ™ the large number
who wish to attend,” explained
Smith.

"While the board of education
regrets that it is forced to dis-
continue admission to seventh
and eighth grade pupils from ru-
ral schools this year, it is_nec-
essary to limit admission if we
are to continue our educational
Standards.”

Rural telephones connected
with the Plymouth exchange of
the Michigan Bell Telephone
company are now being con-
verted to common battery, or
lift-the-receiver. type of service,
J. R. MacLachlan, local manager
for the company, announced to-
day.

The new type of rural opera-
tion will be the same as that
enjoyed by subscribers within
the community itself, MacLach-
lan said. When the changes are
made to common battery service,
it no longer is necessary for rural

subscribers to turn a crank in
order to reach the operator.
A Michigan Bell installation

crew is visiting the homes and
business establishments of rural

residents and is installing the
new telephone instruments. As
fast as installations are completed
along a particular line, all the

telephones on that line are con-
verted to the new typo of opera-
tion.

The project was started last
week. MacLachlan said it should
be completed within two months,

after which all the 300 rural
telephones connected with the
Plymouth exchange will have

been changed to common battery
Operation.

The current project is the sec-
ond imProvement and expansion
move of the company here in re-
cent months.

Marcellus L. Kinyon,
City's Oldest Resident,
elebrates 90th Birthday

Marcellus L. Kinyon, believed
to be the city’s oldest living
resident, will celebrate his nine-
tieth birthday Monday, August
26.

Born on a farm in Superior
township west of Plymouth in
1850, "Dad” Kinyon says that his
mother’s people” “most all lived
into their eighties,” but his mo-
ther. who died at 76, “didn’t live
long.” Mr. Kinvon has a sister,
Mrs. Edith K. West, of Highland
Park who at 88 years of age is
still a Christian Science practi-
tioner.

The fire of 1856 is a boyhood
recollection of Kinyon’s. At that
time all of Plymouth’s business
district was in the block between
the United Savings bank and the
Ann Arbor trail. There were no
trees in Kellogg Park at that
time, but a fence enclosed the
Dark, where circuses were often
held. A history of the city com-
piled by Mrs. Nettie L. Dibble
recounts that Mrs. Ellen Roe
Nichols, who lived on the south
side of the park, had been to the
circus the night the entire block
on Main street burned. She tells
of the great excitement rampant
in getting the animals away from
the park. Merchandise from the
burning stores was carried inlo
the park.

The morning after the fire. Mr.
Kinyon and his father. John,
came into town and saw the
merchandise  from the fire-
wrecked stores stacked the
park.

In 1860, his father built the old
Plymouth hotel. It was con-
structed entirely of wood and
located on the corner where the
D. and C. store now-stands. Be-
hind it, where the artificial ice
plant is. were the hotel barns,
where transient guests kept their
horses while staying at the hotel.
The grand opening of the new
hotel was September 2, 1864. In-
vitations to the opening party,

in

which Mr. Kinyon reqiembers
well, were issued to the town
residents, and Mr. Kinyon.- still

has one which can scarcely be
read.

Another of Mr. Kinyon’s rec-
ollections of early Plymouth is
the toll gate at the ‘corner of
Mill street and Plymouth road,

His father cleared land for a
new farm in 1875 at Caro in
Tuscola countf/, where the fam-
ily lived until 1896. Mr. Kinyon
spen”,his early life there as a
farmer and became quite a horse-
fancier. In 1896 he moved to De-
troit, where he set up his own
dray business. It was while he
was in Detroit that he met and
married Miss Jennie Harland,
who died May 5, 1929, at the age
of 64.

Mr. Kinyon later returned to
Northville. where the couple
made their home for the next
15 years, moving to the family
residence on Mill street in Plym-
outh in 1915. During his active
life. Mr. Kinyon was once a shoe
salesman traveling all through
the East and as far west as North
Dakota. He was employed at the
Daisy company until he was 75
years old, in 1925.

From his early farming back-
?round, Mr. Kinyon cultivated
or years the garden at his pres-
ent ‘home on North Mill street,
and won first premiums on his
entries of bantam corn, Bartlett
pears, and plums in the North-
ville county fair. But he is now
content to sit in the lawn at the
rear of his home with his faith-
ful spotted spaniel, Mike.

Residing with his son-in-law
and daughter, and Mrs. Clif-
ford Cline, Mr. Kinyon attributes
his good health to his habits of
“early to bed and early to rise,”
and “three regular meals a day.”
There were six- children born to
the Kinyon family. Five of them
are living, one boy having died
when four months old. There’s a
little “family feud” about the
spelling of ~ the family name.
“Dad” “swears it’s Kinyon: the
children hold to the Kenyon
spelling, but, anyway, John  H.
lives in Detroit; Mrs. Sherill
Ambler in Northville; Pierre in
Los Angeles; and Albert in
Portland. Oregon, where he is
tuition clerk of school district
number one.

One of the proudest possessions
of the city’s “youngest ninety-
year-old” is his "rogue’s gallery”
of old girl friends. Sorting his
collection which he keeps in old
satchels and suitcases, he
chuckles and a light comes into
his eye as he points out “an old
girl friend in Cleveland,” but his
greatest delight is in reminiscing
about the wives of some of the
town’s citizens whom he used to
court. Mr. Kinyon was attracted
by the lady reporter’s new car,
and if he promises to add our
picture to his gallery, we might
return to take him for a drive.

