Grand Traverse county was in
1840 named Omeena. the change
to the present name being made
in 1851. and 1853, the first act be-
ing defective in leaving a small
unattached and unorganized ter-
ritory. as Omeena county, and
this mistake was remedied” at the
following session, when the re-
mainder of the county was merg-
ed into Grand Traverse. The "In-
dian name means either the
point beyond” and would have
reference to the narrow penin-
sula jutting up into Grand Trav-
erse Bay. or as Verwyst says, a
corruption of “ominau.” © “he
gives to him.” Grand Traverse
county takes its name from the
bay upon which it borders, which
itself was so named from the
fact that early French voyageurs
who always traveled in canoes
and were compelled to coast the
shores on any large body of
water, when they passed along
the east shore of Lake Michigan,
found two considerable indenta-
tions of the coast'line, which un-
der ordinary conditions they
were accustomed to cross from
headland to headland, the small-
er crossing lheY called “la petite
traverse.” the larger, about nine
miles across, they called “la
grande traverse.” the long
crossing, and this name was
tranrferred to the bay. The In-
dian name of the bay was Gitchi
Wekwelong. which means Large

or

-Bay.

Huron county was so named
for the lake bordering on the
north, east and west, and the

lake in turn was so called be-
cafise the Jesuit fathers found
the Indians \“om they called
Hurons. living mn the east and
south of the Iwe around Geor-
gian Bay. These Indians called
themselves Wendat. and the ex-
planation of the word “Huron" is
given in the Relation of Lo Je-
une. the Jesuit of 1W9. He says
that about 40 years before that,
some of this tribe arriving at a
French settlement, some soldier
or sailor seeing them for the first
time, and some of them wearing
their hair in ridges which made
their heads look like those of
boars—hures—led them to call
them Hurons. and the name has
clung to them ever since. Cham-
lain first gave the name Lac des
urons to the part which he saw,
which was in reality Georgian
Bay. but the name in time be-
came attached to the entire lake.
losco county was first named
Kanotin. The  latter name was
that of an_Ottawa chief referred
to in the Treaty of 1836, as liv-
ing in the Grand River district.
His name may be derived from
the Chippewa word meaning
“wind." and it is difficult to sec
any reason for discarding this
pleasing cuphonius name. losco
was apparently a favorite name
with Schoolcraft. In 1838 he pub-
lished losco, or the Vale of Nor-
ma. a poem about 14 printed
ages reminiscent of his boyhood-
ome in Albany county. New
York, and in 1839 he published
“Algic Researches,” consisting of
translations and adaptations of
Indian tales, and among them is
one entitled losco, or a “Visit to
the Sun and Moon,” a tale from
the Ottawa, said to have been
related by Chusco, an Ottawa
chief. It relates the travels and
adventures of five young Indian
men—the eldest of whom bears
the name losco—and a young
boy. In the “Myth of Hiawatha,”
published in 1856. and which
contains many of the .same talcs
and legends found in Algic Re-
searches. appears this one. and in
this version the boys bears the

Regiment Here

Local Men Sought
as Enlistments for
Acrtillery Training

Young men from the Plym-
outh, Northville, and Wayne lo-
calities are being sought as en-
listments for the organization of
a 210th anti-aircraft artillery
unit. Lieutenant Cass Kershaw
announces. Using the  106tIL
squadron of the cavalry of De-;
troit which consists of 13 officers
and 125 men as a basis, it is
planned to organize four bat-i
teries of an anti-aircraft regi-
ment in the Detroit area. These
will include a searchlight bat-
tery. three 90 millimeter gum
batteries, machine gun batterﬁ of
50 caliber anti-aircraft machi

uns, and a 31 millimeter gun
attery.
Lieutenant Kershaw, com -

mander of Battery F, 37-milli-
meter gun_battery, hopes to re-
cruit a regiment of entirely local
men who will receive basic
training at an armory which is
to be converted from the old
Graham-Paige plant in Wayne
before being sent to training
camps and schools throughout
the country. The quota which
the arm*y hopes to reach is 900
men and 45 officers with 67 men
to a battery.

“The army has only 15 anti-
aircraft units in the country, and
equipment has been ordered for
200 service regiments. This offers
an especially’ good opportunity
for motor mechanics, electricians,
and telephone linesmen and op-
erators,” said Lieutenant Ker-
shaw.

Any single man with no de-
pendents over 18 years of age is
eligible for enlistment in the new
regiment. Enlistments will be for
three years. Privates receive $30
~ month plus food, clothing, and
medical care, and sergeants and
specialists receive from $60 to
$65. Recruiting stations will be
open at 1141 Collin®ood ave-
nue, the Cavalry armory in De-
troit: and the office of Dr. Ker-
shaw at Wayne and Plymouth
roads.

