Eagle Harbor, located way up 
on the northern  side of K eew e- 
naw P eninsula  on the rocky coast 
of Lake Superior, is ju st as in ­
teresting. in fact, m uch m ore so, 
than  is Bar Harbor, bu t for some 
reason it has never gained the 
fam e and distinction of the  »far 
eastern sum m er reso^}.

Possibly it is because Eagle 
H arbor Has never been properly 
advertised to the world. M aybe it 
is for some o ther reason that 
Eagle H arbor is not so well 
known. But th ere  is not one re a ­
son in the w’orld w hy Eagle H ar­
bor should not be just as popular 
w ith the sum m er reso rter as B ar 
Harbor, way down in Maine.

Im agine a fine resort hotel built 
right out on the rocks, w ith 
w aves from  Lake Superior fre ­
quently  rolling within a few  feet 
of the long porch of the  hotel! 
One can w alk but a short d is­
tance. not m ore than  a city  block 
from the hotel, and find as sandy 
a bathing beach as th ere  is any­
w here in M ichigan. And th ere  is 
nothing like th a t down a t B ar 
Harbor. * * * « « * «

From out of Eagle H arbor are 
some of the m ost “in teresting 
m ountain drives in the country 
—nothing like them  this side of 
the  Rockies. Eagle H arbor is at 
the en trance way to the famous 
E rockw ay M ountain Drive, and 
if  one has never driven over this 
thoroughfare  th a t has been con­
s tructed  along the ridge of the 
m ountains, th a t should be put’ 
down now as a trip  for nex t su m ­
mer.

Skirting  the shore line of Lake 
Superior is another fam ous drive 
that leads up to F o rt W ilkins, 
oldest among th e  restored Indian 
fo rts  of Michigan.

Copper m ines are  near a t hand 
—and fall fishing at Eagle H a r­
bor equals th a t of any o ther 
place in the U pper Peninsula.

National Newspaper Week Observes Freedom 
of American Press and Recalls Glorious History

The nation is pausing to com­
m em orate the A m erican freedom  
of the  press this w eek in con­
nection with N ational N ew spaper 
W eek wliich is being observed 
from  October 1 to 8. T he resu r­
rection of some of the  "ghosts" of 
Am erican journalisrn reveals a 
glorious history in the  develop­
m ent of the Am erican press, its 
principles, and its  fights fo r free­
dom of expression.

T he most fam ous case in  the 
fight for freedom  of the press 
which has come down in A m er­
ican iournalistic history  is th at 
of John P e ter Zenger, which 
dealt w ith the rig h t of the ju ry  
to decide- w hether or not a s ta te ­
m ent was libelous, and the  ad­
m issibility of tru th  as a defense. 
At the  tim e of Zengeris a rre s t in 
1735. the ju ry  p a ^ e d  only on the  
fact of publication, and it was 
the  judge whq decided w hether 
or not the sta tem en t was libelous. 
Also, the  tru th  of the sta tem ent 
published could not be a d m i t t^  
as a defense. "The g rea te r the  
tru th . Ihe g rea te r the libel,” was

j the rule th a t  prevailed at that 
time.

Zenger. a G erm an im m igrant 
1 and the first person in this coun- 
I try  to be naturalized, prin ted  the 
I New York W eekly Journa l, a 
I folio of four pages, se t up in  1733 
I by the  so-called Popular P arty  
which opposed Governor W illiam 
Gosby.

Gosby, the  royal govemoy, of­
fered rew ards and issued procla­
m ations for the w rite r  of articles 
in Zenger’s Jo u rn a l defam ing his 
adm inistration. Zenger w as se rv ­
ed a w arrant, arrested , and im ­
prisoned by the  Council for r^ais- 
ing “factions and  tum ults” am ong 
the  people. T he chief com plaints 
against Gosby included his d e­
struction of a deed m ade by Mo­
haw k Indians p ro tec ting  them  
against rapid settling  of their
country; his refusal to gran t
lands to  settlexa unless he was 
perm itted  to re ta in  a th ird  for 
personal use; and  his a rb itra ry
provision for indefinitely  large
salary  g ran ts  to  himself.

A ndrew  Ham ilton, the  m ost

b rillian t law yer of th at time, was 
secured for Z enger's counsel and 
the tria l opened’ August 4, 1735 
in the city  hall of New York City. 
Ham ilton adm itted  his client had 
p rin ted  the articles in question, 
which proved disturb ing  to the 
prosecution who was then  oblig­
ed to dism iss all his witnesses. 
Ham ilton proceeded to establish 
the fact th a t s ta tem en ts of tru th  
are  not libelous. His argum ents 
th at the ju ry  has the r igh t to de­
term ine the law  and th e 'fa c t are  
glowing in figures and analogy:

“Pow er m ay ju stly  be com ­
pared to a great river, w hile kept 
w ith in  its  due bounds, is both 
beautifu l and  useful; b u t w hen 
it overflows its  banks, it is too 
im petuous to 'be stem m ed, <it 
bears down all before it and 
brings destruction arid desola­
tion."

