No national election, except probably the one just be-
fore the Civil War when Abraham Lincoln was chosen Pres-
ident of the United States, is more important than the one
to be held on November 5.

For such an important contest one would naturally think
that the two major contending parties would select, as they
did just before the Civil War, the outstanding leaders of
their parties, for all high public responsibilities, men with
long and known records in public service.

But what do we find here in Michigan? The candidate
selected to oppose Sjfifetor Arthur H. Vandenberg for one
of the most important positions in our national government,

is an unknown, without a record of outstanding service of.

any kind and never ah advocate of any public cause that has
attracted comment that even rated a throw-away advertising
sheet.

He was nominated by a group of voters who knew well
the name of the late popular Governor Frank Fitzgerald and
apparently voted for him because of the familiarity of the
name. Senatorial Candidate Frank Fitzgerald is not even en-
titled to the party vote of the ticket upon which he is run-
ning and we doubt very much if the thinking members of the
Democratic party will accept a candidate simply because his
name happens to be the same as that of a former popular

~public leader.

Even though the views of Democrats may somewhat
iNiffer from those of the Republican candidate, Senator Art-
hur H. Vandenberg, a Vandenberg vote, is a much safer
vote for Democracy—yes. the DEMOCRATIC party—than
it is for any Michigan voter to mark his ballot for astrictly
name candidate.

GREED.

A high public official, one supposed to possess judicial
temperament, last week shot and killed a business associate
in Detroit. He tried to kill two others. Apparently, it was a
dispute over money, a dispute brought on as the result of an
unsuccessful attempt to build a type of business that would
Broduce “easy profits.” In other words, it was a murder

rought on by greed—greed for wealth, greed for earthly
possessions.

Judge Sage had made a fairly good record in a position
he had held for a number of years. By strict devotion to his
duties and its responsibilities, he could have held his public
position for an unlimited number of years. Its compensation
In a financial way was good—its compensation in services to
the public was unlimited.

But apparently it was “easy money” that he wanted—
and “easy money" leads to just one thing—trouble, the
courts, jail and death.

The satisfying way is always the easier and better way
and why men choose to go the hard way of greed, and some-
times graft, is most difficult to understand. In the case of
Judge Sage it was greed—and look at the trouble arid despair
his uncontrolled human instinct has brought about ~

EMERSON BOYLES.

For the first time, Michigan voters this fall will elect a
member of the supreme court upon a non-partisan ballot.
First choice for this place is Judge Emerson Boyles, out-
,standin% public official over a period of many years. His OP—
ponent for the place is an unknown lawyer with practically
no training of any kind for this important place, as far-as-
the public knows. Mr. Boyles, who is now filling out the un-
expired term on the supreme bench of Judge Wflliam Potter
who died last summer, is not only well qualified for the place,
but he has the judicial temperament so essential to any one
occupying such an important position. Not only has he the
qualifications, but he is possessed of a thorough knowledge
of state matters, and of court procedure. There should be no
question about his election.

HELPING THE ENEMY '

While our country has not declared war upon Germany
and Italy, it might just as well be done, as we are at war with
these countries, no matter what the claims might be in Wash-
ington. As a nation we are doing much to help England—
and as amazing as it may seem—we are also helping our
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enemies. We did so in the last world war and we are doing
it again.

Why under the sun some one In congress does not hound
the administration so viciously about this dual role until it is
stopped, is most difficult to understand.

Not from any member of congress, but from a news-
paper writer, has come information showing how, through
the back-door, we are dumping vast loads of badly needed war
materials into Germany, Italy, Japan and Russia.

Guy Richards, New York newspaper correspondent, in a spe-
cial article, provides so much valuable information on this sub-
ject, that it is hereby published in full:

"Despite the British blockade, American industrialists have
found corkscrew routes for pouring into Germany and Italy about
$10,000,000 worth of vital war materials every month. Vast stores
of oil, copper, machinery and cotton {essential to the manufacture
of explosives), are finding their way to axis lejritory through
Arctic Ocean ports. Spain. Portugal, Cuba, Mexico and Russia.

At least five nations are lending their services to American
businessmen who have found gold-lined routes for shipping block-
ade-barred goods into Germany.

“"These scattered sum}liers, dealing through their New York
headquarters, have established contacts with agents all over the
world. The agents are sponsored in this country by amazingly in-
fluential business interests.

"This reporter discovered, for example, that the American
representative of Juan March, financial backer of Generalissimo
Francisco Franco, Spanish dictator, has his desnc in the offices
of Francis I. DuPont Co., at one Wall street. He receives a regular
salary from the firm, which is engaged in the commodity and
brokerage business.

"Three members of the famous Wilmington, Delaware, clan
that controls, E. I. DuPont DeNemours are partners in this Wall
Street firm which also has a_branch in Wilmington. The interest
of its serior member, Francis I. DuPont, is secured with 2,000
shares of Hercules Power common stock—an investment which
was forced out of direct DuPont control by a Sherman antitrust
suit of 1912.

Another desk in the Francis I. DuPont office is occupied by
Avelino Montes, Jr., the man whom German firms here know as
the expert on how to get shipments through Mexico.

