T his traffic school represents 
the fruition of the w ork of A. 
Blake Gillies, superin tenden t of 
the House of Correction, in  p ro ­
gressive education for penal in ­
stitutions.

A large dorm itory  room in the 
institution, 180 by 50 feet w ith 'a  
seating  capacity  of 330, has been 
outfitted  as the traffic  school­
room. Sam ples of traffic signs 
as displayed in  D etro it and  on 
the highw ays of M ichigan line 
the room for study  and inspec­
tion by the inm ate  “students.”

Every inm ate  and employee of 
the  institu tion  w ill a ttend  the 
first class m eeting Monday, O ct­
ober 28 a t  seven o'clock, a t which 
tim e a law  enforcem ent expert 
from  D etro it w ill lec tu re  to the 
class.

O n W ednesday and  Thursday 
of each week. Dr. M. Floch, psy­
chologist of the  D etro it House of 
Correction, w ill conduct classes 
for actual traffic offenders from  
Detroit. The sentencing judge in 
these cases w ill be fu rn ished  w ith 
psychiatric rep o rts  and m edical 
rep o rts  as w ell as notice on the 
progress m ade by the offender 
in traffic  school.

“It  is.4jarough the  cooperation 
of the T raffic C ourt of D etroit 
and the Police D epartm en t of 
D etro it th a t we are  able to es­
tab lish  th is  school,” said  Mr. 
Gillies. “I t  is o u r p lan  to show 
m ovies and provide lectures by 
traffic  experts  from  the Detroit 
police d epartm en t a t  the  traffic 
school. T he purpose of the 
school is to educate  all inm ates 
and p articu la rly  traffic offenders 
in  traffic  law s and  responsibili­
ties.”

Mr. G illies has received w ord 
th a t  traffic experts  and students 
w ill be present a t the  opening 
cerem onies from  several other 
larg e  cities w hich hope to es­
tablish sim ilar schools in  penal 
institutions. Police departm ents 
from  other nearby  cities have re ­
quested to a tten d  the  school as 
w ell as m any truck  d rivers from  
W ayne county and general civil­
ians.

This program  for education in 
traffic and d riv ing  represents 
ano ther step  in  the progressive 
developm ents of the education 
work a t the D etro it House of 
Correction. O nly s ix  m onths 
ago. an experim ental alcoholic 
clinic still in the  experim ental 
stages was established fo r the 
treatm en t of som e of the in ­
mates. The D etro it House of 
Correction was the f irst penal in ­
stitu tion  in  M ichigan to employ 
a psychiatric d epartm en t in the 
corrective trea tm en t of inmates. 
Two of the alum na of the  psy­
chology d ep artm en t th ere  arc  
now tra ined  psychologists a t Ford 
Republic for Boys and  a t  the 
Jackson S ta te  Prison.

’41 Auto Plates

As soon as 
the first n um ber is d raw n, the 
local board  issues questionnaires 
to the reg is tran t whose num ber 
is draw n, and on the basis of this 
inform ation  determ ines classifi­
cation.

“E very  reg is tran t m u st apply 
to the  local board  for perm ission 
to leave the country even for a 
sh o rt period of time, and m ust' 
also notify the  local board of any 
change of address o r  sta tus,” 
W alter H arm s advises on instruc­
tions from  the W ayne county of­
fice of the selective service.

E ighty-six  3-B pupils sacri­

ficed their schooling for a half 
day last Wedne.sday to attend  the 
real life show presented by 
H enry  Ford in his Greenfield 
Village.

This m ass exodus from  P lym ­
outh high school, conducted 
jo in tly  by the 8-B h istory  and 
science classes, is a yearly  p ro ­
jec t undertaken  by each succeed­
ing 8-B class.

The trip  clim axed a w eek’s 
study of G reenfield V illage and 
its excellent museum. T^ss Bryce 
and Mr. Balden, e ighth grade 
teachers, accom panied the pupils 
on the trip , along w ith  13 parents 
who furn ished  transporta tion .

The group which was conduct­
ed through the  V illage as a unit, 
found four exhib its of prim ary  
interest, according to teachers. 
The first was the  Colonial F ron­

In  o ther 
words, the  th ing  th a t  determ ines 
w h a t schools com pete w ith  P lym ­
outh high school is the  en ro ll­
m ent relation.

