Freedom  of action  has been lim it­
ed by taxation , by regulation, by restriction. Behind the 
W hite  H ouse doors are m ore clubs of pow er th a t have not 
been used—pow ers over industry  and thus over labor, both 
of which are linked w ith  agriculture.

"N ow  the N ational G uard is called to  federal service. 
T he last line of defense for s ta te  r igh ts  is gone. A conscript 
arm y is about to  be called.

"T he people's decision w ill be final. If  they w an t a m as­
ter, F rank lin  D. Roosevelt is the ir man. H e w ould probably 
be as kind and benevolent a m aster as  any.

"B ut once the  people decide to  have a m aster, there is 
no w ay of tu rn ing  back nor fighting back. Except by .revolu­
tion—difficult w hen facing bom bers and tanks— they can not 
hope to  retrieve the ir pow ers and the ir liberties.

"If  we w ant to follow the  w ays of Europe, and live un­
der some form  of to talitarian ism , we have th a t choice.

"W e can have the  to ta lita rian  w ay undgr M r. Roosevelt.
"U nder Mr. W illkie we can regain representative gov-/' 

ernm ent, the kind under w hich the nation  has flourished. 
W ith  it we can have the freedom s and liberties w hich are the 
essence of America.

Those w ho believe in the principles of either the D em ­
ocratic o r the Republican parties w ill alike cast the ir votes 
for Mr. W illkie.

"A nxious and w illing for the m andate to  be m aster is 
M r. Roosevelt.

"P repared  to  be a leader and public servant is W endell 
W illkie.

T he decision is yours to  make on N ovem ber 5.

N O T  T H E  A M E R IC A N  W A Y .
Senator H iram  Johnson of California who supported 

P residen t Roosevelt when he first ran  for the  presidency and 
again w hen he sought the  second term , declares th a t Roose­
velt’s am bition to continue as P residen t constitu tes the  g rea t­
est danger th is  coun try  ever faced. In  a recent radio address 
he appealed to A m erican citizens to  reject the th ird  te rm  and 
save America for A m ericans, free of political d ictatorship.

He said tha t the th ird  term  "presents in grea ter degree 
than  a flaming w ar. w ith  its cruel destruction  of peaceful 
nations, a crisis purely A m erican.”

"T his is the  grea ter crisis, and perhaps is m ore far reach­
ing than  any other, for it m ay mean the preservation of the 
last fortress of dem ocracy on th is earth ,” asserted  th e  vet­
eran California P rogressive, w ho supported  M r. Roosevelt 
in 1932 because of his progressive views but w ho broke w ith  
him  on the  Suprem e C ourt expansion plan and his foreign 
policy.

In  denouncing the P residen t’s th ird  te rm  candidacy and 
assailing him  for "arrogating” pow ers to  him self, Johnson 
praised the  fight being made by W endell W illkie and Sen­
ato r Charles L. M cN ary and declared th a t they  "are eternally  
r igh t upon the  g rea t issue” of the  th ird  term .

Johnson charged the P res iden t’s followers w ith  w hip­
ping up "a  w ar scare and a w ar hysteria” to bring  abou t his 
th ird  term  nom ination a t the D em ocratic convention. T hey  
w hispered abou t changing horses in the middle of the  stream  
"and then  the indispensable m an w as born,” he said, adding:

" I  m ay add. parenthetically , th a t A m ericans have very 
little  use for the indispensable m an, and w hen it w as found 
hew  little  use he w as to  those w ho crea ted  him, he gradually  
retired  from the  pic ture and the  crisis.”

Saying he had  reached his allo tted  span of life, Johnson 
added, th a t he spoke neither as a D em ocrat, nor Republican 
nor Progressive, but as an A m erican, w ho w ants to “ preserve 
th a t w hich has been m ost dear to  me in life—m y independ­
ence and m y coun try ’s weal."

Johnson cited the tw o term  precedents from  the  tim e of 
George W ash ing ton  dow n to  P residen t Roosevelt and said 
"all the forebodings of W ashington , Jefferson and Jackson 
are fulfilled and justified.

"N o longer need we consider w hat m ay happen—w hat 
is certain  to happen is obvious if a P residen t sees fit to de­
stroy  th is  g rea t trad ition  and custom ,” he asserted . " If  he 
sees fit to increase his te rm  four years, he can increase it 
eight, or 16, and finally, as Jefferson once rem arked, the 
whole presidential office becomes but an inheritance.”

Calling on his listeners to  consider the pow er P residen t 
Roosevelt now has, Johnson said “he has arrogated  to  h im ­
self the r igh t to  the purse of the nation” and added tha t 
th rough h is .b o ard s  and com m issions the  P residen t "deals 
w ith  nearly  all th e  problem s of life, and  enforces his will 
alone concerning them .”

H e accused the P resident of "love of place and prom ­
inence, of adulation and pow er’” and th a t his "friends and 
syncophants” constantly  assure the ir chief " th a t the  public 
good dem ands th a t he should not desert the  ship.”

H istory, he said, w as full of such instances, and he add­
ed:

" I t  is th is sort of sw eet m usic tha t is the curse of k ings.”
T he senator quoted Raym ond Moley, form er New D eal­

er, in saying th a t the  Roosevelt adm inistra tion  w as h igh­
lighted  by the w ords, "m ust,"  "pack," “purge” and "perpet­
uate .”

He said in the  "fog of hysteria” it had been difficult to 
th ink  soberly or well, adding th a t during  the N ew  Deal the 
A m erican w ay had been forgotten  for "a  prom ised security , 
unearned and easy.”

“ M ay I say— th a t is not the  A m erican w ay,” he said. 
"O ur country  w as not founded upon those ideas, b u t by str iv ­
ing and to iling  and saving and building—a unity  am ong men 
w ith a definite goal—A m erica.”

She never w rote  silly drivel on her 
everyday life and sold it to the  new spapers, and she never sold 
soap over the  radio. H er only appearance in  public  was as the 
honorary  m em ber of the  G irl Scouts of Am erica. She never in ­
v ited  Com m unist youth to the W hite House as h e r guests.—W al­
lace (Idaho) W eekly M iner.
