Seek to End
Discrimination

Plymouth voters are parlic-
ulai'ly interested iji Proposal No.
3 on the Tuesda{ ballot. Not so
many years ago Plymouth asked
the Detroit Street Railways to
provide service from here to De-
troit. The D.S.R.s reply was that
it was not interested in sending
Detroit-owned buses to this lo-
cality because it would not pay.
Later a transportation service
that had been established was
taken over by the Dearborn
Coach company. A regular and
responsible medium of trans-
portation has been the result.

It is claimed by the city-owned
Detroit  transportation = system
that the proposal is an attack on
the Home Rule principle. The ex-
act contrary is the case. A vote
against the proposal undermines
Home Rule, which is a rule which
ought to work both ways. Cer-
tainly Detroit is entitled to run
its own affairs—in Detroit. But
how about Royal Oak’s exper-
ience? The rest of the state is
entitled to run its own affairs,
too. and certainly is entitled to
supervise the state highway sys-
tem outside the various Home
Rule cities and villages. It takes
a “yes" vote to insunc real Home
Rule to all the communities
the state, say those who favor the
proposal.

VAN WAGONER FOR GOVERNOR

The years directly ahead arc more
important than usual to the people of
Michigan. By nature of its key indus-
tries and its strategic position, oui
state must bear the greatest part of the
burden of defense production. It is
vital that the State Administration be
one able to meet unprecedented con-
ditions and render maximum co-opera-
tion with tho Federal Government in
the infinitely complex task of making
our democracy strong.

A question that naturally follows is:
Which of the two candidates for tho
state's most difficult job will be best
able to stand up under the rigors of
the next two strenuous years? Shall
it be Gov. Dickinson or Murray D. Van
Wagoner? In the opinion of the Free
Press, the call should go to Van Wag-
oner.

In indorsing the Democratic candi-
date. we wish to be perfectly clear on
a number of points.

3 is a referendum
on an amendent lo Uie Michigan Motor
Carrier Act of 1933 putting all motor
vehicic.s tor hire opeiuUng on the pub-
lic highways ol this state, regardless
of whom owns them, under the/same”
law. It is not a constitutional amend-
ment Under the terms of this act, as
ainended, a municipal inotorbus t*ins-
portation agency—and that's th« D. S.
R.—when operating ns buses on the
public highways of tins Slate more
than two miles beyond the corporate
limits of Detroit would come under
the same rules and regulations now
imposed on pzivatc bus companies
And before it could operate on these

hways it would first have lo get

Act ISot Obscure

What IS the Motor Carrier Act which
the D. S. R. is fighting with such
frenzy?

2. To provide for the supervision,
regulation and conti-ol of the use of
such highways by all motor vehicles
operated by carriers of passengers and
properly for hire upon or over such
highways;

3. To preserve, foster and regulate
transportation and permit the co-ord-
ination of motor vehicle transportation
facilities;

4. To provide for the supeivision,
regulation and control of the use of
such highways by all motor vehicles
for hire .

Many Backing Act

Although 1 represent the Michigan
Motorbus Association, 1 am not speak-
ing in its behalf alone. There are a
great many other organizations beside
the Motorbus Association interested in
Proposal Number 3 because they con-
sider that the campaign of the D. S. R.
against the Proposal is an attack on
the basic principle on which Michi-
gan's great highway system was built
—that those who use the highways
should build and maintain them. The
private car owner who pays his $10
for a license plate every year and gives
up 45 cents in taxes every time he
buys 10 gallons of gas is interested in
Proposal Number 3. So is the farmer,
the workingman, the school teacher
and all persons interested in transpor-
tation. The state-wide campaign is
sponsored by the Highway Users Con-
ference. which includes 40 or more or-
ganizations of the state interested in
protecting Michigan highways We
arc members of that conference as are
several organizations of private car
owners, including the Michigan State
Grange which unanimously endorsed
Proposal Number 3 last week. There
arc many other highway users repre-
sented. big and little.

