"City planning is a legal way
of providing for and guiding the
physical development” of a CHV
in"a manner desired bv iis t™*-
izen."” declared Mr. Strong.

"In this and in other phases
of civic improvement. Am.-rica
has lagged behind Europe. Plan-
ning is old there, but, especially
in ancient lime.s, was on a differ-
ent basis.” with towns being plan-
ned and built by rulers for a
special purpo.se. of a predeterm-
ined size, and mostiv at one l;irc.
Rome and .\lhen,s were examptrs
ci‘ this. In old New England, in
colerial times, planning was cot-
fined to the ecommon’ or villa.gc
giccn. around which stood var-
fous public buildings. The cty
of Washington is the outstanding
example of American planning
for a purpose, in this case. :0
make that city outstanding as
the capital of the* countrv. Wash-
i.ngton is .still being developed
along the original lines laid out
in the time of our first president.

“"M'C/dern planning progfes.s i
a matter of 30 years’ growth.
Then, there were no zoning ord-
inances.

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Mayor WMpple Gives Radio Address
on “Citizenship and Public Morals”

*The question of citizenship
and public morals is an impor-
tant part of our national
strength,” said Mayor Ruth Hus-
ton Whipple in a radio address
for Armistice day over CKLW,
Monday afternoon.

“Roger Babson. the famous ec-
onomist. pointed out in an article
in a November periodical, how
the fall of France came through
the weakening of its moral
by corruption and indulgence. His
conclusion that the decay of cit-
izenship and public morals had
an enormous bearing on the fall
of the country which was our
ally on the first .Armistice Day
22 years ago has been repeated
by dozens of able journalists and
students of world affairs since last
June.

"Wc in the United Slates are
consuming 1.939,869,030 gallons
of all kinds of alcoholic bever-
ages a year." continued Mrs.

article that there are certain
movies, particularly those which

ies arc sex and crime idolizing,
but that even that minority con-
, tributes to juvenile delinquency,
i 'A third influence on public
*morals is the sale of salacious
literature. Again Judge Healy
has spoken of the importance of
this cause of juvenile delin-
quency. He points out that while
some types of juvenile crime
have decreased, those involving
sex arc increasing. One reason
for this, he claims, is the ever-
increasing torrent of salacious
| literature on our news-stands,
"in drug stores, and in libraries,
fparticularly in rental libraries of
;the lower type.

"A fourth” influence on public
morals is gambling. The stale
law of Michigan is so clearly
against every form of gambling.
*except horse racing, that an?/
lcommunity may be free of all
Igames of chance if and when its
‘citizens have enough stamina to
demand local law enforcement.

“The fifth influence on public
Imorals is graft and corruption
*among public officials, Michigan
Iwas shocked in August, 1939,
when charges of graft and cor-
iruption were made against cer-
Ilain police officials in Detroit.
Then in August, 1940, 156 De-
troiters including 27 police offi-
Icers were indicted in the gamb-
1ling conspiracy. A month later
‘the papers announced that tlie
Ferguson grand jury was holding
137 defendants for trial in the
handbook graft conspiracy. All of
this is a disgrace to government
and a condition which causes
people to lose faith in all public
officials, but the encouraging fac-
tor is that public morality is
high enough to insist that such
conditions be corrected. So long
as the vast ma{'orily of our cit-
izens want public officials to be
honest and want government to
be free from corruption, we need
1not worry.

' ‘Again m this respect we ma
,take a leaf from the note-boo
\of the great European nations
‘that have fallen since the last
" Armistice Dag because of cor-
;ruption and bribes on the part
of public officials. We do need to
\concern ourselves with the effect
:of widespread corruption on our
national morale.

I ‘As Channing Pollock, lecturer
*and playwright, warned us when
.he .spoke in Detroit last month.

Few democracies have survived
imore than 200 years. Nations die
lof softening of the spine.” That
I'is a challenge to our citizenship
land to the maintenance of our
jpublic morals.”

Deer Season
Opens In State

DefiP hunders pfaparing for the.
opening today (Friday), of Mich-
igan’s 15-day gun season can ex-
pect as good success as they en-
Joyed in 1939, when thev secured
45.148 bucks.

Cheering assurance to this ef-
fect is contained in reports of
conservation officers .stationed in
both Michigan peninsulas. Deer,
except in scattered localities, arc
said to be in excellent cbndition.
Some officers report seeing more
bucks. Bear arc more numerous.

Upper Peninsula officers cite
a comparatively open winter,
good yarding conditions and ab-
sence of predators as factors
which have contributed to an
apparent increase in the deer
herds. Below the straits, as in
Presque Isle. Montmorency and
Alpena counties, starvation oc-
elinred last winter, but officers
report that “any part of these
three counties will furnish good ;

doer hunting.” Deer arc reported 1

plentiful in Oscoda. Alcona. Oge-'
maw and losco counties, but the
condition of the herds in north-
east Oscoda and northwest Al-
cona counties is said to be un-
der par.

“Deer are evidently. more
jplentiful (in the Grand Traverse
iregion) than in other years.” ac-
Icording to a district officer who
;add.9 that more buck deer have
been seen than was the case lat
year, "e‘yen in areas not noted

as good.
Greater percentage of bucks
and increased numbers of deer

are reported in counties north
and northeast of Muskegon and
an "™am'ple supply” of bucks isi
the ostiTTiate of officers in Clare, j
Isabella, Gladwin. Midland, Are-
nace and Bay counties.

Southern peninsula officers al-
so cite comparatively mild
[ weather conditions of a year ago
as responsible for the apparent
increase.