Aliens Must
Register

A specific act of congress re-
quires a nation-wide registration
of aliens during the official regis-
tration period. August 27 to Dec-
ember 26, 1940. This registration
of all foreign-born persons who
have not become citizens of the
United States, including those
with first citizenship papers, is
compulsory. Alien children under
14 .years must be registered by
their parents or guardians.

The Alien Registration Act
was passed so that the United
Slates could determine exactly
how many aliens there are. who
they are. and where they are.

“Registration, including finger-
rinting. will not be harmful to
aw-abiding aliens. AIll record.*?
will be kept secret and confiden-
tial and will be made available
only to such persons as may be
Hesignated with the approval of
the Attorney General of the
United States.™ assures Earl G.
Harrison, director of registration.

A fine of $1,1)00 and imprison-
ment for six months is prescribed
by this law for failure to register,
for refusal to be fingerprinted, or

for making registration state-
ments known to be false.
Sample specimen formr. and
instructions for registering may
be obtained at the local post

office.

(Contmued from Paoe 1)
story does not fit in with the
facta, the changes all being made
by the legislature of 1843, and
O’Malley who lived at Mackinac,
did not become a member of the
legislature unUl 1846, and of the
changes made several were for
the most part not desirable ones,
but the contrary. Indian names,
generally those of chiefs who
were connected with the early
history of the stale, were chang-
ed and names of no local signi
ficances substituted.

Alcona county was first named
Neffwegon. The latter was the
name of a well known Chippewa
Chief who was a firm friend of
the Americans in their conflict
with the British terminating in
the War of 1812. He was a fine
type of the race.—over six feet
high, muscular, courageous, and
of strong intellect. He was known
also as Wing or Little Wing, the
translation of his name. Alcona
was undoubtedly a word manu-
factured according to the School-
craft formula in which “al” is the
Arabic for “the.” “Co” is the root
of a word meaning plain or
prairie. "Na” is a termination
meaning “excellence”: hence the
entire ‘word has the meaning
‘The fine or excellent plain.”

Around

EVERY TURN ADDS EXPENSE

It is probably conceded by most people'that one bad step leads
to the next bad step, and that is commonly true in most aspects of
social life. At least we believe this is especially true in political life.
Ever since the first state constitution was adopted there have been
efforts to write into it provisions that are purely legislative and
have no place in the constitution.

Our present constitution is a notorious victim of this procedure,
having written into it several provisions of legislative character and
later by constitutional amendment, among which are such simple
and insignificant matters as the s™aiy schedule of state officers,
and later the vital tax limitation provision: but the end is not yet.
And always these movements are fostered by special, organized
pressure groups at the expense of others.

That was the aptproach of the most recent amendment adopted,
the ear-marking of automobile tax revenue for highway purposes,
which was presented in a plausible manner so that a large number
of unsophisticated electors fell for it, forgetting entirely that, by
tying upvUiis highway revenue for only specific parts of highw’ay
obligation” the state would be required to levy other taxes to
finance thobe highway obligations that were excluded from the
provisions™ the amendment, as for instance policing highways for
auto tp~fic violations.

we said, these bad steps encourage other pressure groups to

same course, for at the present time we have three other

groups—powerful groups—heading in exactly that direc-

' .which the voters of this state should be awake, unless

they ady to stand for added taxes necassary to cover the
sums diverted for ear-marked purposes.

The first group that will have to be met is the so-called “merit
system” association (with not so much merit), more ﬂroperly called
state civil service, which proposal will appear on the state ballot
this fall. The evils of this proposal are enormous, but just to single
one out: a stipulated salary for the commission members and the
power of the commission to set salaries of all who are employed
under its regulations, which also provides that funds for operating
the department shall be one per cent of the state pa?/ roll. If they
run short of funds, all they have to do is increase salaries, and we
all know there is nothing that state spenders would rather do than
spend more money. This matter should be left with the state legis-
lature where anything wrong can be killed without delay and not
be put into the state constitutioiywhere it cannot be touched with-
out a great deal of difficulty.

Right now there is brewing a demand that 25 per cent of the
sales tax revenue be ear-marked for relief purposes. This isanother
thing that must be left for the legislature to handle. Who knows
what the needs are going to be even one year from today? It may
not be nearly enough in the future, and again, it may be too much.
This drive has not yet reached the stage of proposing it as a con-
stitutional amendment, but it will be t?qere all too soon.

Another is the provision for school aid. That is going to be the
most complicated affair one can imagine, but it is just about ripe
for a constitutional amendment to ear-mark a certain sum for pri-
mary 'and high school education.

And so the march promises to go on until there will be little
state financing left where the people of the state have anything to
say about it, but it will be in the hands of bureaucratic commis-
sions and departments that are rapidly reverting to the old English
ideas of “taxation itithout representation.” It is time we smash
these ideas in the head before these multiplying luxuries tax us to
death.—Adrain Van Kovering in The Zeeland 'Record.