Smith Renews
FBI Training

Vaughan R. Smith, Plymouth
chief of police, will be “one of
four police officers in Wayne
county attending the annual re-
training school for graduates of
the Federal Bureau of Investiga-
tion National Police Academy at
the Department of Justice build-

ing. Washington. . from
September 30 to October 5.
Last year 270 graduates re-

turned to the school for a week’s
training study, but it- is expected
that approximately 400 law en-
forcement officers who are grad-
uates of the Academy will at-
tend due to the increased prob-
lems of federal investigation
during these times of inter-
national and national stress.

The entire course_this year is
to be devoted to national defense
matters and to instructing offi-
cers in methods of dealing with
plant protection, sabotage, and
espionage on the part of “fifth
columnists” and spies, particular-
ly in industries essential to na-
tional preparedness and the
manufacture of war supplies. All
sessions except one half day will
be taken up with technical and
investigative aspects of espion-
age. Those attending the school
will select other subjects of in-
terest for study and instruction
during the last half day of the
meeting.

Chief Smith, who was grad-
uated from the FBI Academy in
April. 1937. has returned for fur-
ther training each year.

t Leelanau county had its name
suggested by Schoolcraft in 1829
land in his “Algic Researches” is
found ‘Leelinau, an Ojibwa tale."
the story of an Indian maid liv-
ing along the south shore of Lake
Superior near Grand Sable, and
in one of his volumes he gives
the word as meaning "Delight
of life.” This tale is also repeated
in “Myth of Hiawatha” and in
that version the heroine says,
“From her bab%/ name of Neen-
izu. my dear life, she was called
Leelinau.”

Lake county was first named
Aisheum. The latter name was
that of a well known Pottawat-
omie Chief who was a party to
all the treaties with the United
| States in behalf of his people
‘from 1818 to 1836. his name be-
ing spelled in seven different
ways, this fact illustrating the
difficulty of identifying some of
the old Indian names, as each
individual in transcribing them
might use a different combina-
tion in English or French in the
endeavor to represent the orig-
inal sound. The word in Chip-
pewa would mean _increasing,
more and more, going farther.
The name Lake is peculiarly in-
appropriate to this county “as it
is an inland county, and con-
tains but few lakes and none of
any siz

Missaukee county was named
for an Ottawa Chi”, who signed
the treaties of 1831 and 1833. The
meaning of the word is somewhat

uncertain. 'Verwyst saying that it
is a corruption” of Missisaging.
meaning at large mouth of “lyer.
Another derivation is from Miss-
issauga. an Indian tribe at one
time living at the northern end
cf Georgian Bay. the word mean-
ing people of wide mouth river.

Mecosta county takes its name
from that of a Pottawatomie
chief who signed the Treaty of
1836. the word is said to mean
“bear cub.” The county as orig-
inally laid out was larger than
at present, including a part of
what had been Oceana county,
and the four townships which
now form the northwest part of
Montcalm county.

Montmorency county was or-
iginally named Cheonoquet for a
Clhippewa chief who was a party
to the Indian treaties of 1807.
1815. 1825, and 1837, his name
meaning Big Cloud. It is uncer-
tain whom the name Montmor-
ency was intended to commem-
orate, and there does not seem
to be any one of that name of
sufficient” prominence in Amer-
ican or Michigan history to jus-
tify this action. It is possible
some legislator of 1843 thought
this_a fine, high sounding name,
referable to “any Indian name,
owever melodious or full of
meaning. There was a Duke of
Montmorency, High Admiral of
France, who. in 1620. bought the
lieutenant-generalship of Canada
and a few years later sold it
again without ever having set
foot on this continent. There was
also a de Laval-Montmorency or
Montmorency-Laval. the first
Roman Catholic Bishop of Can-
ada. an energetic, faithful
churchman, who made great ef-
forts to prevent the giving of
ardent spirits to the Indians, and
who for many years during his
bishopric from 1658 to 1684, ex-
erted a very powerful influence
in New France. If a French name
were to be chosen, it is unfor-
tunate that the name of some
one of the early active energetic
explorers, rulers, or military men

who came in personal contact
with this lago region was not
used.

This is parly fall. 19-10. the sea-
son and year which the odds
and the indications favor as pro-
ducinlg a champion football team
for Plymouth high school.

It has long been a custom of
Plymouth football teams to show
a powerhouse in even years and
nothing but spirit in" the odd
ones. Fate has so arranged it
with no extra help that as soon
as Plymouth boasts a winning
team for a season, the winning
team departs the next year via
graduation.