H am ilton’s a rg u m en t and Zen- 
ger's resu ltan t - acquitta l w ere 
m ilestones in the  history  of the 
freedom  of th e  press. W hile d e­
fense counsel H am ilton d id  not

( C o n t i n u e d  from  p a g e  1) 
establish the r ig h t of ju p r to de­
cide libel o r  the admission of 
tru th  as defense, the ju ry  w as so 
im pressed by his p lea th a t Zenger 
was acquitted.

The adm issibility  of evidence 
of tru th  as a defense in libel 
cases was not recognized as valid 
in Am erican law  un til a clause 
covering the  point w as added to 
the  Alien and Sedition Act in 
1798. A nother significant clause 
of th is  act provided th a t  “the 
ju ry  who shall try  the case, shall 
have the r igh t to determ ine the 
law and the fact under direction 
of the  court as in other cases,” 
instead of leaving it up to the 
•iudge.

Some of the great “ghosts” who 
m ight be resurrected  to  review  
the developm ent of the A m er­
ican new spaper are  Jam es G or­
don Bennett. publish«- of the old 
New 'York Herald, who promoted 
stock m arket reports, theatrical 
news. W ashington correspond­
ence. church new’s. cable news, 
w ar correspondence, society news, 
sports extras, rep rin ts  of speech­
es. and verbatim  interview s.

B ennett introduced the first 
sensational new spaper in the  
country, p rin tin g  lively, saucy, 
and spicy m aterial, m uch of it of 
a highly objectionable kind. He 
exploited news of crim e and 
crim inal tria ls  and p riva te  scan­
dals. but it is-to  h is  credit th a t  
he innovated m any new devices 
and practices now in tegral in the 
m odern newspaper.

And then  th ere’s old Horace 
G reeley of the New York Tribune 
to whom we m ay ascribe the de­
velopm ent of the  editoria l page in 
its m odern Am erican character. 
G reeley’s was a day of highly 
personal journalism , and vigor­
ous invective. Among the causes 
which G reeley propounded are 
freedom  for the  slaves, earned  in 
1863: abolition of capital p u n ish ­
m ent, now accom plished in m any 
states; in te rnational copyright, 
g ran ted  in 1872; labor unions, the 
first of which w as the  Knights 
of Labor form ed in 1869 and 
which la te r becam e the A m erican 
Federation of Labor: w om an sxif- 
frage. recognized in 1919, and 
liquor restrictions, effected by the 
-xightcenth am endm ent in 1920.

W hen Charles A. D ana “was 
the S un” the  hum an in terest 
story was bom  to A m erican 
journalism . The New York Sun 
first successful penny paper, en ­
joyed a nationw ide rep u ta tio n  
for the  cleverness and originality  
of its  news stories and editorials. 
U nder his editorship, th e  Sun be­
came “the  new spapennan’s  new s­
paper.” His governing principle 
was th a t “a sm all incident, in ­
teresting  in itself, and  w ell told, 
m ay be w orth a colum n space, 
w hen a large d u ll fac t is hard ly  
w otth  a  stickful! of type.” The 
Sun becam e th e  hyphen in 
present New  York H erald -T rib ­
une. consolidation of the th ree  
g reatest rivals  in early  Am erican 
journalism  — Bennett. Greeley, 
and Dana.

T hen in 1880 along came a m an 
by the nam e of W illiam Rock- 
hill Nelson who founded a paper 
called the S ta r  in  a m idw est city, 
which has become a m etropolis— 
K ansas City. This paper lived to 
ex e rt g rea t benefits for civic im ­
provem ent, and  has become 
m ore than  ever the paper, of, by, 
and for M ain Street.

Joseph P u litzer of the  New 
York W orld was one of the last 
ou tstanding “personal” editors. 
He m ay be credited  w ith  orig­
inating crusades, colored supple­
ments. comic strips, po litical ca r­
toons. and banner headlines.

The ex ten t to w hich Am erican 
new spapers have grown as an 
en terprise  m ay best be illustrated  
by a com parison of the  sums of 
m oney necessary to s ta r t  th e  old

H erald and Tribune. W hen Ben­
n e tt founded the  H erald in 1835, 
his investm ent was $500. W hen 
G reeley established the T ribune 
in 1841. his to ta l investm ent was 
about $4000. The cost of estab ­
lishing a m etropolitan  paper in 
New York today w ould ru n  into 
m any m illions of dollars.

And so. it is fitting th a t in this 
year. 1940, we pause lo celebrate 
the 500th anniversary  of G uten­
berg’s contribution to the  devel­
opm ent of printing, and the  250th 
anniversary  of the prin ting  of the 
first newspaper. “Public Occur­
rences.” in Boston in  1690, in 
w kat is now the  U nited Slates.