"The two men—Jose M. Mayorga. Spanish emissa® of Fran-
co’s Juan March, and Mexico's Avelino Montes—sit side by side
in a comfortable suite in the DuPont offices, on the ninth floor
of the building. They are intimate friends and former classmates
at the Harvard business school. By manufacturers anxious to ob-
tain deliveries in Germany tihey are known as exactly the right
people to see.

"In the newly-found loop-holes of the blockade thrown
around the Axis by the British Navy and American embargoes,
the chief beneficiaries in the United Stales are cotton, oil and
machinery supplies and the giant copper concerns which have
somehow managed to keep their metal, in both scrap and ingot
form, off the American embargo list.

"How profitable the loop-holes have proved for American
business men can be gleaned from the figures of the department
of commerce.

"They show that shipments to Spain and Portugal skyrocket-
ed more than $22,000,000 over last year’s figures for the first seven
months of this year. Cotton, oil, machinery and scrap iron are the
items leading the big'increase.

"To Russia. America shipped $11,374,940 worth of copper in
the seven months ending July 31, this e/ear. None was shipped in
the same period last year. Exports of all sorts to the Soviet Union
jumped to $48,342,000 this year from $23,310,037 in the same seven
months of 1939—a rise of more than 100 per cent.

"Exports to Cuba soared $7,700,000, to Mexico $8,100,000.
These figures may indicate why Spain and Portugal have been
spared so long from involvement with the Axis powers in actual
war. And they also indicate to shipping men that someone here
with a deep insight into Spanish commerce has been able to per-
suade the British navicert authorities that Spanish industry, *nd
not German and Italian, has been consuming the goods shipped.

"But with the British becoming wiser, and Spain nearing in-
volvement in the war. a tightening of the blockade has shifted
the flow of goods over the Pacific, where no blockade exists.

“For tills contingency, elaborate facilities already have been
shifted into high gear by Russia and Germany. The rising flow of
trade across the Pacific to Siberian ports has led to the opening
of branches throughout Japan and Russia of the German forward-
ing agency of Harry W. Hamacher, a former official of Schenkcr
& Company, Berlin, with 208 offices scattered all over the world.
In the Orient, Hamburg-American line offices have been turned
over to Hamacher. In New York. Schenkcr’s agent is the Draeger
Shipping company, of 17 State street.

"The furious pace of trans-Pacific trade has brought numer-
ous charterings by Russia of American tankers. The Amlorg
Trading company has just leased three speedy Swedisih motor-
ships and last week six miscellaneous freighters were booked by
the Soviet officials to carry cotton and wheat from west coast
American ports to Vladivostok.

"Thus it is in the Pacific that informed circles in New York
believe will come the next Ajiglo-American move to shut the
back-door, now wide open, through which invaluable aid is flow-
ing to Germany. This necessity for a joint United States-British
blockade in the Pacific is seen as the basis behind official discuss-
ions now in progress, reportedly involving the cession of naval
bases to the United States in Australia, New Zealand and Sing-
apore.

“Meanwhile, daily, from Cuban harbors, loaded tankers own-
ed by American subsidiaries leave port—only to return three days
later, having unloaded tlicir cargoes on daring neutral blockade-
runners. These, in turn, set off on long voyages that scrape the
Arctic circle to reach Petsamo and Murmansk, and thence trans-
ship their loads to Germany.

“Such shipments, usually from South America to Cuba, do
not appear on- United States export figures. Their value is esti-
mated at about $3,000,000 weekly and raises to $10,000,000 the
vaeelidy figure for Axis-bound merchandise arranged for in New

ork.

~

"Offieiai measurement of the traffic, showing tne swell ol
exports over last year, is available in the figures of the depart-
ment of commerce. They show that tiie five countries chiefly par-

tlcipating in it have bought goods valued at $61,127,281 more than
in the same first seven months of 1939, IFQUAS:

Russia 48,342,000 23,310,037
Mexico 51,702,401 45,602,992

"Ever since the Spanish civil war controversies of 1938, pres-
idential proclamations have designated hundreds of items, in-
cluding explosives, metals and petroleum products, as unexport-
able except by license from the state department.

“Despite these precautions, however, the widespread leak-
age cf vital supplies as well as military secrets to America’s po-
tential enemies impelled the Senate Interstate Commerce com-
mittee last week to report unanimously on a resolution to au-
thorize a Senate investigation of American industries with foreign
tie-ups.

"The resolution followed exposure oy a Federal grand jury
in Now York of important patent arrangements between German
companies and the Aluminum company of America, the Dow
Chemical company, the Bausch & Lomb company, manufacturers
of optical equipment used in gun-range finders, and other con-
cerns making machine tools, chemicals, alloys and aviation equip-
ment.

“"The E. I. DuPont DeNemours company also has world-wide
affiliations. It owns stock interests in I. G. Farbenindustrie, the
German chemical trust: in Dynamit, A. G., giant German ex-
plosive manufacturer, and in the Deutscher Gelt und Silber Schei-
dcanstalt, smelters and dealers in precious metals.