Commission to Act 
on Recommendations 
at Lansing Oct. 10-11

The conservation commission 
a t its n ex t regylaT” m eeting in 
Lansing October? 10 and 11 is  cx- 
oected to act on recom m enda­
tions of the  d epartm en t’s fish 
diviMOn concerning changes ef­
fective n ex t J a n u a ry  1 in  spe­
cially designated tro u t and  pike 
lakes.

Such suggested changes are 
prom pted by recom m endations of 
‘ho d epartm en t’s field personnel. 
Early action by the  commission 
perm its inclusion of changes in 
the 1941 fish law  digest w hich  is 
d istributed w ith licenses th a t will 
go on sale abou t Decem ber 1.

D irector P . J . HofFmaster. as 
au thorized  by  law, m ay  act on 
fish division recom m endations in 
designating w aters th a t  w ill be 
open fo r the tak ing  of m innows 
for com m ercial purposes, the  use 
of spears on tro u t stream s, use 
of artificial ligh t w hen spearing, 
trout stream s open to hook and 
line fishing th roughout th e  year, 
lakes open to  use of se t-over nets 
for tak ing  of suckers, and trout 
stream s open to use of dipnets.

The fish division has  on file a 
num ber of requests  asking the 
closing of certa in  lakes to w inter 
spearing or to  a ll w in ter fishing 
and will subm it its  recom m enda­
tions to th e  commission also.

The French Salvation  A rm y— 
because m ost of its m en  w ere 
mobilized in  the fighting forces— 
was m ade up m ostly of women 
and old men, and friends of Sal­
vation A rm y people who offered 
their services. lYom 50,000 to 
60,000 m en visited the  canteens, 
m anaged by women and old m en. 
each week.

In addition to serv ing  the m en 
in  the  arm y. T he  Salvation Arm y 
tu rned  to assisting the thousands 
of refugees who fled from  B el­
gium  and northern  F ra n c t^ ^ u n -  
dreds w ere bathed, bandaged, 
and provided w ith  beds. S alva­
tion A rm y officers m et refugee 
tra ins a t the P a ris  sta tions and 
gave every  possible assistance to 
the stricken  and  hom eless re f­
ugees. From  4,000 to 7,000 of 
these refugees w ere fed each 
day.

Now. in England, ju st as was 
done in  F rance, centers have 
been established in available 
buildings, h u ts  erected  w here no 
buildings arc  available, and m o­
bile canteens sent w herever 
ne(^ed.

High up Washington politicans. because of petty pol­

itical protests, held up approval of the nominations made 
by Governor Dickinson for district draft boards throughout 
the state. The writer does not know all of those who have 
been selected by the Governor throughout Michigan, but we 
do happen to know every one of the members selected for 
this locality.

If the Governor has used the same excellent judgment 
in the selection of honest, competent, fair, sincere, patriotic 
citizens in other parts of the state as he did in this part of 
Wayne county, then the barrage of insinuating insults and 
charges sent to the Chief Executive by Senator Pr«ntiss M.

Thomas Carrington of Northville is an alternate appoin­
tee for the board. Mr. Carrington is a Republican. He was for 
years employed by the Internal Revenue department as an 
auditor. He resigned this position a number of years ago 
when appointed postmaster of Northville. Since his retire­
ment from the postal service he has been engaged in audit 
and insurance work. Mr. Carrington is a respected and good 
citizen of the community in which he lives. In recent years 
he has taken little active part in political affairs.

But suppose he has? Has a situation developed in our 
country where it has become high crime for any one to be a 
member of some other political party than the one represent­
ed by Senator Brown? Are all good, true, loyal citizens to 
be barred from any form of public service simply because 
they are not boot-Hckers of those now in high political posi­
tions? Judging from the news from Washington, it looks 
very much that way—and God help America if such a con­
dition is to long endure. We will not have to wait for th© 
coming of Hitler. He is already here.

ARMISTICE DAY NOT A LEGAL HOLIDAY
Since the bill to make Armistice Day a legal holiday, 

introduced in the 1939 legislature, failed to pass. Armistice 
Day is not a legal holiday for Michigan public schools.

It is, however, entirely within the discretion of the board 
of each school district to determine whether or not children 
may be excused from school to attend or participate in com­
memorative exercises on Armistice Day.