\o City Exemption

The D. S. R. is asking something
from the state which it could never get
from the City of Detroit—tax exemp-
tion. The Detroit dty charter provi-
sions creating the D. S. R. specified
that the D. S. R. should pay all taxes
“tbe same as any other private cor-
poration.” Twice in its 19 years his-
tory the D. S. R has asked the voters
oi Detroit to relieve them oi part of
those taxes and twice the voters have
refused, the last time by a two to one
vote.

ler to the Germans, and Mussolini to the Italians.

Now Roosevelt is saying the same thing to

It is not at all
surprising that they have resorted to this lowest form of
political rowdyism. It has been inspired by the “higher ups”
no matter how strenuously they may attempt to make the
public believe otherwise.

As we see it the greatest danger confronting this coun-
try is the class hatreds which the political aristocrats of in-
herited fortunes have raised in their fight against the people
who try to create wealth by doing something worthwhile.

HE KEPT HIS PLEDGES.

Vernon J. Brown is today making an accounting to the
voters of Michigan of his first term as auditor general of the
state of Michigan—an accounting which shows that every
pledge he made two years ago has been faithfully kept and
that he is entitled to the votes of all the voters of the state
on Tuesday.

“1 will cut the cost of operating my department.

“1 will reduce the number of employes, removing from
the pay»'clls every unnecessary job holder.

“1 will economize to such an extent that there will be no
use for red ink in my department and the balance will be on
the right side of the ledger.” Mr. Brown told the voters of
Michigan two years ago. “There will be no overdrawn ap-
propriations in my department.”

A check of the records of the state show that that is just
what Auditor General Brown has done—"very’pledge made
to the voters has been kept. In fact, not only has he kept ev-
ery promise he made to the voters, but many important re-
forms have been brought about in the conduct of the work
of the department.

Confusing and misleading state financial reports have
been wiped out by Auditor General Brown. Today voters re-
ceive from the Auditor General clear, concise and accurate
reports of state finances, issued within 15 days after the close
of business each month.

The first day he took over the office he slashed from
the payroll 33 political job holders. By the end of his first

six months in office, he had reduced the number of employes
in the department from 338 to 159, making a savings to the
state of nearly a quarter of a million dollars per year by pay-
roll slashes.

Corresponding reductions have been made in the con-
duct of all business routine in the department. There are no
needless telephone calls and traveling expenses.

Notwithstanding all of these reductions in expenses,
there has been no decrease in the efficiency of the depart-
mnt. In fact, work is handled more expediently thkn ever be-
fore and when customers call at the office they~are given im-
mediate and courteous attention.

This outstanding record of public service has been ac-
complished by Mr. Brown because of his firm stand against
maintaining needless jobholders on the state payroll, his in-
sistence upon strict attention to businessjiy his entire force
and because, through long~cislative experience, he knows
thoroughly the problems o%jPCe department and how to ac-
complish results.

ONE NEVER KNOWS.

This old world is truly a most uncertain place. One
never knows what is going to happen or when it will happen.
The other night the telephone rang. It was a call to advise
the writer that a youthful, progressive, true friend had been
instantly killed in an automobile accident. The victim was
Frank D. Brown, editor and publisher of the Bellevue Ga-
aette, one of the finest young business men of Eaton county.

The writer has known him from his boyhood. As a
youngster, he was courteous, honorable and reliable. When
he grew to manhood he retained these priceless qualities.
Upon graduation from Olivet college he became associated
with his father in the publication of The Gazette. Later he
became its publisher and under his direction, the newspaper
became one of the best in Michigan in a community of the
size in which it is published. He modernized its appearance
and he made it a newspaper worthy of such a fine place as
Bellevue.

Although a young man, just starting out on a career that
was bound to be a noteworthy one, he had been honored by
his legislative district by election to the state legislature. His
business associates a number of years ago had made him ex-
ecutive secretary of the Michigan Press Association, a posi-
tion he held for a number of years.