No conservation officers, how-
ever. claim that deer are as plen-
tiful as they were a few seasons
ago. Exhaustion of browse in
many swamps is operating to re-
duce the size of herds.

More than 170,000 hunters were

in Michigan deer country last
season.

Intelligence Tests

In order to determine students’
mental abilit and brightness,
Kynaouth high school, under the
management of Mr. Carvel Bent-
ley, vocational director, has been
giving “Inlelli%ence Tests” to ap-
proximately 400 students during
the past week. It is to be empha-
sized that this method is just one
way of hundreds used to deter-
mine a student’s mental ability,
and should not be considered in-
fallible. It is quite possible that
this “pe of test may not measure
a student's ability accurately. For
example, he may be ill the day
he is.given the test and his score
will suffer accordingly. The re-
sults of this test are not publiih-
eC but are.used by the teachWs
in order to determine what the
shident is cEg>able of doing in his
class work.

The difference between “men-
tal ability” and "brightness" is
marked and should not be con-
fused. The term "mental abili®”
rhers to the inherent or innate
mental quality which increases
vath age. whereas "brightness”
refers to a constant, fixed qual-
it%/ which determines the degree
of mental ability an individual
will eventually "reach. Mental
ability is meesured by the indi-
vidual’s score in the test, while a
measure of brightness is obtained
hr comparing his score with that
of others his own age.

The tests being given to the 400
stv<A«nts. which include! all the
njpth graders, and the Aew stu-
dents of the ten” eleventh, and
twelfth grades,"is the Higher Ehc-
amination designed hig
sghool students and college free -
men. Thirty minutes is allowed
for the test and a variety of
questions is used rather than a
limited number of types in the
ordinary examination.

The test includes question in-
vqlving arithmetic, sjmonysas for
words, rapid calculations and an
ability to. eomyrehend.

THE THING TO DO.

There was a lot said during the recent state campaign
about the crippled and afflicted children’s problem in Mich-
igan. There was criticism and promises by various candi-
dates of both parties. It was unfortunate that the question
was injected into the campaign, but that was somc”ing that
could not very well be avoided because of the wide news-
paper publicity given to various arguments on the part of
high state officials during the last year.

Unfortunately most of the discussion pertained to what
had not been done and what should have been done in the
past, with not much attention being given to constructive
suggestions as to what should be done in the future. But
that is usual in political arguments.

The time has arrived, however, for the serious consider-
ation of what TO DO for the care of crippled and afflicted
children in Michigan.

To those who have been intensely interested in the
crippled children work, it has been apparent for some time
that the construction and maintenance of a CHILDREN'S
HOSPITAL is ONE of Michigan’s greatest needs. Such an
institution would not only provide an excellent place to care
for the one thousand or more hopelessly crippled boys and
girls of the state who are and will be public charges as long
as they live, but it could also be made an institution for the
treatment of large numbers of cases that can be cured.

The CHILDREN’'S HOSPITAL should be a state in-
stitution and under the direction of the Crippled Children's
Commission. Any one knowing about the crippled children’s
problem in Michigan knows of the need of such an institu-
tion.

The University of Michigan hospital has its important
place in this work, but this hospital is not a state institution.
It is under the direction and control of the regents of the
University. It is a great hospital, and it serves an amazing-
ly beneficial purpose in the state, covering a wide and un-
limited field in its services to humanity. Its activities should
be consistently increased with the growth of our population
and the needs of our people.

It is our belief that not only would a Children’s hospital
devoted exclusively to the care of crippled and afflicted chil-
dren, be of distinct benefit to our unfortunate boys and girls,
but we KNOW that its maintenance would be far more ec-
onomical than the present unorganized and haphazard
method of hospitalization of crippled and afflicted children’s
cases.

It would be a forward step, indeed, if Michigan should
in the immediate future construct a children’s hospital.

KENNEDY SPEAKS THE TRUTH.

Monday newpapers quoted Ambassador Joseph Ken-
nedy, recently returned to his home in Boston from England,
as saying:

*The thinp is, ujhat we do with the next six months.

It mould be fatal to let it go by mithout maklnp the most

of every working day for defense. We aren’t dotnp the

TTiorimum nom. We've got to. Weve got tef realize it.

We've got to educate Amertco to the need for defense.”

Mr. Kennedy did well to speak so emphatically. He did
well to place emphasis upon our need to do SOMETHING
and DO IT NOW! It should not be necessary to educate
America to our need for defense—we should KNOW IT and
hesitate no longer to keep our nation safe and free.

PREPARE NOW!

No American citizen need feel too optimistic about our
future relations in world affairs. Whether we get into the
war or not. we are in for a long, hard struggle ahead, a strug-
gle for economic existence such as we have never before ex-
perienced. Today, right now, is the time to prepare for that
which is to come—and our preparation should be in the de-
velopment of a will to sacrifice, a will to go without many
of the blessings of life that we now deem essential. No one
should be fooled, whether we like it or not, there will be
serious sacrifices to be made—and we, as good, loyal Amer-
ican citizens should be ready and willing to make every sac-
rifice deemed essential to our future existence.

THE DUTY OF REPUBLICANISM.

When the majority of American voters express their
opinion on a public question, it is the duty of every citizen
of a republic to respect and abide by the wishes of the larg-
est Auraber. But the majority may not always be right in all
the things it aims to do. That is why we have opposing opin-
ions. opposing thoughts. It is the give-and-take policy be-
tween these conflicting ideas which makes for good gov-
ernmnet and better legislation.

Unfortunately the members of a minority party some-
times gain the idea that it is their responsibility and their
duty to find fault, only to criticize and to embarrass the
majority party, no matter how worthy or beneficial the legis-
lative proposals might be. That has been one of the troubles