Thus the years. 1938 and 1939.

which is singular for two reasons:

With September 27 as an open
date, there is an even chance of
Plymouth having four home
games, but as the record stands
now, five are scheduled away and
only three at home.

Di.'carding liio pos.sibility that
the Ecor.se game may be played
at night, it still will attract more

Plymouth 20-U in a game which
was supposed to show which was
the better team. There is still
doubt in some minds that Ecorse
can repeat. Plymouth meets
Birmingham, the winners of the
T.V.A.A. football crown on Nov-
ember 3 at Birmingham.

The most unexpected upset of
last season, however, came from
a 33-6 Wavne cannonading which
knocked all the football dopeslers
for a loop. This is another game
which Plymouth will try to re-
claim this year.

Jim Birchall, left end: Doug
Prough. riﬂht end; Bob Hitt,
quarter back; Joe Scarpulla. half
ack; and Neal Curtiss, full

back, arc the only regulars last
year who have graduated. Each
one of their positions had alter-
nates last vear who will probably
take the job steady this season.

For example as to how the plan
works: If ‘a member loses the
sight of one eye through injuries
received in sports, he can collect
$200: lacerations, the smallest
payable injury receives $3.

Parents are urged to take out
an insurance on their child if he
is to participate in any sport. A
physician must examine the ap-
plicant before he is able to take
out a policy.

Being the third, o-ldc.st flag in
the world—older than the Union
Jack and the French tri-color—
the history is one of Ihe mo<
interesting.

or, zeal, and fervency; white—
for hope, purity, and cleanliness
of life, and rectitude of conduct:
and blue—the color of heaven,
for reverence to God. loyaltv.
sincerity, justice, and truth. To
summarize this: It stands for the
courage,, hope, and Christianity
in man.

An ancient symbol India.
Persia, and Egypt, the star, is
used in a constellation of states
in the federal union.

WALLACE FUMBLES

Henry A. Wallace’s acceptance speech boils down to the argu-
ment that President Roosevelt should be elected to the tradition-
breaking third term b'ecause American democracy and vital Ameri-
can interests are put in peril by the war in Europe. The Republican
Party cannot be trusted in the present emergency because, he con-
tends. as “the party of appeasement.” it is being supported by Hitler
and Mussolini in every possible way.

Present plans are that the former Secretary of Agriculture, as
candidate for Vice-President, shall be the chief Democratic spokes-
man on the stump. How’ever that works out, his Des Moines accep-
tance is the first formal Democratic answer to the Republican ac-
ceptances by Wendell Willkie and Senator McNary.

Stress on international affairs was to be expected. The total
concentration on Hitler and war. together with the manner in
which Wallace presents Roosevelt’s claims on this account, by no
meajis can be viewed as an expected matter-of-course development.
We think that in attacking the Republican as the Hitler party,
Wallace has cast a boomerang which will return the New Deal, the
Democrats, and Roosevelt a hard blow.—George Breen in The Iron
River Reporter.

IS HITLER TROUBLED?

Hitler’s speech in Berlin has special military interest because
of its appeal to Great Britain for mutual cessation of night air
bombing. Hitler described the night attacks as “useless” and it
seems probable that this part of his speech was due to pressure of
the German people, disquieted by hostilities in the dark.

The Fuehrer’s protest marks his first defensive utterance since
the beginning of the war. Hitherto he has always spoken entirely
about forthcoming offensives. Now he indicates that Germany wants
to moderate the war by eliminating night raiding.

It is strange that Hitler thus tries to lay down rules limiting air
warfare after his frequent references to the great preponderance of
German aviation strength and his promise to the German people
that they would have air mastery over Britain. It would seem that
aviation” plans of the German high command are not working out
according to schedule.

Hitler’s statement that he waited three months before retaliat-
ing against British night bombings was intended as a moral argu-
m'ent. But, as a matter of fact, German aviators had no training in
night navigation and operations. It was necessary to improvise in-
struction for them which quite possibly accounts for the three
months’ delay in hittin? back.

German air specialists have scoffed at night raids. They were
hold to be useless so long as German's large numerical plane su-
periority would allow daylight attacks of sufficient intensity to
guarantee air domination, but this mis-judgment is about the most
serious the German high command has made during the war. Hitler
now tries to rectify it by urging suspension of night attacks.

The British realized at the outbreak of the war that major day-
light air attacks against Germany would be impossible until they
more nearly approached German strength. So they have given their
pilots specialized training in the technique of night attack against

Today in this world of unrest with ever darken-
ing clouds of fear hanging over our peace-loving
country, we are faced with many problems relating
to our well-being and the fate of our fellow human
beings.