The in itial cost involved in 
purchasing buses would go a long 
way tow ard  the building of a 
three-room  school unit, it i.s 
pointed out by school authorities. 
The building of an o th er school 
unit w ould not necessitate an in ­
crease in the num ber of teachers, 
for the teaching staff is d e te r­
m ined by the  num ber of pupils, 
with an average of 35 pupils per 
teacher. W ith the  erection of 
their own school building and 
the subsequent decrease in the 
num ber of studen ts a t the P lym ­
outh schools, p resent teachers 
would be transferred  to  the new 
unit.

Backer.s of the move for school 
bus service m ain tain  th a t it is too 
far for their children to walk 
from these d istricts to the  public 
schools. T hey believe th at as long 
as such a large p a rt of the school 
population is m ade up  of re s ­
idents of these localities that 
transporta tion  should be p ro ­
vided.

The board of education, in a n ­
nouncing the special election 
Monday, issued the following 
sta tem ent representing  its v iew ­
point on the m atter:

“It  is the desire of the  board of 
education to carry  out the  wishes 
of a m ajority  of the electors, be­
ing guided and lim ited by the 
state law. The board of educa­
tion. w ithout d irection from  the 
electors is w ithout au thority  to 
g ran t such transporta tion  re ­
quest.

"ACT 11. P.A. of 1935. S tate  
of Michigan. Sec. 9-a: ‘The 
board of education in any p r i­
m ary. graded or township 
school d istric t m ay provide 
adequate  facilities fo r the 
transporta tion  w ith in  such d is­
trict of pupils' from  and to their 
homes w hen the electors of the 
d istric t a t any annual or spe­
cial m eeting shall by a m a- 
ority  vote approve of the 
same. The vehicles shall be ade­
quate  apd of am ple capacity .’
‘T h e  parents in these subdiv is­

ions have a rea l and im m ediate 
need, and the question is w heth ­
er the d istric t feels justified, to 
m eet the  added costs of tran s­
portation, in curta iling  some of 
the present activities in the 
school or assessing an additional 
fifty to seventy-five cents per 
thousand valuation in  order to 
supply the requested transporta­
tion.

‘T h e  num ber of pupils affect­
ed w ould req u ire  th ree  buses 
costing approxim ately  $2,500 
each, or $7,500 capita l invest­
m ent. ‘This capita l investm ent 
could be d istributed  over two 
vears u nder the s ta te  law . The 
cost of operation for storage, g a r­
age repair, depreciation, drivers, 
and insurance would average $1,- 
400 per bus p e r  year, or $5,200 for 
‘h ree buses, m aking  a to ta l cost 
of $12,700 for the  first y ea r and 
$5,200 for succeeding years.

“A n a lte rn a te  m ethod would 
be th e  h iring of some individual 
or com pany to transport to and 
from  school the  282 children, 
which w ould cost approxim ately 
$$$.20 per day, and for the  school

year of 200 days (less vacation 
of about eight days) $5,358. I

“The above cost figures are  [ 
based on the experience of those ( 
boys and g irls w ho have been i 
transported  by a p rivate  company ) 
in P lym outh  d istric t and also u p - i 
on reports from  the  departm ent 
of public instruction on transpor- !

“W hile the board of education j 
has been d iligent in planning for I 
the  future, it is perfectly  w illing | 
to a lte r these plans to m eet the • 
y ish  of the electors in the  d is- :

"The board of education has, 
for several years, been m aking 
surveys apd a ttem pting  to locate 
sites w ith in  the school district, 
which, w hen buildings are  con­
structed. w ill m eet the  needs of 
all the  children in Plym outh 
school d istric t No. I fractional.

“The problem  which has been 
facing the board of education is 
th at the C entral buildings this 
fall are  -completely filled and, 
w ith an increase in the census 
this year of 216, the  indication 
is th a t in the near future, addi­
tional expend itu re  w ill have to 
be m ade fo r additional classrooms 
to adequately care for the in­
creased num ber of resident grade 
pupils (The increase in resident 
high school pupils can be cared 
for by adm itting  less and less 
num bers of tu ition pupils.) and 
th at capital expenditures for 
buses, w hile satisfying the im ­
m ediate need, does not increase 
the num ber of classrooms with 
which to care fo r  the increased 
num ber cf grade boys and girls, 
due to the grow th of Plym outh.

Since vo­
cational guidance ia becoming a 
fad. be su re  you understand  w hat 
it m eans, and don’t b e  too g u l­
lible nor expect the  impossible 
from  psychologists.

necessary. A nd w e w ho a re ’do- 
ing i t  m ay feel no overw helm ­
ing fervor about o ur particu lar 
cog on the  big w heel of m odern 
industry  or commerce.

B ut 
keep your eyes open m eanw hile 
for be tte r offers.

T he average m an in a norma! 
b rea th  inhales about one p in t of 
air. o r  500 cubic centim eters. But 
his to ta l lung  capacity of m ov­
able a ir  is 3700 cubic centim eters, 
or nearly  a gallon.