"It has controlling or minority interests in six manufacturing
companies in South America, and it owns jointly with the Her-
cules Powder company the Compania Mexicana de Explosives, at
Dinameta, Mexico.

In refusing a reporter’s request to interview Jose M. Mayorga
Thomas W. Phelps, a partner in the Francis I. DuPont firm, said;

" ‘Mr. Mayorga is simplﬁ employed in our statistical del‘part-
ment. For various reasons, he prefers not to have any publicity
at the present time.”

"Mayorga is a .strikingly handsome man of 28. He was born
in Spain. He maintains sumptuous homes in Manhattan just off
Fifth avenue, and at Boonton. New Jersey, and mingles in cafe
society where his friends estimate his income as around $100,000
yearly. To this reporter, the DuPont ftatistician’ smilingly dis-
paraged his importance, saying:

" ’Oh, | just read copies of letters written by the home office.”

"His real role must be gleaned from the history of Juan March
for whom, on the authority of the Spanish consulate here and of
Mayorga himself, he acts as American representative.

‘March made his first real fortune in the first world war
smuggling oil to German submarines in the Balearic islands. Later
he obtained the government tobacco monopoly in French Mor-
occo and his sales there—smuggled across the border into Spanish
terrilorj-—proved so annoying to the Madrid government that it
finally yielded him the monopoly in Spanish Morocco, just to
submit his business to legal taxation.

“He became—and remains—Spain’s richest man. He financed
the first weeks of Franco’s rebellion and personally went to Rome
and Berlin and obtained promises of military aid.

“Such connections—by general agreement of American ship-
pers of war supplies—are "almost unbeatable.”

The office of President of the United States 'iS referred to as
Chief Executive. This means that a President should be a good
executive, a person who knows how to get practical matters
done by practical people; a man’s personal record as an executive
ought to be his best recommendation for the office. So, in con-

Prior to his becom-
ing President, Mr. Roosevelt was anything but a brilliant success
as an executive; Mr. Willkie, on the other hand, struggled from
scratch to a $75,000 per year job in private ihdustry.

Tippecanoe a Whig

Old Tippicanoe was a Whig.
But in stating this view he
followed the great Democrats.
Jefferson and Jackson. Jack-
son had six times urged such
a constitutional amendment
upon Congress. General Har-
rison’s belief is to be found in
his inaugural address. | quote
from it;

"A defect of the Constitu-
tion -is the eli?ibilily of the
same individual to a second
term of the presidency. The
sagacious mind of Mr. Jeffer-

son early saw and lamented
this error . . . As, how-ever, one
mode of correction is in the

power of every president, and
consequently in mine, it wo-uld
be useless,” and perhaps in-
vidious. to enumerate the evils
of which, in the opinion of
many of our fellow citizens,
this error of the sages who
framed the Constitution may
have been the source and the
bitter fruits which we are still
to gather from it if it con-

tinues tn~dtSfigure our system.

*'Republics can commit no
greater error than to adopt or
continue an.v feature in their
systems government which
may be calculated to create or
increase tbc love of power in
ttiL-bosornk of those to whom
r.ecessity-""bligcs men to com-
mit tI>c management of their
affairs; and surely nothing is
more likely to produce such a
state. of mind than the lon
continuance of an office of hig
trust. Nothing can be more
corrupting, nothing more de-
structive of all those noble
feelings which belong to the
character of a devoted re-
publican patriot. When this
corrupting passion once takes
pnsses.sion of the human mind,
like the love of gold it be-
comes insatiable. "It is the
ne\er-dying worm in his bos-
om. grows with his growth
and strengthens with the de-
clining years of its victims.

"If this is true, it is the part
of wisdom for a republic to
limit the service of that officer
at least to whom she has in-
trusted the management of her
foreign relations, the execution
of her laws, and the command
of her armies and navies to a
period so short as to prevent
his forgetting that he is the
accountable “agent, not the
principal; the servant, not the
master.”

Congressman, Senator. Foreign
Minister. President. His first
and. ong/ message to Congress,
in its devotion to "republican
liberty." ranks, in my judg-
ment. next to the best of
Washington, Jefferson and
Lincoln.

He foresaw the time when:

"By making the President
the sole distributor of all pa-
tronage of the government the
framers of the constitution do
not appear to have anticipated
at how short a period it would
become a formidable instru-
ment to control the free oper-
ations of the state govern-
ments. Of trifling importance
at first, it had early in Mr.
Jefferson’s Administration be-
come so powerful as to create
great alarm in the mind of
that patriot from the potent
influence it might exert in
controlling the freedem of the
electiv franchise.”

Shades of Harry Hopkins!

General Harrison knew, one
hundred years ago. what
would happen when public

officials boasted that the bene-
ficiaries of Federal patronage
would "know their friends.”
He knew, as did Acton that
"Power always corrupts, and
absolute power corrupts abso-
lutely.”

These words of a great Pres-
ident mav be contrasted with
"The World Wants Roosevelt.”
which was belched forth by
the Kellv-Nash Superintend-
ent of Sewers at the recent
convention- which booed the
name of Jofferson.