It seems appropriate that as part of the school observ­
ance of Armistice Day, the attention of the community 
should be directed to the increased emphasis now being plac­
ed on the citizenship program in the public schools of Mich­
igan.

PUBLIC DISHONESTY.
Westbrook Pegler, one of the country’s best known 

newspaper columnists and an ardent New Dealer up until 
recent months, a few days ago gave the reasons why he had 
deserted the Roosevelt forces. Pegler in his column briefly 
reviews his past interests in President Roosevelt, but in a 
tremendously effective few paragraphs sums up his reasons 
for deserting the President’s party. In part, he says:

“I never heard President Roosevelt say a kind word for 
business—by which I mean private business—and have come 
to the conclusion that, if he ever did mean to try to achieve 
recovery through re-employment in private industry, he has 
abandoned the idea.

“I don’t think he was totally against business in the be­
ginning, but think he finally came to the conclusion that the 
state must become the great boss of us all.

“Give the government total control of business, discredit 
business men as a class, keep money ouKof private invest­
ment so that the government’s bonds become the only in­
vestment, make business come to the government for orders 
and loans, and you have a system not much different from 
Adolf Hitler’s.

“I want to see private business revive, because exper­
ience certainly shows that wherever the employers are only 
straw bosses working for the government, nobody has any 
liberties.

“Our labor leaders are very short-sighted, because they 
ought to realize that in such a situation their unions, like the 
German unions, would become government auxiliaries and 
soon lose their entity altogether.

“I certainly don’t claim to know whether Mr. Willkie 
could revive private business and employment, but I am 
convinced that President Roosevelt either doesn’t want to 
or thinks it is impossible and not worth the effort.

“Then. too. I have reached a belief that, after holding so 
much power so long, the New Deal crowd has lost its moral 
bearings and has become as cynical and downright dis­
honest on matters of graft, and patronage which often am­
ounts to graft, that they are no better than the crooks whom 
they harassed with such pious fury ’way back in the early 
days.

“They seem not to know that wrong is wrong now.”

IIYER WAS FOR IT.
According to the newspapers Edward A. Hyer. once 

employed by the state as a personnel director, is heading up 
a committee to help defeat the civil service question at the 
forthcoming election.

During the inquiry into the reason for the breakdown of 
civil service under the Murphy administration, Hyer was 
one of the many witnesses before the legislative committee 
of inquiry.

He was asked this direct question:
•Troni your o bserra tion  and know ledge o f cii'il 

service, if it could be en tirely  free  from  politics, as civil 
service was in tended, would it be a good th ing  for the  
state o f M ichigan?"
Hyer's answer follows:

BEYOND A N Y  QU ESTIO N .-
It would be interesting to know how Mr. Hyer now 

justifies his position as opposed to civil service for state em­
ployes.

CAPTAIN, THEN MAYBE PRESIDENT!
Wendell Willkie has been making “home run” hits dur­

ing the last few days by his assaults upon President Roose­
velt’s future plans. Mr. Willkie rightly asks if Mr. Roosevelt 
wins a third term, does he plan to ask for a fourth and a fifth 
and maybe a sixth term? Does he plan to keep the office for 
life, and then pass it on down to his son, “Captain” Roose­
velt?

As we see it. this issue, so strongly raised by Mr. Will­
kie during the last few days, is the chief reason why Mr. 
Roosevelt should be overwhelmingly defeated. Long tenure 
in office, especially in the case of the President, is a most 
dangerous thing to ^^erican rights and liberties.

Other young must work, drill and study long
months and years before they can become captains in the 
army. Mr. Roosevelt’s son, without any of this necessary 
training, was made a captain, “just like that.” What is to 
prevent President Roosevelt, if he wins a third and possibly 
a fourth term, from making “Captain” Roosevelt the next 
President of these United States?

And what is to prevent Captain-President Roosevelt 
from making his sons and then their sons Presidents if the 
people of these United States should now approve the third 
term for Franklin Roosevelt? Mr. Willkie is doing his nation 
one of the outstanding services of these most troublesome 
times by hitting hard at the dangers of the third, fourth and 
fifth terms. He cannot emphasize too strongly the catas­
trophe that faces our country and our American system of 
life if advocates of the Third term should be successful in 
destroying the one safety-valve of our form of government.