But the tragic part of it all lies in the fact that a widow
and two little children must carry on alone to face the world
and its problems without advice or aid of husband and father.
Mrs. Brown has decided to start in where her husband left
oiT—she plans to take his place in the Gazette office and to
serve his community and state in the same enthusiastic way
that her husband did. She is not the only woman in Michigan
who has faced this difficult problem. There have been others,
and to the credit of these intelligent and tireless workers,
they have made good. There is Mrs. Genevieve Woessner
way up in Stephenson in the Upper Peninsula; Lillian Palm-
er of the Northport Leader: Mrs. Robinson of the Wayne
Review; Mrs. Goodemoot in Lake Odessa, and many others,
who have been able to publish most creditable papers. In ev-
ery case these women have had the fine cooperation of the
business men and residents of their communities.

The task Mrs. Brown assumes is not an easy one, but
she will make good, there is no question about that. Her de-
cision to enter into immediate services to her community,
friends and neighbors through the Bellevue Gazette, will in
a slight degree lessen the terrible shock that has come to this
young family.

Yes, these are most uncertain times in which we are liv-
ing. One never knows what hour or minute one will meet
the Creator of all things.

CIVIL SERVICE—YES!

Among the numerous questions to be submitted to the
voters on Tuesday, November 5 will be the proposal for man-
datory establishment of civil service in the state government.

The Plymouth Mail has never been too enthusiastic
about writing into the basic laws of the state many impor-
tant changes, especially changes that pertain to administra-
tive functions. We have believed that these matters should
be left with the legislature.

But it has become apparent that the intent of the legis-
lature pertaining to civil service is not being carried out by
all of those entrusted to the administration of legislative en-
actments, and that this intent will not be carried out, no
matter which party is in control of governmental affairs.

It was the failure on the part of administrative officials
during the first two years of civil service to do what the
legislature had intended them to do that caused so much pro-
test against civil service during the last legislative session.
The previous administration did not carry out either the
spirit or the intent of the law.

But what do we find under the administration of another
group of officials? Some are doing just what they should do.
Others are brazen in their defiance of civil service aims.

Has there been any improvement in the type of non-
competitive employes hired by certain administratfve offi-
cials since the doors were opened?

Has petty politics been eliminated from some of the var-
ious departments?

Has there been any increase in efficiency?

Has there been any saving to the taxpayers?

Has the intent of the legislature been carried out by
some of the present administrators of the law any more than
it was under the previous administration?

NO!

The writer happens to know that in one state depart-
ment at least all of the offenses committed under civil service
during the Murphy administration are being committed to-
day. In fact, these offenses now being committed are prob-
ably more obnoxious than they were under the previous ad-
ministration. And the department guilty of these offenses is
not a Democratic department either.

It has become apparent that civil service will not be
effectively administered by all of the state departments un-
der any political party that happens to be in control of the
state government.

Both candidates for governor have stated that they will
appoint members of the civil service commission who will
fearlessly carry out the intent of the voters pertaining to
civil service if the proposal is approved by the voters.

Therefore. The Plymouth Mail unhesitatingly urges its
readers to vote "Yes" upon the civil service amendment.

ABOLISH IT.

The papers are printing news again about the State
Board of Cosmetology. The board announces that some 500
applications that have been on file for many months are to
be “"cleaned up."

After having watched the operators of this board for a
number of years, there is but one conclusion that can be
reached—and that conclusion is that the whole mess should
be cleaned out and the law immediately repealed.

Control of beauty shops in the first place was set up as
a racket. It has been operated as a racket and the whole mess
is a racket.

The next legislature should lose no time in repealing the
law. No other law regulating this business is needed or
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should be passed. Women have judgment enough not to go
to a beauty shop that is not operated by competent workers.
If a beauty shop does not do satisfactory work, and is not
sanitary, it will go out of business quicker than the state
can put it out of business.

If beauty shops are to be regulated, why not regulate
the conduct and habits of the person who sells potatoes from
door to door, the grocery store clerk, the newsboy, the print-
er, the hamburg stand, the popcorn wagon—the automobile
salesman, the fellow who pumps gas into your car? Why
stop at these? Why not make a state inspector out of every
person and inspect everything and everybody? There is just
about as much sense to this as there is to force women by
taxes and licenses to maintain such an outfit as has attempt-
ed to control the beauty shop business of this state. It’s time
to clean it up—and clean it out!

FOR GEORGE DINGMAN.