If we take one deep breath  and 
hold it. w e can usually  go from  
30 seconds to 50 seconds before 
we need an o th er breath. B u t if 
w e rap id ly  inhale for a dozen 
tim es and then hold the  last 
breath , w e  can add nearly  half 
a m inute to our time.

If you can’t find any th ing  but 
cleaning w indow s or dishw ashing. 

' take  w hat th ere  is and apply  the 
golden rule. Give fu ll m easure. 
You will not spend your life 
w ashing windows If you  have 
m ore ab ility  than  is  dem anded by 
such sim ple m uscular work.

A nd don’t believe the  present 
popular adage th a t  there  is a 
"one and  only” job fo r which 
you a re  best suited. You can 
handle m any jobs w ith ease and 
efficiency.

M oreover, though y o u  m ay not 
be fitted  fo r secretaria l w o rk  to ­
day, if you refuse to be dissuaded, 
you m ay becom e a  speed typist 
in a y ea r and m ake yourself well 
adapted fo r such work.

You a re  rtot predestined  for 
any one job in  life. I t  is true, we 
psychologists c a n  t e s t  and 
m easure you. so th at we can steer 
you aw ay from  certain  occupa­
tions for w hich you a re  m entally  
incom petent.

B ut an in te lligent ad u lt w ith 
norm al sense ontans can become 
adept a t  any k ind  of work, if he 
is w illing to pay the price i n . 
study  and technical training. 
M uch of a physician’s  success re ­
su lts from  his freeing  his p atien t 
from  uncertain ty . The m edicine 
m ay be sim ply sugar pills, bu t 
the  p a tien t’s  belief does the trick.

I« vocational guidance, the 
sam e situation  is often true. O ur 
clients are  d rifting  along because 
they  w ant a doctor of psychology 
to te ll them  “This is y o u r field of 
woric.” Reassured, they  concen­
tra te  on th e  new job and  suc­
ceed. B u t they  could also have 
succeeded in a  dozen o ther jobs.

Why?
Because wo have aerated  the 

blood and stored  up a tem porary 
surplus of oxygen. You can feel 
the sym ptom s of this over-supply 
by the resulting dizziness or g id­
diness. Y.nu m ay even fain t from 
such a process, as w hen you stoop 
and blow on a smouldering fire.

W hen we feel the need to take 
a new breath, i t  doesn’t m ean we 
have used up  all the oxygen in 
the  a ir  inside our chest. It sim ply 
m eans th a t the film  of a ir nex t 
to the  lung tissue is fu ll of carbon 
dioxide. There is still p lenty of 
oxygen in the  center of the  lungs.

W hat we need, therefore, is to 
s tir  the  a ir  inside the lungs and 
bring  fresh  oxi*gen against the 
lung m em brane. How can we do 
this? In tw o wa.ys.

In  the  first place, wo can ba l­
loon out ou r cheeks by pushing 
a ir from  the chest up in to  the 
m outh and the Eustachian tubes 
th a t  lead to each ear. You will 
even feel the  eard rum s click 
w hen you do  this. By such sh ift­
ing of the  air. you help  s tir  it up.

A second, and even boiler 
m ethod, is to  force a ir  beck down 
your esophagus into your stom ­
ach. This has ano ther advantage, 
fo r th ere  is alw ays an  a ir  cap or 
large a ir bubble in Ihc dome of 
th e  stomach.

It  ma.v have alm ost a p int of 
fresh a ir in il, and serve as a 
second reservoir or "spare tire, 
as it were. By belching w ith  your 
nose and m outh closed, you can 
release- th is  fresh stom ach air, 
move i t  in to  the  lung  and let 
some of the lung a ir go -m to-lhe  
stomach.

If you will ju st try  this experi­
m ent while reading this case to­
day. you can p rove these facts. 
The urge to take a new breath 
w ill im m ediately be lessened il 
you w ill belch w ith nose and 
m outh closed.

A  m an w ith a good-sized chest 
and diligent patience can reach 
th ree  m inutes w ithout great 
trouble. Som e m en and wom en 
can sw allow  a ir  a t  will, so they 
can additionally  fill the stomach 
w ith several hundred  cubic cen­
tim eters of fresh a ir ju st before 
holding th eir  breath.

B ut everybody has an a ir cap 
in  the  stom ach, as you can  see 
on. th e  X -ray  p late  of th a t  organ. 
You sw im m ers can use the  above 
facts to  g rea t advantage.

Sw allow  a ir  if  you can until 
the  stom ach is f u l l  B reathe deep­
ly f<K' a t  least a dozen tim es. F ill 
th e  lungs w ith  the deepest pos­
sible b rea th  and  hold it. Then 
keep  belching fr<xn tim e to tim e 
and baloon o u t th e  cheeks with 
air. You can usually  double your 
best previous record inside of a 
few  m inutes practice.

Mrs. Hoenecke fills the pan w ith 
d a b s .o f  m ashed potatoes, which 
m ay be left-overs from  the S un­
day dinner, onion rings, and p a t ­
ties o f ground round steak  in 
separate  portions around the pan. 
E ither catsup o r m ustard  m ay be 
spread  over the  top of the  steak 
patties. A fter cooking fo r 20 
m inutes, the d in n er is ready for 
serving, and th e  large cooker m ay 
be placed on a p la tte r  to be se rv ­
ed d irec tly  from  the  table. The 
m ain course is com pleted w ith a  
tom ato juice appetizer and raw 
carro t sticks.

A n equally  sim ple dessert to 
accom pany this d in n er is app le­
sauce and sugar cookies. Mrs. 
Hoenecke’s recipe fo r sugar 
cookies is as follows;

Sugar Cookies
1 cup sugar
1 cup lard
2 eggs

H  cup sw eet m ilk
1 scant teaspoon soda
2 teaspoonfuls baking powder
nutm eg and salt

A nother all-around  favorite 
w ith the Hoenecke fam ily is a 
C anadian bacon boiled dinner, 
the bacon to sim m er slowly for 
half an hour in an inch of w ater 
in a deep well cooker into which 
raw  potatoes, carrots, and cab ­
bage a re  added. Mrs. Hoenecke’s t 
special dessert w ith this d in n er ; 
is G erm an apfelkuchen (apple 
cake), the  recipe for which in ­
cludes:

Apple Cake
2 cups flour 

cup sugar
3 teaspoonfuls ibaking powder

1/3 teaspoonful salt
Into these ingredients arc  add­

ed 1 tablespoonful of b u tte r  and 
one tablespoonful of lard. Beat 
one egg in a cup, fill w ith  milk, 
and add to the  above. Cover w ith 
cu t apples and then cover w ith 
the following:

cups sugar
teaspoonfuls cinnam on

Add 3 tablespoons of b u tte r  
and strew  over sliced apples. This 
recipe m akes three cakes.

A nother choice d inner m enu is 
scaloppino of veal w ith peas 
w hich requires the following: 

Scaloppine Veal
iV j  pounds veal steak

4 tablespoons of b u tle r
1 small can of peas

"C ut the veal in small pieces 

about tw o inches square ,” Mrs.

named these basic figure types 
according to the  historical ages, 
designating the G recian  figure, 
the Renaissance figure, the P aris- 
ienne figure, the E gyptian figure, 
the  Em pire figure, the  Moyen 
Age. and the  D ebutante figure.

In preparing  your figure for the 
fall modes, the  first step  is to 
ad just your weight, and  then  go 
about buying a garm ent suited 
to your individual needs, for 
girdles do not reduce weight.

T he  pan tie  girdle, availab le  w ith 
detachable garters, is a good 
“action” garm ent fo r sportswear.

'Thigh and bust contro l are  im ­
p o rta n t features of a foundation 
garm ent. Thigh control is afford­
ed by  inserts  of elastic in both 
a ll-in -ones and girdles. The up­
lift and rounded b u st contour is 
definitely in  vogue w ith  lace be­
ing used m ost frequen tly  for 
brassiere  tops.

Mrs. F ield  and Mr. K en­
nedy both spoke on th e  necessity 
of a  qualified personnel in gov­
ernm ent and of an extension of 
civil service.

Mr.. Kennedy, Mrs. W oodbury 
reports, explained  A m endm ent 
No. 2 on th e  fall ballot, which 
provides fo r  th e  creation of a 
c ivil serv ice  system  in  th e  state. 
The proposed am endm ent would 
set up a four-person  civil service 
board to be appointed by the 
governor fo r an e ig h t-y ea r p e r­
iod. In  subsequent periods, m em ­
bers would be appointed fo r two, 
four. six. and e igh t year term s, 
’"t m ore than  two mem'bers are  

to be of the  sam e political party : 
ail m em bers a re  to serve on a 
non-salaried  basis; a personnel 
director is to b e  appointed by 
the  board a fte r  fulfilling the  re ­
quirem ents of a c o m p e ^ iv e  ex ­
am ination. All s ta te  em ployes arq 
to be m em bers of the  ^ v il  se rv ­
ice and  given civ il service rating . 
The only exceptions w ould be 
holders of elective offices, d e p a rt­
m ent heads, secretaries of elect­
ed officers, m em bers .of the  Arm y 
and Navy, and m em bers of state 
institu tions of high learning.

The am endm ent proposes th at 
no employe of the s ta te  m ay be 
dem oted or discharged for racial, 
religious, or partisan  considera­
tions, and th a t the  s ta tus of those 
now u nder civil serv ice  sha ll re -  
m am  unchanged.

“Mr. K ennedy explained  th a t 
the  appropriation  for the first six 
m onths w ould be one-half of one 
p r r  cent of the s ta te  payroll, and 
th at each following fiscal year 
the appropriation m ust be at 
least one per cent of the annual 
payroll.” said Mrs. W oodbury, 
who added th a t  the am endm ent 
in question has been ,studied  and 
form ulated through the efforts 
and in terest of the League of 
W omen Voters.

The r ^ e n t  Conscription law  

which h4s m olded a  pew  tren d  in 
U nited S tates history  is strictly  
O. K. with' the  m ajority  of the 
students in P lym outh  h igh school 
who aired  th e ir  opinions in re ­
sponse to  a  P ilgrim  P rin ts  query.

Only two seniors of nine s tu ­
dents who w ere questioned w ere 
opposed to the d ra f t as it  stands 
today. Those questioned included 
five seniors, because they  are 
closest to d raft age, tw o juniors, 
one sophomore, and one fresh ­
m an.

A nother student was opposed 
to  the  proposition briefly , u n til 
she learned th a t it involved a 
d raft and not graft. T hen she 
lined up w ith  the  m ^ o r ity  who 
appear to believe thatTit was the 
only solution to the  problem .

A few  of the  questions w ere 
rejected  on th e  grounds th a t  the 
pupil was ignorant of ju s t w hat 
the  d raft consisted and how it 
would affect the A m erican social 
life.

Each student who volunteered 
an answ er was asked also to give 
a reason which is listed below. 
The advocates of the  d ra f t p ro ­
posed a varie ty  of reasons, but 
the  anti-conscrip tion  p a ir  stuck 
to the  one question of Am erican 
rights. I

The answ ers:
Jam es Zuckerm an, senior: "In 

a democracy, the sta te  is ru n  
w ith the  consent of the  people 
for the  people; a dem ocratic gov­
ernm ent should not force a c iti­
zen to do anyth ing  against his 
w ill.”

P au l H arsha. senior: “The arm y 
needs not the  huge num ber of 
m en produced by the  draft, b u t 
a  com paratively sm all, num ber of 
highly  skilled m en whom. I  th ink,
can he secured by  voluntaQr en ­
listm ent."

Eugene W illnow, senior: “I  
w ouldn 't vo lun teer m yself, so 
w hy should anyone else? A d raft 
is needed.”

Dean M etsger, senior: “T here  
w ill ce rta in ly  not be enough 
tra ined  m en otherw ise.”

B ill McAninch, senior: “In ­
vaders w ill have to a ttack  from  
a nearby  position; we need a 
large arm y  to  stop them .” 

Cecelia H ubert, jun ior: “As 
long a s  the d raft is len ient—
w ith  m any exce|)tions—th ere  js
noth ing  against i:

M onday and Tuesday of th is  w eek the  g rea t s ta te  of 

M ichigan had the honor of a  visit from  a very  w orthy  candi­
date  for P resident of these U nited S tates. A ny one to  be 
nom inated for P resident, the  h ighest office w ith in  the  gift 
of the  electors of th is country , by one of the  g rea t political 
parties, is entitled to  courteous ^ d  respectful trea tm en t from 
A L L  the people, irrespective of political views.

T o  the sham e of M ichigan the  v isit of W endell W illkie 
to  D etroit. Pontiac and elsew here w as m arked by incidents 
of u tte r  disrespect and  contem ptible conduct upon the  part 
of several people—some holders of public offices under the  
present federal adm inistration .

P robably the low est ac t of disrespect and  degeneracy 
took p&ce in Pontiac w hen eggs w ere hurled a t  the  W illkie 
car and sm eared the  wife of the  candidate for P resident.

The event is of m ore th an  passing 
in terest because of the  fac t th a t  it m arks the beginning of the  
end of boss-rule in M ichigan Republicanism . Governor Dickinson 
did his p a rt to help bring an end to the dom ination of a clique th at 
has been running  the Republican p arty  for a num ber of years. 
W hile the job is not yet complete, an  excellent s ta r t  has been 
made. M anv about the  sla te  believe th a t the action taken  a t the 
convention by the elim ination of the  rum p delegation from  W ayne 
county will have a trem endously im portan t and beneficial bearing 
on Republicanism  in the  forthcom ing election. I t  clearly dem on­
stra tes  th at the  efforts of a group of citizens over a period of years 
have not been in  vain. They have won*the first im portan t victory 
—and m ore are  to come.

U. S. A. Heggblom of D etroit who w ent up  to M anistique in 
the U pper Peninsula last sum m er to run  for the R epublican nom ­
ination for congress in the  eleventh  district, show ed a t the  con­
vention as a rum p delegate on the m achine slate.

S tale R epresentative George Higgins of O akland counly who 
during his first term  in the  s la te  legislature m ade a record of 
which any m em ber m ight well be proud, did his bit during  the 
convention to help clean up the W ayne county mess. He was m ade 
a m em ber o ' the credentials com m ittee from  th is district, failing 
by only one vote of being elected chairm an of the  com m ittee. The 
boss crowd d idn’t  w ant him  as they  knew  Higgins to be a fighter 
and lhap> e w ould have insisted on fa ir p lay  before the comm ittee. 
J^hii-g molinski of G rand Rapids, personal friend of F ran k  Mc­

Jam es Thomson, of Jackson, fo rm er chairm an of the R e­
publican S tate  C entral com m ittee and recen t candidate for nom ­
ination as lieu tenant governor, w as a t  the  convention backed by 
endorsem ent of the  Jackson county delegation for any place he 
m ight desire on the s ta te  ticket. M r. Thom son was m ost active 
in his recen t campaign. L arge num bers of Republicans a b o u t th e  - 
s ta te  reg re t g reatly  the  fact th a t  he d id  n o t re ta in  his place as 
s ta le  chairm an. T here is one th ing he -didn’t  do. while chairm an, 
and th at was goose-step a t the  behest of the  self-proclaim ed p arty  
bosses. Some have already  suggested th a t he should be retu rned  
as quickly as possible to Ih^ position he resigned in order to  re ­
store some sem blance cf f iirn e ss  in the conduct of the  com m it­
tee 's affairs.

H enry Hoppe. Ford M otor company em ploye who was a party  
to one of the m ost notorious political double-crosses th a t ever 
characterized a  W ayne county convention, was the  fellow who 
dem anded a poll of the W ayne delegation in an effort to keep 
the  boss-sponsored Tom Read in as atto rney  general, although 
new spapers reported  th a t it was A rt G arrish  of Tom Read’s office. 
Hoppe w ent the  lim it in his efforts to help  the  b o s  ticket.

A Ford company employe who had been active in  w orking 
up the boss delegate slate for both the county and s ta te  conven­
tions. confided tiT the w rite r  th a t probably H enry and Edsel Ford 
knew  nothing about the under-handed  political business th a t was 
going on. He blam ed it all on H arry  B ennett apd  Jo h n  G i i le ^ e ,  
who gave the orders to mess up the W ayne county fight against 
the machine. “Wo had to go along, but th ere  are  a lot of us-w ho 
do not like i f  hq said. Now the dope is th a t pay checks fo r the 
day th at Ford w orkers look off for the  county convention are  not 
going to come through until the  “heat” is off. The Plym outh  Mail 
has alw ays been a great adm irer of H enry Ford and  Mr. Cam eron, 
and it is difficult to understand  how employes of the  company 
in high positions could be parties to political activities of a kind 
th a t m ust be rc-pugnanl to both Mr. F ord  and Mr. Cam eron.

S tale  T reasurer M iller D unckel w as not a t  the  convention. It 
was reporled-'that Mrs. D unckel is suffering from  a nervous b reak­
down a t the  hom e of her p aren ts  over in  Illinois.

H arry  Newman, Ford M otor company lobbyist up a t Lansing, 
and a sly  boss henchm an, was in close conference before the 
convention w ith F red Ehrm an, secretary of the sta te  liquor com ­
mission. Ehrm an, for some unknow n reason, was not active about 
the hotel corridors as a t past conventions.

Form er Secretary  of S tate  Charles DeLand, who as sergeant- 
a t-a rm s at the W ayne county convention, couldn’t  suppress the 
noisy m achine delegates, accepted a whole lot of “kidding” from 
his m any friends about the sta te  for the way he “k ep t o rder” a t 
the W ayne county convention. Mr. DeLand is a candidate for the 
s ta te  leg isla ture  from the  city of D etroit and those who know of 
his form er splendid state services are  hoping th a t  he w ill be 
elected.

A rth u r Wood, who advertised  ex tensively about the  stale 
th at he was “anti-boss” and "anti-m achine" not only voted for 
the boss candidate for chairm an of the W ayne counly conven­
tion. but he showed up  in G rand Rapids as one of the rum p dele­
gates. He took p art in all the m achine conferences and did h is  bit 
in the unsuccessful a ttem p t to seat the  rum p delegates. N otw ith­
standing  his advertised  claims, he has alw ays been aligned with 
the bosses. I t is difficult to understand  how any candidate would 
dare  to m isrepresent to the  voters his position on an issue of this 
kind in such a brazen way as Wood did.

The Fourth  Estate group of new spaper editors, headed by 
George Averill of Birm ingham , rightly  th inks th a t  the  influence 
of w eekly new spapers is som ething to be reckoned with. I t was 
this group th at took up in earnest the fight against the political 
m achine in Michigan. I t  has been the contention of the  A verill 
group th at bosses are non-essentia l and th a t they  are  in  politics 
for personal gain and advantage only. R ecent political events in 
M ichigan indicate pretty  strongly  th a t  the  A verill group not only 
has exceptional influence w ith  the voters, bu t th a t i t  is in step  
w ith the tren d  of the  times.

Floyd McGriff of Redford was “rig h t a t hom e” dm 'ing the 
convention fight against the political boss m achine. F loyd is a 
scrapper for decent governm ent and his influence counted m uch 
for the good.

W hile the political fixers had no trouble in getting  w h a t they 
w anted from  the m achine controlled S ta te  C en tral com m ittee it 
was not so easy to win over the credentials comm ittee, although 
an effort had been m ade to pack this com m ittee against the R e­
publican independents, B ut w hen it came to the convention, the
m achine didn’t  have enough votes to even count. So complete wi 
the rout, the  m achine mob d idn’t dare  s ta r t  the rio t th a t tn€ley
had th reatened  and a.s the votes piled up against their crowd they 
threw  up the sponge and shuffled from the convention hall. M ich­
igan Republicanism  hopes th a t this is the last tim e they  w ill ever 
have to deal w ith  the outfit.

“W hat a pee-w ee for chairm an of the Republican S ta te  Cen­
tra l com m ittee,” said a delegate as Leslie B u tle r m um blingly tried  
to read  the  convention call. Indications a re  th a t  his days w ill be 
short as the official d irecting party  affairs in  M ichigan, as  seem ­
ingly no one except the bosses are  satisfied w ith  h is  adm in istra­
tion. He probably is one of the  m ost yessy m en of the  yes-m en,
especially w hen it comes to doing the goose-step fo r  the machine, 

w -w a 'A new  -w airm an  w ill be elected by the an ti-m ach ine delegates 
nex t spring.

Form er G overnor W ilber B rucker was not a t all hesitan t 
about declaring openly th at Chairm an B utle r had double-crossed 
him. It seem s th a t B utler put fo rth  every  effort in his pow er to 
p revent the an ti-boss delegates from  getting  a fa ir hearing be­
fore the S tate  C entral com m ittee. B rucker and the o ther dele­
gates from  W ayne counly w ere denied  a proper hearing th a t had 
been prom ised by Butler.

Except for tw o or three Ford employes, all of the delegates 
from  this p a rt of the  seventeenth  congressional district, voted and 
worked against the political bosses a t  the convention. Supervisor 
Jesse Z iegler and Jack  W hitehead of Livonia, w ere active in op­
position to tile political fixers.

The R epublican S tate  C entral com m ittee M ohday sen t out to 
the  new spapers of the s ta le  a p icture of the candidates nom inated 
at G rand Rapids, and labeled it as “an anti-boss slate.” T h a t’s 
correct insofar as it goes. F elix  Flynn, candidate for sta te  treas­
urer, has been one of the m ost obedient yes-m en th a t M cKay and 
B arnard  ever had. H arry  Kelley secretary  of sla te  is believed to 
have cut all boss ties. The other m em bers of the  ticket are 

Y, strictly  anti-boss. The tac t th a t F lynn is a McKay m an will m ake 
I little  difference however, as his efforts can be easily  over-balanced 

by the others. B ut i t ’s  funny to see the  S ta te  C en tral comm ittee 
sending out anyth ing  th a t’s anti-boss.

Joe  Green, who m anaged F lynn’s  cam paign fo r lieu tenant 
governor in the U pper Peninsula, is Lansing lobbyist for the  W all 
s tree t owners of the m ining industry  of the  northlands. He has 
been exceptionally successful in getting m ine valuation  reduc­
tions during  recent years from the sU te tax  commission. Those 
who know, say that even though vast am ounts of ore arc  taken 
out each year, the iron supply in this s ta le  has been barely 
touched.

Michigan congressmen from the southern  p a rt of the state 
have been boiling, over the slight handed out to them  by C h air­
man B utler of the  S late  C entral com m ittee. I t  seem s th at only 
one Michigan congressm an was asked to be a guest on the W illkie 
train  through Michigan, and the tra in  a t no lim e passed through 
his district. W hile it looks like a  little  thing, the prestige of be­
ing on the Presidentia l candidate’s tra in  does have an  im portan t 
p art in a congressm an’s election.

Dr. Eugene Keyes, candidate for lieu tenan t governor, m et 
large num bers of Michigan Republicans for the first tim e a t  the 
c'jnvcnticn. Dr. Keyes m ade an excellent impression. He is a 
likeable citizen, a tireless w orker and it is un fo rtunate  th at the 
autom obile accident in which he broke his arm . will take him 
cu t of the campaign, as he would have been a rea l asset to the 
parly  in the w eeks to come.

Good G overner Dickinson should not w orry too much about 
the fu tu re  political activities of Eddie B arnard  deposed self- 
slyled W ayne county political boss. The G overnor probably does 
not know th a t Eddie has been in the  hab it of strongly  opposing 
most Republican candidates for office in W ayne county. Four 
years ago w hen Republicans m ade an effort to elect Chester 
O K ara prosecutor in o rder to slop some of the racketeering in 
W ayne county, Eddie was one of O 'H ara’s  m ost vicious opponents. 
Eddie also supported Dem ocratic Tom W ilcox fo r sheriff both four 
years ago and two years ago. He viciously opposed Republican 
I. A. Capazzi for prosecutor two years ago and he fought Em il 
Colombo, who ran  fe r  counly clerk on th e  Republican ticket. So 
don t w orry any more, Governor, about w h a t Eddie m ight do. He 
has been “doing it” for years, therefore it m akes no difference 
where he lands. It should be noted th a t Eddie was also a special 
guest of Leslie B u llrr  on the  camp.^jg*^, Irain  Monday.
